From the Ha­
waii site, First Day covers will 
be forwarded to the recovery 
ship.

Atlantic covers sent to Norfolk 
will be processed through the lo­
cal post office with the standard 
U.S. Postal Service cancellation 
device and will not contain the 
name of an Atlantic recovery 
ship.

Collectors throughout the world 
should send stamped self-address­
ed envelopes before March 25. 
Only US postage may be used on 
the covers. Cash, money orders 
or checks cannot be accepted.

Collectors are to furnish en­
velopes 3%  inches by 6V2 inches. 
A 3-inch square should be allowed 
on the left-hand side of envelopes 
so the cachet can be applied.
