county convention, held in this city to­
day, was harmonious and enthusiastic 
and satisfying. The ticket nominated 
Is the best that has ever been placed 
before the voters of Teller county, and 
is as follows:

For coroner, G. W. Stryker of Alt­
man.

For county judge, George Q. Rich­
mond of Cripple Creek.

For county surveyor, Charles O. Cal­
mer of Woodland Park.

S. N. Briggs of Victor was elected 
chairman of county central committee.

The convention was called to order at 
10:30 o’clock by Chairman Charles W. 
Wells of the county central committee. 
Armory hall, on Third street, the scene 
3f the gathering, made an ideal con­
vention hall. The speakers’ stand at 
the west end of the structure was one 
miles of bunting and Hugs. Surrounded 
by 'these national emblems were the 
portraits of William McKinley, Abra­
ham Lincoln and Theodore Roosevelt.

President McKinley's portrait, in 
the center, was appropriately draped 
with mourning. To the right of the 
stand were seated the members of the 
Portland band, and the patriotic airs 
of this popular organization greatlv en­
thused the delegates and spectators, 
who filled the large hall.

After the reading of the call, and 
upon motion of S. N. Briggs of Victor, 
C. K. Brady, also of Victor, was unani­
mously chosen temporary chairman. 
Mr. Brady was escorted to the chair 
by Harold Thompson of Cripple Creek 
and Mr. Briggs. Fred E. Sutton of 
Cripple Creek. L. W. Rogers of Inde­
pendence and P. C. McDowell of Eik- 
ton wore elected secretaries.

Upon motion of J W. Ceman of 
Cripple Creek a vqh* of thanks was 
extended to C. W. J Li I s and,.T, F. 
Topping, the retiring cytirman and sec­
retary of tlte county centra! committee.

Alter a brief adjourkment the fol­
lowing committees were announced by 
the chair:

Browne of Cripple Creek and L. E. Mc- 
Garry of Goldfield.

The business of the morning session 
being completed Judge S. P. Vanatta 
was called upon to address the con 
vention. In opening his remarks the 
speaker eulogized the late president 
and extolled the virtues of President 
Roosevelt. “ Thank God, that the bullet 
of the assassin cannot reach the Re­
publican party, the principles of which 
arc established in the hearts of the 
people of the land. Thank God that 
fusion has served its time and is now 
dead. I see a great many new faces 
in this convention. If the convention 
will nominate a good, clean, straight 
Republican ticket, there will be many 
new faces in the party before election 
day. The position of Colorado todav is 
enough to bring a blush to the cheek 
of any man. Hero is Colorado, the 
brightest star in the sisterhood of 
states, with ils treasury bankrupt. A 
remedy was offered, but the fusion 
legislature was fighting over jobs and 
allowed the time to elapse before pass­
ing the revenue bill. Now a special 
Rosslon must bo held, and again the job 
hunters are flocking to Denver if 
there is one thing that a Democrat 
likes better than an office, it is more 
office. Today is the grandest day of 
the campaign, lr this convention will 
nominate a ticket that honesty, fidelity 
and truth can indorse, it will be elected 
by a rousing majority on November 6 ’ ’ 

The remarks of Mr. \anatta were 
greeted .with much applause. The con­
vention then took a recess until L30 o'clock.

At the afternoon’s session the report 
of the committee on credentials was 
adopted. The committee on permanent 
organization and order of business rec­
ommended that Robert Graham of Crip­
ple Creek be made permanent chair­
man and that the temporary secretaries 
be made permanent. The report was 
adopted, and Mr. Brady, the temporary 
secretary, in a few well chosen words 
presented Mr. Graham to the convent 
tion. Chairman Graham said in part 

"This is the largest and most har­
monious convention that has ever met 
in Teller county. It is pleasant and 
agreeable to be here, uml I think that 
It is a safe and proper place for a min­
ister of the gospel to come. There arc 
many Democrats in the audience, and 
all I can say to them is that they are 
welcome.”

The speaker then eulogized the late 
president, and In closing said: “ A great 
calamity has befallen the country, but 
the spirit o f the dead executive will live 
in the hearts of American citizens for 
centuries to come.’ ’

The report of the committee on reso­
lutions read by Chairman F. J. Ark ins 
was received with the greatest enthusi­
asm from the fact that the resolutions 
read had the true ring of Republicanism 
and left no rqotp for doubt as to their 
meaning. The resolutions drawn were 
as follows:

“ We, the Republicans’ of Teller coun­
ty. in convention assembled, recognize 
H the death of President McKinley the 
loss of a great man. the best friend of 
the laborer that this country ever pro­
duced,- an honest man, a true. Amer­

ican citizen, a brave soldier ancPstates- 
man, with mind so broad that it con- 
trolled the minds of others and dared 
lead that others might follow in diplo­
macy. Our sympathy is extended to his 
lonely wife, and our hearts will bleed 
to think that this kindly Christian man, 
without an enemy on earth, should die 
as a result of treasonable utterances, 
that led a fool to commit a crime so 
abhorrent as to cause the whole world 
Lo shudder and condemn.

We call upon all law-givers to make 
laws defining a line between treason­
able utterances and freedom of speech, 
and to punish treason by death or ban­
ishment. It is Ume to draw the line and 
close the mouths of all those who ad­
vocate violence and assassination 
against servants of the. people, who as 
executors of our will, enforce our laws.

Whereas, During the past two years 
the Democratic administration of this 
county has spent twice the amount of 
money for this single county that it cost 
to run El Paso and Teller before di­
vision supporting by this expenditure a 
gang of deputies, assistants and favored 
attorneys, principally imported from 
other counties and states, and while 
making this vast expenditure has utter­
ly failed lo protect our citizens from 
numerous outrages, and has failed to 
enforce our laws; and,

Whereas, It is the history of this 
country, for the past forty years, that 
under Republican rule, national, state 
and municipal governments, invariably 
progress and improve While the success 
of the Democracy has meant, disaster, 
dismay and depression, one of these 
transitions having been so recent that 
all citizens whether in the rants of 
la'bor, or those more fortunate, should 
heed the lesson, and

Whereas, The present Democratic 
state administration is another example 
of the incompetence in government of 
this unfortunate party, passing appro­
priations amounting to more than our 
revenues, and attempting to pass laws 
in their desperation that are recognized 
as unconstitutional and wrong, and by 
their attempts driving today invest­
ments out of our state, and causing 
even mining companies of Cripple 
Creek to organize in Wyoming, and

“ Whereas, The time lias come for the 
voters of 2 Teller county to re-altgn 
themselves political#, we do call upon 
all (hose who believe in good govern­
ment in honest and ‘efficient manage­
ment’ of our county affairs, in progress 
and the advancement of American labor 
and industries, and that the United 
states take her proper place among the 
leading nations of the earth, to join us 
and become Republican; and on the 
contrary all those political pessimists 
who have lost faith in the American 
people, revile our public institutions 
and men, incite the poor against the 
rich, and talk of industrial slavery, we 
hope will stay with or join the De­
mocracy where they belong.

“Whereas, We concur in the resolu­
tions adopted by the various miners 
union organizations, condemning the 
murderous assaults made upon 
zens of this district.

"Therefore, be it resolved, That we 
pledge our officers to in the futuie, as 
in the past, enforce the laws, and af­
ford that protection to persons and 
property that is due the citizens and 
taxpayers, and for which government 
exists. The outlaws and vicious char­
acters that infest our camp will be 
hunted down and punished, and our 
county offices be placed on a busi­
ness basis, honestly and fearlessly con­
ducted in the interests o f all.

"Resolved, That we renew our al­
legiance to those great principles of the 
Republican party that brought honor, 
peace and plenty to our nation; fur­
nished more and better work than ever 
before known, and that placed the 
country in the lead of all others finan­
cially and by the policy advanced by 
our martyred president promises to 
practically control the bulk of the com­
merce of the world.

“ Resolved, That the Republican par­
ty of Teller county promises to correct 
that system of extravagance and waste 
inaugurated by the Democratic county 
officers, and to see that all the vast 
revenue from the county is not dissi­
pated in supporting a chosen few, and 
that in their employment of deputies, 
and assistants, if Teller county men 
and women cannot be found to fill the 
positions, the positions will be left va­
cant.

The order of business was then taken 
up and was disposed of with dispatch. 
Every candidate was nominated by ac­
clamation, being the choice of the en­
tire convention. Charles Crowder of 
Cripple Creek, was placed In nomination 
for sheriff by T. B. McDonald. The 
nomination was seconded by William 
Palmer of Woodland Park. Amid great 
applause the nomination was made by 
acclamation.

For county clerk and recorder, W il­
ford E. Dingman, the popular young 
business man of Victor, was nominated 
by F. N. Briggs, and the nomination 
was seconded by James E. Owen.

For county assessor, Floyd Thomp­
son, a mining man of Cripple Creek, 
was nominated by T. B. McDonald. J. 
A. Howze seconded the nomination and 
the convention made Mr. Thompson its 
unanimous choice.

At this juncture the enthusiasm of 
the day reached its climax. Word was 
brought Into the convention that the 
Columbia had won the first of the in­
ternational yacht races. Chairman 
Graham notified the convention, and 
amid the wildest enthusiasm the bands 
played “ Columbia the Gem of the 
Ocean." Spectators and delegates stood 
upon chairs, threw their hats into the 
air. and yelled themselves hoarse.

CZOLGOSZ
S ENTENCED

Death Penalty to Be Inflicted at Au­
burn Prison W eek of October 28.

A  S T A T E M E N T  TO T H E  CO U RT

Prisoner Again Declared That He 
Alone W a s Responsible for the 

Murder and No One Else 
W a s Involved.

New York, Sept. 26.—One of the big­
gest crowds that ever put to sea went 
down to the Sandy H o o k  lightship to­
day to witness Sir Thomas Lipton s 
second challenger, Shamrock II, and the 
white flyer, Columbia, which success­
fully defended the America's cup 
against his first trophy hunter two 
years ago, struggle for the yachting su­
premacy of the world in the first of the 
cup races of 1901.

But the excursion fleet returned dis­
appointed. The great single stickers 
went out this morning fresh for the 
battle but the sea refused them a field 
of conflict. The wind, never more than 
nine and sometimes as low as three 
knots, was too light and shifty to car­
ry the contestants over the 30-mile 
course in the time allotted by the rules. 
At the end of five and a half hours, the 
prescribed time, the race was officially 
declared off and the yachts were towed 
back to their berths Inside Sandy Hook.

When the gun aboard the committee 
boat was fired to call attention to the 
signal declaring the race off, the Amer­
ican yacht was still five miles from 
the finish line. The Shamrock was 
well astern of her, the experts 
estimating her distance behind the Co­
lumbia at over three-quarters of a mile.

Americans have reason to congratu­
late themselves upon the result of the 
first trial. The yacht which carried J. 
P. Morgan’s private signal, a black pen­
nant with a yellow malteze cross, to 
victory two years ago, was headed but 
once in the 25 miles covered and then 
the Englishman showed the way for 
only five minutes.

In windward work the Columbia^ beat 
the foreigner seven minutes and 15 sec­
onds to the outer mark and increased 
her lead somewhat in the broad reach 
for home.

