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STRIKERS
ARRESTED

Camp of Striking Miners Near Nor­
tonville, Kentucky, Broken Up.

NEGROES HAD ALL DESERTED

Prisoners W ill Be Charged With Un­
lawfully Assembling, Breach of 

the Peace and Conspiracy.

ATLANTIC COAST 
IS STORMSWEPT

Madisonville, Ky., Nov. 24.—The fa­

mous camp of the striking miners a 
quarter o f a mile south of Nortonville, 
in the southern part of this county, is 
a thing of the past.

Tonight there is nothing left to mark 
the rendezvous of those who defied the 
officers and even the courts, and gave 
the state and county authorities so 
much trouble during the past two 
months, save ash heaps and the usual 
marks of debris incident to camp life. 
All of the campers on whom the sun 
rose this morning, with the exception 
of a few who escaped the officers, are 
prisoners behind the bars of the county 
jail, charged by County Judge Hall, 
with a "breach of peace, unlawfully as­
sembling and banding together, there­
by making the camp a menace and ter­
ror to the public peace.” The four large 
tents with all the camp paraphernalia 
were captured today and brought in 
with the prisoners.

Last Wednesday, County Judge Hall 
issued an order commanding that the 
union camp at Nortonville be disbanded 
before Saturday morning at daybreak 
and that the campers not assemble 
again in the county. Judge Hall issued 
the order after receiving sworn state­
ments from more than 100 reliable men 
who declared that armed men going 
forth from these camps were responsi­
ble for the nightly attacks on the mines 
and upon the homes of peacable, law- 
abiding citizens. He stated that the 
union camp was an unlawful assembly 
of men handed together for the pur­
pose of destroying property and intim­
idating men who persisted in working 
independently of the United Mine 
Workers of America, “ who have had 
representatives in Hopkins county for 
more than a year trying to persuade 
and force the miners employed in the 
mines to join their organization.”

Judge Hail made a careful investiga­
tion before acting and was then sup­
ported by the governor of the state and 
the entire military force. After Presi­
dent Wood of the United Mine Work­
ers and Judge Yos\ chief ■ punsel for 
the union, demonstrated the*' intention 
not to heed the orders of the court and 
hurled defiance in the face of the of­
ficers, Judge Hall called on Adjutant 
General David R. Murray and the two 
companies of state guards from Madi­
sonville and Hopkinsville. The plans 
for carrying out the order were 
completed last night and a spe­
cial train left Madisonville for 
the scene at 6:30 a. in. todav 
carrying Judge Hall, Sheriff Han­
kins, two deputies. General Murray, his 
aides, Captain Ellis of Owensboro, Cap­
tain Gordon of Frankfort, and Captains 
Powers and Strang with the Madison­
ville and Hopkinsville companies. The

Mexico City, Nov. 24.—1The report of ex- 

Senator Henry C. Davis to the Panameri- 
can railway commission of tho inter­
national American conferences will be 
submitted to the session of the confer­
ence next Wednesday. Mr. Davis sug­
gested that a sub-committee be appoint­
ed to study his report but his colleagues 
would not hear of anything of the sort 
and adopted his report unanimously. Mr. 
Davis says in his report that there is 
nothing impracticable nor visionary in 
the construction of the road nor in the 
flotation of the necessary stock. He re­
marks that each of such systems as the 
Pennsylvania, the New York Central, the 
Atchison, the Northern Pacific, the Union 
Pacific, the Southern Pacific, the Southern 
Railway and others has a greater mileage 
than is now necessary to assure the re­
alization of the inter-continental railroads, 
while the bonds and shares outstanding 
of each of such systems are in 
excess of the sum estimated as 
i.-cessary for the construction of 
th road in question. The Russian gov­
ernment has just completed, says the 
senator, a railroad through Siberia at a 
cost considerably in excess of the amount 
estimated as necessary for the comple­
tion of the American-inter-continental 
road, and in doing so has overcome 
greater natural difficulties than are to be 
looked for in the construction of the lat­
ter.

Mr. Davis estimates the mileage of the 
inter-continental railroad to be constructed 
at 5,000 miles in order to link existing sys­
tems and calculates the cost at $200,000,000, 
or at tho rate of $40,000 per mile.

The report terminates with the following
recommendations:

"First—That a railroad connecting all 
or the greater part of the nations repre­
sented in the conference will contribute 
powerfully to the development of the ma­
terial relations and interests of the said 
nations.

“ Second—That the said railroad ought, 
as far as common interest permit, to 
connect the principal cities situated along 
its route.

"Third—That if the direction of the rail­
road cannot be changed for the object 
stated in the foregoing article without 
great inconvenience, branches should bo 
built to connect the chief cities with the 
main line."Fourth—That in order to lessen the 
cost of the work, existing railroads be 
utilized us far as possible and as far as

train took the siding at Nortonville and 
Judge Hall, the sheriff and his deputies 
drove to the camp, a quarter of a mile 
distant. It was found that all the men 
save 25 or 30 had left, taking with them 
the arms and ammounition. Judge Hall 
ordered those present arrested and the 
four large tents torn down and started 
to Nortonville.

When the time came to remove the 
prisoners to the train they refused to 
budge, saying that the officers would 
have to move them which one of the 
deputies proceeded to do. Stepping 
down, lie picked one of the men up and 
shouldered him as though he were a 
sack of flour. The officer was not very 
particular about the way he carried 
the prisoner and just as he was In the 
act of throwing him over into the wag­
on, the man begged to he allowed to 
walk. The others seeing that no fool­
ishness was to he tolerated agreed to 
walk also.

Arriving at the camp early this morn­
ing the first thing that attracted the 
attention was a piece of canvas about 
a yard square on which was printed 
the following notice in lines to repre­
sent poetry:
“ U. M. W. of A.

“ We have come to stay with Hopkins 
county people until we get a check 
weighman on the tipple to weigh our 
coal and pay us in gold and eight hours 
a day and payments every two weeks 
will be the order of the U. M. W. of 
A *

When the officers arrived the camp 
was in charge of Artie Oates, first 
lieutenant of the Greenville state 
guards and the same man who was re­
ported to have been killed in last Sun­
day’s battle at Providence. He was 
very polite and offered no resistance to 
the officers. He and 22 other members 
of the camp were taken into custody. 
Oates and Jim Platt, one of the camp­
ers, escaped later at Nortonville and 
neither had been recaptured.

One of the features of the capture 
was the absence of negroes. Yesterday 
there were more than a hundred ne­
groes in camp. The men who are held 
as prisoners will be tried on the charge 
of unlawfully assembling, causin'" a 
breach of the peace and banding ifutt 
confederating together to violate the 
law.

Judge Walter Evans of the Louisville 
district of the federal court, will hear 
the arguments in the injunction cases 
tomorrow at Owensboro. The attorneys 
for the coal operators in the county 
have been gathering evidence with a 
view of making the injunction, issued 
several days ago by Judge Evans, per­
manent and include all the mines in the 
county as well as that in the Reinecke 
district.

The injunction enjoined the strikers 
from assembling within gunshot range 
of the Reinecke mine property.

”1' ifth That ail the material necessary 
for the construction and operation of 
the railroad be declared free from import 
duties, while taking suitable measures to 
prevent abuses.

“ Sixth—That property real and movable 
of the railroad, employed in construction 
and operation of the road be exempted 
from all national, provincial, state and 
municipal taxation.

“ Seventh—That the realization of a work 
of such magnitude deserves to he en­
couraged by. means of subventions, land 
grants or guarantees of minimum rate of 
interest.

“ Eighth—That the railroad be declared 
forever neutral in order to assure freedom 
of traffic.

“Ninth—That the delegates to the con­
ference recommend with all possible 
earnestness to their several governments 
the granting of liberal concessions to the 
enterprise in such form as may appear 
most suitable to each government.”

The suggestion is also made that the 
United States send a competent person to 
all the republics of the Americas to study 
the resources ot the several republics, the 
location and status of existing railroads, 
prospective traffic for the railroad wnen 
built and the concessions each govern­
ment would be disposed to grant. It is 
also suggested the committee be com­
petent.

VILL1ERSD0RP FIGHT
W A S SERIOUS AFFAIR

London, Nov. 25.—This morning’s dis­

patch from South Africa shows that the 
recent fighting near Villiersdorp, south­
west' of Standerton, as to which Lord 
Kitchener reported nothing beyond the 
fact that Commandant Buys had been 
captured after attacking a patrol of 100 
railroad prisoners, was really a serious 
affair.

It seems that Grobelas’ commando suc­
ceeded in surrounding and capturing a 
British force of 100 British Cape railway 
pioneers. Subsequently, Colonel Reming­
ton came up with reinforcements and 
after heavy fighting, compelled the Boers 
to retire and to release their prisoners. 
The British losses included Major Fisher 
killed and three officers wounded. The 
casualties among the men have not yet 
been reported.

Strikers at the Harlem river yards of 
the New York, New Haven & Hartford 
railway returned to work yesterday and 
the strike appears to be ended.

The test of the submarine boat Fulton at 
New York was successful. It remained 
under water more than 15 hours without 
discomfort to those aboard.

Captain Edward P. Lawton’s company 
of the Nineteenth infantry captured an 
insurgent fort on Bohol island, south of 
Cebu.

Vicinity of New York the 
Scene o f a Terrific Gale 

Which Damaged Ship­
ping and Other 

Property.
By Associated Press.

