LONGFELLOW,
D en v er R epub lican , M arch' 25th.

The intelligence that iias flashed over 
the wires that Henry W. Longfellow 
died to-day, will he felt as a personal 
grief in many a household in America, 
and, indeed, where the English language 
is read and appreciated; for the fame of 
Mr. Longfellow is not confined to Amer­
ica. ... His admirers are found in every 
country and in every clime. Mr. Long­
fellow was born at Portland, Maine, 27th 
of February, 1807. He graduated at 
Bowdoin college in 1825 at the early age 
of 18. Soon after graduating, the high 
honor of Professor of Modern Languages 
anti Literature, in that institution, was 
conferred upon him, with the understand­
ing, however, that he should have the 
privilege of visiting Europe .to better fit 
him for his post. He sailed for Europe 
in 1826, and spent four years abroad, 
during which time he made himself thor­
oughly conversant with the literature of 
France, Spain, Italy and Germany. In 
1835, Mr. George Ticknor,- who had 
achieved so gr.eat a reputation as a writer 
upon Spanish literature, resigned the 
Professorship of Modern Languages and 
belles-lettres at Harvard, and Mr Longfel­
low was elected to fill the vacancy. Be­
fore, however, entering upon his duties, 
Mr. Longfellow visited Europe for a sec­
ond time, and traveled over Denmark, 
Sweden and Germany, returning to Am­
erica and hia Professorship in 1838. In 
1839 Mr. Longfellow published his ro­
mance of “Hyperion,” and a collection 
of his poems entitled “Voices of the 
Night.” Although previous to this Mr. 
Longfellow hid been recognized as a man 
of unusual literary attainments, his warm 
est admirers were surprised at the rare 
excellence of his productions, which at 
once placed him in the very first ranks 
of American poets. In 1841, Mr. Long­
fellow published “Ballads, and other 
Poems;” in 1843 “The Spanish Student,” 
which was universally popular; in 1845, 
“Poets and Poetry of Europe;” in -1846, 
“The Belfry of Bruges;” in 1847, “Evan­
geline.” Perhaps of all Mr. Longfellow’s 
poems, Evangeline has been the most 
warmly admired. Competent critics 
have declared that it is the most perfect 
specimen extant of the rythm and mel­
ody of the English hexameter. Mr. 
Longfellow then published in rapid suc­
cession “The Golden Legend” (1851), 
“The Song of Hiawatha” (1855), “The 
Courtship of Miles Standish” (1858), and 
in (1868): “Tragedies of New England.” 
Besides “Hyperion,” Mr. Longfellow’s 
prose writings consist of “Outre-mer, 
A Pilgrimage Beyond the Sea” (1835), 
“Kavanagh,” a novel in 1849. He was 
besides a frequent contributor to the 
North American Review. Mr. Longfellow’s 
most important work of late years was 
his translation of Dante’s “Divina Corn- 
media” (1867). In this translation Mr. 
Longfellow was peculiarly happy. He 
seemed to grasp intuitively the meaning 
of the great author, ahd his translation 
has been universally extolled. Mr. Long­
fellow resigned bis Professorship in Har­
vard in 1854, and since that time has 
lived in elegant seclusion at Cambridge, 
in the house that formerly was the head­
quarters of General Washington. Here, 
surrounded by his books and visited by 
the- most cultivated people of America 
ahd Europe, Mr. Longfellow passed an 
enviable existence. None visited him 
who did not carry away the most de­
lightful recollections. In the writings of 
Mr. Longfellow there is a simplicity and 
grace of style, combined with a depth 
and tenderness of feeling, that appeals 
at once to the heart of the reader. It is 
his naturalness and freedom from all 
strain and apparent effort that has made 
Mr. Longfellow’s works universally read 
and eagerly sought after. Few men have 
lived who have more strongly impressed 
themselves upon the affections and sym­
pathies of his fellow-man than Mr. Long­
fellow. Endowed with an acute intellect 
and refined taste, Mr. Longfellow sup­
plemented these gifts by years of assid­
uous study. All of Mr. Longfellow’s poems 
indicate that he was not one of those to 
whom writing comes as if by inspiration, 
but was the result of close application 
and an intelligent appreciation of the 
subject treated. Mr. Longfellow was 
one of a class of literary men that is 
fast passing away. He was the cotempo­
rary of Sumner, Hilliard, Lieber, Holmes, 
Emmerson, Agassiz, Ticknor, Story and 
Phillips. Almost all of these, and many- 
more who have passed away, but of those 
"who have gone before” none have died 
more universally regretted, and whose 
loss will be more keenly felt, than Henry 
17. Longfellow.

