PROSPECTING CONTRACGTS.

Full Text of fudge Hallett's Decis-
ion in the Robinson Case.

ts Serlous Bearing Upon the Min-
ing Industry.

The following decision which was tak-
en by shor-thand, as delivered by the
learned Judge, will be read with interest
in mining circles. Its importance, if it
shall finally be accepted as the law of
‘‘prospecting” contracts, should not be
overlooked, since it must seriously affect
this method—so much in vogue—of ac-
quiring mineral lands or interests therein,
under “mub stake” or prospecting con-
tracts. The decision will interest San
Juaners more particularly as the party
who was “‘grub-staked” in this ‘‘celebrat-
ed case” was no other than old Charlie
Jones,” who left San Juan in 1877, and
by the side of a bar-room stove died in
Leadyville, sometime during the winter of
1878:

Sarah E. Johnstone vs. Robinson et al. U. S.
Circuit Court, Colo. Decision on final hear-
ing, October Term, 1881.

Hallet, J. Sarah E. Johnstone, a mar-
ried woman, and Mary A. and Ellen W.,
her infant children, filed a bill in the Dis-
trict court of Arapahoe county
the unknown heirs of Charles Jones, to
compel the conveyance of certain inter
ests in mining property in the county of
Summit. Afterwards George B. Robin-
son and the Robinson Consolidated Min -
ing Company, who had acquired Jones’
interest in the property, made par-
ties to the suit. On the death of Robin-
son, his lieirs and perhaps his personal
representatives were substituted for him
as defendants, and the bill is noew pend-
ing against those parties.

The theory of the case as advanced in
the bill is that ¥r. Jones,
engaged with Mrs. Johnstone’s husband
in the San Juan country in the year 1877
in prospecting for mines, agreed with
Mrs. Johnstone that if he should be
brought out to Denver by her or her hus-
band, and kept during the ensuing win-
ter, and furnished with an outfit for pros-

pectin

summer, or that they should be interest
ed with him in some partnership relation
to the extent of one-half of what he
should acquire during the summer.

It is alleged in the amended bill that all
these things were done—that is to say,
that Jones was brought to Denver and
kept during the winter, and furnished
with the necessary outfit in the spring,
and in the course of the summer that he
acquired the property in which the plain-
tiffs claim to have an interest, and which
they wish to have decreed to them in this
suit.

There is some evidence te show that
Jones was brought to Denver, pursuant
to the agreement, and kept here during
the winter by Mr. Johnstone. It may be

umed that the fact is proved, and as
to the furnishing him with an outfit in the
spring, there is testimony thatsome mon-
ey was given to him at the time when he
about to . start to Leadville, the
amount of whichis not shown;also. some
blankets, and perhaps some clothing.

as discoverers. But that, I think, is not
sufficient. Conceding that such admis
sions may have been made, and I think
the evidence establishes that they were
made, that is not suflicient to overcome
the strong circumstances of the case. M.
Jones had agreed with other parties,
whose names I do not now recall, to go
upon a prospecting expedition for them
or to allow to stand in interest with
them. e was a man of dissipation and
as shown by the evidence here, in the
habitof drinking about all the time when
he could find anything to drink that
would produce drunkenness, and for that
that not very much
importance is to be attached to his state-
But if we should give the great-
est weight to them, the weight that would
be attached to the declarations of a sober
man of- deliberate ways and habits of
mind, I doubt whether it could be said
that one having made one arrangement
or agreement with certain parties to act
with them in securing: mines, and after-
wards making another agreement with
ther parties, and going apparently in
pursuznce of the last agreement, with the
means furnished by his latest associates,
could be said to be acting under and in
pursuance to the first agreement. I do
not believe that that inference would be
a fair one. If several persons associate
themselves together by agreement to go
out and discover mines, and some of
them furnish the means of prosecuting
the enterprise, as provisions and tools,
and the like, and others go out and con-
tribute their labor, and each party per-
forms his part of the agreement accord
ing to its terms, it is clear enough from
the conduct of the parties—as well as
their declarations that they are acting in
fulGllment of their contract and agree-
nent, whatever it may be, but when this
agreement is apparently abandoned, and
some new arrangement is made between
new parties, and means are furnished by
some of them as arranged in the first in
stance, and others go out in the prosecu-
tion of the joint enterprise, any one
would say upon that circumstance alone,
that they are acting under and in pursu-
ance to the last agreement, and not the
first. And that is the situation of affairs
bere. I do not think that itis open to dis-
cussion even that Mr. Jones, at the time
he made these discoveries, was acting
under his arrangement with Mrs. John-
stone. Tle had abandoned that, ashe
abandoned everything else apparently,
within a day or two after it was made,
and taken up with this. new idea with the
one who came to him last and furnished
the necessary articles for prosecuting his
enterprise; and it is not to be inferred
from that what he did at that time is to be
taken as done in pursuance of the origin-
al agreement at all.

