| done on the mine in the year of the lo-
cation, 1882, is that sufficient to Thold the
same until- December 21, 1884, (as I un-
derstand  the  Secretury of the Interior
rales’ that the location holds the same
until the 31st of December, 1883), and if
not, must a part or all of the work be
done in 1883?” The answer to this cor
respondent’s inquiry is that the work done
to affect the discovery and thereafter the
same year, whether $50 or $5,000, is not
of the nature of assessment work or annual
labor, but a valid discovery holds the
lode only for the year of discovery, re-
gardless of "cost. In" the next year fol-
lowing that of location, if the lode be not
patented with the work done after dis-
covery, there must be $100 of work done
as the required annual labor in that sec-
ond year. In'the case given, the discovery
in 1882 holds the lode for 1882, and no
matter how much other work be done in
that year, the full $100 worth of work
must be done in 1883, also in 1884, if put-
ent be not meanwhile obtained, or receiv-
er’s receipt. Inevery year following that
of location, and until receiver's receipts
be obtained, the claimant has the entire
year, up to and including December 381,
tocomplete the $100 work for that year.

Discovery Outlays.—Cost has nothing to
do with the sufficiency of a location; nor
has a location any direct communication
with annual labor except to.determine the
year when such -annual laber shall com-
mence, it being first due under the law
during the year next following that of lo-
cation.

In order to render the subject of dis-
covery and location with their incidents
clear, its discussion in future issues of
the Mining Review will be without use of
technical legal terms, as far as possible.

Who can make a valid lode location?—
Any pcrsoh who is a citizen of the United
States, or who has declared his intention
to become a citizen.

Wil discovery or location expenses ap
ply on annual labor?—No, they will nol.
This question was put to the general land
office: Will the fees of recording certifi
cate of location and deed, and the expen-
ses of journeys to and from the mine
when making the location apply, ete?
The answer was: “The expenditure re-
quired by law must be made upon the
claim itself, or upon roadway, tunnels,
ditches, or other improvements, uscd or
to be used for, or in connection with, the
development of the mine. The expenses
incurred in traveling to, locating and re
cording a mine, cannot be taken into
consideration in estimating the value of
expenditures made on the claim.”

Under this sound ruling such expudi-
tures will not be allowed in estimating
the total amount (500) required for obtain-
ment of .patent; and in any event they
could not apply on the annual labor re-
quired, as they are incurred during the
year of location, when there is no annual

labor due.

To Our Readers. |

The preceding issue of this paper ¢on
tained statements concerning the connec-
tion of John H. Mitchell with the miners’
strike at Telluride last fall, which Iater
developments show to be either wholly
or partially false. Those statemuents were
not rashly made, and I had made every
endeavor to secure reliable information
concerning the matter. Carrent rumor
had it that Mr. Mitchell's eonrection with
the proposed reduction ef miner's wages
was of an unpleasant nature.

A man well known in Rico told us
that fact was the subject of imfavorable
comment against Mr. Mitchell months
before the election. I wrote to a friend
in Telluride, 8 man whom I have known
for years, telling him that I wanted to know
just what Mitchell's position was: that
I wanted no partisan statement against
him, as I did not want Mitchell placed in
a false position through any agency of
mine. To thatletter this reply was receiv-
ed:

“So far as Mr. Mitchell’s position in
regard to the strike is concerned, it is an
undoubted fact that he favered the reduc-
tion of miners’ wages from $3.00 to $2.50
per day. Mr. Mitchell took the side of
the mine owners as against the miners
and used very strong language.” The San
Miguel Journalin its issue of Oct. 205th,
published the following. The article
makes specific charges, leaves its origin
80 as to be easily traced, and was printed
long enough betore election to have its
statements thoroughly refuted if false:

We noticed in the Telluride Mining
News of the 22nd that none conld hold
their position on Cimarron mine and ex-
press themselves in favor of any Repub
lican candidate for office. We, the Re-

publicans working now, and who have
been most of the season, take this method

of denying the assertion of the Mining

News of the 22nd. There are at least
one half of the miners on the mine to-day
that are Republicans, and every one here
has a perfect rightand does express him-
self just as he chooses. In regard to the
Mining News' statement that J. H. Mitch-
ell has been in favor of high wages and
the workman’s interests, there is where
the News has made a great mistake. We
know that J. H. Mitchell did express him-
self in favor of reducing miners wages;
also we positively know that he discharg-
ed one of the miners this spring from the
Marshall Basin trail just because he was
a union man; and we know him to be
capable of doing good work and a good
miner—and this was done, to please one
of the mine owners of Marshall basin. If
J. H. Mitchell is influenced by these men
and he is, we can not give him our sup-
port for the legislature. We the Repub-
licans of the Cimarron mine appeal to all
labering men to support good men on
the 4th of November—such as Lafe Pence.

Several persons coming from Telluride
said the miners were up in arms against
Mitchell on account of his action towurd
miners. To apparently settle all doubt
as to this matter, a man purporting to
come in the interest of his brother miners
of San Miguel, came to Rico and circu-
lated among the mines and miners, pub-
licly proclaiming Mitchell to be their ene-
my.

I regarded these as sufficient grounds
to say what was published last Saturday,
convinced that he was an enemy to our
principal industry; but in the face of all
this, & volunteer delega tion returned from
Telluride with the report that the charges
had been thoroughly investigated and
were found absolutely groundless and
utterly false. These statements were
from gentlemen whose truthfulness was
unquestionable, and we believed them.
There are those who criticized what I had
to say at Monday evening’s meeting in
withdrawing the charges, and there are
those who will criticize what I write to-
day, blievingin the principle. of lie and
stick to it, until forced to take it back.
To all such we will say that we differ from
you. Whenever I find that I am in the
wrong,'I am not only ready and willing
but glad to make reparation as full and
complete as lies in my power and to do
it promptly and thoreughly of my own
accord. Itrequiresno high moral ground
for this; it is a eimple question of justice.
I considered it just to Mr. Mitchell, just
to Mr. Pence, and to myself to assist in
showing that the malicious reports were
untrue. That most people circulating
these reports believed them to be true,I do
not doubt. I advocated the election of Mr.
Pence because I thought him best fitted
for the position, and am highly gratified
that z large majority of the people shar-
ed the opinion and elected him. Had he
been defeated, my opinion would have
been unchanged; but it was far from my
purpose to use any foul or unfair means
te aid his election. He did not do so,
but made a clean and honorable canvass,
and should have the proud satisfaction
of knowing that his election was not
secured at the sacrifice of his self-re-
