Vanderbilt's Start. The Sanderson Suit. Sharpening Miners' Drills. Memphis Route South. OFFICIAL DIRECTORY. J. C. McMANUS, Denver Times, 13th. 

J. L. ganderaon Stage company began 
suit against the United States for $60,000 
in the United States court to-day. The 
United States officials made a contract 
with the Stage company to have its mails 
carried from Lake City to Silverton. 

At that time a postal route MILS on a 
direct line between these two placei. 
Snow blockades and washouts, however, 
made- the road impracticable at certain 
seasons of the year, and the stage com-
pany, in order to retain its travel, had to 
change its route. The new postal route 
from Lake City to Silverton is now via 
the Denver & Rio Grande railway and 
Carey. The stage company claims that 
the cost of carrying the mails is now 
much greater, and wants $60,000 more 
and above the contract. price. 

The government on the other hand, 
declares that the contract calls for the 
carrying of the mails, irrespective of 
routes; and that the excellence of the 
route more than makes up for the difficul-
ties of the old one. 

A LITTLE son of a Mr. Dietnian living 
near the Sangre He Christi) Mountains in 
Wet Motiiitain Valley, wandered away 
froth hothe and was found a few days 
after on the foot-hills frozen to death and 
partly covered with snow. Only al few 
years since a similar case occurred, the 
3-year old son of Mr. Hiltmais, living in 
the same locality, wandered away and 
was never found, his tracks led up the 
mountain aide, but a snow storm settled 
down and that was the last ti-ace ever dis-
covered of the little fellow, but the sup-
position is that lie was carried away .to 
the lair of a mountain lion. 

A correspondent of the American Ma-
chinist speaking of tempering of miners' 
drills, writes as follows, in answer to an 
inquiry: 

"He will find his drills to stand all right 
if he uses good steel and cuts off from 
to 1 inch each time the drill is sharpened. 

I have personally sharpened drills for a 
steam drilling machine and noticed that 
a new drill made from a fresh bar of steel 
would stand admirably, but when I re-
newed it by hammering the edge sharp, 
it did not stand quite so well. The next 
time it was renewed by hammering, it 
was still poorer, until finally, when thus 
renewed four or five times, it didn't stand 
at all. 

I had noticed that. at the Hoosac Tun-
nel, about an inch was cut off from the 
cutting end each time a drill was sharp-
ened, and the whole work of forming the 
drill bit was gone through with. I know 
I regatded this as extremely foolish at 
the time I observed it. 	A Year later, 
when I came to repair rock drills, I said I 
would have no such fooling and wasting 
of steel and labor, and so did not cut off 
any at first. But I soon found that the 
Hoosac Tunnel practice was correct, for 
when my drills began to fail to do good 
service after being renewed a few fifties, 
I studied the matter sonic, and thought I 
would try cutting off. As soon as I com-
menced this, my drills were all as good as 
if first formed on a fresh bar. 

I then studied the matter more and soon 
came to the following conclusions: 

1st--Each) time a piece of tool steel is 
hardened it loses about one-tenth of its 
life and goodness. 

2d-That the strength of the steel, as 
well as the wearing quality, are both hurt 
in about the sante proportion by repeated 
hardening. 

3d-That any tool requiring repeated 
dressing and hardening; such as rock 
drills, cold chisels, lathe tools, etc., should 
be at each time hardened for as short a 
portion of the length as possible, so that 
the steel at the point of such tool should 
have been hardened as few times as pos-
sible, and in many cases it is advisable to 
cut away a portion of the steel to bring 
the cutting edge doWn to the first hatd• 
ening. If the old Hoosac Tunnel drill 
department could be brought in to testify, 
it probably could give us a great deal of 
valuable information on how steel Is of 
fected by repeated hardening." 

The St. Louis Republican special says: 
William H. Vanderbilt was boin in the 
tavern which his father and mother kept 
at New Brunswick, N. J., August 19, 
1821. He was taught to work as soup as 
he was old enough. His schooling was 
limited to the rudiments, and little spend-
ing money ever found its way into his 
pockets from the old commodore's boun-
ty. William's brief school days were 
passed in New York. His father did not 
believe in the advantages of college train-
ing, and, after a brief course in the Co-
lumbia college grammar school, the lad 
was put in the counting room of Drew, 
Robinson & Co. at a salary of $150 a 
year. He was then 18 years old. The 
next year his salary was raised to $300. 
The third year he got $1,000. Then he 
married Miss M. L. Kissam, the daughter 
of the Rey. Samuel H. Kissam, of Brook-
lyn. 

