A Pacific Coast Stage Driver.

Long before the late Horace Greeley had
made hiin famous, Hank Monk was a
hero among heroes of the Pacific coast,
writes Joaquin Miller. He was perhaps
the first man to use the short, double-bar-
reled shotgun, which Wells Fargo’s mes-
sengers made famous in their bloody bat-
tles with stage robbers.

Hank Monk was such a reckless driver
that while every one was proud of the
honor of having-once crossed the Sierras
with him, no treasure messenger was
willing to make a regular thinglof it. For
it was universally conceded that it wuas
only a question of time when Hank Monk
and his now famous “Tally Ho” stage,
along with his six horses, would be tum-
bled from the heights into one of the in-
numerable gorges that lay yawning under
his narrow span of road around the
mounta in peaks. And so  the daring
driver had to sit on his box alone, save
when the member of Congres or judge of
his circuit, in order to show his valor and
win votes, took possession of the peril-
ous post. It was the ingenuity of Monk
that introduced the short, donble-barreled
shotguu. But he did not carry it under
his cloak with the cock lifted and finger
on the trigger. Nothing of that sort; his
hands were too full of ten ora dozen
reins for that. He simply had his gun
pointed down on the side of his leg, with
the muzzle just peeping by the sole of his
heavy beots. And no one was permitted
to know of the presence of this arm at all.
It was known that he carried his bowie
knife under the back of his neck, so as to
be in easy reach when he pushed back his
broad hat to get agood look at his enemy,
but the new familiar shotgunno one knew
anything about; no, not even after he had
twice been attacked and had twice beaten
off the robbets.

I am told that the first time he used the
weapon he stopped the stage, and was
slowly handing down the treasure to the
leader, when getting his leg in range he
empted a load of buckshot into the rob-
ber’s heart. A second shot into the crowd
of surprised robbers, and he dashed away
with all his desperate speed down the
mountaina,  And even then no one knew
who fired the shots. The robbers believ-
ed it was all the passengers inside the
stage. Arepetition of the same feat drew
some suspicion on Monk, and his
life was now in great veril. Once he
handed in a bill for a new hat, saying the
one he had was so full of bullet holes that
it “woulden’t hold worth shucks.” The
amount of gold that this man caried out
of mines amounted far up into the mil-
lions; and never a dollarin all his years’
service was lost. ~Counting the peril, the
peculiar opportunities he had to betray
his trust and escape suspicion by collu-
sion with the robbers, and so on, the name
of Hank Monk, particularly at this time,
ought to rank high.

Reckless and hard-driving with him
was a passion. And yet there was noth-
ing reckless about it at all; and he was
the kindest of masters to his horses. He
loved them and they loved lnm, and knew
his every tone and touch of the rein. His
team was literally a part c¢f himself.

Once some timid passengers complain-
ed to Ben Holloday, and told him that as
the stage whirled at railroad speed around
a precipitous point the last. wheel was
for a moment over the ledge. Monk
twisted his broad hat about in his two
hands as he stood With uncovered head
before the great stage king, and at last
said slowly, with a twinkle of his fine eyes;
“Governor, they lie; only two of the
wheels were over.”

There is no doubt, however, that he-
was never quite so happy as when he
could hang his stage full of passengers
over some deep precinice, as he dashed
down the Sierras around some curve, and
he stretched his six horses out under the
cracking of silk at full gnllop. And yet
was he really reckless? I think not; for I
think I see something of an explanation
of it all in the swift motion of a bicycle
through the air. The man merely under-
stood the properties of the air better than
others, and knew well, from long practice,
that so long as he could keep his stage
in swift motion he could not upset, even
if ““all the whecls were over the preci-
pice.”

Never but otice did he‘upset,” and that
was on level ground, and in his old age,
as he slowly turned about in the yard to
take in passengers. He handed in his whip
after that, and would drive no more ex-
cept on rare occasions.

A Modern Highwayman.

The railroads are the great highways
of the present day.

Paved With Gold and Silver.

Virginia Entecprise.

