Certain Colorado Siiver Mines in
Which Some Kansas City People

The Wabash, on the west slope of Nig-
ger Baby hill, is a large, well-defined con-
tact vein, with limestone for foot wall
and porphyry for hanging wall. It is
discovered by its apex on the surface,
which, in every respect, resembled that
of the iron-capped carbonate mines of
California district; and the lead-ore bear-
ing silver. taken out of its 65-feet-tunnel,
is outwardly similar to some of the fa-
mous Robt. E. Lee ore of Leadville. We
have been more favarahle impressed with

predict for it that it will yet be one of the
acknowledged bonanza carbonate mines
of Colorado.

The Little Jim is in close proximity to
the celebrated Grand View, Alma Mater,
Cross and Hope mines, and from its sur-
face to its present depth of 50 feet it is in
every respect similar. It runs from 20 to
260 ounces in silver.

The Rico-Muldoon, immediately in the
east of town and north of tle noted New-
man mine, is a_ well-defined, true-fissure
galena vein, bearing 60 per cent of lead
and 20 ounces of silver per ton. At its
present depth of 40 feet the vein is 4 feet
wide. This claim bids fair to become
one of the very valuable properties of
Rico.

The Melvin Clarence, on the south side

of Silver creek, near town, has a 65-foot
tunnel, showing carbonates of copper,
lead and iron, resembling the Newman
ore of this place.
The bulk of the ore mined here is ar-
gentiferous manganese, containing some
lead and iron. Tellurides, silver glance,
sulphurets, chlorides and carbonates are
found in most of the paying mines here.
Throughout this district mining can be
done with less expense than in any other
part of the State.

The First Printed Book.

Bibliophiles the world over are much
interested in the approaching sale at auc-
tion in this city of the famous Gutten-
berg Bible, the first book ever printed
from movable types, which was publish-
ed in.the city of Mentz in 1450-53 by
Joannes Guttenberg. It is thought that
the bookis worth $10,000. The last
copy sold, being printed on vellum, was
purchased by the Earl of Ashburham, in
London for £3,400, the highest price ever
paid for a book. The Lenox Library has
the only other copy of this rare work in
this country. The one now to be sold
comes from the library of the late George
Brinley, of Hartford, and Mr. Joseph
Sabin, the bibliopole, who has examined
the copy in the British Museum, the two
copies in Paris—one of which is upon
vellum—and three copies in noblemen’s
libraries in Iingland, says that the Brin-
ley copy ranks among the finest in exist
ence, and that none of the paper copies
that hie has seen exceeds the present copy
in general condition.

This old volume is
most noteworthy, because it illustrates
the wonderful excellence of the art of
printing in its very first specimen, justify-
ing Mr. Sabin’s epigram: ‘“Printing was
born a giant and had no babyhood.” Un-
like other inventions, it leaped to perfec-
tion in its first essay. It is agreed that
there is but one book in existence which
is the superior of this Guttenberg Bible
as a specimen of printing, and that is the
‘Psalmoram Codix,” also printed at
Mentz in 1457, which is described by
printers as the ‘“the most magnificently

Details of the Execution of the As-
sassins of the Late Czar.

St. PETERSBURG, April 15.—All ike
Nihilists, except the woman Helfman,
condemned to death for connection +with
the Czar's assassination, namely, Roussa-
kuff, AMichueloll, Kibbalschitisch, Jeliaboff
and Sophie Pieoffsky, were hanged av 1o
o’clock this morning. Michaeloff’s rope
broke twice, but order was not disturbed.
There was an immense concourse of spec-
tators,

The appeals of Roussakoff and Michae-
loff were submitted to the Czar, but he
replied that the sentence of the court
must be carried out. The condemned
were escorted from the fortress to the
place of execution by Cossacks and in-
fantry, with drums beating and fifes play-
ing. Detachments of all the regiments
of gaurds in St. Petersburg surrounded
the scaffold. All the prisoners recieved
the ministration of priests, and kissed the
cross and each other. They were very
firm, except Roussakoff who fainted at
the last moment.

Many thousand people passed the night
at the place of execution, in order to ob-
tain a good view. The executioner was
a reprieved convict. The prisoners were
conveyed from the fortress in two carts,
with backs to the horses, and hands tied
to the boards on their breasts bearing the
words, “Regicide” in large letters. After
hanging twenty minutes the bodies were
cut down and taken to a cemetary out-
side the city.

When the prisoners mounted the scaf-
fold, the head of each was covered with a
sack. They were then placed upon stools
which were drawn away and they were
left to strangle.

The men who are succeeding in Colora-
do mines ‘to-day are the men who are
making a business of mining—men whe
go in with pick and shovel and when
they find a lead keep at work and open it
up instead of running off to find a tender-
foot willing to pay a fictitious value for
the indication.

