Ferrying,on the Gunnison. 
Delta Chief. 

On last Monday night Messrs. King, 
Feathers and Albert Williams were cross-
ing the Gunnison river on the ferry at 
Delta, when within a hundred feet of the 
opposite bank the cable gave way, leav-
ing the men and boat to the mercy of the 
ragiug waters. The boat, after slipping 
clear of the cable, swept down the river 
with lightning velocity, passing directly 
between the two piers of the old Delta 
bridge, which was barely wide enough to 
afford them passageway. After miracu-
loysly passing the piers in safety, the boat 
swung around and came within jumping 
distance of the north bank of an island in 
the river, when Mr. Williams, at the same 
time shouting to his companions in peril 
to do likewise, made a desperate leap for 
life, and beyond a cold water bath, reach-
ed the bank in safety, where be built a fire 
and proceeded to make himself as com-
fortable as circumstances would permit. 
The snapping of the levers which held the 
rollers behind the dead man stationery 
aroused Mr. Simpson, the ferryman, who 
immediately took in the situation, and he 
rushed with all speed to 'Mr. Howard's, 
just below, for assistance. The first 
thing done was to rescue the unfortunate 
island castaway, and a small skiff was 
brought into requisition for this purpose, 
manned by Mr. Howard's two sons, and 
which owing to the darkness of the night 
and the great velocity of the river, ren-
dered it a hazardous proceeding indeed to 
pass the piers of the old bridge,' but after 
a hard and steady pull they finally landed 
Mr. Williams on the opposite bank in 
safety. The other two unfortunates staid 
with the boat and were swept 'down the 
river at railroad speed a distance of a 
couple of miles, when they succeeded in 
tearing a pole loose from the boat, and 
working with it for dear life they got the 
boat near enough to bank to grasp sonic 
overhanging willows and landed in safe-
ty, Mr. Feathers spraining his ankle se-
verely in the attempt. After making the 
boat secure to the bank they ivended their 
way back to catnp, thankful that they had 
made a lucky escape indeed from a total 
wreck, which would almost inevitably 
have occurred on the piers of the Roba7  
doux bridge, a short distance below. 

A Ball That CNot Be . Caught. 
From the Sporting Life. 

Apropos of the attempt of a number of 
ball players to catch a ball dropped from 
the top of the Washington Monument, 
and the opinions expressed as to the abil-
ity of any one to accomplish the feat, the 
question arises if any of them has an idea 
of the velocity acquired by a ball dropped• 
from,  a height of 550 feet by the time the 
ball strikes the ground. 

The experiment was tried by Paul 
Hines, Sam Trott, CharlesSnyder, Phil 
Baker and others, but noun succeeded in 
holding it. 

Now the fact is that a ball so' dropped 
has a velocity of 187 feet per second when 
it strikes the ground. This velocity can 
be better comprehended by comparing it 
with a batted ball. 

The longest hit which the Writer has 
any knowledge of was made by George 
Wright at Indianapolis, .when the ball• 
struck the ground a few inches over 200 
yards. The ball in this instance was hit 
into the air at an angle of about a de-
grees-the most fairorable angle for a 
long hit. 

Without giving the formula, I will state 
that as near as can be calculated, the an-
gle and the distance being given, the ini-
tial velocity of the ball in this case is 
found to be about 100 feet per second. 

Allowing the same ball to have been 
hit in the same direction, at the same an-
gle, with sufficient force to give it the 
same velocity at the starting point that it 
acquires in falling from the Monument 
top, it would have gone 54.4 feet. 

Would any of the players like to take 
hold of a line hit, of the same force, at 
short field?

Pedgrift's Peeulations. 
Sheriff Pedgrift, of La Plata, is tight-

ening the toils about himself and there is 

no longer any doubt as to his dishonesty 
and rascality.

A VERY largo land-slide started at 9 
o'clock Tuesday night about 200 feet 
above the ore house and blacksmith shop,  
of the mines of the Newman group and 
gathering force end real estate as it came, 
swept the buldings away. The grinding 
and po-pPing 'of the rocks was . distinctly 
heard in town, and at the Pasadena smelt-
er the rumbling was very loud, and alit= 
was dispatched to the scene to determine 
if any help was needed. The night shift,. 
however, was at work and had beard 
nothing of it, a fact which seems peculiar 
which the noise was heard in the open air 
for a long distance. The men were deep 
in the mountain and in the stapes which 
'accounts for it. The slide was caused by 
the long-continued rains and melting 
snow, which saturated the earth toa great 
depth, and thousands of tons were dis-
lodged as the slide moved downward. 
The pre -house was carried some 60 or 71) 
feet,,,and at first it was thought the $1800 
or $2000 worth of ore in it would 'be a 
total loss. The high grade ore was all in 
sacks and the work of recovery yesterday 
resulted in finding most of -the sacks, in-
tact. The unsacked ore is lost, . but was 
low grade, and the loss will.not exceed 
$300 or $400. - When it is rebuilt the ore-
house will he located on the bench be-
neath the mines... 

