The Evil that Men Do Follotw Them.

The camp of Rico was established
about the first of July, ast. The news
went forth to the world of the extraor-
dinary finds; in thé new carbonate camp,
on the Dolores aud forthwith, the rag-tag,
and Bolétail, in far and near camps came
flocking over the ranges, like Falstafl's
army. Among the number were some
good, worthy, honest, and honorable
men, while there came a small brigade of
bummers, skinners, shysters and dead
beats, from other regions bent upon mak-
ing money honestly, if they could, but,
to get money in their pockets, without
standing on the order, as to how they ob-
tained it Quite a number succeeded;
while others were compelled to go out as
poor as when they entered. Lot and
prospect hole jumping occupied the time
of quite anumber of the summer rousta
bouts. The town lot selling business was
carried to an extent that was most dis-
honorable. Men grabbed and soldlots to
innocent purchasers, without having a
shadow of title to the same, thus placing
themselves under the stringent laws of
Colorado, as liable to arrest and trial for
perpetrating the vilest swindles, while
others boldly appropriated other men’s
property, claimed to own the same with-
out law or title, compelling the real own-
er to re-purchase his property again.
The most high-handed and flagrant acts,
against law, right and justice, have oc-
cured in Rico, in the past, and men have
suffered, and borne wrongs with a pa-
tience and endurance, which was most
remarkable, and to which there must be
an end and finality.

As the cold weather came upon the
camp, men Wwho had come in and remain-
ed during the summer, had gouged, pinch-
ed, jumped lots, skinned and shystered
about, made and housed & good: many
dollars, resorted to every means Known,
to lay up and carry out with them on,
their clearance away from the camp, ev-
ery cent it was possible for them to gath-
er into their pockets, without reference to
the means as to how they possessed it, or
the laws on the statute books, that are
made to regulate the actions of men; as
well as communities.

For the fair fame and good name of
the young minining camp of Rico, itis to
be hoped, that certain acts and trsnsac-
tions of men, may be explained away,
and all parties, who claim to be wronged
and injured, may be repaired their losses,
and the business satisfactorily accounted
for hereafter, but, that there is a deep
seated feeling pervading the minds of
men who now reside in the ¢ camp, against
the transactions of certain parties, 111010
cannot be a doubt. That sooner or later
the parties who have iwronged others,
and committed acts, which smacks and
savors so loudly of baseness, will be
brought to account, either through the
medium of ihe law, or by other means,
the repeated expressions of good and
frue men, in comp clearly indicate.

MAIL MATTERS.

The town of Rico is in the extreme south-
western portion of Colorado. Itis located in
the valley between the Dolores ranges of
mountains, bounding it on the east and west,
on the north by the Rio San Miguel, and on the
south by the La Plata ranges. Rico is isolated
and entirely cut off by these great cordilleras
of the Rocky mountains, from communication
with the world outside. Some time ago, at the
solicitation of the people, and magnanimity of
the postoffice department, the town was ac-
corded a postoffice. This office was to be sup-
plied with an eastern mail from Silverton, via
Ophir, twice a week, as per order. And more
recently, on petition, the same department
granted the town an eastern mail, three times
a week, from Silverton, via Parrott and Anis
mas cities. We give the record and facts.

The contract for carrying the mail from Sil-
verton to Ophir, twice a week, which connects
with the Rico route, continued, as also the
coniract for carrying the mail from Silverton
to Animas and Parrott cities, continued on to
Rico ; both ave in the hands of the stage com-
pany firm, known as Gilmer, Salisbury & Co.
About a month ago McCann, their sub-contrac~
tor, between the towns of Ophir and Silverton,
robbed the mail, and since then, this company
have given the matter no attention ; conse-
quently, Rico has been without a mail, besides
having its letters rified. Up to Nov. 22, there
seems t0 have been no action taken by the
postotlice department, to either give the town
a tri-weekly mail, or any mail facilities what-
ever by, this route.

Phe people of Rico, Governor Pitkin and
Senator Hill succeoded, after hard work, in
getting Rico a semi-weekly mail, via Silverton,
Animas and Parrott cities which may be called
a winter or Southern route. No sooner was
the route established, than Gilmer, Salisbury
& Co’s Nllb—(,l)nn‘]’tﬂl‘l between Silverton and
Parrott City, Rhodes & Heffernan, threw up
their contract, which left Rico, on this route
without an eastern mail. Here is the firm of
Gilmer, S .1hshmv & Co., who own these con~
tracts for carrying the great eastern mail be~
tween the points named, who have utterly
failed to perform their obligations towards
the goverment and the people forover a month
and yet, nothing is said or done by the author-
ities, to correct this great and damaging out-
rage on the people of Rico.

People are continually making trips between
Rico and Silverton, and no good reason can be
assigned for Rico not securing its mail as per
order, and on schedule time.

If the postoffice department will continue
the practice in allowing principals and securi-
ties in mail contracts here in the west, to carry
mails at their convenience, then when it does
not suit them to carry out their contracts, to
throw the same up without notice, just so Ion[.r
will the mail gervice be a farce in this region.

G. S Barlow's Saw-Mill.

That Rico is to have two saw-mills, is
now a fixed fact. Mr. Barlow, the own-
er of the large steam saw-mill, which has
been ou its way for some months past,
out of the Rio San Miguel, into the Dol-
ores valley, we are pleased to announce,
has succeeded in getting over the ranges.
Last September he concluded to, procure
a Turbine wheel, and to dispense with
steam for the time being. He sent to’
York, Penn., and puorchased a Smith
wheel, and fixtures, in August or Septem~

ber. The original cost of the Turbine
was $240.00. The weight was 1,900’

pounds, and the entire cost of the wheel
and appurtenances laid down in Rico,
amounted to four hundred and twenty-
five dollars, which shows the want and
necessity of good roads snd cheap trans-
portation. Mr. Barlow will now proceed
at once to set his Turbine wheel, and to
lay up a stock of saw logs, at his millloca
tion, about four miles north of Rico. It
is his intention to send over to the San
Miguel this winter, and bring over his
boiler and shingle machine. He proposes
to cut from tem to twelve thousand feet
of lumber, and as many shingles, daily.
