Criticisms on the Late Bill Intro­
duced by Senator Teller.

C om m unicated .]

To the Editors o f the Dolores News:
I beg that you will allow me to call 

■ your attention to a matter that wouldi "
seem to be of interest to all who have 
allied their fortunes with those of mining 
communities and are deeply concerned in 
the rapid and substantial growth of the 
mining industry. Senator Teller, has, it 
seems, introduced a bill amendatory of 
the present mining law which provides 
that any person owning six or any less 
number of mineral lodes, ledges or blank­
et claims, adjacent to each other, or not 
more than half a mile apart, oti which the 
assessment labor for the past year has 
been performed, may thereafter perform 
upon any one claim of the combined 
number the* entire assessment of labor 
upon tlte whole number of claims, until 
pay mineral is reached in the claim so 
worked, when such claim shall cease to 
be counted as one of the combination and 
another may be selected upon which to 
work the assessment upon the remainder, 
and so on until pay mineral is reached iu 
all or the ground abandoned.

.While the honorable Senator from Col­
orado may not have contemplated the en­
couragement of that spirit of landed mo­
nopoly which has already driven a heroic 
people to openly defy the authority of 
tlieir rulers, and which, if not checked by 
congressional legislation will one day, not 
far distant, desolate this royal .wilderness 
of the West, yet. Messrs. E liters, the 

j proposed amendment of the mining law 
is easily adaptable to tlte purposes of mo­
nopoly, and should be regarded therefore 
with as much alarm as if it originated in 
the most sinister design. Yes, with all 
the more alarm, for the direst evils of 
government spring rather from the abuse 
of well-meant laws than from openly in- ! 
iquitous conceptions or avowed attacks j 
against the natural rights of man

The miners of the Rocky Mountains i 
! now, indeed, enjoy a liigliei' degree o f : 
| freedom than any other class of laborers ! 
j on earth. B it in all seriousness I would j 
: warn them to guard with sleepless jeal- j 
| ousy this, the immediate jewel of their j 
! souls, lest by subtle arts and contrivances j 
j they be robbed of their just and rightful j 
j  privileges and degraded to'the very level i 
i of slaves. When formerly, as it should i 
! he now, the government of the United ! 
| States acted upon the policy' of withhold- j 
i ing from settlers upon its public mineral 
| lands the absolute title to such lands, the {

nfunities were admirably subserved, I 
should say promoted. For a while gov 
ernment then reserved to itself the fee 
simple estate in these lands. It encour­
aged settlements thereon by protecting 
discoverers of mineral in the possession 
of their claims against trespassers and 
intruders and in the absolute, title to the 
output or yield of ore. But this govern­
mental sanction of the discoverer’s right 
of possession was limited to the period of 
time during which lie should in good 
faith and with reasonable diligeuce pros­
ecute his work upon the claim. Then 
the locator was obliged to make his claim 
yield according to its capacity, and in de­
fault of the requisite diligence lie for­
feited all right to the claim and any other 
citizen of the United States was free to 
occupy, use and enjoy it, so long as he 
should comply with the measure of dili­
gence it was reasonable to exact. Thus 
every mining claim was made to yield up 
its wealth and give employment to the 
miner, as well as profit to the owner and 
add to the activity of eVery branch of in­
dustry and trade. The fruits of this, the 
earlier policy of the government, were 
such that no effort was made for its dis­
turbance until 1S50, when a change was 
advocated upon the paltry and flimsy pre­
text of drawing revenue front the sale of 
the public mineral lands, but in truth and 
reality for enabling a few rapacious cor­
morants to monopolize, as far as possible, 
the mineral wealth and resources of the 
land. After much discussion the pro­
posed change was successfully resisted 
until the year 1866, when by an act de­
ceitfully entitled an act, a plan of legisla­
tion for the sale of lauds was inaugurated 
that has oppressed the laborers of Cali­
fornia, until from being the foremost, the 
proudest and most independent class in 
the world, they have become the most 
starved, the most miserable and desperate 
on earth.

