Startling Statements!

CONCERNING THE FOUL MURDER 
OF LACY BECAUSE HE WAS 

IKE STOCKTON’S FRIEND.

A Full, Fearless and Complete Ac­
count of How Matters Stand 

in the Lower Country.

It will be remembered by our readers 
that in our last issue we made the asser­
tion that it was our firm belief that there 
were facts which were not then in our 
possession which would show that the 
death of J. AY. Lacy was the result of a 
foul plot to murder and that “ Big Dan” 
Howland was not the only one who was 
concerned in it. Since the date of our 
last issue we have been busily at work 
trying to ferret out the true inwardness 
of the dastardly murder and have gather­
ed all tile facts which it is possible for 
those outside of the Farmington mob of 
murderers to know. Before we proceed 
to lay these before the public we will 
make some corrections of statements cal­
culated to mislead which appeared last 
week. AYe stated that Mr. Lacy was a 
brother-in-law of Ike Stockton und that 
“Big Dan" was in Lacy’s employ at the 
time Lacy was murdered. These were 
both untrue. The truth is that the dis­
tant relationship existing between Lacy 
and Stockton was that Lacy’s wife was 
Stockton’s first cousin; but the two men 
had been intimate friends for the past 15 
years and Stockton lias had charge of his 
cattle and business for a long time. They 
were just like brothers and since Stock- 
ton’s wife and child have moved to Ani­
mas City, Lacy has made his home with 
Stockton. In this friendship the Farm­
ington mob saw a friendship so strong 
that unless it was broken would prove a 
great obstacle in their path, as it would 
show that Stockton ranked as a bosom 
friend with a man, who was at once 
wealthy, honorable, and respected. Be­
sides the financial help he might give to 
Stockton, the moral pressure of the 
friendship was too great for them to bear 
and they resolved to break it at any cost. 
The first plan they adopted was this: dif­
ferent men of the murderous gang were 
selected to write letters to Lacy telling 
him that Stockton had been killing his 
cattle, stealing his horses and robbing 
him in every way possible. These letters 
coming from so many different parties 
made Lacy feel uneasy and he at once 
started for this country. He found every­
thing all right, of course, and that game 
would not work. Then they wrote Lacy’s 
wife six letters, telling her that Stockton 
had made open threats that as soon as he 
met Lacy he would make him crawl on 
his hands and knees for a certain distance 
(50 yards, we believe) and then kill him 
and telling her to warn her husband 
against her cousin. Lacy received her 
letters telling him about their doings 
while at Stockton’s house and laughed at 
it. He wrote her that he was allright, to 
which she replied: “ You may be safe, 
but I cannot believe you are; I ttyink 
there will be trouble from some source 
and I wish you and Ike would both come 
home.” Couple all of these warnings 
with the threats from the Farmington 
mob Lacy began to realize that he was in 
danger. He was working all the time 
trying to settle the differences between 
the two hostile factions and was called 
on to put up a reward for the capture of 
Stockton and his band of men by “ some 
of Farmington’s host citizens.” He was 
told that if he did not do so that lie 
would be killed. He said: “ I guess I 
will have to die then, for I will never put 
up my money to have one of my best 
friends murdered.” Tom Nance, it is 
said, threatened that if Lacy did not 
walk a chalk line, he would kill him him­
self, and just the day before Lacy was 
lulled he was warned that F. M. Ilamblet 
had said that the rope was ready for Lacy 
whenever he positively refused to put up 
the reward. Lacy remarked to a friend 
that he knew these men were mean 
enough to murder him, but lie hardly 
thought tjiey had the nerve to undertake 
it. Failing by all these means to sever 
the friendship, the last extremity was re­
sorted to and I. AY. Lacy, to-day, lies in 
his grave, the victim of a cowardly assas­
sin, because lie was too true to a friend 
to betray him.

Having given ail the details of the ac­
tions of this gang of murderers before 
the final scene in this awful tragedy was 
enacted, we will define the exact position 
in which Lacy and “ Big Dan” stood. 
Dan was hired by Thompson & Lacy to 
come over into this country from Trini­
dad to act as a private spy to find out 
just how matters were between Stockton 
and his men and the lower Animas cut­
throats. Dan came over 7 or 8 days 
ahead of Lacy and was on the Durango 
police force about a week. Lacy found 
out on his arrival that Dan was not the 
kind of man he supposed lie was, but was 
a contemptible, underhanded person and 
discharged him, but no hard words passed 
between them at that time. At the lime 
of the fight at Durango, Dan went down 
to Farmington and to all appearances be­
came a member of the gaug then, and 
from that time he rode a horse which was 
stolen from Lark Reynolds, hut had' been 
sold to Lacy. This is the same horse 
which Dan rode to Fort Lewis, and there 

j is more than a probability that this had a 
little something to do with Lacy’s murder, 
as he very likely wanted to recover his 
stolen property. Dan no doubt treasured 
resentment against Lacy and after asso- 

l ciation with the lower Animas mob, who 
j all wanted Lacy killed, he evidently was 

on the lookout for an opportunity to 
murder him.

