Itis certain that the
people Lhave been grossly and persistent-
ly imposed upon. Animals daily pass
over the range and even now we only re-
eeive a tri weekly mail over this route.
What a farce thisis! Indeed, is it not
something more than a farce? Is it not
actual peril to the future interests of our
section? Is it possible that the so-called
“mail contracts” are contracts only with
the government and are not in the least
binding on the part ef the contractor?
Can it be that we are thus left at the mer-
ey of men who can hold our mails for
months by the exercise of their majestic
will, and by so doing incur no severer
penalty than the stoppage of their pay
for work that has not been performed?
We say no; somebody should suffer for
allowing such a shameful state of things,
with no shadow of an excuse other than
that they feel so inclined. When the
people demand an explanation, the an-
awer has been: ““We don’t have to.”
In these four words lies the secret.
There is no compulsion and so long as
this is the case, just so long will we be
dictated to and in & measure ruled by
mail contractors ans their hirelings. The
contractors on the route between Rico
and Rockwood have forfeited every right
to respectful consideration; they can
either throw up the contract or else ful-
fil it to the letter hereafter.

~  BLAINE'S BIOGRAPHY.

He wasborn at Indian Hill farm, West
Brownsville, Washington county, Pennsyl-
vania,January 31, 1830. His great grand-
father, Ephraim Blaine, was a Colonel in
the Pennsylvania line, and Commissiary
General dnring the Revolutionary war,or,
at least, that period from 1778 to 1783.
James G. Blaine was educated principally
in Washington county, though he lived, for
a time, during his boyhood, in the family,
at Lancaster,Ohio, of that eminemnt states-
man, Thomas Ewing, late Secretary of the
UnitedStates Treasury. ~ With his cousin,
the present General Thomas Ewing, he
was for a time under the tutelage of an
Englishman named William Lyons, a broth-
er of the elder Lord Lyons, and uncle of
the late British Minister at Washington.
After a few courses of study at Washing-
ton College, Pennsylvania, which he enter-
ed in 1883, where he was specially distin-
guished for his mathematical ability, he
graduated in 1847.

His first vocation was teaching, becom-
ing a professor in the Western Military
Institute, at Georgetown, Kentncky, a few
miles from Lexington.

irrigation, for which the streams afford
great facilities, it will prove one of the
best agricultural regions in the State.
The county has very many mines of sil-
ver and gold, and extensive beds of the
finest coking coal; but its lack of rail-

road facilities, the great distance which
must be traversed by the teams employed
in transporting ore and coal to the near-
est railroad station, in consequence of
the necessity of going around the mount-
ains, whose lowest passes are about 12,
000 feet, and whose sides are generally
precipitous, have made its rich mines so
nearly unprofitable that the county, which
was organized in 1881, has not grown
rapidly. There is some prospect of a
railroad to Rico the present season; but
whether from Durango or from Montrose
is not yet quite settled. By either route
there must be long detours. If it 1sbuilt,
the mineral output, instcad of being, as
it was in 1883 about $200,000 for Lullion,
and $7,000 or $8,000 for coal, would ag-
gregate at least a million.

At present, the Newman group of
mines, owned and worked by the Marr’s
Consolidated Mining Company of Den-
ver, is one of the largest in Dolores
County, though now idle on account of
litigation. Other mines, however, give
promise of greater yield. In April, 1884,
the Pasadena Smelting and Mining Comp-
any of St. Louis decided definitely to lo-
cate their works at Rico, and as their pro-
cesses are well adapted to the compara-
tively low-grade ores of Dolores County,
and their rates of reduction are low, this
is likely to give a great impulse to the
mining business there. The population
of Dolores County in 1883 was estimated
at 3,000; its assessment valuation in 1883
was $532,310. The principal towns are
Rico, the county seat, with 950 inhabi
tants in 1883; Bowen and Dolores, small
villages.

Gen. H. P. Bearce Killed.

