Another Gold Excitement. 
A telegram from Grand Junction under 

date of May 14th, gives the following de,  
tails of another gold excitement, which 
seem very olentiful this year. Wonder 
if it is destined to follow in the foot-steps 
of its illustrious predecessors-Cceur 
d'Alene, Mount Pisgah, etc: 

Our people are greatly excited to-day 
over the finding of gold in the sands on 
the bank of Grand river. The yellow 
particles among the black sand have been 
observed by various persons ever since 
the valley was first settled, but no one 
thought anything about it until yesterday. 
Gus Hall, a blacksmith and the proverbi-
al tenderfoot, washed a panful yesterday 
evening, and found numerous colors. 
He showed it to the people, and at once 
proceeded to stake claims. To-day the 
whole town has been on the bank of the 
river washing the sand out of the dirt 
from an old well which the Denver & Rio 
Grande Company made a year ago. 
Many colors were obtained and also two 
small nuggets, one about as large as the 
head of a brass pin and the other about 
twice as large. A stranger sold one 
pennyweight and sixteen grains to the 
Mesa County Bank to-day. He would 
not give his name nor tell where he had 
obtained the gold. Many old miners con-
sider these prospects very promising, but 
whethet gold will be found in paying 
quantities remains to be seen. However, 
one thing is assured, it is the genuine ar-
ticle. 

A WESTERN clergyman was very anx-
ious to go to a circus. He thought if he 
only had some children lie would take 
them and thus make the satisfection of 
their curiosity a justification for his go-
ing with them. Having none, he called 
upon a brother clergyman who had a boy 
and tried to borrow him. The plan 
would pot work. The brother clergyman 
remarked. "I've waited a long time for 
my boy to get big-enough to go to a cis 
cus, and now I want to use him myself."

It deals with the subject in the 
wild enthusiastic way common to rail-
road guides when enticing immigration 
to a new country in which the R. R. is 
interested.

THE South Park succeeded in opening 
their road from Gunnison to Leadville, 
last week. For four months the road has 
been snowed under. The track was cov-
ered with packed snow twenty or thirty 
feet deep, and the work of clearing it 
was simply a herculean task. 

THE Montrose Messenger says that dur-
ing the first twelve days of May, Dave 
Wood paid $5,405.09 freight charges on 
the material received and handled at his 
place. This shows the handling of about 
20 car loads,or 400,000 pounds of freight.

mail Irregularities Between Rico 
and Rockwood. 

The contract for transporting the mails 
between Rico and Rockwood calls for the 
daily delivery of mail in both the places 
tuned (Sundays excepted), and we want 
to see this done or know the reason why. 
For the past four months the service can 
only be called such by courtesy, as the 
facts in the case do not raise it above the 
level of a semi-occasional accommodation 
line. So long as trains were not running 
over the Conejos range (February 2d to 
April 24th) and our eastern mail had all 
been diverted to another route, there was 
not the same imperative necessity for reg-
ular service, although we do not believe 
the contractors were in any way released 
from their obligation. Still, there was at 
least the appearance of an excuse and the 
people who had business with Durango 
and other points south, were compelled 
to wait the fitful fancy of the contractors 
to have their letters transmitted. Now, 
however, even this flimsy excuse is done 
away with and the same shameful state 
of affairs continues. A month ago to day 
trains commenced running regularly to 
Rockwood, and our eastern mail has been 
again ordered to its old accustomed route. 
Mr. Oscar Downtain, the division super-
intendent of the line, told us two months 
ago that so soon as trains commenced 
running, daily service would be resumed. 
The length of time consumed in making 
the round trip is ridiculous. As instances 
we learn that a return registry receipt 
came from Rockwood after an absence of 
ten days; a letter received last night from 
Durango was mailed there twelve days 
ago; the Durango papers are never less 
than a week old on their arrival and many 
do not reach here at all; and we naighi 
go on indefinitely. A case that struck 
pretty close home sv,as the discovery a few 
days ago that several bundles of the NEWS 
of various dates reaching back to Feb 16, 
and directed to Durango, Trimble, Pine 
River, Fort Lewis, Mancos, Dolores, and 
other southern Colorado postoffies and to 
Farmington, N. M., had never left the 
Rico office, although the carriers had re-
peatedly been directed to take them. We 
don't blame Ferd and Ed. Frank for not 
carrying more  than ten pounds of mail 
and waiting several days at each end and 
in the middle of the route if they are not 
required to, but we do blame Downtain 
for not putting on men enough to fulfil 
the contract. We made private arrange-
ments to have our southern mail taken 
out, but we don't want to pay both gov 
ernment and individual. 

