The Blockade over Westward.

Said the Montrose Messenger: A tre-
mendous storm broke loose on the moun-
tains last Sunday night, the snow falling
so deep as to block the trains on Marshall
Pass. Here in the Uncompahgre valley
we have been having rains and spring like
weather.  From what we can learn, the
storm in the mountains is very bad. The
snow fell to the depth of five feet on a
‘level and the delay to trains will be of
indefinite length. A long snow shed was
broken down by the weight of snow and
the road is very badly blocked for several
miles. Trains from the west only run to
Sargents, and from the east to Poncha.

The Muldoon ascribes the blockade to
‘‘a rock slide in the Royal Gorge of Black
Cafion, asmash up near Poncha and two
engines off the track on the east side of
Marshall Pass.”

The Guniison Review- Press says:

“The snow blockade o Marshall Pass
continues. It is now four days since the
last train came across the range but there
is no telling when there will be another.
There is snow In every direction and it is
still sifting down on us with no immediate
prospect of letting up. At Crested Butte
it is probably five feet deep, from eight
io ten feet at Irwin and fully as deep at
Gothic. At Cochetopa it was reported
two feet deep yesterday, and it was also
two feet deep at Sargents, at the foot of
the west slope of Marshall Pass. At the
summit and on either side of the range
the fierce wind has drifted the snow so
badly that it lies from ten to fifteen feet
deep. Across the Pass the road is block-
ed for at least 25 miles, and since a fierce
storm is raging to-day, no one can imag-
ine what additional difficulties will have
to be encountered before the opening of
the road. While many of the snow sheds
were reported to be drifted full yesterday,
it is said to-day that some of them have
fallen in, which will make the task of re-
moving the debris one necessarily slow
and annoying.

Nearly all the east-bound passengers
who have been lying at .Sux'gunts have
been brought here, and will remain until
the snow embargo on Marshall Pass is
removed. Some are going back to Salt
Lake and will go east over the Union
Pacific.”

Rico has not been alone in the delay of
mails, etc., the past week. All San Juan
tewns have suffered more or less.

Instead of the present agitation of the
subject of renting the arid lands along
the eastern base of the Rocky Mountains,
now used as pastoral lands to the few
hundred owners that now occupy them,
in order to gather a few dollars into the
Public Treasury, would it not be better
for the National Treasury, and for the
people at large, to now take steps to-
wards the watering of these lands? The
region, from 200 to 800 miles in width,
laying along the eastern slope of the
mountains, from Mexico to the Dominion,
if properly irrigated, would be the finest
and most desirable portion of the Ameri-
can continent.

| The neglect to file proof of labor,” where
! the same has been faithfully performed,
| would not render the claim legzlly open
to relocation, but thie record can easily be
made immediately after the working of
the assessment, and might be difficult to
establish months afterward if a dispute
should srise in reference thereto. We
have recently noticed the rights of co-own-
ers of a property, and how each owner’s
right can be protected where a single
owner alone has borne the expense of the
annual laber.

We wish to call attention to another
point which frequently arises and is puz-
zling to the parties in interest. Suppose
there are three equal owners of a claim,
and one of them performs all the labor
himself or has it done at his individual
expense, and notified his partners to this
effect. Now; if one of the remaining
partners pays his full proportion ef the
assessment and the other refuses so t» do,
his interest would be forfeited to the per-
son doing the work, and would not be
joint property, even if the partner who
had paid his proportion, but had not done
any work, should tender to his remaining
partner the one-half price of the labor on
the one third interest that had been for-
feited. On this point Morrison’s “Mining
Rights” says: “The presumption in law is
always against forfeiture, aund the party
who claims 1t must be prepared to make
his proof in such case; therefore, besides
recording the notice, with affidavit of pub-
lication, the party should make declara-
tion of the facts in the case under which
he claims forfeit, verify and record the
.same, not that such of itself would be ev-
dence, but as furnishing notice to pur-
chasers and also a record which the Land
Office would doubtless receive in applica-
tions for patents or upon adverse clalms.”

The foliowing letter, desecribing that
beautiful country—Southern California.
was lately received Ly D. R. Clay from
his father:

B4NTA ANN4, Calfornia,
December 21, 1884. 2

‘When I left off we were at Los Angeles
and had described our trip out and safe
arriyal, had a nicely furnished room at $7
a week, had been to the beach at Santa
Monaca and made myself comfortable by
sitting in the warm sun, watching the
boys swimming and diving in the big
waves, which were rolling and breaking
as high as one’s head and the boys were
rolling, scufiling and playing on the warm
sandy beach. Before we left home we
decided to visit this Santa Anna country
and so after spending ten days around
Los Angeles, (and, by the way, the pret-
tiest surroundings we ever imagined a
city could have) and left the city a week
ago last Friday and came here, 33 miles
southeast, and yet a 100 miles from Lower
California and Old Mexico. We would
like to go by team down through San
Diego county to San Diego City, which
is close to the south line of California
and a very nice climate and newer than
this to American or Yankee visitors.
There are a great many Mexicans, or
“‘greasers” down that way.