While the test was unsatisfactory, 
the yachting sharps who have been 
skeptical up to this time as to the 
ability of the Columbia to successfully 
defend the cup are more confident to­
night that it will remain on this side 
of the Atlantic, yet a while longer. 
Certainly Columbia’s superiority in 
light airs appears to have been demon­
strated today. Shamrock II did TyV *n 
fact, make as good’ a s h o w i n g i d  
Llpton’s first challenger in the li. A '..-nz- 
en flukes that preceded the actual races 
two years ago. What Shamrock may 
be able to do in heavy weather is, of 
course, problematical, but Columbia has 
been tried and all her admirers insist 
she is distinctively a heavy weather 
boat.

Two years ago Sir Thomas’ prayer 
was for wind, but when he got a smash­
ing 25-knot gale in the last race Co­
lumbia’s victory was even more decis­
ive than in the first. Since then Co­
lumbia’s ability in heavy weather has 
been proved again and again. The 
harder it blows the faster she goes and 
the better she behaves. It is not strange 
therefore, that the patriotic skippers 
and spectators who went down to San­
dy Hook this morning with misgivings, 
returned tonight reassured and strong­
ly disposed to wager that the pretty 
wreath of shamrock and white heather 
from the oldest yacht club in the world 
which Sir Thomas is treasuring in 
the cabin of his champion will prove 
no mascot after all.

The day had promised well at first. 
A strong northeast wind had been blow­
ing for two days and the weather 
prophets had offered assurance that it 
would hold. It had piled up what the 
sailors call a nasty lump of sea out­
side and before the race began -tvas 
whipping the foam off the crests of the 
waves. A heavy haze which hung over 
the bay had blown away the bright 
sunlight which gilded the crinkling 
water into glory.

The procession that sailed out of New 
York harbor anticipated a fine day’s 
sport. So numerous were the various 
kinds of craft that they seemed to fill 
the broad expanse of ocean between the 
Long Island and Jersey shores as with 
a countless fleet. They included pala­
tial steam yachts, steamers and excur­
sion boats filled tier above tier with 
people, snub-nosed tugs, picnic barges 
and numerous other craft.

Conspicuous among yachts were J. P. 
Morgan’s Corsair, F. W. Vanderbilt’s 
Conqueror, Cornelius Vanderbilt’s Mi­
rage, Howard Gould’s Niagara, John 
Jacob Astor's Nourmahal. and August 
Belmont’s Stout, each flying the New 
York Yacht club’s pennant.

The big racers had already been 
towed out and when the fleet ar­
rived the polished bronze hull of the 
Shamrock, gleaming and glistening in 
the brilliant sun. made her look like 
a craft of gold, a yellow breasted gull 
with white pinions spread. The white 
revenue cutters and yachts of the pa­
trol fleet each with the vertically striped 
flag at the fore-peak, marshaled the ex­
cursion fleet behind the line. Shortly 
before 11 o ’clock a regatta committee 
tug measured off the 200 yards starting 
line from the ship and signaled that 
the course would be east by north, 15 
miles straight into the eye of the wind 
and return, and another big tug started 
toward the Long Island shore to set the 
outer mark.

At five minutes before 11 o'clock the 
preparatory signal for the race was 
given. Then began the jockeying be­
hind the line, of which Charles Barr, 
the American skipper, has proved him^ 
self so many times a grand master. 
And the skill he displayed today was 
enough to warm the cockles of those 
who saw it. He got into the wind­
ward berth and try as the Englishman 
would he could not shake him off. As 
the red ball which marked the warning 
signal was hoisted ten minutes later, 
the English skipper, in despair, put up 
his tiller, crossed the line and tacked 
about the lightship, but the Columbia 
hung to him as if one itiller were an­
swering both and whJ they again 
raced for the line it w j^ ik e  two thor­
oughbred horses neckof.rii  neck.

Buffalo, Sept. 26.—Leon F. Czolgosz, 
the assassin of • President McKinley, 
was this afternoon sentenced to be elec­
trocuted in Auburn state prison during 
the week begining October 28, 1901. Be­
fore sentence was passed the assassin 
evinced a desire to speak, but he could 
not get his voice above a whisper and 
his words were repeated to the court by 
his counsel.

“'There was no one else but me,’ ’ the 
prisoner said in a whisper. “ No one 
else told me to do it and no one paid 
me to do it. I was not told anything 
about the cirme and I never thought 
anything about it until a couple of days 
before I committed the crime.”

Czolgosz sat down. He was quite 
calm, but it was evident that his tnind 
was flooded with thoughts of his own 
distress. His eyes were dilated, mak­
ing them appear very bright. His 
cheeks were a trifle pale and his out­
stretched hand trembled. The guards 
put the handcuffs on his wrists. He 
looked at one of the officers. There 
was an expression of the profoundest 
fear and helplessness in his eyes. He 
glanced about at the people who 
crowded the room in efforts to get a 
look at him. The prisoner’s eyelids rose 
and fell tremulously and then he fixed 
his gaze upon the floor In front of him.

At this point Judge Titus came over 
to the prisoner and bade him good-bye. 
Czolgosz replied very faintly, letting his 
eyes rest upon the man who had been 
his counsel.

"Good-bye,”  he said weakly.
Czolgosz was then hurried downstairs 

and through the “ Tunnel of Sobs” to 
the jail, where he will remain until re­
moved to Auburn to pay the penalty 
for his crime. ,

Although the time announced for con­
verting the court was 2 o ’clock every 
seat and every foot of standing room 
was occupied before 1 o’clock and 
scores were clamoring outside for ad­
mission. The doors were locked and no 
more were admitted to the room. The 
prisoner, was brought into the room at 
five minutes after 2 o'clock. Five min­
utes later Justice White took his place 
upon the bench.

As soon as Justice White assumed 
the befcch Crier Hess said:

“ Pursuant to a recess this Bupri.ne 
court is now open for the transaction 
of business.”

District Attorney Penny said:
“ If your honor please, I move sen­

tence in the case of the people vs. Leon 
Czolgosz. Stand up Czolgosz.”

Clerk Fisher swore the prisoner and 
his record was taken by the district 
attorney as follows:

Age, 28 years; place of nativity, De­
troit; residence, Broadway, Nowak’s, 
Buffalo; occupation, laborer; married or 
single, single; degree of education, com­
mon school and parochial; religious in­
struction, Catholic; parents, father liv­
ing, mother dead; temperate or intem­
perate, temperate; former conviction of 
crime, none.

The clerk of the court then asked: 
"Have you legal cause to show now 

why the sentence of the court should 
not now be pronounced against you?” 

“ I cannot hear that,” replied the 
prisoner.

Clerk Fisher repeated his question 
and Czolgosz replied:

“ I would rather have this gentleman 
here speak,” looking toward District 
Attorney Penny. ” 1 can hear him 
better.”

At this point Justice White told those 
in the court room that they must be 
quiet or they would be excluded from 
the room.

Mr. Penny then said to the prisoner: 
"Czolgosz, the court wants to know if 

you have any reason to give why sen­
tence should not be now pronounced 
against you. Have you anything to say 
to the judge, say yes or no.”

The prisoner did not reply and Justice 
White, addressing the prisoner, said: 

"In that behalf, what you have a 
right to say relates explicitly to the 
subject in hand here at this time and 
which the law provides, why sen­
tence should not be now pronounced

against you, and is defined by the 
statute. The first is that you may 
claim that you are insane, the next is 
that you have good cause to offer either 
in arrest of the judgment about to be 
pronounced against you or for a new 
trial. Those are the grounds specified 
by the statute In which you have a 
right to speak at this time, and you are 
at perfect liberty to do so if you wish.” 

The prisoner replied:
“ I have nothing to say about that.’ 
The court said:
“ Are you ready?"
Mr. Penny replied:
“ Yes.”
“ Have you anything to say?" asked 

Justice White.
“ Yes,”  replied the prisoner.
“ I think he should be permitted to 

make a statement in exculpation of his 
act if the court please,” said Judge 
Titus.

The court replied:
"That will depend upon what hia 

statement is."
Justice White said:
“Have you (speaking to Judge Titus) 

anything to say in behalf of the prls. 
oner at this time.”
■ “ I have nothing to say within the 
definition of what your honor has read,”  
replied the attorney, “ but It seems to 
me in order that the Innocent should 
not suffer by this defendant's crime the 
court should permit him to exculpate at 
least his father, brother arid sisters.” 

From the court:
“ Certainly, if that is the object of 

any statement he wishes to make,
proceed.”

The prisoner said:
“ There was no one else but me. No 

one else told me to do it, and no one 
paid me to do it.”

Judge Titus repeated it as follows, 
owing to the prisoner’s feeble voice: 

“ He says no one had anything to do 
with the commission of his crime hue 
himself; that his father and mother and 
no one else had anything to do with 
and knew nothing about It.”

The prisoner continued;
“ I was not told anything about that 

crime and I never thought anything 
about murder until a couple of days 
before I committed tlie crime.” 

judge Tf^tiS a-gtUp repeated ^  - 
lows:

“ He never told any one about tiio 
crime and never intended to commit it 
until a couple of days before its com­
mission.”

Then Justice White passed sentence
as follows:

"In taking the life of our beloved 
president you committed a crime which 
shocked and outraged the moral sense 
of the civilized world. You have con­
fessed that guilt and after learning all 
that at this time can be learned from 
the facts and circumstances of the case 
twelve jurors have pronounced you 
guilty and have found you guilty of 
murder in the first degree.

“ You have said, according to the 
testimony of credible witnesses and! 
yourself, that no other person aided or 
abetted you in the commission of this 
terrible act. God grant it may he so. 
The penalty for the crime for which you 
stand convicted is fixed by the statute 
and it now becomes my duty to pro­
nounce this judgment against you.

“ The sentence of the court is that in 
the week beginning October 28, 1901, at 
the place, in the manner and means 
prescribed by law, you suffer the pun­
ishment of death.

"Remove the prisoner.”
The crowd slowly filed out of the 

room and court adjourned at 2:26 The 
death warrant signed by Justice White 
is addressed to the agent and warden 
of Auburn state prison and directs him 
to execute the sentence of the court 
within the walls o f the prison on some 
day during the week beginning October 
2X next, by causing "to pass through 
the body of the said Leon F. C“oTeo«  
a current of electricity of sufficient In!

FROM DENVER

Assessors of the State Officially 
Notified That the Track  

Is Clear.

Denver Bureau 
Colorado Springs Gazette.

Denver, Sept. 26.—Attorney General 
Post today addressed a letter to each 
of the members of the state board of 
assessors advising them of the fact 
that the supreme court had granted a 
writ of prohibition restraining Judge 
Dixon of Pueblo from taking any fur­
ther action in the case of the railroads 
against, the state until after the ar­
gument of the temporary writ of pro­
hibition on October 7, and that pend­
ing that date, the revenue law is in 
effect, and that the board may meet 
In Denver and continue its work with­
out being in contempt of court over 
Judge Dixon's recent writ of injunc­
tion restraining them from completing 
the assessment rolls. It now remains 
for Chairman Lysight to issue his call 
for their reconvening, and it is sup­
posed they will meet and conclude the 
work.