New York, Nov. 24.,—A heavy north­
east gale has been raging along the 
coast for the past 20 hours. The storm 
set in at sunset last evening, blowing 
with great severity all night, accom­
panied by heavy rain. In the upper and 
lower bay the storm blew with great 
fury; an unusually high tide was upon 
the Staten Island shores, doing con­
siderable damage to docks, small boats 
and other property. The Staten Island 
rapid transit track between Tompkins- 
ville and Stapleton was obstructed by 
wreckage from pile drivers and a small 
schooner that was driven ashore. A 
heavy sea raged in the upper bay. Two 
steamers that arrived during the night 
remained at anchor off the quarantine 
station until the health officer's tug 
succeeded in boarding them. These 
steamers were the French liner Pan­
ama from Bordeaux and the fruit 
steamer Donald from Jamaica. The 
only other arrival up to noon was the 
Mallory line steamer San Marcos from 
Galveston.

The storm did considerable damage 
in the city. Windows in the upper part 
of the city were blown in and a few 
roofs taken off. The greatest damage 
was along West street, fronting the 
North river, where cellars were flood­
ed. The rapid transit tunnel also was 
flooded in many places.

The Western Union Telegraph com­
pany reports having suffered most in 
the Pocono mountain district near 
Stroudsburg. Pa. Sleet broke down 
poles and wires for nearly a mile. 
Some of the Long Island wires were 
broken. The Postal company reports 
heavy damage across the river be­
tween Suffern and GUttenburg. Both 
companies expect to have all repairs 
made by morning.

The wind here blew from 36 to 40 
miles an hour this afternoon. The 
gale sent shipping scurrying to shelter 
and safety. In spite o f' the dropping 
of anchors and the putting out of addi­
tional hawsers, many small boats and 
;>rthe.' craft wert\ damaged ok driven 
ashore.

During the early morning hours the 
ferryboats had some trouble, owing to 
the high wind in crossing the rivers.

In the Bast river the tide rose to a 
height not remembered by the “ oldest 
inhabitant.” Great damage was done 
on all the islands lying in the river off 
tho Harlem shore, piers being carried 
away, bathing pavilions washed off 
their foundations, outhouses swept into 
the flood and washed to pieces in the 
waters of Hell Gate.

One of the strangest sights was that 
of the lighthouse standing off the 
north end of Blackwell’s island. Ordi­
narily standing away out of the tide 
water, the lighthouse this morning 
was in the midst of a raging flood. The 
waves, covered with whitecaps, dashed 
about the structure, the platform of 
the house being but a short distance 
from the water surface. The entire 
north end of the island was submerged.

An unusual number of trees and wire 
poles were uprooted and leveled by 
the storm in Brooklyn. Several street 
washouts were reported from different 
sections of the borough.

The storm struck Asbury Parle. N. 
J., with moi'e force than any in recent 
years. The wind during the night at 
tained a velocity of 70 miles an hour 
and did much damage to cottages. 
The great waves rolled across Ocean 
avenue and the surf rolled across the 
beach and into Wesley lake, overflow­
ing it, something that never occurred 
since Asbury Park was located. The 
water of the lake flooded cellars and 
made the streets in that vicinity almost 
impassable.

The Metropolitan hotel, one of the 
largest at Asbury Park, was swept of 
its roof and the rain soaked down into 
the rooms, causing much damage. The 
piazzas of the Hotel Strand were torn 
off and the building considerably dam­
aged. Trees have been stripped and 
the streets are littered with branches, 
wires, parts of roofs of verandas and 
shutters.

No trains reached Seabright today 
and none may for several days. The 
south track is washed away for a 
quarter of a mile, and south of Sea- 
bright 1,500 feet of tho roadbed is 
either washed away or buried under 
sand. A new inlet from the ocean to 
the Shrewsbury river has formed near 
Navesink and an examination of it 
this afternoon indicates it is deep 
enough for the river steamers.

The piers of a number of wealthy 
New Yorkers’ cottages were swept 
away and the wind carried off a corner 
ot the roof of the Normandie hotel. 
Fifteen fishermen’s boats were wreck­
ed. Seabright is in darkness as tho 
high tide flooded the electric light 
plant.

Driven by the terrific northeast gale, 
the highest tide ever known along the 
north shore o f Long Island swept in­
land, leaving a ribbon of wreckage 
that girts the shore front from Astoria 
in Long Island City, out to Greenport, 
on the extreme end of the island.

Thousands of dollars damage was 
done. Docks, boat and bathing houses 
were wrecked and fleets of yachts 
which had been drawn up in sup­
posedly safe winter quarters were 
floated off by the high tide and left 
stranded, in many instances more than 
half a mile inland.

Washouts occurred on two branches 
of the railroad and trolley roads.

SUICIDE OF JUDGE
M. A . ROGERS

Denver, Nov. 24.—News has just 

reached this city of the suicide of Judge 
M. A. Rogers, formerly of the supreme 
court of Colorado, and one of the ablest 
lawyers in the state, at Steamboat 
Springs. Colo., in the northwestern part 
of the state on Wednesday last. The 
manner of the suicide was unusual. 
Judge Rogers lay down on the ground 
with a stick of dynamite under him 
and lighted a cigar, fired the fuse from 
it and calmly smoked until the shock 
of the explosion ended his life. The 
rash act was committed among some 
willows near Bear river just inside the 
town limits. Steamboat Springs is a 
considerable distance from the railroad 
and only accessible by stage which ac­
counts for the delay in receiving the 
news in Denver. Judge Rogers had 
been there all summer with his wife. 
No cause is known for the suicide.

FOUR MEN ARRESTED
FOR MORROW MURDER

Portland. Ore., Nov. 24.—Four men 

were arrested early this morning on a 
charge of murdering James B. Morrow, 
who was found dead on the sidewall: 
near his home on the east side last 
Thursday morning. The accused men 
are Jack Wade, alias “ Kenuck” Me- 
Fadden, of Pittsburg, Pa.; Frank Daw­
son, Charles Smith and W. M. Martin. 
The three latter were arrested eariy 
this morning by Detectives Day and 
Weener, and three police officers at a 
lodging house kept by Mrs. T

^Whitlock, near the corner of Fi.r.^a id 
Uempbell streets, where jpkd
rooms. Wade was taken into c^sfady 
several hours previously at the Lafa}'- 
ette lodging house in the north end. 
The information which led to the ar­
rest of the four men was furnished by- 
Mrs. Whitlock, who became suspicious 
of the movements of the men. On 
Thursday morning Mrs. Whitlock states 
that Wade and Dawson came to her 
house at 3 o’clock, about three hours 
after the murder of Morrow. After not­
ing the actions of the men for two days 
Mrs. Whitlock concluded to inform the 
police. When taken to the police sta­
tion Wade and Dawson accused each 
other of firing- the shot which killed 
young Morrow.

NEW YORK RAILROAD
STRIKE IS ENDED

New York, Nov. 24.—There was a rush 

of business at the Harlem river yards 
of. the New York, New Haven & Hart­
ford today for at 10 o'clock in the 
morning all the men who went on 
strike last Tuesday went back to work.

The work was somewhat interrupted 
by the high tide in the Harlem river, 
this being caused by the high easterly 
storm which was raging. The tide cov­
ered the approaches to the car floats so 
that the work of shipping cars down 
the river could not be done. The aver­
age rise of the Harlem from low to 
high water is about five feet, but today 
the tide rose about three feet above the 
average.

At noon the tide receded somewhat 
and four floats containing 16 men each 
were landed at the yards. These floats 
came from the depots in Jersey City 
and were loaded with perishable freight.

The first train to leave the yards un­
der. the direction of the old men left at 
1 o’clock and the men lined up along 
the track cheering.

The headquarters of the strikers were 
deserted ail day, giving evidence that 
the strike is over for good.

MR. CLEVELAND IS
VERY MUCH BETTER

The most intimate friends of the fam­
ily have expressed their confidence that 
Sir. Cleveland will be well again in a 
few days.

Washington, Nov. 24.—The annual re­

port of Secretary Hitchcock of the in­
terior department rtiade public today 
indorses the conclusions submitted by 
Commissioner of Indian Affairs Jones 
regarding the present Indian education 
system. The secretary says:

"The management of theYndian serv­
ice in the field and schools while satis­
factory under existing conditions, Is not 
deemed to be the best for the welfare of 
the Indians and different methods will 
hereafter he adopted. This policy con­
templates requiring the working by 
Indian allottees able to do so of a fair 
portion of lands allotted them and the 
contributing by their industry to their 
own support of all not entire1!' dis­
qualified by actual disability, physical 
or otherwise, the discontinuance of the 
issue of rations to those able to sup­
port themselves, and the extension to 
the latter of every possible aid for their 
well being and encouragement; the in­
auguration of industrial training in all 
schools where not now established, so 
that such Indians of both sexes may 
be taught the trades or industries 
adapted to their circumsfanees.”

The income of the various Indian 
tribes from all sources during the year 
aggregated $5,338,880, a falling off of 
$260,952, mostly due to the expiration of 
treaty obligations. The curriculum of 
Indian schools, the secretary says 
should be restricted to the common 
school course and the further extension 
of non-reservation schools should not 
he permitted. In the future full leasing 
privileges will be confined to those 
whose disability or inability actually 
disqualifies them from working any 
part of their allotments, all other al­
lottees to be required to work at least 
40 acres of their allotment.

The Dawes commission to the five 
civilized tribes in Indian territory re­
ports that the rolls of membership of 
only one nation, the Seminoles, so far 
have been approved an'd their lands 
have not yet been entirely allotted.