Just where the D. & R. G. will locate 
its Rico depot is a matter of conjecture.

The people of Southern Colorado have 
demanded political recognition. Over 
eight years of strife and compromise to 
be lost in the shadowy nothingness of the 
departed past. Compromise for "recog­
nition is no longer a necessity. Provided, 
that the people of Southern Colorado 
know what they want, and are willing to 
unite forces in securing certain results in 
the general election of the coming fall. 
But, arc they united? How are Wo to 
know? "What are the proper stops to 
be taken in the solution of the problem? 
Quicti sabe? In various localities of the 
southern portion as well as in the north­
ern part of the Centennial State, there 
are senatorial, gubernatorial and other 
aspirants to political fame. Here is the 
San Juan and Southern Colorado. There 
is the “State of Gilpin,” Arapahoe and its 
forces, and Northern Colorado, in its sev-. 
eralty. Democratic Leadville and lie- 
publican Denver loom up in.the “North,” 
and busy Southern Colorado is a broad 
field of innocence, for the politicians, in 
their biennial celebrations of patriotism, 
etc., &c. And there are the “ thousand- 
and-one” independent, mongrel and mid­
dle-working factions. A voice is heard 
in Pueblo, and San Juan thunders at the 
capital door. In Northern Colorado the 
political war-horses so long in service, are 
neighing under the bugle call of the ap 
proaching campaign. Those who have 
“served the ‘party’ best and longest” cry 
aloud, and the bonanza kings are parading 
over the “battle” grounds of the cam­
paigns of ’78 and ’80.

If the Honorable Thomas M. Bowen is 
appointed to fill the vacancy which is 
promised by the resignation of Senator 
H. M. Teller, will it suffice the demands 
of Southern Colorado, or shall it he Bo­
nanza Bowen’s first stepping stone to a 
full term in the United States Senate?

Claiming San Juan as his home what 
are Governor Pitkin’s obligations, and to 
what altitude do his obligations extend, 
in bending bis efforts to the recognition 
of Southern Colorado and its claims? 
Petitions have been sent in from South­
ern Colorado, praying for the appoint­
ment of T. M. Bowen to fill the vacancy 
that may be caused.

The next legislature will elect twro sen­
ators, one to serve the unexpired term, 
and the other to succeed from the 4th of 
March, 1883. One person may be elected 
for both terms, if that august body shall 
deem it proper. Senator Teller’s term 
does not expire till March 4, 1883.

Senator Teller is eminently fit for the 
position, and will make abetter Secretary 
of the Interior than Kirkwood has been. 
As the Interior Department has milch to 
look after throughout the West, Mr. Tel­
ler is the proper man for the place, having 
resided in Colorado over twenty years, de­
voting his attention to matters over which 
the Secretary of the Interior has con­
trol, and becoming acquainted with the 
duties of that office.

Who shall fill the unexpired term? El 
Paso county has several aspirants for Tel­
ler’s place. A conference of leading pol­
iticians has been held at Colorado Springs 
and the names of Hon. W. S. Jackson 
and Gen. B. F. Crowell were prominently 
mentioned. No dearth of candidates is 
felt and any one of the following parties 
might willingly accept: Thos. M. Bowen, 
II. A. W. Tabor, J. B. Belford, William 
A. Hamill, R, A. Cameron, J. D. Ward, 
J. S. Stanger, S. H. Elbert, II. G. Cooper, 
Wm. M. Campbell, Ward Lamon, J. C. 
Wilson, Jno. L. Routt, Jerome B. Chaffee, 
Henry Wolcott, L. Cass Carpenter, Wm. 
Moore, E. K. Stimson, George M. Chil- 
cott, O. H. Henry, W. S. Jackson, W. II. 
Bush and many others.

Longfellow’s funeral took place at 
Boston last Sunday and was attended by 
many persons famous in the literary world. 
The services, which were short, were con­
ducted by Samuel Longfellow, brother of 
the deceased. His remains were laid in 
the family vault in Mount Auburn ceme­
tery. Memorial services were held in the 
evening in the chapel of Harvard College. 
The eulogy was pronounced by Professor 
C. C. Everett, The London Observer thus 
closes its tribute to Longfellow: “It is 
scarcely too much to say that, since the 
death of Byron, no living English poet 
enjoyed so wide a popularity as he.”

We may all live to see the world come 
to an end yet, and to wind up witli it in 
one grand holocaust, and we won’t  have 
more than fifteen years to wait, either, 
unless something unfoerseen occurs to in­
terfere with astronomical calculations. 
Prof. Proctor, the able astronomer, has 
explained that the great comet, which 
blazed in the Heavens in 1688,, 1848 and 
1880, will reappear in 1897, fifteen years 
hence.