His acquisitions during this time, as he
got only a small interest in the property,
must be taken to have been made for
himself, and these plaintiffs were not in-
terested in them at all; and whatever
remedy they would have against him or
his representatives for his breach of con-
tract, they would have no right whatev-
er to the property which he might acquire
when acting under this new arrangement,
this new agreement with Robinson and
his associates.

That is the strong reason in my mind
which will enforce a decree the de-
fendants in this case.

ages for the breach eof the contract (a
remedy which in many cases would be
| wholly ineffectual) he can have no share
in the property itself.
While there can beno

ure of the outfitter to perform his part
of the contract will excuse the prospector
from his performance, and while it is al-
so tree that other parties who have no
notice of the existing contract, may ac-
quire a good title under a later agree-
ment with the prospector in his locations,
the decision does not seem to be based
upon either of these grounds, nor upon
the ground that the contract was a ver-
bal one, or if written that it was not re-
corded; but it is based chiefly upon the
ground that the prospector (defendant)
had abandoned his contract and had en-
tered into a new agreement with other
parties, and that he was acting under
said new agreement at the time hesnade
the discovery and location of the Robin-
son mines; and that therefore, the de-
fendant having made the location for
himself and Robinson, with whom he
had made the second agreement to pros-
pect, etc., the-plaintiffs (Johnstones) with
whom le at first contracted, could claim

no right to any part or interest in even

the defendant’s share of the claim so lo-
cated, thus allowing him (the defendant)
to have the benefit of his own wrong.

It has been decided by our State Su-
preme court that a contract to prospect
for mines on joint account will be en-
forced, and a decree was given, directing
the conveyance to C. of an interest of
one half in a mine located by S. in his
own name, upon a finding that the claim
should belong tc 5. and C. jointly. Sears
8. Collins, Colo. Law Reporter, vol. 1 p

498.

Why the same principal should not ap-
ply to the present case it is difficult to see.
In one case the prospector seeks to avoid
his contract by making locations in his
own name, and in the other he tries to
avoid it by locating claims in the names
of himself and athird party. Whatever
may be the right of the third party in
such case, the interest of the prospector,
whatever it be, in discoveries made by
himself, should be subjected to the terms
of a prospecting contract existing be-
tween him and another, who has per-
formed his part of the agreement and
claims the benefit of it.

Considerations of policy as wcll as
principals support this view. = For if the
decision 1 the Robinson case, (upon the
grounds stated) is to be the law, its effect
will be to put an end to ‘“‘grub-staking,”
which has done so much towards devel-
oping the mineral resources 'of the coun-
try, since no prudent man will risk his
money by entering into a one-sided con
tract which the prospector may carry out
or not as he pleases, according as he may
deem it beneficial or otherwise to fulfill
or abandon it.

During the canvass Mr. Bennett hag
been vilely assailed in his character by
assertions which had not a tittle of found-
ation. He has resented the foul asper
sions in a forcible manner; in one case,
some weeks ago, severely castigating &
man—a political opponent.