Like the wife of the old commodore, 
William's wife was a genuine help-meet 
in years when the young man was strug-
gling for a foothold. She was simple 
and domestic iu her tastes, and in later 
years was the same quiet, unostentatious 
woman that she was iu her youth. The 
young man was delicate, and as his fa-
ther feared, the strain of business proved 
too much for him. Just as he was about 
to become junior partner in the firm his 
health failed and he was compelled to 
seek out-door occupation. The commo-
dore, either to give his son a rough school-
ing; or because he believed his business 
career at an end, purchased a farm of 
seventy-five acres near New Dorp, Staten 
Island, and established the delicate, un• 
skilled young man as a farmer. The land 
was mostly uncultivated and sterile. Wil-
liam worked early and late and never lost 
heart. The old farm showed signs of 
improvement under the young farmer's 
careful tilling after a few itiontha; that 
capital was yet needed to put it in proper 
shape. 

With some misgivings William ap 
preached his father on the subject of a 
loan. "Not a cent," bluntly said the old 
commodore. William went home de-
spondent. The deed of the farm stood 
in his name and it occurred to him that 
he could mom tgage it without the old gen-
tleman's knowledge. He sought a busi-
ness friend, and after some negotiation 
went home with $6,000 in his pocket. 
Capital told on the hard soil. Fertilizers 
were bought, stock purchased and other 
improvements made. The old commo-
dore noticed these things in his rare visits 
to the farmhouse, but if he suspected 
anything he kept his own counsel. At 
last a storm came. The old commodore's 
growing wealth had already drawn to 
hint these satellites who always hang 
around the rich, and one of these who 
knew the secret of the mortgage, went 
to the elder Vanderbilt with his tale in 
the hope of gaining favor. The old com-
modore's vials of wrath were suddenly 
uncorked. "Bill," said he, "you don't 
amount to a row of pins anyway. You 
won't never be able to do anything but 
to bring disgrace upon yourself, your 
family and everybody connected with 
you. I have made tip my mind to have 
nothing more to do with you." 

He afterward changed his mind, how-
ever. Commodore Cornelius Vanderbilt 
died January 4, 1877. Long before he 
died it had been known that the railroad 
lines under his control would be kept in-
tact after his death, and William H. Van-
derbilt would be at their head. Ninety 
five of the hundred millions of the com• 
modore's property was given absolutelya 
to his son. The contest of other heirs 
for a more equitable division of the es 
tate is still fresh in the memory of all. 
A compromise was effected and William 
H. remained in possession of his vast leg-
acy. His income enormously exceeded 
his expenditures and increased his capi-
tal year by year until it hes been estimat-
ed from $175,000,000 to $250,000,000.

Last week we published notice of a re-
ward for two deserters who had left Fort 
Lewis with two horses The reward was 
$50 for the horses and five times that 
amount for the thieves. A Durango dis-
patch to the Tribune-Republican gives 
the interesting sequel: A sheriff of some 
county in Mew Mexico seeing that a re-
ward had been offered, found the deserters 
a few days ago, returned them to the 
command and demanded the reward.

The papers sfere placed in the hands of 
Sheriff Tnnler, of this county, to serve, 
and yesterday Sheriff Turner proceeded 
to Port Lewis to comply with the order 
of the come While in the presence of 
Major Perrine, and as he was about to 
serve his papers, Colonel Swaine, the 
Commander of the Post, came up, and-
learning what was going on, took up the 
matter. 

After a wordy conversation he got 
warm and saw fit to tell the Sheriff that 
lie did not speak the truth. Sheriff Tur-
ner, feeling that his own and his country's 
honor were at stake, resented the charge 
by making a good-sized scab on the mili-
tary officer's nose. This was an insult to 
the dignity of the United States army, and 
the high - official retaliated by informing 
the Sheriff that he would have just five 
minutes to leave the reservation, or he 
would be placed in irons. Sheriff Turner, 
feeling that he Was at home and in the 
line of his official duty, informed the high 
officer he had not men enough to put him 
in irons and keep him there.

Chauncey Depew's Last Cigar.

A 
Galveston dispatch gives particulars 
as follows: Sheriff Oglesbay, with 
Bob Dowe and Jim Oliver went to 
the Delgardo ranch, which has been 
famous for many years as a general 
rendezvous for the horse thieves and 
outlaws from both Republice. One 
gang of Mexican smugglers and des-
peradoes made it their headquarters. 
Arriving at the house, the officers 
found Delgardo asleep on the lower 
floor and crawled towards him. As 
they were just about to seize him, 
he awoke and fired at Dowe, grazing 
his head. The sheriff instantly fired 
and sent a bullet through Delgardo's 
heart. The fire aroused the gang, 
who drove the officers away. Rein-
forcements at 5 o'clock in the morn-
ing killed three Mexicans, but the 
rest escaped into Mexico, carrying 
the wounded and stolen horses with 
them. Delgardo had been a terror 
to the border and was very rich.