Our principal streets are receiving a
topdressing of reck from the waste dumps
to put them in order for the coming win-
ter. Very frequently during the summer
pieces of good ore have been picked out
from among that dumped in the roadway
by the carts, but recently it was evident
that anew waste dump had been attacked,
as there was an unusuaal preponderance of
ore in the material. It seemed, in fact,
to be nearly all ore.  Close examination,
however, showed that the considerable
amount of what at first glance seemed
good ore was very base, yet with this base
was mingled much rich black sulphuret
ore. .

From a lot of this dumped on C street,
in front of Odd Fellows’ Hall, we took
two samples which were crushed up to-
gether and assayed by J. R. Ryan, with
the following result: Gold, $164,75; silver,
$186; total, $332,75.

This is pretty good ‘“waste rock” with
which to fill in the streets! We induced
a millman of Silver City to examine the
rock that was being dumped from the
street cars. At first he thought it all
base, but on looking more carcfully he
began to find lumps of genuine black sul-
phuret ore, and finally said: This is better
material than most of that now being tak-
en out on the old upper levels. ' It would
pay well for working.”

The assay given above was made after
this, and the opinion obtained from the
millman was founded wholly upon what
he saw before him. It is said that the
rock of which we are speaking is obtained
at a waste dump up near the cotrner of A
and Carson streets. The rock was prob-
ubly brought out of the old Burning Mos-
cow in the early days. Miners were not
then good judges of ore. Some portions
of the vein having been assayed and
found to be base it was probably cenclud-
ed that all was base, as only a practiced
eye would note the difference of grain.

Wherever the rock may have been min-
ed, it is evident that it would pay pretty
well to overhaul that waste dump. By
careful assorting. no doubt a large
amount of good ore might easily be ob-
tained.

Air Castles in Mining,

The excitement which attends miniiig
operations is well illustrated by an occur+
rence that took piace at the Moose mind
last week, says the Fdirplay Flume. The
miners working on the Chellew discovery
on that great, mysterious mine, were late:
ly delighted at opening a streak of ricli
ore a couple of hundred feet below all the
former great ore pockets. The streak has
averaged about twenty inches in width,
but suddenly last Friday it enlarged to al:
most four feet; and the ore was calculat
ed to run $500 a ton. Those faundiliar
with mining can appreciate the golden
dreams of wealth that were indulged in
by the happy owners of that lease. TFour
fect of that kind of ore meant $5,000 to
$10,000 a week profit i¢ long as it con:
tinued, and then, too, there was the add-
ed chanee of their being on the verge of
one of those mammoth pockets, whiceh, in
the upper part of the mine realized frem
$300,000 to $500,000 in a few weeks time
to the stockholders. All day Friday they
worked with renewed vigor, and as shot
after shot tore the mass of silvery ore
from its hiding place their joy was un-
confined. At last the final shot for the
day shift was exploded, and when the
leagers went back to feast their eyes once
more on the wealth that was in store for
them they found that the rich pocket was
clean exhausted and the ore vein had
shrunk to less than before they struck
the pocket. The air castles they had
built suddenly fell to pieces and' they
went off to theft stipper of bacon and
beans with very different countenances:
The next day the ore vein again widened
to its former dimensions, and they will
likely be able to market §10,000 worth of
ore in October, but that does not com-
pare very favorably with the amotint they
had in anticipation last Friday.

WE are not of those who imagliie thiat
any increasing product must necessarily
result with each succeeding vear of a
mining country. ‘There is usually a limit
or maximum of production in all old dis-
tricts, and until the new ones are develop+
ed and made available by means of the
numerous essential accessories of profita-
ble mining we do not look for much fromi
them. Here is a point worthy of consid-
eration. People as a rule expect too
much of the new camps. They are too
fond of accepting the great Leadville as
a criterion. They seem to imagine that
mines must immediately after discovery
produce ore in quantity, and to this
imagination is due the wrecks of smelting
and other works which are found so nu-
merous throughout the latter day camps;
as well as the blasted hopes of inexper-
ienced mine managers, backed hy money
furnished by those ignorant of the needs
of new and oftimes good mines.—Denver
Mining Roview.