Mr. Disraeli’s early ambition was to
take a leading place in politics. He out:
linéd his own career in his “Vivian Grey”

through the long and ascending vista of
years, foresaw his own promotion to the
Premiership—an ambition which was
realized by wonderfully rapid strides. It
was in 1832, while enjoying the populari-
ty and reputation added by the publica-
tion of ‘“Contarini Fleming” that M.
Disraeli made his first attempt to enter
Parliament, becomining a Tory candidate
in High Wycombe, Buckingham. He
was defeated. He was again in 1834 and
once more in 1835 an unsuccessful aspi-
rant to Parliamentary honors. It was 1n
the last race that he encountered Daniel
O’Connell, an affair which came near re-
sulting in a duel between Disraeli and
O’Connell’s son. At last he entered Par-
liament, being elected as a Conservative
from Maidstone. It was not until 1839
that he succeeded in attracting any at-
tention to himself or creating uny general
interest in himself as a politician. From
that time ou he continued to be known
as one of the keenest of debators and
shrewdest of tacticians. In 1841 he was
elected from Shrewsbury, and in 1847
from Buckinghamshire. His attacks up-
on Sir Robert Peel date about this time.
These served the purpose of pushing their
auther rapidly forward as the leader of
his party. In 1852 he was appointed
Chancellor of the Exchequer in the first
Derby ministry, and went out of office
with the entire Cabinet a few months af-
terwards. In 1858 Disraeli again became
Chancellor of the Exchequer. The min-
istry was again dissolved in 1859, and it
was not until 1865 that Mr. Disraeli was
asked to accept a position as adviser of
the Queen, he being again in charge of
the exchequer. It wasin February 1868
that Mr. Disraeli realized the real ambi-
tion of his life, that of becoming Prime
Minister. He succeeded to this position
through the resignation of Lord Derby.
But he was not pernutted to retain the
coveted prize.. Mr. Gladstone had giown
by this time to be a formidable rival, and
succeeded Mr. Disraeli as Prime Minister
in December of the same year. In 1874
the Conservatives were again successful
and Mr. Disraeli was once more invited
by the Queen to form a Cabinet. 'This
administration continued until 1880, when
the result of the elections showing a Lib-
eral majority, Mr. Gladstone once more
succeeded Disraeli, now become Lord
Beaconsfield.

Since his retirement as Prime Minister
Lord Beaconsfield has not taken a very
active part in politics. 'He has made a
few short speeches in the House of Lords,
but has neither done nor said anything to
add to his already ripe reputation, or
which would atiract any attention what-
ever coming from a less elevated source.
‘““America will always remeniber Mr. Dis-
racli with gratitude for his favorable
opinion and encouraging words during
the war of the Rebellion. He was one of
the few friends of the Union in Great
Britain.”

In 1839 Mr. Disraeli married the widow
of his friend Wyndham Lewis, to whom
he dedicated one of his novels as a “per-
fect wife.” She died as the Viscountess
Beaconsfield in 1872. Lord Beaconsfield
was of Jewish descent. His father was
born in Venice and removed to England
in 1748. Their ancestors had been driyen

Denver & Rio Grande railroad
scored a serious

On the 22nd, inst., one car of the west-
ward bound train was thrown from the
track and the coupling breaking, fell
down the side of a precipice in the vicini-
ty of the Toltec gorge, about twenty
miles east of Chama. The car struck
first about sixty feet below the line of the
road and then rolled over and one
hundred and forty feet farther.

Eight persons were killed and seven
seriously if not fatally wounded. The list
of the killed is as follows:

Mrs. Decloedodt, D. G. Brewer, D. C.
Scholes, Jas. Lynch, S. Hall, D. C. Wil-
son and two unknown laborers. The
wounded are, A. L. Dodge, J. H. Clend-
ery, G. Maxey, Geo. Scott, Geo. Inman,
R. F. Wringley and B. R. Brewer.

When the stage left Chama, no farther
particulars were obtainable, the train dis-
patched to the scene of the wreck, upon
telegraphic orders, not having returned.
We are therefore unable to give particu-
lars as to the cause of the accident.

The lady mentioned we understand,
was en route to the bed-side of her hus-
band, now lying at the point.of death, at
Hermosa. Mr. Geo. Scott, one of the
wounded, is believed to be the father of
J. D. Scott of this place.

The excitement in the town was intense,
when it was learned that an accident had
occurred, as many citizens were expect-
ing friends and relatives.
per offices were besieged with anxious en-

oyer

Both newspa-

quirers, desirous of seeing the list of
killed and wounded. Most of those seek-
ing information, went away relieved, up-
on finding none of their friends on the
black list of the dead and dying; but the
tragedy nevertheless shrouded the town
with gloom, and every heart swelled with
sympathy for those bereft of friends, by
a blow which each felt had come so near

his own door. Farther information is
anxiously awaited.