Attempted Robbery. 
A. mysterious attempt at burglary occur-

ed about 9 o'clock last Saturday evening 
at the Watkins residence near the Pasa- 
dena smelter. Mr. W. was not feeling 
well and was in bed. Samuel James was 
in the sitting room, and Mrs. Watkins 
went into the pantry to close the window. 
Just as her hand was placed on the win-
dow catch, it was grasped from the 
outside by sotne man, but the falling of 
the window Allis arm compelled him to 
let go his hold, and he managed to free 
his arm and vanished. Mr. James heard 
the lady cry out, and immediately ran to 
the room, and he and Mr. W. went about 
the house, but could see nothing. One 
of the mill boys. Byron Shell, was sent 
out to look around and when near the 
forks of the road, .he distinguished the 
forms of two men. One of them called 
out to him: "What the hell are you doing 
here; you walk", or words of similar dim 
port. "By" exceeded his orders and 
made race-horse time back to the smelter, 
but further investigation disclosed no 
trace. The exceeding darkness of the 
night and a brisk shower, preventing the 
only two who saw the would-be thieves 
from recognizing them. 

The object of the thieves is not exactly 
clear. It ts west:Med that they knew of 
the intention of the family to attend the 
rink and intended to burglarize the house. 
They possibly supposed Mrs. Watkins to 
be the only person about the boost, 

Another theory is that their purpose 
was to steal from the fingers of her 
hand, two diamond rings, tile value of 
which is estimated at $1.000. The last 
is a very peculiar species of robbery for 
this region, but the grasping of her hand 
gives color to that theory. 

A premise watchmen is now employed 
at the smelter, and he has been deputized 
as a special policeman, with authority 
from the city.

The Ouray Agency. 
Stanley Stokes has written a very 

interesting letter descriptive of the 
Ouray agency in Utah, which is the 
headquarters . of the Uncompahgre 
and White River Utes, When the 
Indians were first removed, it was a 
point of much interest, but latterly 
the old bucks and squaws have been 

-drifting into an oblivion which will 
excite the envy of Rutherford Hayes. 
The letter recalls to memory many 
names once familiar in San Juan and 
of such we will speak: 

The agency is located on the site 
once known as Fort Thornburgh. 
The buildings occupied by the troops 
were turned over to the Indian de-
partment and with a few -changes 
constituted the agency. •The reser-
vation is located in a basin surround 
ed by ranges of mountains and it is 
watered by the Green, Du Chesne, 
White, Dear and Uintah rivers. The 
White joins the Green half a mile 
below the agency and the Bear. only 
a few miles above it. The soil is 
rich and highly productive and on 
the streams are cottonwoods of con-
siderable growth. Last season the 
Indians raised good crops of oats, 
potatoes, onions and cabbages, and 
the melon is a luxury which they will 
have. Old Shavanaux sold his crop 
of oats to the agency and was quite 
proud of it. He is an industrious old 
relic. 

Sapinero is head chief and so long 
as he is listened to there will be no 
trouble, although there are some who 
would kick up a muss if they could. 

There are none of the Indians who 
live right at the agency, but they are 
scattered for 25 miles out along the 
streams, and so they enjoy going to 
town on Saturdays to trade as much 
as munli as "Merioats" do. 

Wo went to the Agency with the 
annuity. The news having spread 
of its arrival, early Friday morning 
they began to arrive from every di-
rection. Thu most of them came in 
on ponies, and the squaws, mounted 
on huge bundles of teepe outfits and 
papoose boards to their backs which 
swayed from side to side with the 
motion of the pony. The younger 
Indians were gaily attired in flashy 
kgginga, moccasins, blankets and 
painted faces. Some of them had 
painted their faces yellow, striped in 
green or red, but the prevailing color 
was a bright reds  The squaws were 
very gaudy, and'at noon fully 200 of 
them were in the meadow under the 
mesa playing "shinney." It was a 
pretty sight. All around the edge 
of the mesa were the men sitting and 
taking great interest in the game. 
The squaws were dressed in their 
gayest bright-colored shawls, clean 
buckskins, beaded moccasins, green, 
yellow, blue and red dresses, and 
their long black hair floating in the 
wind—all had a charmingeffect, and 
to one at a distance appeared like a 
field of bright, waving flowers, as 

sthey chased the ceaseless rolling ball. 
'• Brightly burned the camp-fires all 
about the agency that night. The 
older Indians were gambling for 
money, blankets, ornaments, etc. 

Chipeta, Ouray's widow, was soon 
pointed out. She was a prominent 
figure among them as an intelligent, 
good natured squaw, fat, forty and 
frisky. She has married again and 
her Saratoga trunk, which she once 
brought home full of silverware from 
Washington, is in the store-room. 

Douglas, the old White river chief 
who was incarcerated at Leaven-
worth after the Meeker massacre, is 
here and is crazy. Sometimes he is 
very quiet and reticent. Again when 
secrowd of Utes is around him, he 
still imagines he is chief of a power-
ful tribe, and harangues them about 
Washington affairs and the wiles of 
the whites. Picking up a paper, he 
pretends to read 'Washington news,' 
no matter which side up the paper 
may be. The Utes pay no attention 
to him except to joke him. His 
squaw has left him and he has no-
property. Ho dresses in citizens' 
clothes and wears his hat band full 
of long black feathers. 

Old Colorow passed through to-day 
en route to the Uintah agency for 
his annuity. He still persists in re-
maining on White river and says it 
is his home, only going to the agency 
once a year. About forty of his rel- 
atives are with him, who have seced-
ed from the tribe. There are about 
1,270 Indians at this agency, all Up-
compabgres, with 'three or four ex-
ceptions. 

NEvanA. has just adopted a law to 
prevent treating. A fine of $50 or 
imprisonment in default of payment 
is the penalty. This is evidently the 
work of the tenipemnce iNeople, and 
is destined to make Nevada in tale 
course of time a prohibition state. 
No man ever drinks Nevada liquor 
unless he is treated.--Graphic.