You will observe that the most likely 
person to own and he generally able to 
hold any number of claims is a corpora 
tion. It would not need to make its prop­
erties productive for the purpose of earn­
ing a sufficiency for the support and per­
petuation of its existence. It could af­
ford to bury its talents. And several 
soulless speculative concerns by hoarding 
their possessions for speculation merely, 
as they easily could, at a comparatively 
trifling outlay, would be able, as they fre­
quently have done, to paralyse the most 
active and ardent industry and check, if 
not, by destroying confidence, stop the 
growth of any camp. True it is that 
under the present system of performing 
annually on each claim a hundred dollars 
worth of work, speculations are not, un­
fortunate]}', by any means powerless for 
evil, but if there is to be an amendment 
in respect to the amount of labor to be 
performed, or in the manner of its per­
formance, for heaven’s sake let not mat­
ters be made worse. If the government 
would abandon a short-sighted policy and 
adopt a measure that, in the cud, by an 
increased production of silver and gold, 
could bring vast treasure to its coffers, 
let it renounce all idea of revenue from 
the sale, of its mineral lands by repealing 
the law as it now stands. Protect locat 
ors of a mining claim and their heirs and 
assigns so long as they will work them to 
the extent of their availability. Protect 
them in the absolute title to the output of 
their mines and thus by wiping out all 
possibility of speculative holdings, eman­
cipate mining camps from the blighting 
shroud of monopoly. Mining sharks will 
howl, but let them. They will decry 
mining investments tts insecure. AVc 
cannot deceive—for their investments we 
cafe not. Give us active, productive in­
vestments, such ns would give profitable 
work to the miners and value and stabil­
ity to mining stocks. Such as by honest 
development of the mining industry, 
bring wealth and prosperity, just and 
lasting, to every mining district in the 
west.

shall exceed more than three hundred 
feet on each side of the middle of the 
lode or location at the surface. While 
we do not agree with our contributor iu 
all the points made by him, still we are 
of the opinion that the proposed bill will 
require extensive amending.beforo it can 
be of any practical use. There are loop­
holes visible that would be convenient 
points of attack for monopolists on the 
fortress of legitimate mining.

To Registers and Receivers U. S. Land, 
Offices:

Ge n t l e m e n :—In the matter of appli­
cations for patents for mining claims 
where adverse claims are filed in the man­
ner prescribed by law and the official in­
structions, you will in notifying the ad 
verse claimant that he will be required to 
commence proceeedings in a court of com­
petent jurisdiction within thirty days 
thereafter at the same time advise him 
that he will be required within fifteen 
days after such suit has been commenced 
to file with you a certificate of the clerk 
of the proper court that proceedings have 
been commenced and the date thereof.

It frequently happens that there is no 
court which has exclusive jurisdiction and 
in certain states it is competent to com­
mence such suit in any district court of 
the state. It follows that the applicant 
for patent (the defendant) in order to 
prove that no suit, had been commenced, 
would be compelled in such cases to fur­
nish the certificate of every court in 
which the suit might have been instituted; 
while the adverse claimant can always, at 
the minimum expense and trouble, furnish 
the certificate of the court in which he­
lms commenced suit.

In case no certificate of the clerk of 
court shall have been filed with you within 
forty five days after the filing of adverse 
claim, the applicant for patent will be 
allowed to complete his entry upon mak­
ing affidavit that suit has not been com­
menced by the adverse claimant.

Lively Times ai Robinson.
There was quite a racket last Saturday 

night at Robinson’s Camp. The reporter 
of the Leadville Herald says that with the 
advent of Mr. Daly as manager of the 
Robinson mine, came quite a number of 
men whom be bad placed on guard duty. 
Some days ago they made quite a distur­
bance by firing tlieir guns and shouting 
in the night, but last Saturday night they 
put tlieir best effort- forward and made 
night hideous. About eleven o’clock the 
guard fusilade opened. The guards on 
the mine, which is just hack of town, ou 
the north, commenced firing theii Win­
chester rifles and revolvers toward the 
centre of the town, and within ten min­
utes there must have been nearly two hun­
dred shots fired. The balls came whistl­
ing over the town like a swarm of bees, 
two or three entering houses, but fortun­
ately no one was hit. If we may credit 
all we hear at least twenty-five men only- 
escaped by a hair’s breadth. We don't 
care to have any closer interview than wo 
did with three balls last night. AVe real­
ized about, how the boys felt in the army 
with the shots and shells whistling around 
them. To add to the entertainment the 
whistle at the mine joined in the concert 
for about ten minutes, you can bet your 
bottom dollar the town was excited.

Men were running and shouting and 
trying to dodge the bullets, and it was 
supposed that an attempt was being made 
to Capture the mine. From various things 
that have come to light since, we are sat­
isfied that no such attempt was made and 
that there was not even a scare. It. is 
talked upon the streets here bv our best 
citizens that it is a scheme gotten up for 
a purpose.