The facts which are immediately con­

nected with the murder are these: Lacy 
owned a house (a kind of a dug-out,) 
which might be said to be in Fort Lewis, 
as it is just out of the post. He had gone 
out there to see about some of his busi­
ness and while there Dan rode in and got 
an order from one of the officers to have 
his horse shod at the government black­
smith shop. AVe suppose he did not 
want to make his escape on a bare-footed 
horse, having already made up his mind 
to kill Lacy in any event. As soon as 
the horse was shod, lie rode direct to 
Lacy’s dug-out, near the slaughter-house, 
and hitching his (?) horse he went in and 
sat down on the bed. Lacy was then 
bending over the fire-place, trying to kin­
dle a fire. “Big Dan” said: “ Lacy, I 
want that $10 of mine you collected in 
Durango.” Lacy said: “ Dan, I settled 
bills for you in Durango amounting to a 
good deal more than that; but if you in­
sist that it is due you, I will get the mon­
ey for you.” Dan said: “ You had better 
do it; you will either give it to me, or I 
will give you something worse.” Lacy 
turned and walked out of the house, prob­
ably intending to walk over to the post, 
for the purpose of getting the money. 
As he started out, Dan rose from the bed 
and threw his coat back of his pistol and 
scabbard, so that no difficulty would he 
had in getting hold of it. This was done 
before Lacy got out of the door and was 
unseen by him. As Lacy turned out of 
sight past the casing of the door Dan 
jerked his pistol and peering round the 
door fired one shot and then jumped back 
inside. He peeped out again and then 
jumped clear out o f  the door and fired 
three more shots, when Lacy fell. It is 
said that there was a AVinchester rifle at 
the corner of the dug-out and that. Lacy 
tried to shoot Dan with it, but it would 
have been impossible for him to have 
reached it before he was shot, as he had 
hut just got past the side of the door. A  
AYincliester was found cocked by his side 
after death, but there was no cartridge in  
it, which is, of itself, a very significant 
fact. One bullet entered Lacy’s body 
squarely in the back. This is, without 
the shadow of a doubt, the first shot 
fired, as Lacy was walking away from 
the door. Another was just a little back 
of his side, probably fired as Lacy turned 
to face his murderer; and the other two 
are fairly in Ihe breast. This damning 
evidence is sufficient of itself to show 
foul play. If Lacy picked up a rifle at 
all (which we doubt) it must have been 
after lie was shot, and trying to defend 
himself. If “Big Dan” removed the cart­
ridges before entering the dug-out, he 
could murder his victim witout the slight­
est fear of danger to himself. Dan jum p­
ed on his horse and rode away from the 
place and is now near Farmington with 
liis murderous companions, aided and 
abetted by them, “ the Lest citizens of 
Rio Arriba county.” AYe beleive that 
they are the best that the county affords, 
hut they would be run out the meanest 
country in any other part of America.

This is one of the darkest crimes, of 
the long calender of murders which can 
be traced directly to the door of these 
“ good citizens.” They have been either 
the instigators or the executors of nine- 
tenths of the killings in this lower coun­
try for the past four years, and most of 
them had to leave Colfax county, N. M. 
for complicity in many crimes. They 
said then that they wanted to go to a 
country where they could defy the law 
and it seems that they have succeeded in 
finding a place where they can defy and 
evade it to their hearts content.

Now we will show up a little of “ Big 
Dan’s” history prior to his last contempti­
ble murder: It will be remembered that a 
short time ago a Mexican, one ot Her- 
sey’s sheep-herders, was killed not far 
south of Durango, but there are few who 
know that “ Big Dan” Howland killed 
him. AVlicn the Durango figlit was over 
Dan mounted a horse and joined the 
Farmington mob. AViiile riding along 
the road they met this Mexican, alone. 
They all stopped and several of the party, 
to show llieir bravery, threw their guns 
down on him. “ Big Dan” asked who he 
was and one said: “ It is one of Hersey’s 
sheep-herders.” “ Big Dan” said in a jo ­
cose manner: “ AVell, lie looks like a spy 
for the Stockton parly, and I'll just kill 
him anyway.” The Mexican pulled out a 
silver dollar and said it was ail the money 
he had, and that lie could have it if he 
would not kill him. But “Big Dan” - 
would not lose an opportunity of show­
ing himself to be a b-a-a-d man by killing 
a man who was alone, unprotected and 
unarmed, for the small sum of one dollar, 
and shot him down and rode off in great 
hilarity. He is a murderer at heart and 
could not but obey the instincts of a de­
praved nature. Howland was a cousin 
of the celebrated Dave Rudabaugh, who 
was one of the notorious gang of “ Forty 
Thieves,” commanded by “Billy the Kid.” 
Rudabaugh was always known as “ Billy, 
the Kid’s 1st lieutanant.” Rudabaugh 
was captured and hung with three others 
and some enterprising artist took their 
pictures after their ignominious death. 
“ Big Dan” secured one of these photo­
graphs and would “ point with pride” to 
Rudabaugh and say: “ that was my cous­
in.” It is no disgrace to a man to he a 
relative of a notorious criminal, but to be 
proud of the fact is a deep disgrace.