Gen. H, P. Bearce, a well known Cole-
rado mining man, was shot on Friday
evening of last week at the Twin Lakes
toll-gate, 12 miles from Leadville, by S.
M. Derry. The General has visited Rico
and is known to many of our people. A
dispatch of Friday says:

The general is one of the owners of the
Hussey placr claim, adjoining the Derry
farm, and a contest has teen waging in
the courts for some time between the
placer company and the Derry family,the
General on several occasions having made
unavailing overtures toward a settlement.
To-day he was making a surveying detour
of the property with Mr. C.J. Moore.
Meeting Mr. Derry, he engaged in conver-
sation, and incidentally remarked that he
had perjured himself ia one of the court
trials which have been had. Derry walk-
ed away, without having made any angry
demonstcation. That was in the morning.
This evening, at the toll-gate, two miles
from the scene of this morning’s meeting,
the General and Mr. Moore, traveling in a
buggy,were accosted by Mr. Derry. The
letter asked General Bearce if he accused
him of perjury, and when he replied, i
think yoeu did,” Derry pulled a vistol feom
his coat pocket and commenced firing.
The General attempted to jump from the
huggy, but the first bullet caught him
just above the hip. It is not yet known
where it ledged, but the presumbtion is
that it ranged upward and will prove fatal.
Two pbysicians haye gone outto the
scene of the crime, but there is little pros-
pect that any news will be had from them
to-morrow.

Mr. Bearce died at 4 o’clock, Sunday
morning.

The truth is Ophir has been better
supplied all winter than any of her neigh-
bering camps and sold to them large
quantities of provisions. The stocks of
goods were replenished a month sgo by
freight brought in by Dave Wood’s outfit.
So far as Rico is concerned, we found
our own relief when it was needed, but
the necessity of auy action in this direc-
tion has long since ceased.

I A REMINISCENCE.

The right of ' Rjco’s Contribution to the Remoyal  from Rico.
Illd"ll!\ occasionally wander through the |

Of the Ute Indians.

June 15th,
to-morrow,

1881, just three years ago
is a day which will long be

the ten braye boys who fell in the Sierra
La Sal Indian fight. In the rush of busi-
ness and hum-bium of every day life since
then, the event has in a measure passed
away from the minds of all save the par
ticipants. It was in the month of May
thac the bands of renegade Indians com-
menced their depredations, which precip-
itated the trouble and late in that month
Dick May and John Thurman were killed
at their ranch on the lower Dolores, their
cabin was burned and their property ap-
propriated to the use of the Indians.
Parties of men started out from all over
this section to endeavor to recover the
stolen stock and Rico furnished quite a
little band to go out upon the frontier.
It is unnecessary to follow them in their
wanderings from Rico to Blue Mountains
where they struck the trail of the Indians,
who then took flight across the long
stretch of country between those mount

ains and the Sierra La Sal, their summer
camping ground. On the morning of the
15th of June, the boys, then 38 in num

ber, first came in sight of the Indians. It
was about half-past ecight a. m., and the
Indians had camped at the forks of Mill
creek, southwest of the Sierra La Sal’
mountains. The savages were then en-
gaged in packing up preparatory to leav-
ing camp and continuing their flight.
There were about 100 in all—Utes, Nava-
J and about 65 of this
number were warriors, the remaining 35
being old men and sqnaws. The Indi

were sighted from a mesa about
three-fourths of a mile distant, but the
Rico men were discovered before they
could conceal themselves and the Indians
left camp io tumultuous haste, leaving
behind them a large quantity of plunder
~hich had not yet placed on the pack
animals. The Rico boys followed and
crossed the northeast fork of Mill creek,
expecting to intercept the fugitives there,
but on arriving found that the trail pass-
ed up another creek. Then they went on
to the main fork of the creek and were
there bushwhacked by the Indians. None
of the whites were injured,but an answer-
ing fire wounded two Indians. After
this volley, the Indians continued their
flight and were followed by enly 17 of
the Rico party. About 12 m. they were
joined by the two Wilson boys who had

made a cow-camp in that vicinity. The
Indians had about 300 hoises, of which
number about 70 were horses stolen from
the settlers. The squaws with the pap-