During the month of February there 
were made 5 round trips; during March, 
7; during April. 9. and so far in May, 8-
a total of 29 trips,when there should have 
been about 100. Of course these failures 
are reported, but the game lately seems 
to have been to leave Rockwood (the head 
of the route) daily on time and go as far 
as they comfortably can. We understand 
that Mr. Downtain contemplates coming 
into Rico with a petition stating that it 
was impossible to make the trips and ask-
ing the department to please be so kind 
as to remit the accumulated fines. But 
we greatly mistake the temper of Rico 
people if he has not reckoned without his 
host. Generally they sign everything-
we sometimes think they sign their own 
death-warrants, if couched in plausible 
•phrase-but the man who would put his 
name to such a document, knowing the 
facts, must be a brilliant specimen. 

The postal laws say that a contractor 
may be fined for failure three times the 
amount he would have received had he 
made the trip; in this case we cannot find 
out how much that is. Freight teams 
and pack animals, and horses have made 
the trip, and even if it had to be carried 
on foot, there are plenty of men in the 
country to do it at fair wages. Since the 
mail was directed by way of Montrose, 
three men, on a triweekly route, have 
packed and sledded all the mail into Rico, 
and to-day there is not a pound of delayed 
mail between here and Sargent's, while 
between here and Rockwood, a supposed 
daily route, there lie more than 2,000 
pounds. 

If Mr. Downtain is acting under in-
structions from the contractor, George V. 
Meserole, the latter deserves to be fined 
to the extent of the law; if he is not, Mr. 
Meserole can save himself money and an-
noyance by looking into the matter. If 
they can't or wont carry the mail, others 
will; let them either shoot or give up the 
gun. We are tired of this monkey-work. 

A Dead Horsethief. 
Sheriff Joe Smith, of Conejos county, 

is one of the most fearless officers in the 
state and often has an opportunity to 
distinguish himself. Other officers, 
doubtless just as courageous, have not 
the same class of criminals to deal witn. 
His latest exploit was the killing of a 
horsethief in Rio Arriba county, N. M., 
last week, the particulars of which we 
take from the telegraphic colums of the 
Denver Tribune of the 18th: . 

Information was received at the United 
States Marshal's office, in this city, last 
evening, giving the facts of the killing 
of a desperado named W. S. Floyd, alias 
William Wardell, alias Taylor, alias Si-
mons. The tragic affair occurred in Rio 
Artiba county, New Mexico, and was 
committed by ex-Sheriff Joe Smith. of 
Conejos, who acted in the capacity of a 
Deputy United States Marshal. 

W. S. Floyd, who was killed while re-
sisting an officer, was indicted at Wichita 
Kansas, by the United States District At-
torney, September 3, 1883, for stealing 
nine head of cow ponies from a native of 
the Osage Mission, Indian Territory, 
named Wah Shon-She-Wah-She-Shonton. 
Floyd escaped from the Indian Nation 
with the confiscated stock and come to 
Colorado. He was detected at Pagosa 
Springs, Conejos county, early last win-
ter, but owing to the unusually heavy 
snow blockade the United States officers 

were unable to reach Pagosa and arrest 
Floyd before he took his flight further 
west. 