We are well satisfied with this country
and climate and have. probably coeme to
stay. It is winter here now (so they say)
and if this is winter we can stand it; it is
about like our September in Wyoming.
For-about three weeks we hardly saw a
cloud, but last Sunday it clouded up a
little and sprinkled here and snowed on
the Sierra Nevadas, a hundred miles to
the northeast. There is not much land
that one can depend upon for a crop ex-
cept such as can be watered from ditches.

Wood and coal is high and poor, but
we don’t have much use for heat. Willow
cul in stove-wood lengths is $9 per cord:
oak is $12. Best flour, $2.50 a hundred
and vegetables cheap. Chinamen do the
'gardening here and bring vegetables to
the houses. Oranges and lemons are one
cent each, but we go just across the street
and pick all we want free. They are the
seeond growth and were green when the
main crop was gathered.

' Squashes grow larger than any man
man can lift. About here and Los Ange-
les land is too high to buy and work to
any profit. Nicely improved places are
held at $500 to $1000 an acre. All such
places have nice buildicgs and richly
adorned with ornamental trees, shrubbery
and fruit trees and vines, yielding per
acre from two to five hundred dollars
In fruit. Two or three miles out of town
uncultivated lard is one to three hundred
dollars.  We may go 20 or 25 miles out
of town and keep bees in some nice little
valley. Some years cattle and sheep suf-
fer in the cafions and foot-hills for want
of water and fires burn the dry brush and
timber. = Small valleys and big side hills

The Reported Abandonment.

A very cheerful rumor was current on
the streets last evening, namely that the
officials of the D. & R. G. had declared
that they would not throw a shovelful of
snow te clear the snow blockade on the
Conejos range and would abandon the
line from Alamesa to Silverton until the
sun thawed the snow. This report gain-
ed currency from the following letter:’

Rockwoop, Colo., Dec. 29, 1884.
F. L. THOMPSON,
Rico, Colo.:—

The mail that goes out to-day is the last
back mail and the Lord only knews when
we will receiye another. No effortis now
being made to open the Conejos range,
but if the storm ever stops they will try
and open the same. There is now ten
snow slides between Elk Park and Silver
ton from ten to twenty feet deep, and
more to follow. Hoping to hear from
you in the spring, I remaiu,

: Truly yours,
MasoN Jackson. P. M.

This letter-indicates in plain language
that so soon as the storm then raging
ceased that the range would be opened
and the track cleared, but after passing
through the mouths of several persons,
the situation grew alarming. We hasten
to correct any false impressions that may
haye gained ground. Mr. Grigsby, of the
stage line, who left Rockwnod after the
above letter was written; states that im-
mediately after the storm ceased, every
available engine on the line from Alamo-
sa to Durango was ordered to the range
to assist in bucking snow and that large
crews of men were at work. It was ex-
pected that a through train from Denver
would reach Durango early in the week—
Monday or Tuesday. The idea that the
San Juan branch (several hundred miles
long) would be abandoned because of a
snow blockade on a small portion of the
line, is absurd. The company could not
afford to do it. They could Lave found a
more convenient nlace to store railroad
iron and cross-ties, if that had been the
sole purpose of the road. They put the
track down to operate over it, and will do
so—not for any particular love for the
people of San Juan, or from any motives
of humanity, but simply because it is to
their business interests.

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A BUFFALO HUNT. i

A Great Herd Chased Hundreds
of Miles and Thousands of
Animals Killed.

Montana €orrespondence New York Sun.

People living near Glendive, Montana,
were surprised the other day by hearing a
loud tramping, and through the clouds of
dust kicked up they discoveired a herd of
buffalo making at a mad pace for the riv-
er. The animals appeared to be well-
nigh run down, but many of them were
furious. As they came to the bank of
the Yellowstone they plunged in pell-mell
one on top of the other, and for a time
it looked as though many of them wonld
be killed, but nearly all got out wuninjur-
ed. They had hardly reached the other
side, when a yelling, swearing crowd of
white'men and Indians came up on foam-
covered horses. They paused here long
enough to get refreshment, and then re-
sumed the chase.

There were four or five hundred biffa-
loes in the herd, and they were making
for British America as fast as their legs
would carry them. From the hunters it
was learned that the hunt began in Dako-
ta, on the Cannon Ball River, where not
less than 5,000 of the animals werc found
grazing, A few of the men had followed
them the entire distance, but although
the party that passed here numbered only
thirty, its members estimated that first to
Jast 800 or 400 men had taken part in the
slaughter. Some of the men who started
out with the original party had remained
behind at various points to secure the
hides, and others, who only joined in for
the sport, had dropped out after satisfy-
ing themselves with the chase. The ra-
pidity with which these magnificent ani-
mals are slaughtered is shown by the fact
that the hunters passing through here said
they would have the hides of tlie remnant
of the herd before reaching the boundary
line.

Probably this is one of the last big buf-
falo hunts that will ever occur in this
country. The Indian, now that he is as-
sured of enough to eat at the agencies, is
as reckless in his slaughter of the bison
a8 the white man. He seems to consider
the game a8 nearly extinct, and he goes
in recklessly with the idea of having all
the sport he can before the end is reached.
The wanton destruction of this herd has
caused great indignation throughout the
entire section traversed, but as it seems
to be the policy to exterminate the bison
nothing will be done about it.