Considerable speculation has been in­
dulged in here today as to whether yes­
terday's action of the supreme court 
annuls Judge Dixon's injunction or not; 
some are of the opinion that it does 
not, but the greater majority feel that 
it does, in speaking of that phase of 
the question today the attorney general 
said: "The matter is entirely out of
Judge Dixon’s hands, for the time be­
ing, and his injunction is annulled. The 
state board of assessors can now ex­
tend the assessment rolls and forward 
them to the several county officials. 
The only thing which might stop the 
work would be for the corporations to 
appear in each county and through the 
courts restrain the county authorities 
from levying their assessments upon 
the extended rolls. That is all they 
can do. At present we are on top. If 
they care to go to the extent of en­
joining each set of county officials we 
will then act further, hut until they 
make some move we are content to 
rest.”

During the interview the attorney 
general took occasion^ to say that the 
Gazette was the only paper in the 
state which correctly reported the pro­
ceedings o f the supreme court, yester­
day and connected such proceedings 
with the past history of the case.

It was reported around the capitol 
building today that Judge Dixon was 
of the opinion that his injunction 
against Secretary Gray was still in 
vogue, and that he might enforce con­
tempt proceedings if Gray sent out the 
rolls. The cas^ may yet develop some 
very interesting points if both sides 
proceed -.l.imiat the lines qf their ro- 

•’ povte'd ideas. Slv̂ vrTu the, county ‘au­
thorities' be permitted'to place the as­
sessment it is not at all probable that 
the same will be paid until payment 
Is forced through the courts, so the 
state treasury stands in no immediate 
danger of being filled to overflowing.

For instance, Robert Speer and 
ex-Mayor Johnson, who led opposing 
Democratic forces during the mayoral- 
ity fight last spring, sat side .by side, 
while just across the aisle sat ex-Gov- 
ernor Thomas, Otis Spencer and Tom 
Maloney, with Spencer in the center.

All o f the addresses today contained 
congratulations on the fact that har­
mony apparently prevailed, but every 
speaker was careful to not drop any 
incidental remark that would be a spark 
in the powder barrel.

The greatest fight is being made 
against Sheriff Jones, who is a candi­
date for re-election. The opposition to 
him is because of the fact that he 
swore in the deputies last fall to help 
maintain order at the presidential elec­
tion. It was charged at that time that 
he was a tool of the Republican party.

There is considerable speculation as 
to what the platform will contain. 
Some of the party leaders are advocat­
ing a clause denouncing the action of 
Judge Mullins in the recent bribery 
case, but it is not considered that such 
a section could be inserted without 
arousing opposition, which would mean 
defeat to the party. On the other hand, 
after all the criticism that has been 
hurled at the judge by his own party 
leaders, it is contended that not to in­
sert the clause would at least t'Mow ouc 
the impression that the rank and file 
of the party approve his actions.

The platform adopted by the Demo­
cratic committee on resolutions tonight 
and which will be presented to the 
county convention tomorrow promises 
to be a rather tame document if the 
skeleton as given out tonight is a cri­
terion. It will congratulate the people 
upon the supremacy of Democratifc 
principles in the state' and Arapahoe 
county inasmuch as their administra­
tion of affairs “ has been wise, able and 
economical.” It pledges the party to 
continue the economical administration 
of state affairs as practiced in the past. 
It commends the thirteenth assembly 
for its work and especially for passing 
the revenue act, which it characterizes 
as a measure that will make taxes 
equal. It pledges the party to equalize 
the taxation of Arapahoe county. It ex­
presses the belief that the revenue bill 
will remain valid and if it does not that 
a special session of the legislature will 
be called to make it so. It cites the ex­
ample of President Roosevelt when gov­
ernor of New York in connection with 
the revenue law of that state. It de­
plores the death of President McKinley 
and expresses sympathy for Mrs. Mc­
Kinley. It advocates home rule for 
Denver and eight-hour labor laws and 
indorses precinct option.

The football season in Colorado Springs 
opens tomorrow afternoon when the col­
lege and High school will meet at Wash­
burn field. The game will be called at 
o’clock. Admission 25 cents.

Manitou Liquor
Case in Court

A case involving the rights of clubs 
to sell liquor without regular local li­
censes occupied the attention of the coun­
ty court yesterday. It was the first of 
four appeals made by Dr. B. B. Creighton 
and William Wagner from decisions in the 
Manitou justice court, the two defendants 
having been fined four times for different 
alleged violations of the town ordinances.

The case on trial yesterday was an ap­
peal from a fine of $100 and costs imposed 
for the sale of liquor at the Arcade club 
without a town license. The prosecution 
was presented by J. W. Ivriger and Judge 
Ira Harris, the attorney for the defend­
ants being J. Iv. Vanatta. The sale of 
liquor is admitted, the apptnl being based 
on questions of law.

The Arcade club is regularly incorpor­
ated, but the Manitou authorities say the 
club lias no right to sell liquor without 
a town license, it being contended that 
the sale is for the profit of the two pro­
prietors. Tfre defendants deny this and

, say that the club has a right to sell liquo
j to its members.

A n o t h e r  S u it  O v e r
th e  A n t le r s  Fire

So long as the courts of El Paso county 
last, the Anticrs fire of October 1, 1898, 
will be kept green in the memory of the 
citizens of Colorado Springs. It would 
take much space to enumerate all the 
suits that have come out of that fire.

Another was filed yesterday in the dis­
trict court. This is the second within the 
past two months and tile end does not 
yet appear. The suit filed yesterday is 
entitled Magill vs. the D. and R. G. R. R. 
Co. It is a combination suit, in which 
the claims of some 30 contestants are 
united. Thirty people who claim to have 
been burned out in that fire have Joined 
hands with Magill and he brings the suit 
for all. The aggregate sum of damages 
asked is $27,800.

• The complaint covers 200 typewritten 
pages and contains 54 separate causes oi 
action. It is one of the most voluminous 
complaints ever filed in the county. The 
ground covered is practically the same 
as that covered in the many suits that 
have been filed heretofore. The gist oi 
the argument is that a D. and R. G. en­
gine emitted sparks which set fire to the 
freight depot platform and from there 
spread to a car ol’ powder and from there, 
spread over-the section of the city that 
was burned. The railroad is said to have 
been criminally negligent in allowing pa- 
per and trash to accumulate around the 
depot platform and in allowing the car ol 
powder to stand in the yards

WILL APPPEAL TO THE CZAR.
American Competition Killing the 

Champagne Industry in Prance.
(Paris Letter to London Times.)

Paris, Sept. 3.—The agriculturist party 
of France does not propose to allow 
the czar's visit to be merely of a sen­
timental character, but desires to take 
advantage of the presence of the chief 
of the Russian empire to demand the 
abolishment of the Russian duty on 
wine imported from France. The move- 

' ment to this end originates with the 
council-general of the Gironde depart­
ment, one of the greatest wine-growing 
districts in the country; hut other de­
partmental councils signify their inten­
tion of joining In order to come to the 
rescue of the suffering vineyards. One 
of the members of the Gironde council 
said to the correspondent of the Times 
this morning:

“ The late congress of the wine grow­
ers of France, which was held in Paris 
recently, did nothing except emphasize 
the stricken condition of the Industry. 
I have just returned from a tour of the 
vineyard district, where I witnessed the 
sad sight of peasants cursing the sun 
for ripening the grapes and maturing 
a magnificent harvest. I saw the grape 
juice literally running to waste on the 
ground. In fact, the present harvest 
is enormous, like its predecessor, which 
was ruin for the viticulturists.

“ The crop is too plentiful unless the' 
product can enter foreign countries 
without duty. Certainly, if Russia is 
really our ally It ought to abolish the 
ruinous duty and thereby relieve the 
main French Industry of the stagna­
tion caused by the great falling off in 
the exports to America. Wee feel, 
therefore, that the czar should be pre­
sented with a petition to this effect, 
whether or not the government so de­
sires. If he refuses our request then 
we will know that he has not really 
the interests of France at heart.”

Much other evidence is at hand to 
show the woeful prospects of the wine 
growers. They are unable to dispose 
of their product even in France, to say 
nothing of abroad. The Bulletin des 
Halles, the great agricultural journal 
of the country, says: ” It is best, in

fact, to tell the truth—namely the l 
unless we are able to compete success 
fully with the American c h a m E  
manufacturers we had better go m , 
of the business and try how the land 
will grow wheat and sugar beets.”

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BUFFET LIBRARY EARS
Besi Dining Car Semes,-
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ROOSEVELT AND THE CIVIL SERVICE.

T HE WASHINGTON correspondent of the St. Louis 
Globe-Democrat stated last week that President 
Roosevelt would make a substantial advance all 
along the line in the reform of the civil service. 

It is said that just before McKinley was shot Mr. Roose­
velt talked with a confidential friend and pointed out 
where the merit principle could be further introduced in 
national affairs.

Ho is reported as having declared that the 
consular service should be brought under the civil 
sorvlee, that pension examining surgeons should be simi 
larly classified and later fourth-class postmasters. The 
president is an expert in civil service work after his 
years of training on the national commission and as 
police commissioner of the city of New York.

That there is great evil in the present system 
of clerical appointments in many of the depart­
ments at Washington all must admit. It is said 
that merit counts much less than “ inflooence” with 
the heads of some departments. On the other hand 
there are departments in which the civil service is now 
in force where a great evil is appearing. The tendency is 
to fill the offices with aged men and women. This evil 
could be met no doubt by congressional action in provid 
ing a pension for the superannuated.

These matters come directly under the executive de­
partment of the government, and Mr. Roosevelt can exer­
cise great influence over them.

It is not expected that President Roosevelt will attack 
these reforms in a precipitate manner, but will be guided 
by conditions.

One of the needs of American foreign com 
merco is the reform of the consular system, with promo 
tion from the lesser to the more important posts. It is 
seldom that an American consul remains long enough in 
office to become of any value to his countrymen, either 
abroad or at home.

For the pension examining surgeons, Commis 
sioner Evans himself has recommended that they 
be brought under classified service. There are said to 
be striking abuses in physical examinations for pensions 
the result of appointing medical examiners for political 
reasons. Mr. Evans has accumulated a large amount of 
evidence on this point. The classifying of the fourth-class 
•postmasters piWsrv|ts r, more complicated question, and 
the president cannot <lcal with it except in co-operation 
with congress.

Tho Springfield Republican suggests, however
that in view of the extension of the free rural1 tie- 
livery it ought to be easier to take the fourth-class offices 
from the politicians, since their importance and attractive 
ness are bound to decrease.

EXECUTE HIM QUIETLY.

ECHOED FROM THE PACIFIC.