The time cannot he fixed with cer­
tainty when the enrollment of the four 
remaining tribes Will he finished. There 
is aVast- amount of labor yet to ho per- 
•foijjMd by the qom,mission and Secre­
tary' Hitchcock''recommends that tho 
comtmission be increased by four mem­
bers.

Report says that the \act of June 3, 
1887, known as llie timber and stone 
act, if not repealed or radically amend­
ed, will result ultimately in the com­
plete destruction of the timber on the 
unreserved public lands.

The time has arrived, according to 
the secretary, when reservoirs must he 
built and managed as a part of a na­
tional system of forest and water con­
servation. They cannot be successful 
if maintained, however, without a thor­
ough system of forest protection. The 
introduction of practical forestry on the 
forest reserves has now begun. The 
general policy as announced in an out­
line memorandum to the commissioner 
of land office is that additional forest 
reserves, with boundaries drawn to lib­
erate the smallest amount of scrip 
should be created during this winter.

The good will of the residents in or 
near the reserves should be gained, for­
est fires guarded against and the re­
sources of the reserves should be made 
available for the conservative use of 
the people. Systematic investigation 
designed to make them acceptable and 
useful should be undertaken and each 
forest reserve and part thereof should 
be dealt with on its own merits.

The report highly indorses and rec­
ommends the report of Commissioner 
of Pensions Evans and says tile vet­
erans have no more sincere friend than 
their comrade, the commissioner, “ who 
lias served as an enlisted man in the 
armies of the United States and he but 
maintains and defends the honor of 
their patriotic service when refusing to 
ignore both the letter and spirit of the 
law, he declines to permit the imposter, 
whether claimant or agent, to share in 
the bounty provided for the veteran 
and those dependent upon him.”

On the question of the reclamation of 
the arid region the secretary says:

“ In my report for last year attention 
was called to the importance of provid­
ing, through wise administration, for 
the creation of homes for millions of 
people upon the arid but fertile public 
lands. This matter is being given in­
creased attention by the public press 
and by writers upon the subject, and 
at the last session of congress hear­
ings were held by the committees on 
public lands and on irrigation of arid 
lands of the house of representatives.

“Briefly stated, the results of the 
examinations of the extent to which 
arid lands can be reclaimed by irriga­
tion, made by the committees of con­
gress, show that while one-third of the 
United States is still vacant, there are 
relatively few localities where homes 
can now he made. This is not because 
the soil is barren or infertile, but oil 
account of the difficulty of securing an 
adequate water supply. There is water 
to be liad, but this water is mainly in 
large rivers, from which it can be taken 
only by great structures, or the sup­
ply comes in sudden floods and can not 
he utilized until great reservoirs have 
been built. It is impossible for a labor­
ing man or an association of settlers to 
build these great works.

“ The pioneer coining to the arid re­
gion found many small streams from 
which water could be taken out upon 
agricultural land. He was able through 
his own efforts to irrigate a small farm 
and to make a home. These easily 
available waters have been taken, and 
a man. can no longer secure a foothold, 
although there still remain 600,000,000 
acres of vacant land. It is possible, 
by water storage and by building di­
version works from great rivers, to 
bring water to points where such men 
can utilize it and can enjoy opportuni­
ties similar to those had by the earlier 
settlers. Unless this is done much of 
the country must remain barren, and 
thousands of men and women eager to 
become independent citizens must re- 

- main as wanderers or tenants of others-.

“ Enough work has been done by pri* 
vate capital to demonstrate the fact 
that water conservation and the diver­
sion of large rivers is practicable, but, 
like many other works of great public 
importance, it can not be made a source 
of profit. The works of reclamation, 
already constructed have, as a rule, 
been unprofitable, and capitalists are no 
longer seeking opportunities for re­
claiming desert land when the proba­
bilities are against their receiving an 
adequate compensation for the risk and 
labor involved.

The argument has been presented 
that if the government will not make it 
possible to bring water to these lands 
they should he turned over to the states, 
but the majority of citizens who have 
studied the subject are opposed to such 
action, on the ground that the vacant 
public lands are tile heritage of the 
people of the United States and should 
be held for the creation of homes, and 
not made a subject of speculation, as 
has almost invariably been the case 
with lands donated to the states. The 
whole trend of enlightened public senti­
ment is in favor of an expansion of in­
dustries and commerce internally 
through wise action by the national 
government rather than attempting to 
get rid of the duties and opportunities 
of ownership by giving away this valu­
able property.

“ Two distinct conditions are to be 
clearly distinguished in the problem of 
water conservation for the develop­
ment of the west. On the one hand, 
there are localities where the agricul­
tural lands along the rivers have been 
brought under irrigation and there is a 
demand for water to an extent far ex­
ceeding the supply, and where all of the 
flood water, though stored, would not 
suffice to satisfy the demands of the 
lands now partly tilled. The other con­
trasting condition is where there still 
remain vast bodies of public land for 
which water can he provided by means 
of reservoirs or by diversion from large 
rivers whose flow can not be used. 
Here the construction of worh^i of re­
clamation in no way affects lands now 
in private ownership. Between these 
two extremes are ê u var. Lies of inter­
mediate conditions, but these may be 
'arnitrariiy"pAitSsed witjVenne or the 
other.

“ Ill the first case reservoirs, if con­
structed, must be treated in the same 
way in which other public works hav­
ing to do with rivers and harbors are 
managed. The water conserved should 
he used to increase the flow of the 
stream during the season of drought, 
regulating the volume so that it can be 
utilized to the best advantage, accord­
ing to the laws and customs prevailing 
in the locality. This is comparable to 
the conditions where the outlet of a 
harbor has been improved without ref­
erence to the benefits to the owners of 
the docks around the shores.

“ Under the other condition, where 
there are unappropriated waters flow­
ing to waste which can be brought 
within reach of public land, it is pos­
sible to make provisions such that the 
government can he reimbursed for its 
expenditure. The lands to be benefited 
by such works should be reserved for 
homestead entry only in small tracts, 
each being subject to the payment, be­
fore the title is finally passed, of a sum 
equivalent to the cost of storing or con­
serving the water, such payment to be 
made, if desired, in installments extend­
ing over a number of years.

“ Water should be brought to the 
point where the settlers can, witli their 
own labor or by co-operation, construct 
ditches and laterals to reclaim the 
desert land. The conditions in this case 
would be comparable to opening a rich 
tract of land hitherto reserved. The 
moment the government throws down 
the desert harriers, or announces its 
purpose of so doing by making possible 
the obtaining of water, there will be an 
eager rush on the part of home seekers. 
With the requirement of actual settle­
ment and cultivation, to be followed 
by the payment of the cost of storing 
water, the speculative element will be 
eliminated, leaving the ground free to 
bona fide settlers.

“ It is safe to predict from the recent 
struggles for homes upon the public do­
main that if it should he determined 
that the San Carlos dam, for example, 
is to he built by the government, every 
acre of vacant land to be supplied with 
water would be immediately taken in 
small tracts by men who would not only 
cultivate the ground when water is had, 
hut in the meantime would be avail­
able as laborers in the construction 
of the works, and would ultimately re­
fund to the government the cost of the 
undertaking. In this manner thou­
sands of the best class of citizens in 
the country would be permanently lo­
cated In prosperous homes upon what is 
now a desert waste.

‘ ‘It has been estimated that the west­
ern half of the United States would 
sustain a population as great as that 
of the whole country at present if the 
waters now unutilized were saved and 
employed in irrigating the ground.

“ The first step in water conservation 
has been taken by congress in giving 
authority for setting aside great areas 
of wooded land, largely for th4 bene­
ficial influence which they exert upon 
the water supply. This should he fol­
lowed by the construction, within the 
forest reserves, and elsewhere when 
practicable, o f substantial dams im­
pounding flood and waste waters.

"Underground waters may be had in 
some localities where it is not practi­
cable to irrigate the surface by means 
of stored water. The conditions favor­
able for artesian wells are believed to 
exist in a number of desert areas, aud 
it is probable that important sources 
of supply can be had by artesian wells. 
The division of hydrography has begun 
the systematic study of some of these 
places, and has prepared maps showing 
the depth beneath the surface of the 
water-bearing rocks. Such maps are 
invaluable in the development of the

In the court of appeals tomorrow will 
be heard arguments in the suit of Crissey 
& Fowler Lumber company against the 
Denver & Rio Grande Railroad company. 
This suit of -itself only involves- a few 
thousand dollars, but its ending will de­
termine whether that company is liable 
for the burning of a large section of Colo­
rado Springs in the fall of 189S. In the 
complaint it is charged that a D. & R. G.

GUNBOAT GENERAL

Generals Diaz and Lugo are expected 
at Colon shortly. The capture of Colon 
by the Liberal forces is already known 
at Savinilla and doubtless at Bogota.

The situation here remains un­
changed. Traffic across the isthmus is 
not impeded.

As a result of an exchange of notes 
between the United States gunboat 
Maehias and the General Pinzon, Igna­
cio Foliaco, commanding the Pinzon, 
which has 600 men on board, has offi­
cially notified the American, British 
and French warships now in the har­
bor that he intends to bombard Colon 
at noon tomorrow (Monday), thus giv­
ing 24 hours’ notice.

The various consuls are notifying 
their respective fellow citizens that 
refuge may he had on board the war­
ships.