Samuel C. Townsend Killed.
At Leadville, March 28-, just -before 3 

o’clock p. in., a terrible tragedy was en­
acted. In the fore part of that day a dif­
ficulty arose between T. C. Early, an at­
torney, and Sam Townsend, an officer, 
who had served some papers in a case in 
which Early was employed. Early raised 
a serious objection to an excessive over­
charge in the costs, amounting to ten 
cents. Townsend called Early by his 
“front name,” (a G-d d-d liar and a s- of 
a b-) and threatened to whip him. Early 
immediately procured a pistol, and when 
he met Townsend, without further pro­
vocation fired three shots, lodging in the 
abdomen of Townsend which resulted in 
his death twenty minutes later. All the 
witnesses to the ease claim that the mur 
dered man made no attempt to-do vio­
lence to Early, and the killing is regarded 
as a cold blqoded murder. It was with 
great difficulty that the murderer was 
protected from the enraged friends, of 
Townsend. Early is a member of the 
firm of Danford & Early, Leadville attor­
neys.

Samuel; .0. Tpwnsend came to Southern 
Colorado in 1872, locating at Del Norte, 
where for a time he owned and operated 
a ranch, but in 1875 and later be held the 
position of town marshal of Del Norte. 
In 1876 he was elected sheriff of Rio 
Grande county, and held various positions 
of trust in that town and county. In 
1878 he was employed as marshal of Ala­
mosa, and in the spring of ’79 went to 
Leadville, whore he has been on the po­
lice' force up to the time of his death. He 
was a man who prided himself in the 
faithful performance of his duties, and 
went about his business with a cool head 
and a big heart.

Sale of the Dolores House.
On last Monday the purchase of the 

Dolores House was made by E. S. Nor­
ton from Klum and Caldwell, and that 
hostelry, which has so long been idle, on 
acconnt of a process of litigation, will be 
opened up for the accommodation of the 
public about the first of May—earlier if 
possible. Mr. Norton is the gentleman 
whose arrival we mentioned last week. 
He lias been and still is the proprietor of 
hotels in Kentucky and Virginia, and 
from him we may expect something more 
in the hotel line than San Juan has ever 
heretofore had. Jerry C. Ryan will take 
charge of the hotel and manage its affairs 
in every detail. He is as well fitted for 
his position as any one could desire and 
has been an experienced hotel man for 
years. He will be justly popular among 
traveling men and of all those who dwell 
in Coloiado’s domain how many are not 
travelers—veritable cosmopolitans and 
bohemians. Mr. Norton started east on 
Wednesday morning for the purpose of 
buying hotel furniture with which to 
equip his establishment, alid will be ab­
sent about a month. He intends to so 
arrange matters that his family will spend 
eight months of every year in Rico. Hotel 
accommodations will be in great demand 
long before that demand can be properly 
supplied, and mark the prediction that 
there will be some tall rustling done for 
sleeping room and “hash houses.” The 
Pioneer Hotel and Dolores House will do 
their best, but we need immense lodging 
houses.

The Bull 
is supposed by many to be the very rich­
est mine in the state and the ore is cer­
tainly of a very high grade, the best as­
says for gold being $1.28,000 and another 
for. silver gave $23,500,

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WORK OF THE TOWN BOARD.
The mining interests surrounding Rico 

hrc pel haps of more interest to the gen­
eral reader of the News than the affairs 
of the town itself, but since there are a 
large number of local readers fully as 
much interested in the prosperity of the 
town itself, we have concluded to devote 
space to a brief consideration, of such 
town affairs as are Of greatest interest to 
these living in the town. The town-site, 
for which application for patent has been 
made and U. S. certificate of entry issued, 
consists of‘320 acres well located on the 
banks of the Dolores at the mouth of Sil­
ver creek. A brief statement of the dis­
posal of this tract would not be out' of 
place: 850 lots 25x100 foot, have been 
surveyed by the town; 850 lots have been 
filed on; 415 lots have been deeded; 21 
and 16-100 acres have been deeded in par­
cels, 119 adverse filings on lots have been 
made, but only four suits have been 
brought upon these adverse filings. The 
remaining 115 adverse filings have been 
settled, some by the parties themselves, 
and some by the town authorities. Rico 
is to be congratulated that nearly 300 of 
the 320 acr^s is not only entirely free 
from litigation, but from any dispute as 
to the title. In this respect, as in many 
others concerning our town affairs, we 
are more fortunate than most other towns 
in mining camps. Seeing that the 
mines surrounding Rico lie thickly scat­
tered around the city limits, it ought to 
be especially gratifying that the title to 
town property has-been secured at so lit­
tle trouble and expense. Many other 
towns, no more favoiably situated, have 
been plunged into expensive litigation at 
the end of which the towns have lost 
their entire title. Many people are in the 
habit of attributing success to mere ac­
cident, but we do not think the fortunate 
condition of the affairs of Rico, depend 
upon chance any.move than the building 
of her toll road is the result of accident. 
We are rather inclined to credit our suc­
cess to tlie care, attention, prudence and 
wisdom of the citizens. All experience 
shows that every community, whatever its 
numbers and whatever its success in its 
public undertakings, is subject to adverse 
criticism, sometimes by a few, sometimes 
by many.