About 10 o’clock a. m. Wednesday he
was sitting in Holloway’s saloon—late
Lowenstein’s—when J. O. Young, an er-
ployé of Crooke's works, entered and
leaned on the bar. Mr. Bennetf had
heard that Young had repeated the stan-
ders concerning him. Iis indignation
overcame his judgment, so, first assuring
himself of the identity of the man, ho
accosted him with the question: “Is your
name Young?’ The reply was: ‘“Yes.”

-Young replied: “I don’t re-
member whether I did or not.” Bennett
retorted: I think you are aliar.” There-
upon Bennett struck him with one hand
and Young returned the blow: At this
instant Bennett apparently stumbled over
a spittoon and was in a bent pOblth..,
when Young whipped out a 3R-calibré
pistol and fired, the ball passing through
the rim of Bennett's hat and into the
edge of the bar. ~ Young then instantly
placed the muzzle of the pistol close to
his victim’s back and the second shot en-
tered his body on the right side of ¢
spine and close to the- shoulder blade.
After the shooting, Young went to . the
office of Gerry & Stlmmn and remarked
that he had ‘‘hurt a man,” the remark be-
ing called forth by comment upon the
bloody appearance of his face, the result
of Bennett’s blow with the fist. ~ Mr.
was taken to his room in the office of ¢

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The community was startled last Wed-
nesday afternoon by the announcement
of the sudden death of Asa Hairgrove,
at his residence West Del Norte, at
4:30 o’clack. Physicians were called and
administered to the already dying
but without avail.

Mr. Hairgrove came to Del Norte in
1874, from Kansas, and was followed by
his family in 1875. He was a natiye of
Georgia, from which/state he moved to
Kansas, locating at Topeka. During his
residence in Kansas, e held various po-
sitions of trust, among which were the
Auditor of the State, two years; County
Clerk and Recorder, ten years; Clerk U.
8. and District courts, 'six years;and also,
held the office of U. S. Marshal the
same State. He figured prominently in
the Kansas border and
time, was called out by the border rufli-
ans and shot, being Ieft for dead. e
recovered, however, and resumed busi-
ness in the same State.

Mr. Hairgrove took a prominent part
in the Pomeroy-York Senatorial trouble
in Kansas, in 1871, on the side of the
right.

At the time of his death in Del Norte,
he was engaged in the livery and feed
business, and was a candidate for clec-
tion to the office of of Rio
Grande county.

He leaves a wife, one son and two
daughters in Del Norte, mourn his
death.

In the New York daily Graphic, of
October 22, is a picture of Newcomb
Raymond, and underneath it the follow-
ing inscription: ““The first man over the
redoubt captured from ‘the British at
Yorktown, Oct. 14, 1781.” Many of our
rcaders may have seen the picture, and if
they did tliey must have noticed that de-
termination was stamped in every feature
of the face, and a still closer scrutiny
would reveal the fact that a gentleman,
now dead, who in life was one of our
most honored citizens, bore a striking re-
semblance to the picture. That picture
must be of interest to at least a few El-
ginites. Newcomb Raymond was the
father of the following persons who were
residents of Elgin and who are now sleep-
ing in the cemetery; Augustine Raymond,
Harvey Raymond, George B. Raymond,
bétween the picture and whom there is a
striking resemblance; Mrs, Sarah Porter,
Mrs. Jerusha Hatch, and DBrs. Laura
(James T.) Gifford. Mr. Raymond was
the grandfather of Mrs. O. Davidson,
Mrs. Sarah Preston, Mrs. Kate Sylla, Jas.
H. Gifford and Charles W. Raymond of
this city. We do not know what troops
Mr. Raymond served -with, but as the fam-
ily came from New York, ‘he probably be-
longed to the New York quota of conti-
nentals. To the descendants of the old
veteran, there must be more than ordi-
nary interest in the picture and the brief
explanation.