In company with W. H. Bean, we were
on Wednesday afternoon shown through
the Lelia Davis workings by W. J. Cox,
foreman at the mine, or rather through
the openings from the tunnel—the work
for the present being concentrated upon
the tunnel and its connections, and the
shaft is idle. The tiihmel is 560 feet in
length and’ near the breastis the small
sump a few feet only in depth, from
which such rich ore (running 800 ounces)
was taken. A water-vein, fed by some
internal spring of the mountain, pours a
steady stream of water into this opening,
preventing work. Such is the volume of
water that when an attempt to empty it
was made, and water was baled out at
the rate of 60 gallons per minute, the
amcunt was not perceptibly diminished.
Pumps may at some future time be em-
ployed, or possibly another level run.
The tunuel is run its entire length on the
vein, which is a most persistent streak,
showing varying width as exposed, but
never entirely playing out. Two mill-
holes have been raised on the vein from
the tunnel and are 36 feet apart, jomned
at the heighth of 50 feet, in which con-
nection the vein is at one place shown to
be 6 feet in width—actual measurement.
The ore body here is a very fine one and
from it about 5 tons are shipped daily.
In the shaft, which is 170 feet deep, a
level is run in on ore 25 feet and 40 feet
above this working another is run 60 feet
on ore. The mineis now looking in bet-
ter shape for production than we have
ever seen it and the intention is to con-
tinue to open up the mine during the
winter months. With this in view, an
immense number of timbers have been
framed and are now stacked up at the
mine ready for use. A great amount of
outside work has been done, in the way
of grading.

PASADENA SMELTER' AND COAL BANKS: ’
Of the Pasadena smelter we have form-
erly had much to say and of its valuable
adjunct, the coal banks, but little. The
works are now among the most complete
as to appliances in the stute, of course |
excepting, regarding mammoth propor- |
tions, such works as Hill's and Grant’s of

[

Denver and the other large concerns of

Leadville intended to handle large
amounts of ore. The Pasadena works as |
they stand to-day consist of a complete |
water jacket furnace, large Neville rever- |
two cupel furnaces,

crusher, rolis, three blowers, engine, two

boilers, three two

pumps, pasirs large |

scales, two pairs small scales, two com-
plete assay outfits, one roaster about
completed, together with the myriads of
minor appliances and the various build-
ings in which the operations are carried
on. These include the main smelter
building about 60x125 feet in dimensions,
general office, assay office, blacksmith
and carpenter shop, fully fitted for any
variety of work, and ore bins, sheds, etc.,
innumerable. The arrangement of the
main building is such as to facilitate

‘ work in a great degree; wagons may be

driven directly into and through the
building and their contents delivered to
right or left as occasion requires. Nu-
merous improvements have lately been
made in and about the building such as
the addition of storage room for ores,
plastering the engine room, and the in-
troduction of sky-lights into various por-
tions of the roof, giving much needed
additional light. The water-jacket fur-
nace was *finished this week and is the
identical one used Dy the Rico Smelting
Co., during its brief career. This fur-
nace is intended for use either separately
or in conjunction with the reverberatory,
which may prepare matte for it. The
blast has been changed to a down-draught,
but we will not now speak at length of
the process. These things will likely
form the basis  of a future article. At
present we are dealing only with the
items of a mechanical and external na-
ture. The article, however, would not
seem complete without our hebdomadal
reference to the bottom of the reverbera-
tory furnace, which is being raised some
inches for convenience in working. It is
being raised with coal ashes mixed with
melted slag, the operation being perform-
ed after bullion is drawn, and thus does
not retard the work of smelting. One of
the cupel furnaces is still being run on
raw ores and is turning out bullion there-
from. The other is used for refining lead
bullion. The amount of ore now on
hand approximates 750 tons. Much in-
convenience and delay has been exper-
ienced in preparing for work, which is
annoying alike to the smelting people and
the general public. One encouraging
fact, however, has been fully demonstrat-
ed—that while but little ore has been
smelted, an ample supply of ore can be
had. We argue that should the smelter
prove an utter’ failure, which it has not,
that the development of mines which has
been the direct result of the stimulus
given by this new smelting enterprise
would more than compensate Rico as a
camp for the detrimental effect of such a
failure.