"Look ye Sir Lucius" exclaims J3 >1 > 

Acres in Sheridans famous comedy, "tis’nt 
I that mind coward, coward may he said 
in a joke, but add poltroon, and odds 
daggers and blows”. "Look ye Dor.onns 
N ews” exclaims the Muldoon," you have 
been hith'erto masquerading in sheep’s 
clothing, when you should have donned 
the garments of the wolf.” Piithee.J/'d- 
doon spare us; far be it from the N e w s  to 
shirk its duty, even at the cost of treat 
ing the displeasure of our esteemed con­
temporary. The last issue of Ouray’s 
chief newspaper contains some severe 
strictures on the course of the N e w s , re­
garding our attitude on the county div­
ision, principally the annexation of Ophir 
to tlie new countv. We can trace the 
tine Italian hand of Mr. Jen-old R. Let 
clier in the make up of the article, and we 
are sorry that it should be so. It will be 
remembered that the gentleman named 
was the nominee of the Democratic party 
for representative to the Legislature at 
the recent election. He received a very 
flattering vote, and had no more.staunch 
friends and supporters in any part of the 
district tiian in Rico. His party friends 
labored hard and earnestly for him before 
and during election, and grieved because 
lie had not a majority of votes. Wo bel­
ieve Mr. Letcher to be an able, honorable 
man, but find it bard to reconcile bis 
course during tlie canvass, with his utter­
ances of to-day. Tlie writer distinct]) 
remembers, that Mr Letcher promised 
to use his influence, if elected,’ to have 
Ophir annexed to the new county.

When approached oh t he question of 
annexing San Miguel, he said the people 
of that camp should decide for themselves, 
that if they wanted to remain with Ouray 
lie would not try to force them to leave 
against their will, but if they wanted to 
hitch on to Rico and tire new county, he 
would make no effort to prevent them. 
Such was his attitude then, high toned 
and manly, yet now we see him in the 
garb of a pettifogger, making lame argu­
ments and explanations against his pledg­
ed faith when seeking the suffrage of the 
people. Mr. Letcher, from a remark 
made by him in his article, shows his 
animus when he says that a two faced 
game was played on election day, which, 
when translated means that he was sold" 
out and Mr. Hudson elected on the mer­
its of a private bargain. This i> a mis­
take: Mr. Letcher’s party friends ve 
him an honest, manly support at the polls 
and even now find no cause to regret it. 
notwithstanding tile fact, that he has ser­
iously deranged his attitude on tlie great 
prevailing question, then as now before 
the peoplu of this district.

We find that both the Ouray papers are 
fond of using the word ‘-hoggish” anti 
though we cannot compliment, their taste 
in the choice of words, we think that par­
ticular word is far more applicable to 
Ouray than to Rico, Ouray county with 
a territory as large as some Eastern states, 
is selfish enough to tty and prevent the 
young offspring of her own loins, from 
taking even a living share. We, ask for 
nothing but our right, and that we dem­
and. The business interests of Rico dem­
and a new county, merely because of the 
arrant inconvenience attached to the trans 
action of business at tlie present county 
seat. No reasonable person should ex­
pect- that we could bear that burden any 
longer. Just imagine, traversing eighty 
miles of trackless waste, mountain, defile 
and glen to reach the seat of the county! 
Ophir is but a little more than twenty 
miles from Rico; it is more than sixty 
miles from Ouray. According to the nut 
ural order of things, it. belongs to the 
new county, and Ouray will be the p. r 
sonification of selfishness if it -tries to 
prevent it. Mr. Letcher could certainly 
employ himself in business more congen­
ial to his tastes, and more pleasing to his 
friends, than making a tail to Goudv’s 
kite, or in other words playing second 
fiddle to that harlequin. Mattv, w r y  

many, of the best.friends of the N e w s  
reside at Ophir, and when we advocate 
their divorce from Ouray, and marriage 
to the young ami charming Dolores, wc 
seek their benefit as well as our own.

The press of Colorado is a credit to the

A. Rico Bay-Shot end Killed near 
Farmington, IL &!.

M any of our readers w ere acquainted 
w ith Oscar Puett, who owned “ Buckeye,” 
the race horse and who was in L ico last 
summer. On Christmas Eve he was acci 
dentally shot and killed at a  dance given 
at the residence of F . M. Ham lilet, on the 
Rio San Juan . The Southw est sta tes th a t 
no invitations had been extended to  Dy­
son E skridge, Jam es G arrett and Oscar 
P u e tt, and th a t they w ent to the dance 
with the intention of b reak ing  it up. To 
use the language of th a t paper:

“ E n tering  the bouse, they poured forth 
a .volley of insulting  epithets, whereupon 
Mr. liam blet rcqnc 
nrcmiscs. At this 
G arrett ran out ir: 
fron t of. the house, 
fired seven;! flints at 1 lie open door 
through which Puett:, who had loitered 
behind, was ju s t rushing nut. Tiie bul­
lets carried death to friend and foe. 
Puett staggered, rail ir few feet into the 
darkness, and fell dead. Y oung Brown, 
who was leaning against the door easing, 
received a l.vJict in the breast and died 
within a 1'ow m inutes thereafte r.”