Compare the characters of the murder­
er and his victim and the conclusion is that 
the cowardly cur murdered Lacy in cold 
blood with no provocation. Lacy always 
managed to keep out of trouble and Dan 
and his Farmington friends have always 
managed to keep their necks in ripe con­
dition for the halter, always being con­
nected with some murdering scrape. 
Commend us to the tender mercies of 
Apache Indians, with all their atrocity, 
but deliver us from such foul murderers 
as this lower Animas band. They may 
impose upon the public by wiiting whin­
ing letters to various papers, but we have 
known these men for four years and the 
tortures of the middle pit of hell would 
not be sufficient punishment for the 
thousand injuries they have done their 
fellow men. They have been hounding

Stockton through the press of the coun­
try, until many men look upon him as a 
fiend in human shape, but we defy them 
to point to one single, solitary act in 
whicli Stockton has not shown himself a 
man of principle, of honor and of cour­
age.

AYill the press of the country take the 
trouble, as we have done, to inquire into 
the actions of the two parties before 
branding them as outlaws, desperadoes, 
etc. It is true that indictments have 
been lodged against Stockton, Eskridge 
and six' others in the Rio Arriba court, 
but they are the result of perjury and 
misrepresentation. Rewards for the ar­
rest of these men are out but they do not 
flee from justice. They will not be de­
livered into Rio Arriba county however, 
a, it would he certain death to them. 
These lower Animas people would be 
brave men with a rope, if the men they 
wanted to kill were in jail and awaiting 
a trial in which they would certainly be 
cleared, if awarded a fair and impartial 
trial.

The men who compose this band who 
have run all decent citizens out of the 
country and murdered all those who 
would not comply with their demands 
have always managed to bo in just such 
business as they are at present engaged 
in, and how they have so long escaped 
the gallows is a mystery to us. But there 
are men who stand prominent in the man­
agement of New Mexico affairs who de 
sire to have at their back just sucli a 
gang of murderers and thieves and these 
dishonest officials “ stand in” with the 
plunder and when the.men who do their 
dirty work do some one of their terrible 
deeds these ring-leaders are compelled, 
for self-protection’s sake, to help them 
and in this way more than any other do 
they fail to get their dues either in pub­
lic opinion or at law, for these officials 
represent that they are good citizens, 
neaceable and honest, and are being rob 
bed and murdered by outsiders.

AYe refer to sucli men as Tom Catron, 
Breeden and Hubbell, who have virtually 
had New Mexican law in their hands for 
many years. AVitli the license Unit spell 
a condition of affairs would give them it 
is not to he wondered at that this gang of 
lower Animas men have grown to be 
supremely reckless and carry tilings with 
a high hand. It will be remembered that 
at the time of the round-up articles of 
agreement were signed stipulating that 
Dow . Eskridge should be permitted to 
gather his cattle and that of liis brothers 
and the Garrett boys. Reports came up 
this week that they had made a demand 
on Dow for the delivery to them of Ike 
Stockton before they would allow him to 
gather his cattle, which of course was an 
impossibility. AYe believe that they have 
killed and stolen so many of these cattle 
that they would not make a respectable 
showing and they make this ridiculous 
demand to avoid having them rounded up. 
AAre think that they would like to give up 
the cattle if they were alive, as the time 
has come when every action will be 
watched and they would like to do one 
good deed to accompany their man3r bad 
ones, so as to appear honest. They know 
that if they should turn over a small rem­
nant of the original herds that it would 
show their dishonesty on the face of it. 
Dow lias gone back again to see what 
can be done and we fear that lie will be 
killed, in which case trouble will ensue at 
once of a more serious nature than this 
country has ever seen. The hoys will 
take their cattle out of that country, civil­
ly, if possible, but forcibly if they must.