ooses were driving what stock they could,

while the bucks retreated
fighting and giving way. About 140
horses broke from the main herd and
were captured by the whites. Passing
over the divide into Little Castle valley,
it was found that the Indians had made a
stand and at the first shot, Dave Willis
was Kkilled. Orders to dismount
given and in a little while the 19
were badly scattered and were under a
heavy cross fire. The 19 men expected
to be reinforced by those who were left
tehind, but they never came and in the
battle which was kept up until nignt-fall,
ten brave spirits were stilled forever.
The names of the killed were: Wiley Tar-
tar, Hardin Tartar, Jas. Heaton, Dave
Willis, Isadore Wilson, and his brother;
Hiram  Melvin, Jack Galloway, Tem
Click aud T. C. Taylor. Thebody of the
last named was never found, but his
death is of course certain. Just how the
killed met their death is, and always will
be a mystery, for the reason that not one
remained to tell the awful tale. Willis
the only man seen to fall; Taylor
was not found and the remaining eight
were found some hours after death, with-
in 30 feet of one another, lying in a ra-
vine.  Of the 19 men.in the battle only
six escaped unhurt; the lucky ones were
Chas. Bullock, Dick Curtis, Ike Stockton,
Billy Parks, W. H. Dawson and Tim Jen-
kins. Three were wounded: Jim Iall re
ceived a wound in the leg, the ball enter-
ing above ‘the knee and ranging down
through the knee, it came out half-way
between the knee and ankle.

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Temperature of the Earth Shown

In Deep Mines.
Engineering and Mining Journal.

At a rccent meeting of the American
Society of Civil Engincers, observations
on the temperature of the earth, shown
in deep mines, were presented by Messrs.
Hamilton Smith, Jr., and Edward B. Dor-
sey. Mr. Smith said that the temperature
cf the carth varies very greatly at differ-
ent localitics and in different geological
formations. There arc decided exeeptions
to the general law that the temperature
increased with the depth. At the New
Almaden quicksilver mine, in California,
at a depth of about 600 feet, the temper-
ature was very high—some 115 degrees;
but in the deepest part of the same mine,
1800 feet below the surface and 500 feet
below sea-level, the temperature is very
pleasant, probably less than 80 degrees.
At the Bureka mines, in California, the
air 1200 feet below the surface appears
nearly as cool as 100 feet below the sur
face. The normal temperature of the
earth at a depth of 50 or 60 feet is prob-
ably near the mean annual temperature
of the air at the particular place. At the
Comstock mines, some years since, the
miners could remain but a few moments
Ice

at a time, on account of the heat.
water was given them as an experiment;
it produced no ill effects, but men worked
to much better advantage; and since that
time, ice-water is furnished in all these
mines, and drank with apparently no bad
results.

Mr. E. B. Dorsey said that the mining
on the Comstock vein, Nevada, were ex-
eeptionally hot. At depths of from 1500
to 2000 feet, the thermometer placed in
a freshly drilled hole will show 130 deg.
Very large bodies of water have run for
years at 155 degrees and smaller bodies
at 170 degrees. The temperature of the
air is kept down to 110 degrees by forc-
ing in fresh air cooled over ice.

Captain Wheeler, of the U. 8. Engin-
eers,estimated the heat extracted annually
from the Comstock by means of the water
pumped out and cold air forced in, as
equal to that generated by the combustion
of 55,660 tons of anthracite coal, or
97,700 cords of wood.  Observations were
then given upon temperature at every
100 feet in the Forman shaft of the Over-
man mine, running from 53 degrees at a
depth of 100 feet to 121.2 degrees at a
depth of 2300 feet.

A table was presented, giving the tem
peratures of a large number of the deep
mines, tunnels and artesian wells.  The
two coolest mines or tunnels are in lime-
stone, namely, Chaharcillo mines and the
Mont Cenis tunnel; and the two hottest
are in trachyte and the “coal measures,”
namely, the Comstock mines in trachyte
and the South Balgray in ceal measures.
Mr. Dorsey considered that experience
showed that limestone was the coolest
formation.

Males vs. Females.