A few days ago Deputy Marshal Smith, 
who is known in this city as a brave and 
fearless officer, went to Pagosa to find 
Floyd, but learned that his man had 
flown into Arriba county, New Mexico, 
going by wa of Durango. Into that iso-
lated and sTarsely settled region the 
plucky officer, accompanied by a posse, 
pushed his way, determined to bring in 
his man dead or alive. In what is known 
as Precinct No. 20, or near the little Mex-
ican town of Flora Vista, which is just 
north of the Callon Amarillo, Marshal 
Smith and his party came upon Floyd in 
camp on May 1$. The desperado was 
surprised to see the officers approaching 
and seemed to realise that he was in dan-
ger of capture, for he dropped under coy 
er and proceeded to fortify his position 
as if by natural instinct. Smith ordered 
him to surrender, but Floyd's only ans-
wer was a shot from his revolver. Smith 
and his colleagues opened fire, and by 
accurate aim shot Floyd dead. 

Launching of The Rico, 
According to programme the owners of 

the "Rico" (which we improperly dubbed 
the "Water Witch" last week) made ar-
rangements for the departure down the 
aver on Sunday morning last and at 
about 9:30 a large crowd assembled at 
the Piedmont bridge to see the fun. The 
breaking of the customary champagne 
bottle was not omitted in the naming of 
the boat and wishing her "God speed" en 
her romantic voyage down the swift and 
foatning river. We say the breaking of 
the bottle, because we have substantial 
evidence that its contents were devoted 
to a more useful purpose than wetting a 
boat, namely wetting a whistle. Shortly 
after the time mentioned, and the re• 
sounding cheers of the assembled multi-
tude and the echo of a parting volley of 
shOts from the hip-pocket adornments of 
the crowd, the "Rico" shot swiftly from 
her moorings and was bounding away on 
the billow. Messrs Jas. Burns and Ar-
thur Ewing, the manipulators of the 
craft, sent back a parting shout and wav-
ed their red bandannas as a signal of a 
departure which would last for a couple 
of weeks or so.' But they were doomed 
to a damp disappointment and a speedy 
restoration to the arms of the girls they 
left behind them, for while rounding the 
first curve, about 100 yards below the 
bridge, the craft became unmanageable 
and shooting toward the right bank, jam-
med itself between a huge boulder and 
the rocks on the shore. The rushing cur 
rent made a leap into the boat and in less 
than three seconds the Rico was lost to 
sight. Not so with the gallant mariners, 
who rose from the cold embrace of the 
Dolores and speedily sought the shore, to 
see their stock of provisions and what 
had been dry goods tumble down stream. 
Nothing was seen of the bottled goods 
and it was hoped that they had remained 
in the hold, but subsequent investigation 
ruthlessly dispelled any such delusive 
hope. All efforts to free the boat and 
raise her to the surface proved futile; 
George Sanborn managed to insert a 
piece of heavy timber under her prow and 
made heroic efforts to budge the craft, 
until suddenly the timber snapped and 
George took a header into the stream, 
and many others were more or less im-
mersed. As a denier reasort, a hammer 
and drill were brought into requisition 
and a hole was drilled into the boulder 
and fired. This only partially shattered 
the obstruction and the enormous weight 
of water on the boat prevented raising 
It. 	Finally, a half hitch was taken with 
a rope over one end of the boat and with 
the aid of several men on the other side 
of the stream it was pulled across and 
landed, much the worse for wear, having 
sprung several leaks. The voyagers, of 
course had to postpone the trip and have 
devoted most of the week in making 
their vessel sea-worthy. Their ardor, 
however, is not dampened by the mishap.  
(it is. by the way, about the only thing 
that was not) and they start again. 

A YEAR ago the signal men on the 
summit of Pike's Peak received their first 
visitor in March, and on the 6th of May 
the first party ascended the trail. As yet 
this season no person, other than the sig-
nal men, has been able to reach the sum 
mit, and the trail will hardly be passable 
for visitors to the Peak before June 1st. 
Already the rocks an the summit begin 
to show from out the deep snow-drifts, 
but there is an immense accumulation yet 
to be disposed of, and the chances are 
good for every visitor to the Peak this 
season to enjoy the luxury of a snow-eat.