CZOLGOSZ will be electrocuted at Auburn prison on 
October 28. It is a long time to wait, but the 
forms of law must be obeyed. However, the very 
greatest blow that the American press can deliver 

to anarchy is to let Mr. Czolgosz and all that pertains to 
him drop. When the shocking affair is pulled off, or shall 
we say touched off, the public will rightfully want to know 
something regarding it, just to make sure that there is 
no mistake: and the press will be justified in telling them 
of It. The officials who have had the custody and trial of 
the prisoner in hand have acted wisely. They have not 
permitted his vanity to be fed, and all that the murderer 
has to think of now is the future state, a thing that he has 
always denied, and speculate on what an over-dose of elec­
tricity feels like. Vanity and the love of notoriety must 
he at the bottom of most of these anarchistic murders. 
These people deny heaven or a future life, and they do not 
kill in any fanatical hope of a heavenly reward, as did 
the slayer of the Prince of Orange. They simply profess 
to love humanity so much in the abstract that they are 
willing to violate the most sacred right of the individual, 
that of living, and sacrifice their own lives in doing it. 
Tho doctrine of anarchy as promulgated by the philoso­
phers of the cult, is tho simplest and mildest of sociolog­
ical teachings. One and all of its most promising teachers 
have admitted that it is impractical and Utopian. Why 
it should have been productive of the most devoted band 
of murderers the world has ever known is a mystery.

The deluded creatures who study these theories until 
they get themselves into a state of exaltation evidently 
have but one,hope. No matter what one thinks of them 
they go about their act in the spirit of the martyr, with 
the belief that in some future time when anarchy has 
been accomplished and the individual has perfect free­
dom, untrammeled by law or restraint other than bis own 
will, that they will bo canonized in the hearts of humanity. 
This sort of thing feeds upon present-day notoriety. In 
the degree that Czolgosz is exhibited to public view and 
exploited, ho will probably regard his crime as well com­
mitted. His fellow lunatics would be pleased by the 
spectacle of their agent electrocuted in the presence of a 
large and miscellaneous audience. The public execu­
tions on Tyburn hill apparently never deterred anyone, 
and the present system is the best. At no stage 
let him be permitted to pose as a hero. As for the 
propaganda of anarchy, acts of excess by legislators or 
people will only aid it. The American people have quietly 
taken the matter in hand and any public gathering where 
tho destructive doctrine is taught will not be held for 
• long time to come.

N NO part of the country did the blow of McKinley's 
assassination fall harder than on the Pacific coast. 
He had visited the people so lately, and had become 
known so well that his death fell like a personal loss 

upon many. The memorial services in San Francisco last 
Thursday week were as impressive as in any city of the 
country, but were made notable by an address delivered 
by General W. H. L. Barnes. Among the striking utter­
ances General Barnes made use of the following:

There are subjects that might here be discussed, 
but as the mayor said to you in his opening ad­
dress, this is perhaps not the time nor the place / "  
to indulge in recrimination and discussion of new 
and pressing questions of public interest. Let us 
cast the veil over such; let us leave the story of 
libel, of caricature, of misrepresentation, the ha­
bitual holding-up of this man, as we knew him to 
those who did not know him, as an oppressor and 
a tyrant, and an enemy of his kind. Let us leave 
all that behind us. But this is certainly the time 
for the citizens to say that hereafter there must 
be no more of it. The public patience has been 
taxed far enough; public endurance has reached 
its limit; and he who, from this day forth (and the 
American people say it standing around that soli­
tary grave at Canton), assails without cause the 
honor, the integrity, the character of those who 
are selected to preside over the destinies of the 
nation—I do not refer to criticism, but you know 
to what I refer—he who indulges in that shall die.

Let the past go—forgive, as our dear president 
forgave; but let him who proposes to renew that 
kind of business look out for himself.

We have all learned a lesson. I believe we 
have come to tho conclusion that there is too 
much glittering generality of the constitutional 
declaration that no law shall bo passed abridging 
the liberty of the press or the right of free speech. 
Liberty is one thing, but license is a very different 
thing. The right to live in this country of ours 
that has thrown open its arms so widely to the 
people of. all nations—the right of refuge is one 
thing and the right of the anarchist, an enemy of 
human society, to stalk among us, to live among 
this people, to spread his doctrines and excite and 
hurry on feeble mental organizations to the com­
mission of crime such as he would never dare to 
commit himself—is another thing. It must stop.
If there is no law for it the law will be found; if 
it does not exist upon the statute books it shall 
be put there. If it require an amendment to the 
Constitution of the United States it shall be 
amended; and these people who have been so 
long permitted to plot here in our selfish and cold 
indifference to what happens in other lands, must 
cease tneir work. What was it to us if Alexander 
of Russia perished by a bomb? What was it to 
to us if the good king of Italy was murdered 
also? What to us if the president of our sister 
republic of France died by the hand of an assas­
sin? What to us if Elizabeth of Austria met her 
death by the poniard of one of this spawn of hell? 
What was it to us? Why, it was nothing to us; 
but the chicken has come home to roost. Will 
we act now? Will we deal with this subject as it 
should be dealt with? I firmly believe that we 
will; that before another year has passed we 
shall have laws—not precisely as the “Alien and 
Sedition” laws of John Adams were—but which if 
we had today would be a good kind of legislation 
—we shall have a law that will enable the authori­
ties of this country to take the known anarchist 
and those who associate with him, and put them 
on board a gov^im ent ship and send them to 
somfc unoccupic^Kiand. I think that is one reason 
why God gave us some of our uninhabited islands 
—and give them some agricultural tools and 
a few barrels of dynamite and say to them, “Now 
you have what you want—you have no govern­
ment and you can kill one another.”

If this shall be the result—if our people shall 
be reformed and regenerated, if out of this horror 
shall come a higher and a nobler ambition on the 
nart of the great teacher of the time, the public 
press; if there shall come a higher ideal as to 
the protection that ought to be thrown about the 
executive head of the nation, if it shall be so 
arranged that hereafter there shall be no power 
that can assail him; or, if it does, shall be dis­
posed of in a way that I will not attempt now 
here to discuss, but that shall forever intimidate 
and hold back the hand that would strike, or the 
pen that would defame, or the pencil that would 
libel and caricature without cause any man 
selected by his fellow men to discharge the law.
I believe in the widest right of criticism; I believe 
that every public man in this nation is a light 
set on a hill, and that the nature and character 
of his illumination should be known of all men; 
but there is that that ought not to be; there is 
that which the American people have this day 
served notice must not be. If so, our dear friend 
did not die in vain; his life, shortened though it 
was, will have new glory placed upon its conclu­
sion, and the setting of his sun will send rays 
of light and glory into the zenith ages after his 
form shall have passed away.

Why is that in Colorado the "straight” Democracy is 
•ometimes exclusively composed of the "crooked” mem­
bers of the organization?

All who went from here to Pueblo Wednesday to attend 
♦he state fair came back delighted with their entertain­
ment, having had the time of their lives. But, 0I1, such 
* headache!”

WEBSTER CENTENNIAL.
NE HUNDRED years ago Daniel Webster graduated 

from Dartmouth college, at Hanover, N. H. The 
event is being celebrated this week in a suitable 
manner, and on Wednesday the cornerstone of 

Webster hall was laid. This is the new administration 
building that is to cost a hundred thousand dollars. 
There was a distinguished attendance. Tho stone 
was laid by Samuel Appleton, the only living 
grandson of the great statesman, and among other 
guests were ex-Governor Black of New York, 
Chief Justice Fuller, Senator Hoar and George 
he entered Dartmouth in 1797. Like most of the students 
of the time he was poor and had to depend upon his own 
exertions.

The family made many sacrifices to educate 
him, and he taught school one year after graduation to 
secure money so that his brother Ezekiel could also go to 
school. Dartmouth was a very small institution at that 
time, with an attendance of not more than one hundred 
students. Besides the president there were three pro­
fessors and one tutor, while the library was small and of 
no value.

The story that Webster tore up his diploma 
after graduation has long sinoe been exploded. There 
may be some question of taste in celebrating the centen­
nial graduation of a scholar from his college with 
a torchlight procession and floats, but then Hanover was 
having its big week, and, as Mr. Dooley says, the Midway 
is the principal thing at an industrial exposition anyway.

Gladstone is reported to have once said of the anar­
chists, “Their most valuable asset seems to be a melan­
choly preponderance of mischief, and their principal 
characteristic a passion for murder.” He thought “ the 
cold shades of isolation" a lair-remedy for them, but even 
he could not suggest an application of it.

FROM THE PRESS
OF THE NATION

The Chicago Tribune “ Sold.” 
(Detroit Tribune.)

Some investigating member of the 
Chicago Tribune staff has gone through 
his wife's pantry shelves or has been 
fumbling over the office files. In his 
search for something else he has hap­
pened upon one of those ubiquitous 
copies of the Ulster County Gazette of 
the date January 4, 1800. This copy of 
the Gazette contained a rather lame 
account of the death and funeral of 
George Washington. The quaint style 
of it, together with other matter -con­
tained in both the news and advertis­
ing columns, induced an enterprising 
printer to reproduce that particular 
copy a few years ago. Accounts as to' 
the number of the issue vary, but it 
was somewhere between 100,000 and 
1,000,000. These reproductions were 
scattered broadcast all over the country 
to the profit o f the publisher. Every 
few months some inexperienced editor 
who has not previously encountered one 
of them makes an important discovery 
and reproduces the Gazette again for 
the benefit of his subscribers, most of 
whom have copies of the same issue in 
their rubbish heaps at home.

When the editor of the Billville Blad­
der makes such a funny break, his 
neighbors, who have probably been 
bitten in the same fashion in bygone 
years, give him the hoarse hoot and 
'ye editor” buys, to secure their silence. 
But what shall be said when a metro­
politan paper like the Chicago Tribune 
makes this discovery for the one-thous­
and and first time and solemnly pa­
rades it before its readers. If the ven­
erable Joseph Medill were alive today 
he would tear his flowing beard with 
mortification over such a break in the 
Tribune. Then he would go down to 
the office an$ say something startling 
to the party responsible for the “ dis­
covery.”

Charles Crist Delmonico.
(New York Letter.)

Charles Crist Delmonico, who died in 
Colorado Springs last week, was of the 
third generation in the family whose 
name had been associated with good 
eating and famous dinners for three- 
quarters of a century. He had been the 
active head of Delmonico's since 1883, 
but associated with him in the owner­
ship of the famous restaurant property 
were his brother, Louis, his sister. Jo­
sephine, and his aunt, Rosa, all of 
whom are living; so there is no likeli­
hood that Delmonico’s will not remain 
in the family. Louis, the brother of 
Charles, has two sons, Gardiner C. and 
Charles, so the passing down of the 
management of the business may be 
again, as it has been ever since the 
first Delmonico’s was established, from 
uncle to nephew. Charles Crist Del­
monico succeeded his uncle, Lorenzo 
Delmonico. who had assumed the man­
agement after the death of his uncles, 
Peter and John Delmonico, who came 
to this country from Switzerland, in 
1827, and in December of the same year 
opened the first Delmonico restaurant 
at ’William street. Much to the aston­
ishment of his friends, who had classi­
fied him for years with the town’s well- 
known confirmed bachelors, he took to 
himself a wife. His bride was Miss 
Jeane Ross Edwards, daughter of John 
F. Edwards. They were married on 
October 11 of last year, at the Edwards’ 
home, 119 St. Mark's avenue, Brooklyn. 
They first met at the Virginia Hot 
Springs, where Mr. Delmonico had gone 
to seek relief from an attach j f  rheu­
matism.