To bombard the town of Colon it is 
absolutely necessary to fire across the 
railroad tracks and the railroad em­
ployes will probably refuse to work.

Lieut. Commander McCrea of the 
Maehias is the senior naval officer and 
he awaits instructions from Washing­
ton regarding the threat to bombard.

There is much excitement in Colon.
The afternoon passenger train which 

should have arrived here at 6 o ’clock 
had not arrived at 8.

NO NEWS AT WASHINGTON.

This action was taken in spite 
of KingaGeorge’s efforts to induce the 
cabinefiand M. Theotokipy the premier, 
to remain in office. Mr. ¥iieotokis con­
siders the responsibility o f a judicial 
inquiry into the recent riots should be 
left to another cabinet in order that 
the truth may be established beyond 
suspicion.

The party of M. Theotokis will sup­
port the new cabinet.

There was a renewal of tlie rioting to­
night though not on a large scale with 
demonstrations against the retiring 
cabinet; The residences of the minis­
ters were stoned. The crowds were fi­
nally dispersed by cavalry.

country. These can be prepared for 
the edges of the artesian basins, where 
the rocks are partly upturned, but far 
out from the mountains it is necessary 
to sink test wells. I f these are properly 
located after thorough study of ail the 
surrounding conditions, it may be pos­
sible to settle the question of artesian 
supplies and definitely outline the un­
derground conditions for hundreds of 
square miles of public land. Only" by 
obtaining such information can the 
value of this and the practicability of 
settlement be made known. It is high­
ly important, therefore, that a few such 
deep wells be drilled by the government 
upon desert land, for the purpose of 
demonstrating the possibility of re­
clamation. When it has been proved 
that water can be had, even at consid­
erable depths, settlement will follow.

“There is no function within the power 
of the government higher than that of 
making possible the creation of prosperous 
homes. In ills speech at Minneapolis, Mr. 
Roosevelt said: 'Throughout our history 
the success of the home-maker has been 
but another name for the upbuiltling of 
tlie nation.’ The remaining public lands 
are tlie heritage of the nation and should 
be held for homes, being reserved for 
actual settlers under the homestead act. 
The area to be taken by any one man 
should be reduced so that when water 
lias been conserved by the government 
the homestead shall, in certain parts of 
the country, be limited to SO or even 40 
acres.

"The investigations of the government 
experts have shown that, for example, In 
Arizona, where high-class fruits are cul­
tivated, a family of five can obtain a 
good living upon 40 acres, or even 20. In 
the colder parts ot' the arid region, where 
forage crops are largely raised, the area 
may be made 160 acres.

“The water for irrigation should be dis­
tributed in conformity with the laws of 
the state and without interference with 
any vested rights which have already ac­
crued.

"Where reservoirs or main-line canals 
are built by the national government to 
furnish water for the pubic lands, the 
administration should proceed in harmony 
with the state laws, as would be the 

j case with any other large land owner- 
state and nation co-operating to accom- 
pi.sh a result of far-reaching benefit to 
both.

“ The expansion of our interior trade and 
commerce, through the settlement of the 
arid lands and the Increase of population 
in the west, would benefit every class 
and section of our country in the same 
way that the settlement of the Ohio and 
Mississippi valleys has brought prosperity 
and wealth to the states east of the Alle­
ghenies. The settlement of the vast arid 
region still farther to the west would bene­
fit the whole eastern half of the United 
States by creating new home markets for 
eastern merchants, southern cotton grow­
ers and all manufacturers. It would 
enormously increase local traffic and 
would tend to relieve tlie congestion of 
our great centers of population, creating 
opportunities which would go far to allay 
social discontent. It would promote in­
dustrial stability by giving to every man 
who wanted it a home on the land. The 
rush for lands in Oklahoma testifies that 
there arc a multitude of our people who 
will make great sacrifices to secure such 
homes.

“There need be no fear of competition of 
western products with eastern agriculture, 
since the Asiatic markets now opened will 
absorb the surplus of the western farms. 
The character of these is also such that 
the staple crops of the east can not 
now’ go to the remote west, nor those of 
tfie -west come east, excepting in the case 
of tssqul-tropic and dried fruits.

"The Investigations which have been 
carried on demonstrate that, looking-at 

i the ntittetyl'nom ail sides, tiiere is no one 
question now befork the jieople oc the 
United States of greater importance than 
the conservation of the water supply and 
the reclamation of the arid lands of the 
west and thoir settlement by men who 
will actually build homes and create com­
munities. The appreciation of this condi­
tion is shown by the fact that both the 
great political parties Inserted in their 
platforms articles calling attention to L,e 
necessity of national aid for the creation 
of homes on the public domain.

“ In view of the fact above noted it is 
imperative to adopt at an early date a 
definite policy leading to the best use of 
the vacant public lands. It is recommend­
ed that construction be at once begun 
upon certain property where the condi­
tions are known to be such that bene­
ficial results will follow. Out of the large 
number of localities examined, it is sug­
gested that the following be considered, 
surveys, plans and estimates having been 
prepared:

“The San Carlos storage reservoir in 
Arizona, reclaiming 100,000 acres or more of 
public land at an estimated cost of 
$1,000,900.

“The construction of reservoirs in the 
Sierra Nevada in California for reclaim­
ing desert lands in Nevada.

“ The diversion of St. Mary river into 
the headwaters of Milk river in Mon­
tana.

“ It is further urged that the appropria­
tion for continuing the surveys and in­
vestigations by the division of hydrog­
raphy be increased to an amount com­
mensurate with its importance, the sum 
of $250,000 being needed to carry on the 
work in hand."

The secretary says the net earnings of 
the bond aided and land grant railroads 
amounts to over $13,000,000 and the in­
crease in gross earnings to $37,000,000. The 
increase In expenses for the year was 
over $24,000,000. The debt of the Central 
Pacific rog.cJ to the United States now 
amounts to $58,821,121.

It also has issued 180,000 shares of its 
capital stock at par value in payment 
of concessartcs rights, etc. The liabilities 
of the company consist of the amount 
still due under its concession of the 
$1,885,000 of bonds mentioned, and of cash 
liabilities outstanding aggregating $200,-

tal stock, (he $518,500 first mortgage bonds 
and the 2.420 shares of capital stock re­
ceived in liquidation of the claim against 
the Nicaragua Canal Construction com­
pany, tho concessions, etc., and tho plant, 
railways, supplies and other property In 
Central America.

LONDON STOCK EXCHANGE.

London, Nov. 24.—Business on the 
stock exchange has been so nearly dead 
during the last week that the doings 
are hardly worth recording. Money has 
been alternately scarce and plentiful, 
owing to the fitful government dis­
bursements and to large payments on 
account of various colonial loans. The 
Bank of England has agreed to im­
pound most of the available gold. The 
open market rate of discount closed 
firmer, but still below the bank rate.

American securities alone displayed 
even a suggestion of activity.

A  general feeling of apprehension for 
the future prevented real business and 
quotations -were largely nominal. Home 
rails declined a shade in spite of the 
improved traffic reports. Mines were 
stagnant.

EIGHT W E R E  VICTIMS OF
THE D EAD LY W H IT E  DAMP

By A ssociate  Press.
Bluefield, W. Va., Nov. 24.— Tho dead 

bodies of the last party of eight well- 
known mining men who entered west 
mine of the Pocahontas Collieries com­
pany on Friday morning last at 11 
o'clock, were recovered at noon to­
day.

At 7 o ’clock this morning a rescuing 
party numbering 40 persons entered at 
the main entrance, bratting the mine j 
as they went in in order to improve the 
circulation of the air. They had 
reached a distance of 3,000 feet from 
the entrance when they encountered 
such quantities of white damp that it 
was impossible to proceed further. 
Retracing their steps they decided to 
make another attempt from the Tug 
river entrance, six miles across the 
Flat Top mountain. They went in at 
this entrance about 10:30 o ’clock and 
after going a distance of 600 feet 
found the dead bodies of A. S. Hurst, 
chief inspector; Bob Oldham, sub­
inspector, and Fraser G. Bell, mining 
engineer, huddled together. From 
their positions they must have met 
death suddenly and without pain. All 
were lying face down, with no signs 
of a struggle. Hurst had made a pil­
low of his coat on which his head 
rested.

The bodies of the other five mem­
bers of the party, Supt. of Mines W al­
ter O’Malley, Joseph Cardwell, super­
intendent of the Shamokin Coal and 
Coke company; R. E. St. Clair, second 
assistant inspector; State Mine Inspec­
tor Price, and Maurice St. Clair, sub­
inspector, were found several hun­
dred feet back in the mine, three of 
the bodies lying some little distance 
apart.

Bob St. Clair and Joseph Cardwell 
were lying with arms clasped around

eacli other cold in death. The bodies 
of O'Malley, Maurice St. Clair and 
Price were discolored and bruised 
about the face, showing signs of a 
struggle, it being very plain to see 
they made a desperate attempt at re­
tracing their steps to better air but 
already had advanced too far into the 
deadly white damp to escape alive.

It is said by members of the rescu­
ing party that Hurst, Bell and Oldham 
would hardly have lost their lives but 
for the fact that they lost their way, 
entering a chamber near one of the 
passages from the Baby mine in which 
tho deadly white damp had accumu­
lated in great .quantity. The bodies 
are very much swollen, and, having 
been attacked by mine rats, present a 
grewsome spectacle. They were re­
moved in wagons to Pocahontas, where 
they will be prepared for burial.