Witli a slightly different class of people, 
the town would have encountered liti­
gation costing many thousands of dollars. 
The annual assessment roll shows the 
town to contain about two hundred thou­
sand dollars worth of real estate. It is 
rarely the case that a mining town con­
taining so much property has been so 
successful in the management of its mu­
nicipal affairs. As might be expected 
from such management, our city taxes 
are but nominal, being only five mills on 
the dollar, while%ie city taxes of many 
other mining towns are several times 
greater. The successful and prosperous 
town of Durango submits to a city tax 
eight times as great or four per cent. 
We have passed through that stage of 
municipal existence at which like the dis­
eases of childhood, we were necessarily 
liable to all sorts of ills. There are none 
we presume who are aware of the labors 
performed by the city fathers since Rico 
was incorporated. While it is gratifying 
to recur to our successful past, the histo­
ry of past events are principally valuable 
as a lamp to guide our feet in the future. 
Had it not been for the fact that we are 
about to vote upon the question of the 
construction of water works in our town, 
we should not have undertaken the labor 
of writing this article. It seems desirable 
to say that our past success should not 
induce supineness in our action during 
the next year. We need water works, 
hut they cannot be constructed without 
money, nor can their economical con­
struction bo affected without the exercise 
of the greatest care, the most incessant 
labor and the most absolute integrity on 
tlie part of the town officers. It is 
neither our aim nor desire to suggest the 
names of parties to fill municipal offices. 
The citizens of the town are as ■well ac­
quainted with the various candidates as 
ourselves, In reference to the duties of 
the town board we think we ought, to re­
mark, as we have indicated above, that 
if their duties are well and faithfully per­
formed their performance requires not 
only broad business qualifications but the 
consumption of a large amount of time. 
The simple meeting of the board from 
time to time constitutes but a small part 
of the time required by tlie board to per­
form its duties well. In this respect it 
is like a private corporation whose direct­
ors meet from month to month or week 
to week, as the ease may he, for a few 
hours at a time. Tlie principal work, of 
all corporations is done through their 
committees appointed for various purpo­
ses and their labors presented to the hoards 
of directors and there crystalizc into the 
history of the corporations. The duties 
of the town hoard are too various to he 
classified under very suggestive heads. 
Their civil business consists in part of 
such work as opening, repairing and 
maintaining streets and alleys; building, 
repairing and maintaining bridges; build­
ing, repairing and maintaining sidewalks; 
maintaining a fire department; perform­
ing the duties of a hoard of health; ex'am- 
ining into the title of town property; ex­
amining improvements upon lots claimed; 
appraising of lots for sale: examining in­
to rights of adverse claimants of lots; ex­
amining into and maintaining the water

rights of the town; passing upon and is­
suing licenses; performing legislative du­
ties in creating ordinances covering' ev­
ery conceivable matter subject to their 
control; constructing, repairing and main­
taining water works, and examining into 
nuisances. There are a variety of other 
duties imposed upon them too numerous 
to mention here, among which are tlie 
management of tlie revenues and the 
levy and collection of taxes for the town. 
It must readily appear that tlie larger 
portion of these duties consist in the in­
vestigation of matters which could not 
possibly be done at board meetings sim­
ply, The duties of the board are divided 
up among tlie officers, of whom the 
town recorder, according to the distribu­
tion of duties in the past, has had much 
the larger share, performing, as he does, 
all of the duties of town recorder, town 
treasurer arid lot commissioner, besides 
performing numerous other incidental 
duties under the instructions of the board. 
Witli regard to tlie question of the prop­
er compensation to be paid town officers 
we offer no opinion. We will, however, 
say in conclusion that we presume what­
ever differences of opinion there may be 
upon tlie question of the amount of. com­
pensation, there can be no difference of 
opinion when we suggest that the duties 
devolving upon the town officers should 
always be as ably, conscientiously and 
carefully performed as those devolving 
upon the officers of private corpora­
tions and as those-devolving upon the 
agents of private individuals.