The coal banks which were purchased
this year by the company form a very
valuable adjunct to the smelter and are
valuable properties aside from the benefit
which they  undoubtedly are to such a
concern. They are located on the left
side of the Dolores river, about one mile
above the Bailow saw mill and about
eight miles from Rico, and are 2500 feet
on an air line from the river bed and to
them a wagon road on a good grade
could be built ata cost not exceeding
$750. They are a little above the level
of the Grand View and other banks,
whi.ch are on the opposite side of the
Dolores valley. The yein of coal varies
in width from 32 inches to 5 feet—all
clean coal without slate or bone ash, and
therefore does not have to be sorted, but
is ready for use the moment it is picked
down. On the veinare two openings,
the new oné being a tunnel in ‘200 feet,
with drifting to right and left of us many
more, and an-shaft connection of 70 feet.
These workings are supplied with iron
tracks, cars and other conveniences. The
original opening is a quarter of a mile
away, showing the vein to be at least one
fourth of a mile long and 200 feet wide.
The banks are in - charge of Mr Tigue,
foreman, who is an old coal miner from
Eastern Pennsylvania and who 1s thor-
oughly conversant with the business in
every detail. He says the coal is of the
best quality he has seen in Colorado and
can take out as the banks are now devel-
oped, 100 tons per day, if he were given
sufficient force to handle that amount.
Tt is his opinion that with a railroad pen-
etrating the Dolores valley, the banks
could supply the whole region be
tween Montrose and Durango with coal
for smelting, milling, railroad and domes-
tic uses. In different portions of the
vein are very hard and then a good cok-
ing coal. Coke ovens are built at the
foot of the hill with capacity sufficient to
make all the coke likely to be needed in
the water-jacket furnace of the smelter.
As is generally known, raw coal is used
in the reverberatory, without any prepar-
ation. Chutes are used both at the banks
and foot of the hill to facilitate handling
of coal. A large and comfortable house
at the banks accommodates the miners.

The above description compasses in a
general way all the property of the Pasa-
dena Reduction Co., whose home office
is St. Louis, Mo., with Rico as the base
of operations. Its capital stock is $100,-
000, over one-half of which has been ex-
pended in coustruction, purchases, etc.
The company is composed entirely of St.

A. D. 1884, and pursuant to the provisions of
an act of the general assembly of the state of
Colorado, passed at the fourth session thereof,
being an act entitled

**An act to submit to the qualified electors
“of the state of Colorado amendments to sec-
““tions six (6),nineteen (19),and twenty-two (22),
“of article five (5), of the Constitution of the
“state of Colorado, concerning legislative de-
“partment.”  Approved February 11, 1883.
The following proposed amendments to the
Constitution of the state of Colorado will be
submitted to the qualified electors of said
state for their approval or rejection, which
when ratified by a majority of those voting
thereon shall be valid as a part of the Consti-
tution ot suid state, that is to say: *‘'Section
six (6), of article five (5), of the Constitution of
the state of Colorado shall be amended so as
to read as follows, to-wit:"”

“SrCeTION 6.—Each member of the general
‘*‘assembly, until otherwise provided by law,
‘‘shal: receive, as compensation for his ser-
*vices, seven dollars—87.00—for each days at-
“tendance amd fifteen —I15— cents for each
“‘mile necessarily travelled in going to and re-
“turning from the seat of government, and
“shall receive no other compensation, perqui-
“site or allowance whatsoever. No session of
“the general assembly shall exceed ninety
‘‘days. No general assembly shall fix its own
‘‘compensation.”

“*Section nineteen—19—of said article five
—>5—of the Constitution of the state of Colo-
rado shall be amended so as to read as follows,
to-wit:”’

“SECTTON 19.—No act of the general assem-
‘‘bly shall take effect until ninety days after
“its passage,—except in case of emergency
*‘which shall be expressed in the act—[unless]
“the general assembly shall by a vote of two-
“thirds of all the members elected to each
“*house otkerwise direct. No bill, except the
‘*general appropriation bill for the expenses
“*of the government only,introduced in either
“house of the general embly after the first
*‘thirty days of the session shall become alaw.”