D uring  the time which Os car rem ained 
in Rico ids conduct was that of a quiet, 
gentlem anly boy. and it;js  hard  to think 
lim t he should have acted in the m anner 
above described. From  private  sources 
we leant that there was shooting  on both 
aides, which renders it hard to determ ine 
w hether nr no) P u e tt w a- as much to he 
blamed as would appear by the account 
given in the Southwest. There may have 
be en circum stances which do no t appear 
on the surface as yet, so wo will give the 
dead boy the benefit- of the doubt until 
the true inw ardness is exposed to public' 
gaze. E skridge and G arrett left imm e­
diately a ftq r the shooting  and their where­
abouts is a m ystery which rem ains to be

South Pueblo is rapidly growing. It 

will soon have more people than the old 
town.

Dill Dill, a Silver Cliff miner,met with a 
severe accident last week, by falling 
down a shaft.

Dave Cook has at last been elected by 
the city council of Denver, as chief of 
police of that city.

A company is being formed in Canon 
that contemplates erecting fifty new 
buildings. Good for Canon.

The Supreme Court will be asked to 
solve the problem, as to who will be the 
next legal Lieutenant Governor.

The first contract on the Denver, Utah 
and Pacific railroad has been let. One 
hundred miles or more is to be completed 
in 1881.

The Denver Republican has a new 
dress and presents not only a neat and 
tasty appearance, but is ably edited and 
full of news.

The move to close by ordinance all 
saloons on Sundays, in Denver is meet­
ing with determined opposition, and will 
probably fall through.

Au old hunter writes to the Denver 
Tribune, saying that a herd of about 800 
mountain bison came into North Park 
from the west side recently. Many of 
them were killed.

The Chaffee county bar at its recent, 
meeting in Buena Vista endorsed the 
Leadville bar-in recommending the erec­
tion of a judicial district comprising the 
counties of Lake and Chaffee.

Eight prisoners, confined in the penit­
entiary at Canon City and four in the 
county jail at the same place, almost sim 
ultaneonsly made, a break for liberty last 
week. They were all captured.

Subscriptions for $400,000 in stock and 
*■400,000 in bonds of the Denver and 
Rio Grande railway which were invited, 
closed on tm- 14th. Nearly three times 
tlie amount offered was subscribed for.-

The Colorado delegation in Congress 
is doing effective work this session and 
their constituents realize it. They are 
taking a lead m the discussion of public 
affairs and Colorado should feel proud 
of them. The above is taffy from the 
Silver Cliff Miner.

Speaking of strong men. the Camn 
City Record tells us one John Warner, a 
Cleora lie-cutter, who was driving a yoke 
of oxen and in going down a sleep bill 
the yoke broke and threw the whole 
weight upon one animal. As quick as 
thought he sprang to the broken yoke 
and held back half of the weight until the 
wagon reached the foot of the hill.

The Breekenridge Journal says that 
Wednesday afternoon as the High Line 
stage was making its eastward trip, when 
a short distance from Wheeler's, ‘"Fay" 
spied a mountain lynx crossing the road. 
There happened to be a rifle in the lug­
gage of an invalid which Fay borrowed, 
and making a short cut headed off Mr. 
Lynx ami put a bullet through his head 
killing him with a single shot.

There arc ten thousand cattle, two 
thousand horses and four thousand sheep 
in North Park this winter. All the herds 
are in fine condition, feed being good, 
and in the best feeding portions of the 
park snow is not over two incites deep. 
Since the location of the Denver, Ulah.it 
Pacific road hundreds of prospectors^ are 
hunting for ranch sites through the park. 
They hunt in vain. Desirable lands are 
all taken up, and nothing good for any­
thing can he had for less than ten dollars 
per acre.

Mary V. Forbes, the mother of George 
B. Robinson, has been appointed admin 
istratrix and L. B. Kendall of Kalamazoo 
and J. A. Cooper of Denver, administra­
tors of the Robinson estate. Bonds were 
furnished to the amount of one and a half 
millions of dollars. No interruption will 
take place in the working of the mine. 
George D. Roberts, president, and D. F. 
Verdenal, secretary- of the company, will 
he on the ground in a few days. An 
offer has been made for Mrs. Forbes’ in­
terest in the property, which will proba- 
ly lie accepted.

A correspondent of the Boulder Atws 
writing from Longmont says, that old 
Mr. Cary, who lives three miles south of 
Longmont, was run over at that place by 
an engine and both legs cut off below 
the knees. Mr. Cary is quite deaf, and 
has been in the habit of walking on the 
railroad track, lie  raises a tine garden 
every year, and carries all his produce to 
town in sacks, fresh everyday. lie  had 
been iu town that day and hud just start­
ed home, when an extra engine overlook 
him.