Since writing the above we have been 
permitted to see the following letter sent 
to the Governor of New Mexico which 
sets forth the precise situation in which 
Stockton and Eskridge arc placed. The 
many friends of these men hero regret 
that they should be in this trouble and to 
those who are at all acquainted with the 
aggravated circumstances of this affair, 
the great injustice done them is painfully 
apparent. Two letters were sent— one 
each to the Governors of Colorado and 
New Mexico and we subjoin one of them, 
which affords food for serious reflection: 

Rico, Colo., May 2Gth, 1881.
To His Excellency, the Governor o f New Mex­

ico:
Inasmuch as you have made requisitions 

on Frederick AY. Pitkin, as Gov. of Col­
orado, for the undersigned, we beg leave 
to state to you the exact position in which 
we are placed. AYe have never commit­
ted a crime against the laws of the United 
States, of Colorado or of New Mexico, 
the public press and current rumor to the 
contrary, notwithstanding, and said requi­
sitions were obtained by misrepresentation 
and perjury of men who have sworn to 
kill us. These men belong to an organ­
ized hand, with whose depredations and 
murders you should be tolerably familiar, 
and should we deliver ourselves into their 
midst or allow ourselves to be taken into 
or through that portion of country in­
fested by them, without sufficient protec­
tion, we should he in great danger of be­
ing lynched. AVe are not only willing, 
but anxious, to have a fair and impartial 
trial for all the offences charged against 
us, that we may be righted in the eyes of 
our fellow-men.

AVe claim that we are respectable, law- 
abiding citizens and have always been so, 
but we need not explain to you at length 
the danger to which we would be sub­
jected should we permit ourselves to be 
placed unarmed and unprotected in an 
insecure country. AYe will say that if we 
can be provided with sufficient protection 
to guarantee our safety during a trial and 
which escort will conduct us out of the 
immediate reach of our deadly enemies 
after our acquittal, we stand ready to de­
liver ourselves to that escort at any point 
at a reasonable time, provided it is not in 
Rio Arriba county, N . M., and that it shall 
not be publicly known at what point and 
time we are to deliver ourselves, until af­
ter we shall have done so, as in our ap­

proach to that place we would suffer lia­
bility to ambush. No reward is required 
for our capture; we will deliver ourselves 
whenever we can he guaranteed a suffic­
ient protection and a fair and impartial 
trial. AAre can, of course, only subscribe 
our own names, but are confident that 
were the other persons present for whom 
you have given requisitions, they would 
not hesitate to do the same. A  letter of 
similar import to this will be forwarded 
by this mail to Gov. Pitkin, at Denver. 
AYe inn e made no attempt to flee from 
justice and our whereabouts are always 
known throughout this section. AYe are 
now in Rico, attending to our mining in­
terests and any communication addressed 
to us at this place will reach us.

BUTCHERING BUFFALO.
From the Sioux City Journal.

It is estimated by competent authori­
ties that 100,000 buffalo hides will be 
shipped out of the Yellowstone country 
this season. Two firms alone are negoti­
ating for the transportation of 25,000 
Hides each. AVlien to this is added the 
immense amount of skins and furs of oth­
er kinds, deer, elk, antelope, bear, bea­
ver, etc., some idea may be formed of the 
extent of the Yellowstone pelt and fur 
trade.

Most of our citizens saw the big load 
of buffalo hides that the C. K. Peck 
brought down last season, a load that 
hid everything about the hiat below the 
hurricane deck roof. There were 10,000 
hides on that load, and they were all 
brought out on the Yellowstone on one 
trip, and transferred to the C. K. Peck. 
How such a load could have been piled 
on tlie little Terry not even the men on 
the boat appear to know. It hid every 
part of the boat, barring only the pilot 
house and the smoke stacks. But sucli a 
load will not be attempted again. For 
such boats as ply the Yellowstone there 
are at least fifteen full loads of buffalo 
hides and other pelts. Reckoning 1,000 
hides to three car loads, and adding to 
this fifty cars for the other pelts, it will 
take at least three hundred and fifty box 
cars to carry this stupendous bulk of pel­
try to the eastern market. These figures 
are not guesses, but estimates made by 
men whose business it is to know about 
the amount of bides and furs awaiting 
shipment.

Nothing like it has ever been known in 
tlie history of the fur trade. Last season 
tlie output of buffalo hides was above the 
average, and last year only about 30,000 
hides came out of the Yellowstone coun­
try, or less than a third of what there is 
now awaiting shipment.

Tlie past severe winter caused the buf­
falo to bunch themselves in a few valleys 
where there was pasturage, and there the 
slaughter went on all winter. There was 
no sport about it, simply shooting down 
the famine-tamed animals as cattle might 
be shot down in a barnyard.

To tlie credit of the Indians it can be 
said that they killed no more than they 
could save the meat from. The greater 
part of the slaughter was done by white 
hunters, or butchers, rather, who follow­
ed the business of killing and skinning 
buffalo by tlie month, leaving the carcas­
ses to rot. AATien the buffaloes are all 
killed off as they bid fair to be in a very 
few years at this rate, then everybody 
will wonder that the government did not 
do something to preserve this, the noblest 
of animal game, or at least prevent the 
killing of the buffalo for the hides alone.