Santa Fe Changes.
(Topeka Capital.)

Division headquarters of the Santa Fe 
will be established at Dodge City as a 
result o f the recent separation into two 
grand divisions each in charge of a gen­
eral superintendent. J. E. Hurley, the 
new general superintendent, who will 
have charge of the lines of the Santa Fe 
proper west of Newton, yesterday made 
the following announcements:

“ G. E. Ayer, now superintendent'at 
La Junta, will be moved to Dodge City, 
where division offices will be estab­
lished. Train dispatchers, telegraphers 
and trainmasters now stationed at 
Newton, will be moved to Dodge City. 
Passenger runs now extending from 
Newton to Dodge City, or Dodge City 
to La Junta, hereafter will extend from 
Newton to La Junta. That part of the 
western division from La Junta to Ra­
ton, now under the supervision of G. 
E. Ayer, will be transferred to the juris­
diction of Superintendent F. C. Cox, 
who will control the lines from La 
Junta to El Paso. That portion of the 
middle division from Newton to Dodge 
City will be transferred from the juris­
diction of Avery Turner to G. E. Ayer, 
while all branch lines between Emporia 
and Newton will be placed under the 
control of Superintendent Turner.”

General Superintendent Hurley will 
maintain his headquarters at La junta. 
He yesterday^ announced the appoint­
ment of W . K. Etter, now employed in 
the division offices at Needles. Calif, as 
his chief clerk. He probably will an­
nounce the appointment of his other 
clerks before leaving for La Junta the 
latter part of the week.

The President and the Trusts.
(Omaha Bee.)

President Roosevelt has clear and 
well-defined ideas as to how the great 
combinations should be dealt with. He 
does not advise legislation for summar­
ily destroying them, as some do be­
cause he has the practical judgment to 
understand that such a policy would 
work wider destruction than that of the 
combinations. Jt would engulf in dis­
aster all the business interests of the 
country and bring ruin to millions of 
people. It woqld do incalculable injury 
to labor. It would halt our progress 
and prosperity.

What Mr. Roosevelt counsels is super­
vision and control o f  the combinations, 
and this is practicable. The Republi­
can national platform says: "W e recog­
nize the necessity and propriety of the 
honest co-operation of capital to meet 
new business conditions and especially 
to Extend our rapidly increasing for­
eign trade, hilt we condemn all con­
spiracies and combinations intended to 
restrict business, to create monopolies, 
to limit production or to control prices, 
and favor such legislation as will effect­
ually restrain and prevent all such 
abuses protect and promote competition 
and secure the rights of producers, 
laborers and all who are engaged in in­
dustry and commerce.” President 
Roosevelt is in accord with this decla­
ration. He would not make war on the 
honest co-operation of capital. He 
would not weaken individual initiative. 
But he would put restraint upon com­
binations that tend to monopoly, and 
the object of which is to limit pro­
duction and control prices.

Ground was broken yesterday on the 
lot at the northwest corner of Ver- 
mijo and Sahwatch streets for a new 
Ice manufacturing plant which is to be 
erected at a cost of nearly $50,000 by 
the Union Ice & Coal company. The 
plant will be completed by next March, 
and will be the largest in Colorado 
Springs.

The Union company, of which \lder- 
man William Banning b proprietor, is 
one of the oldest institutions in Col­
orado Springs. The company has a 
large establishment across the street 
from the site of the new plant, but 
has heretofore dealt only in coal and 
lateral ice. The ice business has hi- 
'reasod so rapidly recently that Mr. 
Banning decided not long ago to build

a plant for its manufacture. The com­
pany owned a tract of-land along the 
C. & S. tracks at Vermljo street, but 
the plot was not large enough, and an 
additional 50 feet was purchased frond 
the Houston company for $4,000. This 
makes the tract on which the new 
building is to be erected 125 by 190 feet 
in dimension.

The plans for the new building, -which 
! will be of red stone and two stories 

in height, and 45 by 199 feet, were 
drawn by Architect Page. The struc­
ture will cost $12,000.

An ammonia plant, to cost over $30, 
000, will be installed in the building. 
The machinery will be made by the 
National Refrigerating company of 
Chicago. The plant will have a capac­
ity of 30 tons of ice a day.

Springs Burglar W as
Bagged in Denver

Thomas Sayer was arrested in Den­
ver yesterday on the charge of having 
committed a robbery at the residence of 
J. M. Parker on North Tejon street last 
Sunday. The robbery was reported’ to

The members of the union were 
everywhere, making their guests feel at 
home, and a thoroughly delightful 
evening was the result.

Barnes’ orchestra was present 
most of the evening and discoursed 
sweet and stirring music which aroused 
the listeners to loud applause.

At about 7:30 President Paul Denn- 
liardt, of local union No. 82, rapped for 
order and introduced President Lynch 
of the international union. Mr. Lynch 
made a magnificent speech, setting 
forth the principles of the international 
body and bringing words of advice and 
good cheer to the local union men.

Other speakers of the evening were 
President H. E. Garman of the State

Mr. Carrington 
spoke of his sympathy with the prin­
ciples of the union and urged calm and 
thoughtful consideration of all matters 
with a view to peaceful accomplishment 
of all ends desired. Mr. Aimison, as 
an ex-confederate soldier, paid a most 
glowing tribute to the late President 
McKinley and expressed the deep grief 
of the south, where the martyred presi-.

Mr. Rogers’ speech was reminiscent in 
character and was full of local hits. He 
closed with a toast to the International 
union and the allied printing trades. 
Mr. Barbour and Mr. Platt made short 
remarks, expressing pleasure at meet 
ing the trustees and being privileged to 
fraternize with the men of the local 
union in a social way. They expressed

At the close of the speeches Mr.

GOOD SH O W IN G

30 seconds before the starting gun was 
fired.

They were recalled. Coming up again 
they fled away across the line, both on 
the starboard tack but Columbia half a 
leng th in the lead and a length to wind­
ward. Both carried the same sails, 
main, club topsail, stay, jib and baby 
jib. The sight made the pulses of the 
spectators tingle with delight. Then 
for ten miles down the Long Island 
shore in plain view of the people there 
the two big single stickers smashed 
into the head sea sending spray smok­
ing to the crosstrees. Strain as Sham­
rock would she could not hold her 
white rival even. Slowly but surely 
Columbia forged ahead, pointing higher 
and footing faster. Shamrock tacked 
and tacked again but Columbia went 
about with her each time and appeared 
to be the more nimble. Timed again 
and again by the experts she was 
quicker in stays by ten Seconds.

Theb eat down the Long-Island coast 
made a beautiful marine spectacle. The 
patrol fleet under the direction of Cap- 
tain Walker of the revenue cutter ser­
vice. maintained a perfectly clear field. 
Half a mile of revenue cutters and 
yachts at an angle of four points from 
each side of the course formed a right 
angle, changing direction as the yachts 
tacked. In the hollow of this angle as 
if on a fence corner there was no more 
interference with the yachts than if 
(hey had been sailing in the middle of 
the Atlantic, while behind the fence on 
either side were the solid floating, mov­
ing line of careening hulls, rail to rail, 
their smoking stacks making a black 
wall above them. On into the buck­
ing seas the yachts went, spurting great 
geysers from their shark-like bows.

The American was undoubtedly the 
prettier boat. Her sky-scraping club 
topsail was not so high by eight feet 
as that of her rival, but she appeared 
more stately and graceful. She seemed 
a thing of life, lifting to the seas with 
less effort or piercing them with less 
fuss while the heavier breasted Sham­
rock pointed and shivered them with 
the force of her impact.

The slender lines of the racing ma­
chines looked too frail to carry the 
canvas which towered above them. 
About 150 feet above the water line, a 
height equal to a modern ten-story 
building, the slender topmast o f the 
Shamrock lifted her pyramid of can­
vas, but her S33 square feet more of 
canvas than the Columbia carried could 
not make her overtake the white 
beauty.

it was directly off Long Beach hotel, 
with its crowded piazzas that the 
Shamrock showed in front for the first 
and only time during the race. As the 
wind had hauled more to the southward 
and had died down somewhat, Charlie 
Barr headed the Columbia off shore in 
the hope of meeting it. Instead he 
poked his nose into a dead calm and 
for some minutes Columbia lay with 
her sails flapping while the Shamrock, 
catching a slant wind nearer shore, 
drew rapidly ahead. But the victory 
was short lived. The cant of the wind 
to tlie southward held and freshened 
to about six knots, making it from this 
point a close hauled reach to the mark. 
rl'he Columbia rapidly overtook her ad­
versary and Captain Sycamore, in des­
peration, concluded to press on more 
canvas by trying a larger jib topsail. 
While the sailors were out on the bow­
sprit taking in the old and bending on 
tile larger sails the Columbia went by 
flic Shamrock as if she had been moored 
to the dock, making (wo feet to her one.

From that time to the outer mark the 
Columbia gained steadily. As she came 
alongside the turning point, leaving the 
mark on the starboard hand, Barr put 
his helm hard down and luffed around 
It. Then she filled away. Her great 
balloon jib btoke out like a puff of 
smoke, her boom was eased off and 
she was away for home on a broad 
reach. The hands crashed, the whistles 
blew and the crowd aboard the excur­
sion fleet cheered. The fleet courteously 
waited until Shamrock rounded seven 
minutes and four seconds later and 
gave her a cordial reception.

From that time on it was a procession, 
not a race. The Englishmen tried half 
a dozen different head sails in the hope 
of improving their position, but the 
American forged steadily ahead. Then 
the wind which had been seven knots 
at the stake boat, gradually died down 
and an hour before the time limit ex­
pired it was evident that the yachts 
could not finish in time. The commit­
tee boat finally hoisted signals declar­
ing "no race,” and the big excursion 
fleet headed back (o New York. Only 
thc steam yacht Erin with Sir Thom­
as and his party aboard, remained 
alongside the challenger and escorted 
her to her anchoi age.

Under the rules the unfinished race 
will be sailed on Saturday, and the 
course will be again 15 miles to wind- 
ware! or leeward and return.

When seen after the race. Sir Thom­
as sa id.

■ It t\ as not a satisfactory race be­

cause the wind was so erratic. I hope 
we shall have better luck next time. A 
race sailed on such a day, if it can be 
finished at all, depends upon the lucky 
chance position, as to winds, of one 
boat or the other. T was never more 
hopeful of the Shamrock than I am 
now. 1 am confident I shall get the 
cup. I have never seen any mo:fe skill­
ful handling of a boat than was shown 
by Captain Barr of the Columbia, to­
day. The Shamrock, too, was well 
managed.

“All the arrangements for handling 
the yachts and steamers at the course 
have been perfectly satisfactory.” 

Manager Jameson said:
“ I am both surprised and pleased at 

the excellent manner in which the 
course was kept clear. The day was a 
poor one for racing, on account of the 
flukes.”

Designer Watson said:
“ I am very well satisfied with what 

the boat did today.”
E. D. Morgan of the Columbia, said: 
“ Columbia did very well under the 

circumstances. We made a good start 
but, o f course, the other boat may be 
fortunate next time.”