The fire is still burning in Baby 
mine and the mine officials seem at a 
loss to understand how it will be finally 
extinguished. Mine experts say there 
is great danger of explosions by flood­
ing the mine.

The bodies were brought out at an­
other entrance than that from which 
they entered. The men met death on 
the W est Virginia side and Mine In­
spector Paul of W est Virginia, who 
arrived on the scene today, gives it as 
his opinion that the men were over­
come by white damp, the most deadly 
known in the coal .mines. An investi­
gation of the mine by Mr. Paul showed 
that several pockets of black damp 
also existed in the mine.

Secretary and Treasurer Charles 
Thorne, o f Philadelphia, who was here 
when the men started into the mine 
last Friday, endeavored to dissuade 
them from entering, telling them he re­
garded the venture a very perilous one.

SHIP W E N T  ASHORE IN A
GALE AT MONMOUTH BEACH

By Associated Press.
New York, Nov. 24.— The full-rigged 

ship Flotbeck, which wen ashore at 
Monmouth beach during last night’s 
gale, is tonight resting on the sands, 
apparently little worse for her experi­
ence and her crew are being cared for 
by the life savers of Station No. 4. 
The tug Robert Haddon picked up the 
Flotbeck yesterday aiternoon about 
dark. The ship, under command of 
Captain Singler, was bound for New 
York from Plymouth, England, with 
a cargo of white clay and minerals. 
The tug had a crew of seven men and 
the ship had 24 men, all told. All went 
well until late in the evening when 
the wind attained a velocity of 40 or 
45 miles an hour and the tug was un­
able to make headway and the two 
vessels began to work inshore. Their 
danger was seen from the beach and 
the life savers prepared to aid them. 
Seeing the struggle was hopeless and 
that the only chance of saving the tug 
was to let the ship go, the hawser was 
cut. The ship drifted rapidly on shore 
and struck well Up and close in at a 
point favorable for work upon her. The 
tug lost her rudder about the time 
she was freed from the ship, and 
driven by the gale, perfectly helpless, 
she drifted down the coast and brought 
up against the iron pier at Long 
Branch and began to pound against it. 
The crashing was heard by Mr. Sher­
man, who aroused some neighbors. 
They went to the pier to aid .the seven 
men on the tug. Each waVe as it re­
ceded carried the Haddon away from 
the pier and then as the next came 
rolling shoreward the heavy tug would 
he carried on its crest and dashed 
against the piling under the pier or 
against the steel work. The work of 
rescue was dangerous not only to the 
men being rescued but to those aiding 
them. After many efforts a man on 
the tug caught the rope w’hich was 
thrown from the pier. He hung on and

I as the tug was carried away from the 
pier the man clinging to the rope 
swung clear of her and then was hur­
riedly hauled up on the pier before 
the next wave could dash him against 
the piling. Thus all were saved.

Meanwhile the ship had been looked 
after by the life savers. After several 
ineffectual attempts the regulation 
projectile was thrown over her and> 
the rope caught. The whip and cable 
were hauled out by the crew and made 
fast aloft. The life savers had their 
shore anchor down and the breeches 

| buoy was rigged within a very short 
! time. The ship had struck broadside 
I on so that the work of removing the 
men was comparatively easy. The 
rescued sailors were taken to Long 

j Branch.
About 3 o'clock in the morning the 

Iron pier broke in  two. hue tug had 
continued to pound against it and the 
piling and superstructure were gradu­
ally weakened by the blows. The tug,

; too, was battered to pieces.
When the pier was carried away, 

one man whose name is not known 
was washed into the sea and drowned.

CAPTURED AN INSURGENT
FORT ON BOHOL ISLAND

Manila, Nov. 24.—Capt. Edward P. 

Lawton’s company of the Nineteenth 
infantry has attacked and captured an 
insurgent fort on Bohol island, south 
of Cebu, in the Visayan group.

This fort was surrounded on all sides 
by a precipice and the only entrance 
to the higher ground was guarded by 
a stockade with a line of entrench­
ments behind it. Captain- Lawton sent 
Sergeant McMahon and 20 men to climb 
the precipice and attack the fort in the 
rear. Sergeant McMahon’s party ac­
complished their task after three hours’ 
climbing through the thick under­
growth of brush and vines that covered 
the almost ->“>-r>endicular cliff. They 
took the enemy by surprise and drove 
them from the fort. As the insurgents 
escaped they had to pass the remainder 
of Captain Lawton’s company at a dis­
tance of 150 yards. Here the enemy 
suffered terrible losses.

The insurgenst defended themselves 
with both cannon and rifles. The can­
non were captured, the smaller ones 
were removed while the larger ones 
were buried. Captain Lawton, in his 
report, makes special mention of the 
bravery of Sergeants List and Mc­
Mahon.

General Chaffee has ordered that in

ST. LOUIS W IL L  BE READY.
Three B ig Buildings Acquired for the 

W orld ’s Pair—No Delay in 
the Work.

St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 17.— In the 
development of the World’s Fair there 
is every indication that it will be ready 
on time, notwithstanding discussion to 

; the contrary during the last two days. 
| A long step forward has been taken by 
the acquirement of the grounds and 
buildings of Washington university for 
world’s fair purposes. The administra­
tion building is almost ready for occu­
pancy, and the two other large univer­
sity buildings to be used for educational 
exhibits can be made ready within a 
short time. Director of Works Taylor 
and Engineer Markmann have also 
made an important discovery, to the 
effect that no piling nor blasting will be 
required for building foundations. This 
fact will save not only a vast amount of 
money but many weeks of time. The 
construction of buildings may proceed 
at once upon the letting of contracts. 
Throughout the world’s fair site there 
is a firm clay foundation that will sus­
tain the heaviest weights without 
settling.

Chu Fong, a leading Chinese merchant 
of New York, as the agent of a syndi­
cate of Chinese merchants in Hong­
kong, has applied through his St. Louis 
attorney, C. H. Bauer, for space at the 
St. Louis AVorld’s fair for a Chinese ex­
hibit which will, he says, surpass ally 
representation China ever made at any 
world’s fair. He offers to give a bond 
of $100,000 to the exposition as a  guar­
antee of the surpassing merit of the 
proposed display.

The Iowa committee appointed to col­
lect world's fair information for the 
Iowa legislature, which will soon he in 
session, met in St. Louis November 13, 
to inspect the grounds and confer with 
officers of the exposition. After view­
ing the site and being entertained at 
the St. Louis club by President Francis, 
Chairman Huttig and Chairman Leh­
mann, they started on their homeward 
journey, declaring that they would 
make a strongly favorable report and 
ask for an appropriatiort of at least 
$250,000. They said that at the World’s 
Fair Iowa would stand second to no 
state except Missouri.

The Georgia legislature was very 
prompt in taking steps to redeem the 
promise made in the resolution adopted 
by the joint session called to hear 
President Francis’ address in behalf of 
the Louisiana Purchase exposition. A 
resolution has been unanimously 
adopted by the house that the governor 
appoint a commission including the 
state commissioner of agriculture and 
the state geologist, who shall see that 
Georgia is properly represented at the 
St. Louis World’s fair. They are 
authorized to use the state museum as 
an exhibit, and to raise funds by con­
tribution for the erection of a state 
building on the exposition grounds.

Governor Dockery, .President Davis, 
of the Missouri World's Fair commis­
sion and other members of the commis­
sion, have examined the plans prepared 
by Director of Works Taylor for a Mis­
souri exhibit building to cost $300,000, 
and are confident that they will be ap­
proved by the commission next Tues­
day. This is only one of the several 
buildings to be erected for Missouri.

THE COLORADO SPRINGS SPIRIT.

Y ESTERDAY morning’s Gazette was certainly a magnificent showing of 
the business enterprise and push of the merchants of Colorado Springs. 
It was not only an unusually good newspaper hut it was a showing of 
business resources such as any city of many times the size of Colo­

rado Springs might well be proud.
Leaving to others to express their appreciation of the Thanksgiving 

Gazette as a newspaper, we desire to call attention to some of the things 
that such a newspaper indicates and their bearing upon the general interests 
of the city.

In the first place, we think that it gives a pretty conclusive proof of the 
truth of something the Gazette is continually claiming, and that is that the 
stores of Colorado Springs are as well stocked as those of any city in the land 
with nearly everything that is required for ordinary household or personal 
needs, and that they are far better supplied than those of the ordinary Ameri­
can city of from five to ten times the population of this one. Certainly no 
other newspaper published in a city of anywhere near the population of Colo­
rado Springs made such a showing yesterday morning as was made in the 
Gazette, and it is quite certain that the materials for such a showing do not 
exist.

That such a condition is due in large measure to the homo-trading policy 
adopted, and pursued through a number of years does not admit of a reason­
able doubt. Colorado Springs merchants know that their efforts to suit the 
tastes o f their customers will be appreciated and that after they have gone 
to the trouble of getting the goods here the merchandise will not be left to 
spoil on the shelves. They know that they are safe in putting the prices down 
to the lowest possible notch because people in this city are quick to notice 
and to take advantage of such opportunities, and the merchants have tound 
that the policy o f quick sales and small profits Is the one that wins.

Rut the general principle that shows most conspicuously in the columns of 
the anksgiving Gazette is the one that properly deserves mention as char- 
acu:ristic in a peculiar Way of this community, to such an extent indeed that 
it. may well be called the Colorado Springs spirit.

It is to discover what we have that is worth having, and then to push it for 
all that there is in it.