“Section twenty-two—22—of said article tive
—5—of the Constitution of the state of Colora-
do shall be amended so as to read as follows,
to-wit:"’ "

“SECTION 22.—Every bill shall be read by
“‘title when introduced, and at length on two
‘‘different days in each house; all substantial
“‘amendments made thereto shall be printed
*‘for the use of the members before the final
‘*vote is taken on the bill, and no bill shall be-
‘‘come a law except by a vote of a majority of
| *all the members elected to each house, nor
*‘unless on its final passage the vote be taken
“by ayes and noes and the names of those vot-
**ing be entered on the journal.”

**And by said act submitting said amend-
ments it is further provided that”

“amendments as a whole, shall deposit in the
“ballot box a ticket whereon shall be written
{ *or printed the words ‘For the amendments,’

‘‘or the words ‘Againstthe amendments.” Any

| “such elector not desirous of voting as afore- |

| *said may express hisapproval or rejection of
“any one or more of said amendments as in
“the other case; PROVIDED, That he shall des-
“ignate any amendment so approved or re-
“jected by him, by number in the order in
“which it cccurs in this act, “and that” the
“‘votes cast for the adoption or rejection of
“‘said amendments or of either of them shall
“be canvassed and the result determined in
“the manner provided by the laws of the state
“for the canvass of votes for representative
*in congress.”

The Puzzle Extension,

In Mr. Klee'’s letter to the Denver 770b-
une- Republican, he said, speaking of the

30 by 140 feet. Another drift across the
trend of the vein shows as large a vein
and mineral for a distance of 150 feet.
Since the beginning operations just two
months ago you will note that considera-
ble work has been done, and though in
point of development the property is
!lmnlly out of its prospect stage yet, it
already has a daily output of from 80 to
40 toms. Substantial ore houses have
lbum erected, timbers are being hauled
} and trimmed, the latest appliances are be-

|ing introduced for the speedy hoisting
md handling of the ore and everything
| about the mine denotes activity.

Six tcams are constantly employed in
| hauling ore to the Santa Clara mill, un-
der the able management of E. P. Suy-
!d am and H. L. Scott, the lessees, and the
| Rico Reduction Works, about a mile down
the gulch from the mine. The oreis
| quartz, containing native silver, bromide
| and chloride. The difference between
| the first and second class ore being only
a few ounees, no attempt is made to sort
| it, 100 ounces being the average value of
| the ton. The wet process atthe mills
does away with the prolonged and vexa-
| tious drying of eres, and expedites its
speedy treatment. When you consider
that there is no effort being made to in-
| crease the mine’s production, but that the
| ore brought to the surface is extracted in
[ the process of development, you will
| agree with old miners of California and
{ Nevada that “its the biggest thing out.”

Queer Abodes of the People Who
Lived in Southetn Colorado
and New Mexico Cen-
turies Ago.

Rev. R. T. Cross, in the Advance;

Scattered thickly over Southern Colo
tado and Northern New Mexico and Ari-
zona are the remains of ancient towns
and fortifications that were built and in-
habited by a race of people whose histo-
ry is shrouded in mystery. They were
standing there, silent and empty, when
the Spanish came to the country, three
and a half centuries ago. In all proba
bility, they were built by the ancestors of
the present Pueblo Indians. After spend-
ihg &' day in one of the largest of the
pueblos, and then a day among the cliff
dwelings, this theory scems entirely "rea
sonable,

On out return from a visit to the Grand
Cafion of the Colorado over the Atlantic &
Pacific Railroad, my friend and myself
stopped off for a day to visit some of the
mogt interesting of those ancient ruins.
I know of no other 8o near the railroad,
and hence so accessible te the tourists.
They are eight miles from Flagstaff, Ari-
cona, from whick' place teams and guides
sawreadily be secured. They are only
three miles, however, from Casnino, a flag
station, from which we walked to the
ruins.