Conkling and Platt Resign.
On the 16th inst. the resignation of 

Roscoe Conkling and Thos. C. Platt were 
forwarded to the Governor of Now York 
as Senators from that state. This pro­
ceeding created great excitement in 
AYasliington, as well as elsewhere. Their 
fight against the administration having ter­
minated disastrously to them they ten­
der their resignation in a kind of childish 
pet. Below we give the opinion of the 
Denver Tribune of May 17th on the 
matter:

Tlie work of “ breaking up the Solid 
South” may now he considered indefinite­
ly postponed.

Mr. Conkling will be greatly surprised 
when lie wakes up this morning and sees 
that the sun has risen just as usual.

It is rougher on Mahone than on any­
body else. In one brief tragic moment 
the Senator from Virginia ceased to he a 
majority.

Next Tuesday the New York Assembly 
will be called upon to elect two Senators. 
A  lock in the caucus would be a right 
nice thing.

Mr. Robertson is in the New York 
Senate. It requires no special prophetic 
gift to predict that lie will vote for 
neither Conkling nor Platt in the caucus.

Mr. Conkling’s resignation is a confes­
sion that the Senatorial courtesy plea 
went for very little. It is a s withdrawal 
from a battle in which he was destined to 
certain defeat.

The theory is that Air. Conkling is so 
indignant that New York will go Demo­
cratic at the next election. Mr. Conk 
ling is so indignant that the Senate has 
become Democratic already.

Air. Griffith returned from Lotsenhizer’s 
cattle camp last Friday, and reports that 
seventy-three head of dead three-year- 
olds were found near the mouth of the 
Uncompahgre during one day’s ride on 
the round up. The brains and tongues 
were the only portions utilized, and the 
Uncompahgre Utes beyond doubt are the 
guilty parties. The cattle were being 
grazed upon the reservation for govern­
ment porposes, and belonged to Alessrs. 
Gottelb, Pumpery, Lotsenhizer and oth­
ers. AYe don’t think Chippeta had any­
thing to do with the killing.— Muldoon.

Tlie bogus mining experts, fire sellers 
of worthless mineral lands and the floa­
ters of spurious stocks have all shaken 
confidence in legitimate schemes and 
good properties. Their numbers are fast- 
diminishing, and ere long, but a few of 
the unprincipled empirics will remain to 
victimize tlie public.

Colorado, rejoicing in her glory as the 
first mineral producing state in tlie Union, 
is too generous to discourage or dispar­
age mining enterprises in cotinguous 
commonwealths. New Mexico and Ari­
zona are both exceedingly rich in the 
treasures of mother earth, and we feel 
proud to know that much capital and 
great development are already being 
made by our southern neighbors.

Had it not been for the adoption of 
narrow gauge railways throughout the 
sparsely settled sections of America, 
many localities of the AVest, which are to­
day filled with flourishing communities, 
would still be nothing but mere desolate, 
desert lands. Their Tines are constructed 
and operated more cheaply than the 
broad gauge, which, in the course of 
time, as increase of population and busi­
ness warrant it, take the place of the 
more contracted rails.

The chronic croakers who would have 
the people of tlie world believe that min­
ing is not as important as industrial pur­
suit in Colorado as its votaries make it 
appear, through stubborn facts and indis­
putable figures, may do well to bear in 
mind that within the brief space of two 
years tlie annual product of gold and sil­
ver lias advanced from seven to nearly 
twenty-five million dollars, and that the 
monthly output of the present year is 
constantly increasing.

Coming to their Senses.
The Philadelphia Mining, Banking, 

Insurance Journal is one of tlie first eas­
tern papers to realize that tlie Indian sym­
pathizers are off their base. It says:

The reports received from tlie AYliite 
River agency to the effect that the Utes 
refuse to comply with the terms of the 
treaty made with them about a year ago, 
may only occasion a momentary notice to 
tlie denizens on this side of the Rocky 
Alountains, but to the inhabitants of that 
section of Colorado, most exposed to the 
depredations of these lawless savages, it 
occasions reflections of anxiety, for ra­
pine and plunder are the interpretations 
ef Indian treachery. Tlie mock sympa­
thy of tlie Eastern residents for the red­
skinned warrior, can no longer reasonably 
exist when the facts of the present diffi­
culties are exposed to the light of public 
opinion. All the wealth of the Rocky 
Alountains could not secure the good 
faith of an Indian, and as they lend no 
helping hand of toil, it is not intended 
that mere drones and idlers shall murder 
our fellow men in their efforts to develop 
the unlimited resources of the AYest, willi 
no effort on the part of tlie citizens of 
Colorado to avenge their loss, shonld the 
government prove incapable of success­
fully meeting tlie issues. Tlie toilers in 
our Maker’s vineyard, and none are more 
worthy, than those who sacrifice social 
ties and kindred, and brave the toils and 
hardships that befall the lot of forerun­
ners of civilization, must be assured that 
the strong power of law and equity and 
of Christian humanity will not permit 
them to be made tlie needless sacrifices of 
a worthless, thieving, uncivilized band of 
savages, whose contracts are not worth 
the faith that one reposes in animal na­
ture.