Captain Barr of the Columbia, was 
non-committal. When asked if the Co­
lumbia did as well as he expected he 
replied:.

"I by,ve nothing to learn about her.”

TE C H N IC A L D E T A ILS
OF THE D A Y ’ S RACE

The Columbia was the first to reach 
the scene of the start, being towed from 
her moorings out to Sandy Hook light­
ship. Her mainsail was set but it took 
her skipper some time to^Iccc^o. what 
sized gaff topsail to send aloft. 7'he 
breeze at 10 o’clock was blowing aboLrl: 
10 knots an hour from east and north­
east and it then looked as though it 
must increase. At last it was decided 
to set the biggest club topsail aboard 
and a very pretty sail it was when 
mastheaded and sheeted. The Colum­
bia took quite kindly to the swell that 
rolled in from the sea, making very lit­
tle disturbance in the water. She made 
several tacks around the lightship be­
fore her rival appeared on' the scene.

The Shamrock with her mainsail and 
big club topsail hoisted and her head 
sails set in stops, passed out by the 
point of the hook in tow. It was no­
ticed that she splashed the water about 
considerably and pitched heavily in the 
long ground swell. About half way out 
to Sandy Hook lightship the' tow line 
was cast off and the head sails were 
broken out. Her canvas set admirably. 
Never was a finer set of sails seen on a 
cup challenger.

The ocean tug Navigator, which car­
ried S. N. Kane, Chester Griswold and 
Newberry D. Lawton, ihe regatta com­
mittee, anchored to the southward of 
the lightship, making the extremity 
of the line and soon a string of signals 
was displayed signifying that the 
course would be east by north 15 miles 
to windward and return.

The preparatory gun was fired at 
10:55 and from that moment the yachts 
were amenable to the rules of the New 
Yrork Yacht club. The wind was eight 
knots. The weather was cool, and the 
atmosphere clear. Ten minutes later 
the warning gun was fired and it was 
then that the two racers came into close 
proximity and began to jockey for the 
weather berth at the start. Baby jib- 
topsails were hoisted in stops on both 
craft.

Captain Sycamore held the tiller of 
the Shamrock with William Jameson 
beside him. Barr was at the wheel of 
the Columbia. He placed the cup de­
fender to the windward of the chal­
lenger and kept her there in spite of his 
opponent’s efforts to get clear. The 
Columbia, on the port tack, crossed the 
how of the Shamrock and then tacked 
and stood for the line. Both skippers 
were in such a hurry that they crossed 
before the starting gun was fired. They 
were recalled by three short blasts 
from the whistle o f the committee boat. 
Both then wore round and immediate­
ly after the gun had sounded Columbia 
on the starboard tack crossed the lino 
ahead. The Columbia was to windward 
of the Shamrock, the official time 
being:

Columbia, 11:10:49.
Shamrock, 11:11:01.
The challenger went on the port tack 

just after crossing and the defender 
followed her example. In order to get 
free from the back wind of her antag­
onist which was retarding h£r consid­
erably, the Shamrock was kept broad 
off the wind and she speedily worked 
clear of her rival, going through the 
water very fast. The Columbia held 
her luff and it was noticed that when 
the two were close hauled, the Ameri­
can yacht pointed higher than the 
Shamrock. At this time the wind fresh­
ened a little.

The Shamrock went about on the 
starboard tack at 11:28. The Columbia 
also tacked. The American boat is 
quicker in stays and gathers way fas­
ter than the ShafSnrock. At 11:35 the 
Columbia went on port tack and crossed 
the bows of the Shamrock a good 300 
yards in the lead. [This was uuiiii en­

couraging to the admirers of the Amer­
ican yacht who had begun to fear for 
their favorite when they saw how fast 
the Shamrock footed when kept off the 
wind with a clean full.

At 1:43 both yachts went on the star­
board tack. The little extra puff only 
lasted a few minutes and then it began 
to die away.

At 11:50 the yachts went on the port 
tack which they held until 12:33, at 
which time the Columbia was almost 
becalmed, her mainsail slatting as she 
rolled in the lumpy- sea. Strange to 
say, while this was happening the 
Shamrock seemed to have a nice little 
breeze of her own. Both yachts then 
tacked and here it may be said that 
when one boat went about the other 
followed its example, except at 12:47 
when the Shamrock went on the star­
board tack and the Columbia failed to 
follow her.

Captain Barr probably did this in the 
expectation that the breeze must come 
in more from the southward as is quite 
frequently the case in the afternoon in 
this vicinity, but instead of a breeze 
the Columbia fell into the flattest of 
flat calms while the Shamrock was en­
joying the advantage of a gentle air 
which had a great deal of propulsive 
power. Thus for the first and only time 
in thp race the Shamrock vras the lead­
ing boat.

At 1 o’clock both yachts were again 
on the port tack with the Columbia a 
good eighth of a mile to leeward.

The breeze piped up a little merrier 
and under its influence the Columbia 
crawled up on her rival, and after a 
few more tacks was once more ahead 
of the Scotch-built boat. It was a great 
piece of sea jockeying on the part of 
Barr to make up this leeway and it was 
generally regarded as being admirably 
done. About 1:20 the wind shifted from 
east by north to east-southeast which 
enabled the yachts to point up pretty 
nearly their due course to the outer 
mark, which was anchored about five 
miles south of Jone3 Inlet near East 
Rockaway.

At 1:23 both craft took the hitch to 
starboard and at 1:31 they went on the 
port tack and again on the starboard 
tack at 1:37, standing on this leg about 
20 minutes, when they went about un­
til they made sure of fetching the mark 
on the starboard tack.

At 2 o’clock the Shamrock took in 
her jib topsail and set one slightly 
larger and of more stylish cut. It was 
a cause of wonder to the .yachting 
experts why the splendid sails of the 
Shamrock with their greater area of 
surface were not more effective. The 
canvas set on the Columbia bad consid­
erably less spread, but it did excellent 
work. At 2:45 the mark was in plain 
sight of the naked eye. and the Colum­
bia, increasing her lead every minute 
was heading straight for it. When 
close to it the little jib topsail was 
hauled down and a big ballooner sent 
up in stops to replace It.

At 3:05:32 the Columbia tacked 
around the stake boat and easing 
away her main sheet and breaking out 
her balloon jib topsail was steadied on 
her homeward course for Sandy Hook 
lightship. She made the best of the 
scanty wind and with sails perfectly 
trimmed steered for the goal.

The Shamrock made a very good turn, 
l̂ ut was quite slow in setting her jib 
topsail, which was one of the variety 
known as “ reaching”  sails and not a 
ballooner. It was excellent judgment 
on the part of the experts on the Sham­
rock to set this sail for the wind 
headed the Columbia soon after, mak­
ing it a rather close reach to the home 
mark and rendering it necessary to take 
in the ballooner and replace it with one 
similar to that on the Shamrock.

The official time at the outer mark 
follows: Cqliupbja, 3:05:32; Shamrock, 
3:12:47.

The wind continued so light and no 
signs of breezing; up that it became 
clear that the race could not be con­
cluded within the time limit of five and 
a half hours. No incident worth re­
cording occurred until 4:40, when the 
regatta committee declared the race off. 
The Columbia was at this time about 
five miles distant from the Sandy Hook 
lightship. The Shamrock was a good 
three-quarters of a mile astern.

To sum up today’s performance of the 
two yachts it may be said that in light 
weather such as prevailed today the 
Shamrock proved to be no match for 
the Columbia. What she may accom­
plish with a good wind remains to be 
seen.

JEALOUSY MADE
HER DESPERATE

Kitty Schueler of Manitou Found Her 
Husband Gambling in a Colorado 

City Saloon and Poured Three 
Shots Into His Body--He 

May Recover.

Will SchUfler, 2a years old,' was shot 
three times by his young wife, 
Kitty, in a Colorado City sa­
loon last night and was prob­
ably fatally wounded. The woman 
fired four times at her husband, but 
only three of the bullets took effect. 
She was arrested, but refused to talk 
about the crime, except to say that 
she did it because she was jealous.

The shooting and the events leading 
up to it were dramatic. Schueler. who 
drives a delivery wagon for his father, 
Jacob Schueler, proprietor of the Ute 
Chief Springs Mineral Water company 
o f Manitou, stopped at Coby's saloon, 
No. 717 Colorado avenue, about 3 
o'clock in the afternoon, lie met sev­
eral friends there, among,^them Bert 
Coby, son of the proprietor of the 
place. A  game of cards was suggested 
nml Schueler and young Coby began 
playing. Two others joined the game 
later and the men sat at the card table 
until 6 o'clock, when Schueler said it 
was time for him to feed his horses. 
He had left the team standing outside 
when he stopped ot the saloon.

The horses were fed, and after the 
men had supper the card playing was 
resumed. They were playing the sec­
ond game of “ seven up.” about 6:30 
o'clock, when Schueler's pretty young 
wife entered the wine room at the rear 
of the bar. She was looking for her 
husband, and when she caught sight 
of him at the card table she rushed 
Into the barroom and began to upbraid 
him She told him that he was gam­
bling away all his money, was paying 
too much attention to other women, 
and that be was breaking her heart.

Schueler kept playing his hand kith- 
out even looking at his wife white site 
T'i lkptlFinding <hat her husband would not 
answer her Mrs. Sohueler left the sa­
loon after drinking a glass of beer in
the wine room. ... .

The game of cards continued without 
Interruption for half an hour. Then 
Mrs. Schueler came for the second

i time into the barroom where the men 
were playing. There were several cus­
tomers drinking at the bar, but no 
attention was paid to the woman as 
she approached the table. Schueler was 
sitting with his back to the wall, but 
was so intent upon the game that he 
did not see his wife until she drew a 
revolver from her skirt pocket and 
pointed the weapon at him.

“ Now I've got you!” she said.
Schueler had the presence of mind 

to strike her hand with his fist as soon 
as he saw' the pistol, and just as he 
did so she fired the first shot. The 
bullet w'ent over his head and struck 
the ceiling.

The other card players, Bert Coby, 
Alex. .Taws and H. It. Morris, were 
so surprised that they did not move 
from their chairs. Schueler dropped to 

; the floor in an effort to get out of 
range, but the woman stepped forward 
and, leaning over the table, again aimed 
the weapon. She fired a second time 
at Schueler, who was crawling along 
the floor.

“ I ’ll fix you!” said M rs., Schueler, 
as she fired the third shot, the ball 
causing a wound in the left arm. Thfe 
husband then arose and started on a 
run for the rear of the saloon, and 
as he ran his wife fired for the fourth 
time. The bullet took effect in his 
back.

The woman followed Schueler for a 
few steps and then turned to the 
speechless and motionless men in the 
barroom and said:

“ I ’ll pump some of this lead into 
some of you if you don't look out.’’

She then walked out of the door at 
the rear and hurried to the home of 
her parents, on Colorado avenue, op­
posite Second street, Colorado Springs. 
No one molested her.