No one in Colorado Springs is accustomed to go off in a corner to enjoy a 
good thing by himself. We are not afraid to advertise our advantages, and 
we are enthusiastic in calling the attention of friends and even of strangers 
to those things that make this city the best place to live in in the United 
States.

And that is the reason, perhaps more than anything else, why Colorado 
Springs, possessing the genuine natural resources that it does as a foundation 
upon which to build, has been so constantly and so notably successful in 
their development, and that Is the reason, too, why the Gazette has made a 
success of its policy of doing all that it can, whenever it can, and in all pos­
sible ways, to promote the interests of the city, to advertise its advantages 
and opportunities and to build up not only the larger interests of the com­
munity but also those of each individual member of it.

THE DEPARTM ENT OF THE INTERIOR.

T HE DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR is one of the most important 
divisions of the federal government and in its operations it probably 
comes into close touch with more citizens of the great republic than 
any other. Its work is varied and comprehensive and includes such 

diverse and important matters as the Indian tribes, the public lands, pensions, 
patents, census, the geological survey, bureau of education, office of railroad 
affairs, the territories, national parks and reservations, and many others.

It will be noticed tl^at the majority of these-subjects concern the western 
states much more than they do those of the east. ,

The report of the sercetary of the interior for 1901 forms a bulky vol­
ume of 267 pages and presents a detailed account of the work of the various 
bureaus.

The statistics of the public lands are interesting both as showing the 
rapid progress made in placing the national domain under private owner­
ship, and the large area yet remaining unappropriated. In the fiscal year ending 
June 30, 1901, nearly 15,563,000 acres were disposed of, an increase of more 
than 2,000,000 acres as compared with the 12 months next preceding. In 
Colorado 39,115,814 acres remain unappropriated and unreserved in addition to 
5,694,161 acres that have been reserved and 21,538,185 acres that have been 
appropriated. Alaska contains nearly one-third of total public lands at the 
present time and there are eight other states and territories that contain a 
larger total o f lands unreserved and unappropriated than does Colorado. It is 
interesting however to note that while Colorado stands ninth in total of 
lands unreserved and unappropriated, she stands third in surveyed lands of 
this character, being exceeded only by Wyoming and New Mexico.

A  large part of the report of Secretary Hitchcock is devoted to the subject 
of irrigation, and the subject comes up repeatedly. Beginning on page 86 
of the report there will be found a very thorough discussion of the subject 
reduced to as brief limits as possible and concluding with this most significant 
declaration:

“ The investigations that have been carried on demonstrate that looking 
at the matter from all sides, THERE IS NOW NO ONE QUESTION BEFORE 
THE PEOPLE OF THE UNITED STATES OF GREATER IMPORTANCE 
THAN THE CONSERVATION OF THE W ATER SUPPLY AND THE 
RECLAMATION OF THE ARID LANDS OF THE WEST, AND THEIR 
SETTLEMENT BY MEN WHO WILL ACTUALLY BUILD HOMES AND 
CREATE COMMUNITIES.”

This is a distinct advance upon any previous position assumed by the 
department in relation to irrigation and it will be welcomed by the people of 
the west as an evidence that the subject is going to receive from the national 
government the attention it deserves. •

STATE PRESS

Anti-Newspaper Ethics.
(Pueblo Star-Journal.)

At the meeting of the Southern Colo­
rado Medical society at Colorado 
Springs a physician of Pueblo read a 
paper complaining bitterly of what he 
terms the "rampant rise of quackery.” 
He says: “ Quackery has not only con­
tinued to grow but it has become more 
and more powerful both as regards 
numbers and every other way that 
would render it more formidable as a 
social factor.”

The Pueblo physician goes on to ad­
vise "a  campaign of education among 
the’, masses” in order to arrest the 
alarming spread of quackery.

The suggestion of a campaign of edu­
cation among the people by the ortho­
dox M. D.’s appears to bo well taken, 
and it is to be hoped that the sugges­
tion will early take the form of re­
moving the boycott which regular prac­
ticing physicians of Colorado, through 
their societies, have instituted upon 
newspaper patronage.

Though in most states of the union 
it is perfectly ethical for a physician 
to publish a card in a newspaper, giv­
ing his line of practice (if his practice 
be limited) and staling his office 
hours, telephone number, and office lo­
cation, in Colorado it is different, quite 
different. Here the doctor is declared 
unethical and is refused consultation 
courtesies by his brothers if he so much 
as puts his name in tho advertising 
columns of the press, save that If he 
should change the location of his office 
from one building to another he may 
announce the fact in the reading col­
umns without becoming heretical in 
the eyes of his fellow medics.

Now who says that this ultra con­
servatism is not responsible for the 
rapid growth of what is called “ quack­
ery?” Is it not true that tho people 
who are ailing physically look to the 
press for information and enlighten­
ment upon the location and the office 
hours, as well as other features of the 
physicians’ practice, just as naturally 
as they look to the press for facts 
about dry goods, houses to rent and a 
multitude of other things?

It is little wonder that the young 
physician struggling for a foothold in 
the community finds it difficult to live 
up to the rigid ethical limitations re­
garding newspaper advertising laid 
down by the old established practition 
er, who may have got his advertising 
by other and more subtle methods 
These ethical "don’ts” are usually con­
cocted for the government of the pro­
fession by M. D.'s who are all the time 
appearing in print in some way or oth­
er not open to the young physician. 
For instance, the professors in Eastern 
colleges are most Industrious in 
fostering this anti-newspaper boycott, 
and yet they never miss an opportunity 
to scrape up an interview with the mis 
sionaries of the press wherein their 
names are bandied to the four winds 
through the local or general press. The 
worst sticklers for "rigid ethics” on 
the advertising question in Pueblo are 
not known to be averse to seeing their 
names appear as frequently as conven­
ient in the news columns of the daily 
newspapers. Some are even noted for 
their ingenuity in this respect, while 
saying “ nay” to their ambitious broth­
er just seeking his first professional 
call It is hardly to be wondered tnat 
there is a growing sentiment here and 
elsewhere for greater liberty In the 
matter of press announcements.

GREAT BRITAIN AND THE MONROE DOCTRINE.

T HE FACT that the Monroe doctrine was enforced against England 
in the Venezuela case and is frequently referred to as a menace to 
British ambitions in North and South America has misled a great 
many Americans as to- the real attitude o f Great Britain toward the 

Monroe doctrine.
England was directly interested and distinctly in favor of the first enun­

ciation Of that doctrine, and it is asserted by some good historians that the 
first suggestion of it came from the British prime minister, Canning. But 
however that may he, Great Britain has at no time shown a serious disposi­
tion to consider American territory as a field for colonization, and has 
repeatedly indicated a willingness to support the claim of the United States 
that European monarchs should not undertake to extend their political system 
to this continent.

What has been true in the past is even more true at the present time. 
It is no longer France or Spain that threatens the political supremacy of 
Great Britain. New conditions have arisen as well as a new power, and at 
the present time it is Germany that strikes at tho commercial supremacy of 
England. It is very much more to England’s advantage that the republics of 
America should pursue their course unhindered under the protection of the 
strongest and greatest among them, rather than that Germany or any other 
nation should secure a predominating influence in tlieir affairs or a slice of 
their territory.

It has been proposed from time to time that Great Britain should for­
mally and openly announce her approval of̂  the Monroe doctrine, and it has 
been urged that this might be done without any impropriety because of her 
large possessions on the American continent. Such a proposal has been re­
cently revived, and an effort is being made to secure such a declaration from 
the British government. It is very doubtful whether such a statement would 
add anything to the strength of the Monroe doctrine. It might rather add to 
the distrust felt regarding it in some of the South American republics and 
give cause for tho criticisms of European nations. The United States is 
perfectly well able to maintain the doctrine in theory or in practice, and does 
not need the assistance or formal alliance of any European power in doing so.

It is reported that a part of President Roosevelt's message will be 
directed against the anarchists. The whole country will say “amen” to this.

In the recent election Democrats all 
over Colorado see their finish. The re­
sult ?s no surprise to thinking political 
students. Fifteen years ago Colorado 
was a reliably Republican state. Dur­
ing those years Boulder county, though 
much smaller in population could al­
ways be depended upon to return Re­
publican majorities of from 400 to 600. 
The state then was naturally Repub­
lican. Along came the Populist craze. 
The money question became the all ab­
sorbing topic. Silver-tongued orators 
denounced the “crime of ’73.” The hard 
times intensified the public feeling 
against the government. Bryan rose 
as a bright star in the west td,whom 
the people looked with awe almost akin 
to superstition. The impetuosity with 
which he was nominated at Chicago 
was indicative of the state of feeling 
over the country, particularly in the 
west. George Washington was the 
father of his country and Bryan was to 
be its savior. Bryan and silver be­
came the war cry and people honestly 
believed that in free silver dependqjJ the 
salvation and future prosperity of our 
beloved country. Is it any wonder 
then that people were swept from their 
political moorings? People of all shades 
of political opinion deserted "form er 
political affiliations and joined in the 
fiee silver demonstration. The state of 
Colorado went 135,000 Democratic. In 
tile meantime Bloody Bridles Waite 
had been elected governor and fanata- 
cism ran riot.

Now all this is changed. The people 
discovered that they were being led 
astray. They began working their 
minds again instead of their jaws-’ and 
learned that there were other ques­
tions of state and national importance 
aside from the money question. Bryan 
had told them that if free silver didn't 
carry the great factories would all 
close, throwing out of employment mil­
lions of laborers and thus starve other 
millions of women and children. In­
stead of this condition exactly the op­
posite was true. Other factories were 
established and every branch of in­
dustry received new life. Factories all 
over the country today are behind with 
their orders and labor everywhere is 
employed at fair wages.