The cafion in which they are found
runs fhrough a comparatively level region
coyered with pines and cedars. The lo-
cality iteelf would be difficult for un en-
emy to find, Our walk is a warm one,
foi it is midday of midsummer in Arizona,
but through the evergreen trees we catch
frequent cooling glimpses of vast beds of
snow that cover the extinct volcano of
the San Francisco Mountains.

Suddenly we came to the edge of a
cafion 500 feet deep, and with great dif-
ficulty serambled down into it. About
half way down we find a thick layer of
rock that has worn away much more rap-:
idly than the formation just above it.
The result is that on that level, for miles
on both sides of the cafion, there are open
caves, from five to ten feet high, from five
to twenty feet deep, and sometimes 100
or 200 feet long. The ancient cliff dwel-
lers inclosed these spaces in front with
walls two feet thick, and divided them
ihto separate rooms by walls equally as
thick. Usually a nartow shelf of rock
was left in front of the dwellings, on
whichsthey could pass fromroom to room
and from dwelling to dwelling. In front
there was a succession of sheer precipices
and steep slopes, until the bottom of the
cafion was reached. Trails, of which
fhere is now no trace, led down to the
Jarger, clear pools of water which abound
in the caiion at this season of the year.

The point of the cafion which we visit-
ed was admirably adapted for defense.
The cafion swept around in a large circle,
and came almost back upon itself, leaving
only a narrow, precepitous strip of land
running out to the peninsula, which came
so near being anisland. On the highest
point of that peninsula are rude fortifica-
tions. Undoubtedly it was the cliff-dwel-
lers’ lookout. The approach of an enemy
could be immediately signaled from that
point to the dwellings on both sides for a
long distance.
for a large army to drive a few hundred
people out of a place so strongly fortified
by nature.

We visited some twenty or thirty of
these cliff-dwellings. The number of
rooms in each varied from two to ten.
The rooms varied in size and height ac-
cording to the size of the natural cave.

Some of them were open, the walls having

. fallen down, while some were perfectly
- preserved, having a very narrow door, or
perhaps only a window two feet square.

Sometimes there was a small opening
above the door, through which the smoke
escaped. In ene dwelling there were
inner rooms, reached from the cuter by
climbing over the high wall. Frequently
the back part of the floor was raised a
foot or so, making a stone bed on which
a whole family could sleep. In almost
every case the walls had settled away
several inches from the overhanging cliff,
up to which they were originally built.

The floors of most of the rooms are cov-
ered with adeep layer of dust, ashes and
debris. As they are protected from the
rain and snow itis very dusty work to
dig for relics, especially if the room has
only a slight opening. If it were not for
this dryness, however, the relics would
not have been so well preserved.

In one of the first dwellings that we
visited we struck a bonanza. We knew
that the ruins least visited by tourists
were on the opposite side of the catuon,
as most visitors would not take the pains
to descend to the bottom and then ascend
the other side. Itis only in certain spots
that this descent and ascent can be made.
Reaching the first ruin, one that evidently
no one had visited, I noticed that one
room was only about four feet wide. I
at once concluded that this must have
been the store room and I began to dig
in the debris after removing the heavy
atones that had fallen upon it from the
walls. And, sure enough, it proved to
be the storeroom, garret, cellar and dump-
heap for that whole row of dwellings.
We dug for an hour or more and found,
among other things, an old stone mill
(metate and mano) with which the Indians
ground their corn, and which was worn
30 thin that doubtless it had been used by
several generations—just such a mill as
we saw living Indians using the week
before—corn stalks, corn cobs, in abun-
dance, beans, gourds, uncracked nuts,
reeds, arrows. bow strings, other strings
of differeut sizes, coarse cloth, a child’s
sandal, a measuring stick with notches
at regular intervals, smoothly worn sticks
of hard wood, bone needles, a fish line,
soap weed needles, broken pottery, ecte.
Tn visiting other. dwellings we added to
these relies and came away lieavily laden.