Mining Points.
The ' Commissioner of tlie General 

Land office has rendered decision upon 
the following submitted case:

1. Can one of tlie locators of a mining 
claim upon which tlie necessary amount 
of expenditures for a given year have not 
been made, relocate the same as aban­
doned property, in his own name and for 
himself only?

The Commisioner decides that if the 
law governing possessory right lias not 
been complied with, the claim reverts to 
the United States and may he relocated 
by the original locator or any one else.

Tlie second inquiry is— “ Such location 
being valid, can the relocator claim tho 
amount of money actually expended by 
himself for work on the original location 
as part of the expenditures required by 
law to entitle him to receive patent for 
the claim so relocated?”

This point is decided in the negative. 
The claim having been abandoned and re 
located, all prior rights are extinguished 
by the acts and the claim stands precisely 
as if it had never been previously located.

It lias also been decided by the same 
authority on a stated case, that unless 
prohibited by State or local laws, a min­
ing location made on Sunday would be 
legal.

An Indian Battle-Field Revealed.
Home (Ga.) Bulletin.

Air. Frank Terry, who resides on tlie 
Coosa river, near tlie Green Foster place, 
was in the city yesterday. As is known 
tlie Foster farm lies in a bend of the riv­
er. Mr. Terry says that during tlie late 
freshet the Coosa flooded this place, and 
the current that swept over it was so 
strong that in some places it washed off 
tlie surface to the extent of five acres 
down to the clay. In one of these wash­
es a buried Indian battle-field was exposed 
to view. The ground was strewn with 
^ones. Not a human bone that one 
could think of but was to be seerf on this 
long bidden field of battle that the Coosa 
had, as it were, so suddenly lifted up in­
to broad day. In addition to the bones 
a large number of Indian beads, varying 
in size from an average hickory nut to a 
small pea, were also found In one place 
an Endian pipe, carved into the shape of 
a human face, was picked up. As there 
are a great many logs, so lying one on 
the other as to indicate that they once 
constituted a fortification, ‘ t is supposed 
that these bones are indications of a stub­
born Indian battle having been fought on 
this spot in the unknown Dast. AViio 
can decipher these hieroglyph tol records 
of Indian history?
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Drowned in the Dolores.
'On last Monday afternoon a {invty of 

’men, three or four, intended to start out 
-of town -for their camp, which was about 
five miles down the fiver, but before do­
ing so became very intoxicated and only 
two of them J. B. Horton and Win. Sil- 
vey made the start. It was noticed that 
both men were very drunk as they rode 
out of town hut no thought of danger oc­
curred to the by-stauders and the matter 
was forgotten for a while, but in a 
short time Tom Boyd rode into town on 
Horton’s horse and stated that as he 
reached the first crossing out from Rico 
that lie saw the horse standing in the 
middle of the Dolores and glancing quick­
ly down the stream he saw Die body of a 
man bounding down the swift current. 
He ran down as quickly as possible but 
could not reach the river bed on account 
of the high bluffs at that point, but saw 
that the man’s head was under water all 
the time. He returned to the cross.ng, se­
cured the horse and rode him into towu. 
He met Mr. Jno. Vroman on his way in 
and told him about the matter. As soon 
as the news reached Rico Marshal Cart 
and Ike Stockton mounted horses and 
started after the body of the unfortunate 
man. On striking the river about half a 
mile below the crossing they found Mr. 
Vroman who was just taking the man 
from out of the water. They examined 
tiie pockets and taking out what money 
and papers lie had brought the body to 
Rico. A  coroner’s jury held an inquest 
on Tuesday and examined into the case 
thoroughly. The amount of money found 
was $1415.05 in currency and silver and 
timong the papers were two bills of sale 
for horses and a note for $300 payable 
Dec. 13th 1883, dated Junction, Piute 
County, Utah, and signed by Luban Mor­
rill. The evidence showed that he had 
brought some cattle in from Utah this 
spring and had sold some to W . T  Ry- 
man, from whom he received the money 
mentioned. His name was J B. Horton, 
and he lias lived iu Potato valley, Piute 
County, Utah, for the past four years 
where lie has a ranch. He has a wife 
and two children in Glasgow, Mo. He 
was about 42 years of age. It is suppos­
ed that he fell from his horse in the stream 
and being too much intoxicated to help 
himself perished without a struggle. His 
companion was found on the other side 
of the stream asleep. It is stated that he 
also fell in the water, but his foot hung 
in the stirrup and his horse dragged him 
out.