In the meantime Schueler had made 
his way to the street in front of the 
saloon, where Coby and the others 
found him. He told them that lie was 
wounded. lie  was carried into the sa­
loon and Dr. AVinternitz was sum­

moned. A hasty examination showed 
that one bullet had struck the back, 
but had made only a slight wound, 
the missile being stopped In its course 
by the backbone. One bullet, however, 
had struck just back of the left shoul­
der, passing through the upper part 
of the left lung and lodging under the 
skin of the breast. This wound may 
cause death.

The Colorado Springs ambulance was 
summoned and the wounded man was 
taken to his home, 450 Manitou avenue, 
Manitou. Late last night Dr. AVinternitz 
said Schueler had only a fair chance 
for recovery.

The Colorado City police were noti­
fied of the shooting and Marshal Bird- 
sail began a search for Mrs. Schueler. 
She had gone to the home of her father, 
a shoemaker, at Second street and Col­
orado avenue, west side. She was cry­
ing and telling her father and sister 
of the shooting when the marshal ar­
rived at the house. She was placed 
under arrest and taken to the police 
station. The revolver, which was or 
38 caliber, was recovered at her father’s 
home.

At the police station Mrs. Schueler 
told Marshal Birdsall that she was 
23 years old and that her first name 
was Annie. She refused to discuss the 
shooting, but admitted that she was 
jealous of her husband. She is a pretty 
girl, with brown eyes and hair. She 
was dressed in black.

Both Schueler and his wife are well 
knoum in Colorado City and Manitou. 
They were married three years ago and 
have no children.

LUMBER FIRE
INCENDIARY

Persons W ho Have Looked Into the 
Case Hold This Opinion---Good 

'  W ork by Government 
Representatives.

The statement published in the Ga­
zette a few days ago to the effect that 
persons who have investigated the mat­
ter believe the lumber fire at Rosemont 
early Sunday morning to have been of 
incendiary original, might be repeated 
daily. Reports from the scene continue 
to be that the persons who are investi­
gating the cause of the fire and en­
deavoring to ascertain exactly what 
was burned are more and more con­
vinced that the fire was set deliberately 
by someone.

The fact has been demonstrated be­
yond a doubt that if the fire started 
from a spark from a locomotive, the 
wind changed completely before the 
lumber in the yard was consumed, 
which was a matter of but a few mo­
ments. Moreover, there are plenty of 
persons willing to say on oath that the 
wind, which was exceedingly strong 
before the fire neither diminished in 
velocity nor changed in direction in the 
slightest degree during the progress of 
the fire in the lumber yard. The mat­
ter has been placed in the hands of the 
proper representatives of the govern­
ment and developments of a more in­

teresting character than are yet an­
nounced are looked for.

The representatives of the forestry 
department, who have been in the 
Imountains since Sunday morning fight­
ing the flames which were threatening 
fully $75,000’ worth of government tim­
ber, have succeeded in subduing the fire 
and it is understood that the last of the 
men who had been engaged in the fight 
with the flames was discharged last 

I night. Superintendent W. T. S. May of 
Denver and Overseer E. C. Carter of 

| this city, under whom the men worked, 
; are deserving of considerable praise for 
their brave and effective fight. They 
employed, at different times during the 
continuance of the fire, 30 men at $2 per 
day each, but eight hours’ work con­
stituted a day and a few of the men, 
who worked full 24 hours to the day, 
were ■allowed pro rata wages, amount­
ing to. $S. With the co-operation of 
General Manager Ridgway of the Short 
Line these officers succeeded in restrict­
ing the flames to an area of about 80 

i acres, whereas had their fight been less 
skillful or persistent the timber, 
amounting to a valuation of $75,000,

1 would undoubtedly have gone.

Brought Mementos to 
Confederacy’s Daughter
One of the very interesting- visitors in 

Colorado Springs at the present time is 
Colonel William Aimison of Nashville, 
Tenn., who is here with the' board of 
trustees of the National Printers home 
located here, of which board he is a 
member.

Col. Aimison had, however, in coming 
to Colorado Springs, a dual mission. lie 
was commissioned by the Confederate 
veterans who are inmates of the Confed­
erate Veterans home, located at the Her­
mitage, the famous home of “ Old Hick­
ory” Jackson, to bring Mrs. J. A. Hayes 
of this city, as the Daughter of the Con­
federacy, two handsomely carved paper- 
knives. made from hickory wood at the 
Hermitage by men who held commissions 
in tho Confederate army. Mrs. Hayes be-

away from Colorado at present, Col. 
Aimison went to the First National bank 
yesterday and made the presentation to 
Mr. Hayes in trust for his wife, in the 
name of the veterans of the Confederate 
army and as a manifestation of their love 
for her distinguished father, the late Jef­
ferson' Davis.

Col. Aimison himself, who -was one of the 
founders and has ever since been one of 
the fosterers of the International Typo­
graphical union, was throughout the war 
a valiant soldier in the cause of the 
south. He hold a commission in the 
Forty-forth Tennessee volunteers and par­
ticipated in the surrender of General Lee 
to Grant at Appomattox. He is a fine- 
appearing, dignified southern gentleman 
of the sort of whom all America is proud. 
He will visit Cripple Creek today.

Big Improvements
at Seven Falls

Few Colorado Springs people are 
aware of the scope of the improvements 
that are under way at Seven Falls, the 
result of the determnation of the Hull 
brothers, owners of South Cheyenne 
canon, to give the people who visit 
their attraction the greatest possible 
degree of comfort that can be pro­
vided.

The road has been put in excellent 
condition at the expenditure of a large 
amount of money and the workmen are 
at present engaged in removing rock 
and preparing the ground in the imme­
diate vicinity of the bottom of the 
Seven Falls for the erection of a pub­
lic pavilion that will represent the ex­
penditure of about $5,000. The pavilion 
will be large enough—40 by 50 feet— to

accommodate a very large number of 
people, and will afford ample protec­
tion for those caught in rain storms 
in the canon or a place of rest for those 
who find the trip a tax upon their 
staying qualities.

Should matters result at an early 
date in the building of a trolley line 
up the South canon to a point where 
the Seven Falls would be within an 
easy walk of the end of the car run 
arrangements would probably be made 
to enlarge the pavilion sufficiently to 
permit the holding of open-air dances 
and other amusement features that 
would materially increase the already 
great popularity of the place.

The work now in hand, the building 
of the pavilion, will take about two 
months to complete.

ELEANOR LEASING CO.
Expects to Cut Sedan-Sunshine Vein---Som e Record Breaking Ship­

ments This M onth— Low Grade From the M aggie.
Cripple Creek, Sept. 26.—The Eleanor 

Leasing company, operating the Elean­
or and Dorothy properties on Galena 
hill, has extended the crosscut at the 
65-foot level for 150 feet east and west 
and expects to cut the southern exten­
sion of the Sedan-Sunshine vein at any 
time. When the vein has been reached 
and drifting commenced the crosscut 
for it at the 161-foot level will he 
started.

The new station pump which will he 
installed in the Keystone shaft of the 
Mint Co., has arrived at the property, 
and will be put in next week. The 
capacity of the pump is sufficient to 
meet all the requirements of the com­
pany in working down to the 1,000-foot 
depth. The foundation for the two new 
boilers which were received last week 
is about ready, and when the new ma- 
chc^iery. is put into condition the prop­
erty will be equipped as well as any 
mine on Gold hill.

John A. Logan, on Bull hill, have just 
made a shipment of two carloads of 
low grade ore to one of the mills at 
Florence.

ECLIPSE-SUNSET DEAL RATIFIED
The Two Companies Held Stockholders’ M eetings— Directors W ilj 

go to Cheyenne Today to Organize.
The proposition to consolidate the 

properties of the Eclipse and Sunset 
properties was submitted to the stock­
holders in each company at meetings 
held in this city yesterday afternoon, 
and met with the approval of the stock­
holders who were represented.

At the meeting of the Eclipse com -’ 
pany there were represented, either in 
person or by proxy, 1,000,000 shares out 
of 1,250.000, and the ratification of the 
deal was unanimous, while an equally 
large representation of Sunset stock­
holders voted on the proposition fa ­
vorably.

The following board of directors was 
sanctioned by each meeting to serve 
the consolidated company for the en­
suing year: F. F. Costello, W . S.
Nichols, F. L. Ballard, George L. Keen­
er, E. H. Richards, H. L. Shepard and 
W. B. Pullen.

A  new company has been organized 
under the laws of Wyoming with a 
capitalization of 3,000,000 shares, and 
the deal is to give the Eclipse 1,135,000 
shares of this, the Sunset will get 1,365,- 
000 shares, while 500,000 shares will be 
placed in the treasury of the company.

It was found necessary for the board 
of directors to hold their first meeting 
in Cheyenne, and a majority of the 
board will leave for that place today 
to hold the organization meeting. The 
officers of the company will he elected 
then.

Work has already been started on the 
property under the management of Mr. 
Keener. A  large amount of new ma­
chinery is to be installed and very 
active work will be started. The com­
pany owns about 40 acres of choice 
ground on Battle mountain, which is 
to be developed through the Eclipse 
shaft, now down to a depth of 450 feet.

ALAMO FOLLOWING ORE IN WINZE
Sinking Has Just Been Started From the Tunnel Level— Upraise 

Will Be Made to Connect W ith a Shaft.
The drift which the Alamo company 

has been driving into its claim from 
the Ophelia tunnel has now reachiyi 
the point under the shaft with which 
a  connection is to be made, and here 
a winze has been started, which will 
be the downward extension of a deep 
working shaft which the company will 
have at this point.

In driving this drift good assays were 
obtained with almost every shot, some 
of them running as high as $300 in gold 
to the ton, although there was not 
enough ore in shipping quantities to 
allow regular shipments. At the point 
where the winze has been started the 
showing was particularly encouraging, 
and it is thought there is an excellent 
opportunity for opening up an ore shoot 
of considerable value. The level is

about 450 feet below the surface and the 
winze is going to be sunk to a depth of 
100 feet below the surface unless de­
velopments occur which will make it 
desirable to drift before that depth is 
attained.

The upraise is soon to be started. It 
will have to go up for about 200 feet 
before a connection with the shaft is 
effected. The development from the 
Ophelia tunnel is the most important 
which the Alamo company has done for 
a long time, and the appearances are 
very encouraging to the management.

The stock has been very firm on the 
exchange for the last few months. 
There is a steady demand for it, and 
it is one of the most regular traders on 
the hoards, selling between 13 and 14 
cents.

GOOD SHOWING FOR LITTLE PUCK
It _»pems that newspaper reports have 

underrated the value of the recent 
strikes made in the Climax No. 2 claim, 
belonging to the Little Puck company. 
The reports in question stated Ander­
son and associates, leasing on the prop­
erty, had opened and were following an 
eight-inch seam of ore running from 
two to thi-ee ounces in gold or from 
$40 to $60 per ton.

The facts are vouched for by Mr. 
May, who is largely interested ’ i  the 
Little Puck company and the ease, 
are to the effect that a good a.erage 
sized vein and not a streak has been 
opened up in the property. The vein 
has been encountered in the shaft 93 
feet from the surface and here a drift 
is to be extended north and south.

To the north the vein is from ten to

twelve inches wide and an assay taken 
across this width showed values of $286 
per ton. To the south the vein is wider, 
being 18 inches across. The values, 
however, are lower, the average being 
$6S per ton.