Realizing the conditions as they ex­
ist, the people are now returning to 
former political affiliations. Nebraska, 
Mr. Bryan’s home state, last week went 
Republican. A majority of Colorado 
counties elected Republican officials. It 
is a perfectly logical condition. These 
states were formerly Republican and 
they are now Republican again. In the 
life of voters of today they will not 
go Democratic again.—(Longmont Call.

MARKET LETTER

That the leasing system has proven of 
inestimable value to the Cripple Creek 
gold fields is beyond question and the 
disposition now manifested by many of 
the- large companies to return to this 
system argues well l'or the camp. Sev­
eral month's ago it was an'utter impos­
sibility to secure a lease and bond on 
any ’ ’inside” property -in the district 
and exceedingly .difficult to secure even 
a lease on a piece of ground with any­
thing like just terms and royalties. 
Now, many of the larger companies are
beginning to understand that the, only 
way in which large pieces of ground 
can he explored and systematically de­
veloped is through the medium of les­
sees and as a consequence many pieces 
of property have recently been, let out 
on fair terms. The Anaconda, Isabella, 
Gould and other companies have taken 
the .initiative and now it is announced 
that the El Paso and several others will 
follow their lead. Activity of lessees 
means an active market and a larger 
production and the camp certainly 
seems to be on the eve of its greatest 
prosperity.

■ Another matter of utmost importance 
to the camp is the fact that lower rates 
are to be inaugurated by the mills and 
smelters. Heretofore it has been im­
possible to market ore running less than 
$10 per ton, and frequently when $12 
and $14 ore was shipped to the mill it 
was found that the cost of production, 
transportation and treatment was so 
great that a deficit remained. The 
mills now announce that they will treat 
$6. ore, and this means that hundreds of 
thousands of tons of rock thrown over 
the dump in years gone by can be suc­
cessfully treated with a profit to both 
shipper and mill owner. The tonnage 
of the camp is now greater than at any 
time in its history, and the only hin­
drance to an enormous increase in pro­
duction is the matter o f transporta­
tion.

Two companies often spoken of as 
dividend payers of the near future are 
El Paso and Golden Cycle. There is 
no doubt that El Paso will shortly he 
in; a position to begin the payment 
of dividends and when, a start is made 
there will be no cessation. It is now 
claimed that the company has enough 
ore in sight at present to maintain 
dividends for a year. It is thought that 
thb initial dividend of the El Paso com­
pany will be forthcoming next month, 
hut if not then it will certainly be paid 
in January. Golden Cycle has been a 
disappointment in regal’d to dividends 
for it was believed that payments would 
begin two months ago. The company is 
now in good shape and a fine produc­
tion is being maintained, hut it is not 
thought that a dividend will be forth­
coming before early spring. Speaking 
of dividends there is good reason to 
believe that the Vindicator company 
will increase its next rate of quarterly 
disbursements. The company has been 
paying three cents quarterly with an 
extra dividend of two cents nearly 
every quarter. In future the regular 
rate will probably be six cents per 
quarter with occasional extra divi­
dends.

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LEADVILLE.
There was a time in the history of 

mining- operations in this district when 
the Assure vein sections of the camp 
•n-oi-o much neglected. The ' 1■neie uegiecieu. The immense
and rich mineralized blanket veins of 
Leadville naturally attracted mining 
men of all classes. The Assure veins 
looked small and insigniAcant compared 
lvith the wonderful deposits of Fryer 
Carbonate and Iron hills. The tide 
flowed toward the most easily worked 
and the fabulously rich sections, and 
fissure veins were only worked where 
they were largest and richest.

In recent years, however, since min­
ing has become a  regular business and 
the big bonanza excitement has died 
down, sections heretofore neglected 
have shown signs of revival. The miner 
has learned that he must depend on 
working bodies of medium or low grade 
material rather than depend for suc­
cess on striking rich ore. Smelting 
charges, as compared with what they 
t\ ere in early days, are very low, and 
enable moderately valuable material to 
be mined at a fair profit.

The history of Sugar Loaf mountain, 
one of the foothills of the main range 
opposite Leadville. is an interesting ex­
ample in point. The veins were numer­
ous and rich. Such properties as the 
Dinero, the Tiger and the Shields made 
wonderful records of production, and 
scores of little shafts scattered over the 
face of the hill testify to the industry 
of the miners, who exposed and traced 
the veins with great accuracy.

Eight miles northwest of Eldora and 

11,000 feet above the sea a great enter­
prise appears to be nearing the goal of 
success.

General 
Maximo Gomez, who presided, made 
a short speech, recommending the can­
didature of Senor Palma, as did Senor 
Gonzales and Garcia and Maru Del­
gado, the two latter negroes. Delgado 
said General Maso’s manifesto was a 
trap to catch the negro vote and that 
Senor Palma was a man above re­
proach at whose hands the negro had 
nothing to fear.

Senor Capote asserted that Senor 
Palma was sure to win as he would be 
backed by the Republican national 
party.

Senor Zayas attacked the followers 
of Mayor Gener. who have come out 
for General Maso, and declared that 
Senor Palma combined all o f the quali­
fications necessary in a president.

General Maso's political managers 
assert that their candidate made a 
large gain last week in Havana.

Senor Palma's supporters on the 
other hand feel confident of victory.

TWO NEGROES LYNCHED.

Columbia. S. C., Nov. 24.—An un­
known negro was lynched in Anderson 
county today. Yesterday afternoon the 
man went to the house of Mrs. Perry 
Graft and asked for something to eat. 
When she turned the negro shot her 
through the back, inflicting a fatal 
wound. The man fled but was pur­
sued by hundreds of men. There are no 
details of the manner of his death.

Shreveport, La-., Nov. 24.—Negroes to­

day on Herndon plantation, eight miles 
south of Shreveport, lynched Frank 
Thomas, one of their own race, because 
he had shot and killed a negro boy over 
a debt of 30 cents.

The sheriff was proceeding toward 
Shreveport with his prisoner when a 
mob of 200 negroes and half a dozen 
white men took possession of the mur­
derer and promptly strung him up to 
the limb of a tree.

USED UNITED STATES
MAILS FOR FRAUDS

States commissioner on a charge of 
using the mails for fraudulent pur­
poses.

STORY IS DENIED
BY LORD KITCHENER

London, Nov. 25.—With reference to the 

story that the British placed Boer women 
and children in front during the fighting 
at Graspan, June (1, when Colonel Dc 
Wet’s convoy was captured—a story 
which has been spread broadcast as an 
example of British barbarity—the Daily 
Mail sent a dispatch of inquiry to Lord 
Kitchener, who replied as follows:

"The statement is absolutely untrue and 
devoid of all foundation. One child was 
killed and one woman and one child were 
wounded by the Boers."

As the story has been prominent in the 
recent anti-Chamberlain campaign in Ger­
many, tne Daily Mail has telegraphed 
Lord Kitchener’s reply to all the leading 
German papers.

William T. Stead, lecturing in London 
yesterday, said he thanked God mat 
Germany and Europe were bold enough 
to call baby murder crime.

"Compared with Thigland’s conduct," 
he exclaimed, "Herod’s slaughter of the 
innocents was saint-like. Great Britain 
ought to be beaten in this unjust war. In 
the American war we employed redskins, 
just as we have loosed Kaffirs against 
the Boers, and, thank God, we were 
beaten."

ATLANTIC COAST
IS STORMSWEPT

(Continued from page 1.)
Traffic was suspended on two branches 
of the Long Island railx’oad while for 
more than half a day the cars of the 
New York & Queens County electric 
road were unable to get beyond Stein­
way owing to the tracks across the 
meadow being submerged by the tide.

Probably the greatest damage was 
done at North Beach on Flushing and 
Bowery bays, where more than $20,000 
worth of docks, paved walks, pavilions, 
places of amusement and other prop­
erty was destroyed.

In the cove off North Beach, where 
the Williamsburg Yacht club has its 
headquarters, the fleet of small boats 
was swamped or carried ashore.

The Tribune estimates the damage 
done by the storm on the northern 
shore of Long Island sound from and 
including City island to the Connecti­
cut line at $350,000.

The effects of the storm are very 
manifest at Brighton Beach and Coney 
Island. Breakwaters and bathing pa­
vilions, board walks and other acces­
sories suffered much damage.

Off Manhattan Beach can he seen 
a capsized schooner. Whether her 
crew got to shore safely or not cannot 
he learned.

STORM AT NEW HAVEN.
By Associated Press.

New Haven. Conn., Nov. 24.—The 
damage done by the severe storm of 
the last 24 hours has been the greatest, 
in some instances, in the history of the 
state and the damage will reach $50,000 
or more.

At Shippan point, in Stamford, sev­
eral docks connected with summer res­
idences were carried away by the un­
usually high tide and the cellars of a 
number of buildings near the water 
front were completely submerged. 
Along the canal the water rose over 
the hanks and a considerable part of the 
lower end of the city was inundated. 
The freight offices of the North and 
East River Steamboat company were 
flooded as were many slips along the 
canal.