Lake City, May 19.— The west-bound 
coach was stopped last night at 10 o'clock, 
three miles east of Clear Creek, and 
twenty-four miles east oi' this place, by 
three road agents. Before the order to 
stop was given, they fired three shots, 
dangerously wounding Frank Bartlett, an 
engineer employed by the Denver & Rio 
Grande railway ou their Del Norte exten­
sion. He was ou the box with the driver. 
They relieved him of one hundred dollars 
in money and a valuable gold watch and 
chain. The five passengers inside were 
not molested. The robbers secured all 
the mail matter, together with the treas­
ure box and paper sacks. No clue to the 
robbers has been obtained up to this 
writing, but the robbery is thought by 
many to be the work of Billy LeRny. A  
number of Del Norte citizens offer a re­
ward of seven hundred and fifty dollars, 
and tlie Denver & Rio Grande railway 
offer five hundred dollars for the capture 
of the robbers. Bartlett was taken to 
Clear Creek last night, where he now lies 
seriously, but not fatally, injured.

As was to be expected, that copper 
colored saint, Ignatio, knows nothing 
about the Dolores murders and is very 
sorry that it happened. Under the for 
mer policy of the administration as pur­
sued by Sehurz, such a denial would not 
only be accepted as positive proof of in­
nocence. but a humble apology would be 
tendered Ignatio for having harbored the 
thought that he, or his, could be guilty 
of scalping unprotected ranchmen.— Pu­
eblo Chieftain.

A f ­
ter Mr. Stanton had expended about $100 
over the trail, one. of Lamb’s outfit had 
cheek to ask StLuton to pay toll over the 
trail he had built himself. This man’s 
name is not Younglove’ either. Among 
the first tv;o day’s passengers were the 
following: AY. G. Waring, J. C. Raynor, 
Tiros. Fiannigau, J. E. Jones, J. C. Kane 
and Jno. Pool.

The high rents in Denver are causing 
many persons of moderate means to seek 
other localities in the state as places of 
residence and business.

The Pinneo-Curtis Race.
The great Pinneo Curtis race came off 

as advertised on Saturday last and result­
ed in a victory for Miss Minnie Pinneo. 
It is claimed by Miss Curtis that her de­
feat was caused by the forgetfullncss of 
the trainer, who, in saddling Leinster for­
got to put a collar on and the horse be­
ing narrow chested the saddle turned be 
fore she bad ridden a hundred yards. To 
avoid being thrown to the ground she 
clung to the horses neck and sprained 
her ankle severely. Miss Curtis did not 
run after the 13th mile, seeing that she 
had no possible chance to win, and took 
a seat in the carriage by the side of her 
medical attendant, Dr. AVarner. Miss 
Pinneo rode on finishing the twenty miles 
in 59:27, winning the $5000 stakes. At 
least 15,000 persons witnessed the race. 
Miss Curtis immediately after reaching 
her hotel sent the following challenge, 
which it is said will be accepted:

T h e  W in d sor  H o t e l , ) 
Denver Colo., May 21, 1881. j 

To Mist Minnie Pinneo:
I hereby challenge you to ride with me 

a race from oue to five thousand dollars 
a side; I to name track and day. Dis­
tance— ten, fifteen or twenty miles.

N e l l ie  Cu r t is .
This is the eighth twenty mile race that 

has boen run in this country and was a 
great novelty. Miss Pinneo has ridden 
and been defeated in two of these, while 
tliis is Miss Curtis’ first appearance in 
public.

Billy May came in to-day and is trying 
to raise some men here to join a party of 
men from the Maneos and other points, 
to go into the Blue mountains country 
and get the stock which is now in that 
country. He says that some men started 
to gather the cattle und were fired on by 
tbe Indians, who have congregated there, 
and were compelled to return. The Utes 
are driving off all the horses belonging to 
Hudson and other stock men. The men 
who were in there counted over sixty of 
Thurman’s and many of Dick May’s hor­
ses, taken at the time their owners were 
massacred, in the hands of the Indians, 
who have many hundreds belonging to 
various others. If seventy-five men can 
be raised, Mr. May thinks the Utes will 
not make a fight,^except such as might 
be made from the brush. He says the In­
dians do not seem-to feel at all alarmed, 
but do all their deviltry in open fearless­
ness. The settlers won’t stand it. W e  
believe plenty of men can be raised here.

T., on the 
night of the 19th inst. and it is supposed 
hat 13 men were killed.

Authentic reports are in that a man has 
been waylaid and killed on the Florida. 
No particulars of names or dates can be 
given this week, but if its more work of 
the Lower Animas cut-throats, we’ll burn 
them up in the next issue. It is likely 
that such is the case.

AVest came to St. Louis who had a valu­
able mine which he was unable to work 
on account of financial inability.