These are not picked samples, being, 
it is said, as good as mill runs, an 
average sample across the vein being 
taken in both cases.

Anderson and associates are sub­
lessees from May and have been suc­
cessful in quickly opening up ore in the 
old workings, whereas former operators 
failed to find values in another part 
of the property. Rich float has always 
been found on this part of Squaw 
mountain and early in the history of 
Cripple Creek several loads of it were 
shipped to the Denver smelters.

BLACK HILLS MINING NOTES
(Special Correspondence.)

Custer, S. D., Sept. 24.—A complete 
electric drilling plant has been pur­
chased by the Chicago Mica company, 
which is working on the Crown mica 
mine, north of this city. The mine 
has produced a considerable amount of 
first-class mica already. The electric 
plant was purchased in Denver, and it 
will be the first plant of its kind using 
electricity for power in use in the Black 
hills. A shaft is to he sunk in the Crown 
mine to some depth in order to be 
able to mine the mica more easily. The 
mica is shipped to the company’s works 
at Valparaiso, Ind., where it is sorted 
and made up into marketable shape. 
The company has been agitating the 
question of starting up other mica 
mines in the county, and it is willing 
to guarantee $50 per ton for a term, 
of two years for the mica as it comes 
from the mines. The management of 
the company states that the Black hills 
mica is especially well adapted to elec­
trical purposes.

The North Star mine, which is located 
seven miles northwest of this city, is 
turning out to be one of the most re­
markable propositions in the southern 
hills. A shaft has been sunk 300 feet 
and numerous drifts and tunnels have 
been run in line with the formation and

cutting it east and west, and it is 
stated that four strong ledges have 
been encountered in this work. The 
ore has a very high average, it being 
announced that across the face of a 
30-foot ledge the ore has repeatedly 
gone better than $40 per ton gold. The 
company, which is backed by Omaha 
capitalists, has now decided to con­
tinue the shaft to the 600-foot level 
and work on the extension will com­
mence very soon. The company pro­
poses to develop the mine thoroughly 
and then erect a plant of some sort 
as soon as it is demonstrated what 
process is the best.

A big deal is said to be pending for 
the Globe mine, which adjoins the 
North Star property on the south. 
The main ledge of ore is large, and it 
runs from $6 to $30 per ton gold.

On the north of the North Star mine 
is the property that is being developed 
by the Saginaw company of Yale, Mich. 
This company, too, will put in electric 
drills and a steam hoisting plant im­
mediately. A 500-foot shaft is to bo 
sunk and a plant is to be built ac­
cording to the tests that were made 
last week on a carload of the ore sent 
to Denver. The company has pur­
chased a ranch and additional mining 
ground.

MINING NOTES AROUND TOWN
The meeting o f the governing com­

mittee had to be postponed again yes­
terday, and it is now thought that no 
session can be held until next week, 
owing to the absence from the city of 
some of the members.

The production of the Isabella mine 
for the past month was a small frac­
tion over L100 tons. This compared 
with the recent production of the 
month just before is somewhat larger. 
This production averages about two 
cars a day. The grade of the ore is a 
little better than usual because of the 
additional smelting ore that came this 
time from the 14th level. The produc­
tion during this month is reported to be 
running about four carloads a day.

The slimes are here made 
before sorting the rock. Superinten­
dent Bainbridge is effecting a sub 
stantial saving in excess of what has 
been possible under the old system.

At pres 
ent some very fine ore is being saved 
from the 600-foot level. It is stated to 
run on the average of $150 per ton.

EASTERN MARKETS
New York, Sept. 26—The tone of to­

day’s stock market showed growing Im­
provement over that of yesterday. 
There was considerable evidence of 
realizing still which persisted after the 
opening dip and showed a tendency to 
recur from time to time, but support 
was forthcoming on every decline and 
before the day ended the bears were 
generally disposed to cover their short 
lines, causing practically a complete 
recovery of all losses. Not a few 
stocks showed decided net gains, in­
cluding Amalgamated Copper, Anacon­
da, the Vanderbilts, Pennsylvania, B. 
&. O., St. Paul, Chicago Greatwestern, 
Manhattan and Peoples Gas. The open­
ing losses were due to the demoralizing 
effect upon copper mining shares in the 
foreign markets and a break in Amal­
gamated. Rio Tintos were off over 3 
points in Paris when the stock market 
opened here and the copper market in 
London had made a further slump. 
London poured out stocks freely upon 
the New York market in liquidation, 
making the opening active and weak 
It became evident very quickly that 
support was to be accorded to Amal­
gamated Copper and Anaconda. Only 
700 shares of the former and 600 shares 
of the latter sold at 74 below last 
night's closing. All subsequent trans 
actions were at or above last night’s 
level.

""There is accommodation on board al­
together for 2,859 passengers. There 
are quarters on tho upper, the bridge, 
the upper bridge and the boat decks 
for 347 first-class passengers. Pro­
vision is made for 160 second-class 
passengers on the upper and bridge 
decks aft, where the staterooms and 
apartments for general use are most 
comfortable. Even though the owners 
of the “Celtic” look for some advance 
in second-class passengers the figures 
show how even they have taken the 
prejudice against that part of the ship 
into consideration. There are places 
for 347 first-class, 160 second-class and 
2,352 third-class. It is, as was said be­
fore, in the third-class accommodations 
that the most noticeable progress has 
been made.

In the engine rooms are twin 
engines of the quadruple expansion 
balanced type, which almost do away 
v  ith the vibration bo noticeable and so 
objectionable on the fast ships. There 
are eight double-ended boilers, each 
with four furnaces. Safety has been 
a paramount consideration, and with 
twin engines and twin screws it is 
thought that the possibility of danger is 
reduced to a minimum. Above her 
nine decks will tower four masts and 
two smokestacks. Other small items 
of rather large interest are that over 
two millions rivets have been driven

home and secured on her; nearly 1,400 
shell plates, of an average size of 
30x5 feet and four tons in weight each, 
have gone to the construction ol the 
hull, while another 18,000 have been 
used in other stages of building; and, 
lastly her cost has been about $2,- 
500,000.

New Mexico’s Numerous Stone Idols.
These idols are of very distinct 

types, each locality having its own 
characteristic forms. The material na­
turally varies with the class of stone 
found in the vicinity; some are of gran­
ite, some of marble, and the largest 
number are of volcanic rock, some of 
hard lava, and others, including the 
largest, o f the soft tufa which is found 
so extensively in the volcanic regions, 
and is most easily worked. One small 
idol, in human form, is of material so 
light that it will iloat on the surface 
of water. They vary greatly in size, 
the largest being over five feet in 
height; while the smaller ones do not 
exceed a finger’s length. The great 
majority are crude representations of 
human figures, but there are also im­
ages of quadrupeds of various kinds, 
and also of birds. The largest specimen 
of this ancient sculpture is that known 
as the “ Stone Lions of Cochiti,”  in 
w'hich the animals are each six feet 
long and surrounded by an absolutely 
circular wall, like some of the druidi- 
cal remains in England; but they are 
carved from the solid rock, and, while 
a most important and interesting relic 
of ancient fetish worship in connection 
with the chase, yet they are immovable 
and cannot be classed among house­
hold gods.

As previously suggested, none of 
these idols are ever found in the ruins 
of the large number of Pueblo tow'ns 
destroyed or deserted about the time 
of the revolution of 16S0, and which are 
those most accessible and usually vis­
ited. They only exist in the ruins of 
cities destroyed centuries ago, while 
the aboriginal religion was universal 
and before any destruction or hiding of 
idols had occurred as a consequence of 
the introduction of Christianity. We 
may, therefore, with certainty fix the 
age of every such stone idol at not less 
than three hundred years, and many 
of them are, no doubt, very much older. 
Their varied types not only represent 
different localities, but different phases

of advance in art in the same locality. 
No more interesting relics of the ancient 
civilization of America have ever been 
discovered within the limits of the 
United States.—(L. Bradford Prince in 
Leslie’s Weekly.

General Conditions in Kansas.
Kansas was never in a better condi­

tion, financially, than at the present 
time. The banks have large deposits 
from a number of depositors, the ma­
jority of whom are farmers, laborers, 
and stockraisers. Money is plentiful at 
the ordinary rate of 6 per cent, on good 
farm lands, and in some instances 
money has been offered for 5 and 514 
per cent. In some instances, banks 
have purchased securities at a lower 
rate in order to keep their money in 
use. There are about $70,000,000 of de­
posits now in the banks of Kansas. 
The greater amount of this is by small 
depositors, so that it is widely diffused. 
The banks are in fine condition. The 
only difficulty they have met is in the 
slowness of loans on account of the full­
handed condition of the people.

Farm mortgages have been liquidat­
ed during the last four years until the 
indebtedness is no longer burdensome 
to the community. Borrowers have not 
been slow to take advantage o f the 
gradually decreasing rates of interest, 
and have renewed old mortgages at 
lower rates.

There is everywhere manifested a 
permanency of business interests which 
is conducive to prosperity. The per­
manent organization of business, as 
wel as the accumulation of wealth, has 
a tendency to tide over any temporary 
depression like that caused by the re­
cent drought. This prosperity and per­
manency are conducive to the confi­
dence of the financial world, and, con­
sequently, to lower rates of interest, so 
that only an excessive demand would 
now perceptibly raise the rate of inter­
est.

The past four years have witnessed 
results of business prosperity in vari­
ous ways. The towns of the state are 
rapidly improving. Dirt roads are giv­
ing place to brick and asphalt pave­
ments: old wooden sidewalks to per­
manent foundations of stone and 
brick; old buildings are renovated, and 
a large number of new business blocks 
and dwellings are being erected. Town 
improvements, such as better lighting 
and better water supply, and, in some 
instances, better transports Uen, are

observed. New fchurches and school- 
houses o f improved architectural style 
are being built. During these four 
years the agricultural products amount­
ed to $645,903,789.—(From "Kansas After 
the Drought,” by Prof. Frank W. 
Blackmar, in the American Monthly 
Review for September.

FASHION POINTERS FROM PARIS.
Some Advance H ints About the 

French Styles For the Early 
Winter.

Here is a brief resume of what will 
be most worn in the capital of fashion 
this winter: The winter coats will be
long and have pockets on both sides. 
Rough cloths will be much worn, the 
most popular being tobacco brown. All 
garments will fit more loosely than at 
present, with a tendency to fullness. A 
great many fancy buttons and little 
ornaments will be used on dresses. 
Sleeves will be somewhat plainer, and 
almost all the new skirts trimmed in 
some way or other. Dressy waists will 
have bolero fronts and black velvet 
belts will be much in vogue. All belts 
are to be worn low in front, the ide^ 
being to make the waist as long as 
possible. On the autumn hats velvet 
is combined with tulles and gauzes and 
delicate laces. The new hats are all 
flat, and are worn over the forehead. 
Havana brown with green, dark green 
with black, and reseda green with 
black, Havana and gray, green with 
gray and silver, black with gold, and 
Havana brown with peacock shades, 
are some of the new colors and com­
binations.—(The October Ladies’ Home 
Journal.