TEST OF SUBMARINE BOAT
FULTON W A S  SUCCESSFUL

By Associated Press.
New York, Nov. 24.—In the presence 

of a big crowd, which, despite the 
storm, assembled to witness the emerg­
ing of the submarine boat Fulton, that 
craft rose from the bottom of Peconic 
bay, which is at the eastern end of 
Long Island, this morning at 10:30 
o’clock with all well and greatly sur­
prised to find there was a storm raging.

The test of the Fulton's staying 
powers was highly satisfactory, not 
only to the officers of the company that 
built her and the naval officers present, 
but to those who went to the bottom in 
the boat. They report there was not 
the slightest discomfort to them dur­
ing their more than 15 hours of sub­
mersion beneath the surface.

Captain Cable, of the Holland com­
pany, who was in command, said that 
the boat could have remained down 
l'or three months if there were food 
enough on board. Although there was 
buL six feet of water over the top of 
the turret, those on board felt nothing 
of the storm. Through the night there 
was a light rolling motion to the craft, 
but this was ascribed to the regular 
motion of the water and not to the dis­
turbance which was rolling the waves 
high on the shore.

Immediately on coming to the sur­
face the Fulton, under her own power, 
ran alongside the dock and tied up. 
Rear Admiral Lowe and Lieut. Arthur 
MacArthur refused to go into any dis­
cussion of the performance on the boat 
except to say that they would be satis­
fied to stay down longer. They are, 
however, known to be enthusiastic over 
the work of the Fulton thus far.

Members of the crew say they ex­
perienced no difficulty in breathing and 
that the air was all that could be de­
sired and much purer and better than 
in an ordinary closed room in which 
are several persons. Every piece of 
machinery worked to perfection dur­
ing the night. The men ate two meals 
while under water and enjoyed them. 
Most of them obtained three or four 
hours’ sleep.

Rear Admiral Lowe said later:
“ When we went down I assisted Cap­

tain Cable in making an inspection of 
tlie ship. Then I retired while the crew 
played cards and read. Every few 
hours I was awakened and made in­
spections of the condition. Early this 
morning Captain Cable called my at­
tention to the pressure gauge which in­
dicated the depth. It showed that we 
were lower in the water than at high 
tide last night, when we submerged. 
There was nothing to show us why it 
was but a little while later I noticed 
that the water, as we saw it through 
tlie dead lights, was very dirty and I 
imagined that a storm was blowing. 
There was no rock or roll of the vessel 
to indicate what was going on.”

Continuing, Rear Admiral Lowe said 
that the air in the boat was as clean 
and as pure as in a house or in the 
cabin of a yacht.

“ Not once,” added he, “ did I notice 
any sign of bad air, gas or other im­
purity. Considering that we did not 
draw on the tanks at all I consider this 
is wonderful. It upsets all theories of 
the physicians and scientists who tell 
us that what we did last night was 
impossible. I was critical all night and 
nothing escaped me.”

The experts present unite in calling

attention to the seq-going qualities of 
the Fulton as shown during the gale 
which prevailed until night. Neither 
of the submarine boats was affected by 
the sea or the wind. Other boats of 
twice their tonnage rolled and tossed 
so that they had to get under way and 
seek a sheltered harbor.

The longest time that any submarine 
boat had been under water heretofore 
in the United States was three hours. 
Lieutenant Harry Colwell kept the 
Holland submerged that long in the Po­
tomac last year. The Fulton had never 
been under more than about 25 minutes 
when she made a two-mile run sub­
merged a few weeks ago.

Breastworks are being erected in tlie 
public thoroughfares of Panama. The 
townsfolk in the vicinity of these are 
hastily removing to safer places. All 
persons known to lie Liberals are ar­
rested on sight. The government has 
declared its intention to contest every 
inch of ground if an entrance to the 
city is effected. It is reported that some 
70 men who were wounded at Perequito 
were landed on the island of Taboga, 
facing Panama harbor lo avoid creat­
ing alarm in Panama. Taboga is about 
eight miles from Panama.

The government is xery anxious that 
marines should he landed from the 
United States battleship Iowa, hut 
Captain Perry, her commander, has not 
complied with this request. The Boyaca 
returned to Panama a second time yes­
terday with General Alban at Chorrera 
routing the enemy and recovering all 
the prisoners previously reported taken 
with the exception of two. Among the 
number recovered according to the gov­
ernment. is the alcalde of Taboga.

The Liberal version of the Incident is 
that the alcalde was afraid to fight and 
when captured, offered Domingo Diaz, 
the Liberal leader, $1,000 if he would 
release him. that the offer was accepted 
and that the alcalde was allowed to go 
after giving his word of honor not to 
attempt to escape. The Liberals also 
assert that General Alban effected a 
landing at Chorrera after the Liberals 
had withdrawn to join the Liberal 
forces marching to the Empire station.

It is asserted that the steamer Darien 
which the Liberals recently captured 
from the government escaped the Boy­
aca under cover of night; but it is gen­
erally believed that she went to Tumaco 
some time ago.

The government asserts that the 
Chorrera troops are momentarily ex­
pected at Panama and that on their ar­
rival the preparations will be made to 
attack the Liberal advance guard and 
that these will not cease until Colon 
has been recaptured.

Great hopes are entertained that the 
news of the capture of Colon will in­
duce the authorities of Barranquilla to 
send big reinforcements to land at 
Colon and annihilate the enemy.

It is reported that the Liberal gun­
boat Almirante Padilla with General 
Herrera on board, left La Libertad, San 
Salvadore, November 21, bound for 
Panama.

The United States gunboat Concord, 
Commander Harry Knox, arrived at 
Panama yesterday.

Colon has become a red city, being 
in Liberal hands. A large red flag bear­
ing the words “ Patria y Libertad” is 
flying at the Cuartei.

HENLEY REGATTA

London, Nov. 25.—The morning pa­
pers generally express approval of the 
action of the stewards of the Henley 
regatta Saturday in defeating by a vote 
of 19 to 5 the motion of W . H. Gren­
fell, .the oarsman and member of par­
liament, to exclude foreigners from the 
regatta.

MOTOR CAR RACING

Rome, Nov. 24.—During a motor car 
race from Turin to Bologna between 
the Duke of Abruzzi and Signor Co- 
tellettl, the duke’s machine, while go­
ing at the rate of 50 miles an hour, 
came into collision with a milestone.

INDICTED FOR
"STRING IN G  UP’

MARTIN HOGAN THE
IRISH PATRIOT DEAD

By Associated Press.
Chicago, Nov. 24.—Martin Hogan, an 

Irish patriot, who was rescued from Van 
Diemen’s Land, Australia, in 1869, is dy­
ing at the county hospital. He is one of 
the seven men convicted with John Boylo 
O’Reilly in 1866 of treason against the 
British government and sentenced to be 
shot.

The sentence was commuted to life im­
prisonment and afterwards reduced to 20 
years of penal servitude. With O’Reilly, 
lie was confined in various English pris­
ons until 1867, when he, with his com­
panions, was banished to Van Diemen’s 
Land.

In 1869 the whaling ship Catalpa was 
fitted out to rescue O’Reilly and his com­
panions. Before its arrival O’Reilly es­
caped at night in an open boat and was 
picked up at sea by an American whaler. 
A few weeks later the Catalpa rescued 
Hogan and five companions.

Hogan, who has lived in Chicago for 
more than a quarter of a century, has 
been in straitened circumstances, for a 
long time.

Modena, Utah, Nov. 24.—The grand jury 

of Lincoln county, Nevada, which con­
vened at Pioche last Thursday, returned 
indiclments yesterday against 17 of the 
leading citizens of Fay, Nev., whom it is 
alleged participated in the “ stringing up" 
of George Ellis, colored, in an effort to 
make him confess to numerous thefts 
which had taken place in that vicinity 
during the past few weeks. All of the 
men indicted are now in jail, with the 
exception of Superintendent Gayford of 
the Horseshoe Mining company, Postmas­
ter Defreise and H. H. Cooper, who were 
released on bonds of $3,009 each. The trial 
jury has already been summoned and 
the case will come up before District 
Judge Talbot tomorrow.

WAS BALD SIX YEARS.*

VAN SANT W ILL FIGHT 
NORTHERN SECURITIES

By Associated Press.
St. Paul, Minn., Nov. 24.—The Pioneer 

Press tomorrow will say:
Governor Van Sant has determined 

to fight the great railway combine as 
represented by the Northern Securities 
company to the last ditch. He has de­
cided to call an extra session of the leg­
islature for the purpose of providing 
funds for the legal battle and says that 
should the legislature fail to appro­
priate the amount asked tie will use his 
own private fortune to carry on the 
contest.

While the governor declines to make 
public his plans forprosecutingthe fight, 
he does not deny that he has decided 
upon an extra session. This, decision 
was reached after a protracted confer­
ence with the heads of the various de­
partments and the chairman of the 
house committee on appropriations. 
One hundred thousand dollars will be 
asked for to cover the expenses of hir­
ing counsel to assist the attorney gen­
eral and for other emergencies. Be­
side appropriating the money the gov­
ernor does not believe the legislature 
can aid him materially. The anti-trust 
and, anti-consolidation laws now upon 
the statute books of this state are 
looked upon as embodying the limit of 
legislative powers, and the fight will be 
made in tlie courts.

Although the governor does not an­
ticipate that the legislature will hesi­
tate to appropriate the sum asked for, 
he states that should it do so he will 
.use his private fortune to carry on the 
struggle until it is exhausted, or he has 
gained a decisive victory.

The call for the extra, session will 
probably not be made until the first of 
the year and the date of the convening 
will very likely be February 1.