Heavily la­
den wagons, with freight of every de­
scription, all ready for the start, having 
six mules attached to them, were to be 
seen on every hand. J. L. Sanderson & 
Co’s, so-called first-class six-horse Con­
cord coaches (which were Studebaker’s 
farm wagons, without a spring or a cov­
er of any kind to protect the weary pas­
senger from the pelting rays of the sun) 
were also ready for the start. Passen­
gers who had first-class tickets for first- 
class transportation, were hustled into 
these wagons, baggage was promiscuous­
ly heaped under the plank seats, and any­
where else where it could be placed.

■LOUD W E R E  THE DENUNCIATIONS
of the passengers in my presence to-day, 
and the females were not slow in denounc­
ing these extensively advertised “six- 
horse Concord coaches” as a fraud in its 
strictest sense. It is an outrage perpe­
trated upon the public. The Denver & 
liio Grande management give first-class 
accommodation to the en l of ti e'r track.”

If Studebaker, Scliuttler, Bain and 
Whitewater wagons are to receive the 
high sounding names of “ six-horse Con­
cord coaches” at the hands of J. L. San­
derson & Co., it would seem that they 
might at least furnish employees who 
would attend to the wants of the travel­
ing public in a respectful and obliging 
manner. If the company will transfer 
their accommodating (?) gentlemanly (?) 
courteous (?) and civil (?) Durango agent, 
John H. Younglove, Esq., Emperor A u­
tocrat of all tlie passengers, Grand Duke 
of Durango, Czar of the stage line, by 
the grace of J. L  Sanderson, to the Gun 
nison branch, then will the cup of bitter­
ness of Gunnison be full even to over­
flowing. His Imperial Highness Heredi­
tary Grand Duke Nicola Johnowitz Har- 
rioffsky, Younglovinsky is altogether too 
simultaneous for San Juan.

W e will publish for a time, a few an­
swers to the questions of our many in 
quiring correspondents:

Rico is situated in the heart of the Do 
lores mining camp, in the new county of 
Dolores. This mining town and camp is 
a part of what is known as the Great San 
Juan Mining Region. Rico is distant 
from various points, viz:
From Durango, 45 miles.

Silvertou, 35 “
75 “

22  “

San Miguel, 30 “
Fare from Durango to Rico, via stage 

and horse-back transportation, ten dol 
iars. Fine American horses and ponies 
are kept on the line, to connect with the 
stage line.

Express and pack trains run regular to 
Rico. Express trains make round trips 
between Durango and Rico in five days. 
Freight pack trains make round trips in 
six and seven days.

W e cannot give with accuracy, the pop­
ulation, as it varies with the changes of 
the seasons of the year. It is now esti­
mated at 1,500. During the present sum­
mer and coming fall, the population will 
doubtless increase to 3,000. Of this 
number, there will be fully 1,000, or, per­
haps 1,200, who will locate as permanent 
citizens of Rico and Pioneer Mining Dis­
trict.

Rico is a rich camp, with a goodreputa 
tion, of which it is deserving.

W e have at hand a great abundance of 
w a t e r , w o o d  and COAL.

Water is being taken through the prin 
cipal streets of the city, and much im­
provement is being made generally. A  
large number of new buildings are in 
course of erection, and many more to be 
commenced soon.

The number of mines and prospects lo 
cated in the camp, counted over 3,200 
last fall, and we are safe to assert that 
there are over 3,500 mines and prospects, 
each and all of which have been develop­
ed more or less, with shafts, tunnels, ad­
its, etc., varying in depth from 10 to 200 
and 300 feet. There are twenty-three 
paying mines, and a large number of ore 
producing mines, which development 
will make paying mines.

There are four large general merchan­
dise stores, one good exclusive hardware 
house, two hanks, and two large hotels. 
There are three saw mills, one smelter, 
two brick yards. There are three livery 
stables, three blacksmith shops, seven car­
pentering and contracting firms, and nu­
merous mining contractors.

There are two bakeries, three restau 
rants, two meat markets, one lodging 
house, two confectionary stores, three to­
bacco and cigar stands, three billiard 
hails, and fifteen saloons.

There arc two drug stores, oue insu­
rance agent, one tailor, one boot and 
shoe maker, two barbers, one jeweler, 
one gun-smith, one dress-maker, two 
news depots, and several laundries.

There is one water wagon, one express 
wagon; there are three painters, three as­
say offices, and oue mattress and furni­
ture factory.

There are four lawyers, four physicians, 
and numerous conveyancers and notaries 
public.

There are two ice houses and a large 
number of wood yards.

One wagon shop, one stage and express 
office, five ore cabinets, one photograph 
gallery, one hook and ladder company, 
one military company, aimed.

Roads to the saw-mills are splendid, 
nnd lumber can be procured on short no­
