quiring correspondents:

Rico is situated in the heart of the Do­
lores mining camp, in the new county of 
Dolores. This miuiug town and camp is 
a part of what is known as the Great San 
,luan Mining Region. Rico is distant 
from various points, viz:
From Durango, 45 miles.

Silverton, 05 “
Ouray. 75 “
Lake City, 75 “
Ophir, 22 “
Sau Miguel, 30 “

Fare from Durango to Rico, via stage 
and horse-back transportation, ten dol 
lars. Fine American horses and ponies 
are kept on the line, to connect with the 
stage line.

Express and pack trains run regular to 
Rico. Express trains make round trips 
between Durango and Rico in live days. 
Freight pack trains make round trips in 
six and seven days.

We cannot, give with accuracy, the pop­
ulation, as it varies with the changes of 
the seasons of the year. It is now esti­
mated at 1,500. During the present sum­
mer and coming fall, the population will 
doubtless increase to 3,000. Of this 
number, there will he fully 1,000, or, per­
haps 1,200, who will locate as permanent 
citizens of Rico and Pioneer Mining Dis­
trict.

Rico is a rich camp, with a good reputa 
tion, of which it is deserving.

Wc have at hand a great abundance of 
w a t e r , w o o d  and COAL.

Water is being taken through the prin 
cipal streets of the city, and much im­
provement is being made generally. A 
large number of new buildijigs are in 
course of erection, and many more to be 
commenced soon.

The number of mines and prospects io 
cated in the camp, counted over 3,200 
last’fall, and we are safe to assert that 
there are over 3,500 mines and prospects, 
each and all of which have been develop 
ed more or less, with shafts, tunnels, ad­
its, etc., varying in depth from 10 to 200 
and 300 feet. There are twenty three 
paying mines, and a large number of ore 
producing mines, which development 
will make paying mines.

Rico has a money-order postoffice, and 
was compelled to be made such within a 
•horter time after the establishment of 
the office than any other postoffice in the 
United States, on account of the great 
demand and increased call for money or­
der business.

There is one newspaper published in

Rico, and the second one is on the road.
INDIANS.

There are no Indians at or near Rico, 
and we are in no more danger from In­
dians than are the people of Massachu­
setts or Vermont.

Rico is well managed by efficient corps 
of city and county officers.

The streets of Rico are being graded, 
cut and filled, and sidewalks are to be 
built according to ordinances, on the bus­
iness streets. A dollar of Rico scrip has 
always been worth a dollar of greenback, 
gold or silver money, and is as good to­
day.

In the Dolores valley, along the river, 
above and below Rico, a water power 
may he had, which will supply the requi­
site for any kind, of machinery in the 
known world.

There is enough saw-timber around Ri­
co to build a city of several square miles.

PEOPLE OF THE EAST,
You can not foim an idea of Rico or 

the Dolores Carbonate Camp, by taking 
into consideration the diminutive size of 
the representative paper (the N e w s ), nor 
can you form an idea from the limited 
amount of advertising in its columns. 
This is a comparatively new country, 
though rapidly being settled up by peo­
ple from the center and four corners, aud 
from all over the world. Ninety-nine per 
cent of the people who come to Rico, 
Colorado, or the West, are those of lim­
ited means, seeking fortune in new and 
fresh fields. The other one-hundredth 
may be called the representation of capi­
tal from various parts of the world. This 
proportion of capital cannot well support 
a large circulation in the East, of a new 
paper in a new western mining camp. 
In Rico there are but few merchants and 
business men, compared to the Dumber 
of people iu the camp, yet while there is 
room for more business and business 
men. most every branch of business is 
well represented here, as may be seen 
above by the enumeration of the several 
classes of business. All who do business 
do not see fit to advertise, though the 
greater number of Rico’s business men 
do advertise. When these facts are con­
sidered there needs be no surprise at see 
ing a small paper printed in a large camp.

Rights of Alien Miners.
As a number of men who are not citi­

zens of the United States are engaged in 
prospecting it may be well for them to 
know that an alien may make a location 
and dispose of it, provided he becomes a 
citizen before disposing of the mine. 
Proof that the party was not a citizen be­
fore disposing of his claim must be affirm­
atively shown.

Locators and intermediate owners other 
than applicants will not be presumed to 
be aliens in the absence of allegation or 
objection prior to issuance of patent.

The portion of a raining claim sold to 
an alien cannot be patented while such 
owner is an alien: but on his declaration 
to become a citizen his right dates hack

First Term of the Dolores County 
Court.

On last Monday the County Court of 
Dolores county, was convened for the 
first time, Judge L. V. Rosser presiding. 
There are eleven cases pending. None of 
the cases were ready for trial, and the 
court was adjourned to 9 o’clock Wednes­
day.

There are four terms of the county 
court each year, beginning the first Mon­
day of March, June, September, and De­
cember. •

For probate business the last Monday 
of each month in the year is a term.

The following Rules of the County 
Court were announced and ordered to be 
placed on record:
RULES OF THE COUNTY COURT OF DOLORES 

COUNTY.
Rule 1. Wednesday of each week i 

shall be devoted to hearing motions and 
demurrers,at which time either party may 
call up a motion or demurrer for the pur 
pose of having it disposed of, provided 
written noticeof the samesliall have been 
given and filed 24 hours previously. 
Causes at issue may he set down for tri­
al by the request of either party, on this 
day, and at none other.

Rule 2. Upon the sustainingof ade- 
murrer or motion, or upon the oyer-rul­
ing of a motion or demurrer, the oppo­
site party shall plead by 12 o’clock noon 
ot the next Saturday, uniess for good 
cause the court shall grant further time.

R u le  3. Causes shall be taken up and 
tried in the order in which they have 
been set down, and any cause not tried 
when reached for trial in its order, shall 
be placed at the foot of the docket.

R ule 4. Civil causes appealed from 
the justices of the peace courts, must be 
docketed by the appellant within ten days 
after filing transcript in this court, and if 
the appellant shall fail to pay costs and 
docket his cause within said time, the ap­
pellee may pay the costs and have the 
cause docketed and apply to the court 
for a rule on the appellant to refund the 
costs paid by the appellee within such 
time as may be fixed by the court.

Rule 5. Litigants shall pay costs 
made by them at the time the same ac­
crues, or else advance such sum at the 
time of commencing each suit, or before 
being permitted to defend, as the clerk 
shall think sufficient.

How a Chinaman Rides a Broncho.

When a Chinaman does most anything 

in his own peculiar Oriental style, it is 
pretty apt to attract attention; but when 
he gets on a bucking broncho with the 
cheerful assurance of a man who under­
stands his business and lias been convers­
ant with the ways of the broncho for over 
two thousand years, the great surging 
mass of humanity benses to surge, and 
stands with bated breath and watches the 
exhibition with unflagging interest.

A Chinaman does not grab the hit of 
the broncho and yank it around until the 
noble steed can see thirteen new and pe­
culiar kinds of fireworks, or kick him in 
the stomach and knock his ribs loose, or 
swear at him till the firmament gets loose 
and begins to roll together like a scroll, 
hut he does his hair up in an Oriental wad 
behind and jabs ft big hair-pin into it and 
smiles, and. says something like what a 
Guinea hen would say if she got excited 
and tried to repeat one of Bjoernstjerne 
Bjoernson’s poems backward in his native 
tongue. Then he gets on the wrong side 
and slides into the saddle, making a re­
mark as though something inside of him 
had broken loose, and then the grand dif­
ficulty begins. At first the broncho seems 
surprised and temporarily rattled intellec­
tually, and he stands idly in the glad sun­
light and allows his mental equilibrium 
to wobble back into its plase while the 
Chinaman makes some observations that 
sound like flic distant harmony of a Han­
cock club going home at 2 o’clock a. m., 
and all talking at one and the same time. 
By-and-by the broncho shoots athwart the 
sunny sky like a thing of life, and comes 
down with all his legs in a cluster like a 
hunch of asparagus, and with a great deal 
of force and expression. This movement 
throws the Chinaman’s liver into the north­
west corner of the thorax and his upper 
left hand duodessimo into the middle of 
the subsequent week, hut he don't com­
plain. He opens his mouth and breathes 
in all the atmosphere that the rest of the 
universe can spare, and readjusting his 
shirt-tail so that it will have the correct 
inclination toward the horizon, he gently 
tickles the broncho on the starboard quar­
ter with the cork sole of his corpulent 
shoe. This mirth-provoking movement 
throws the broncho into the wildest hys­
terics, and for twenty minutes the spec­
tators don’t see anything very distinctly; 
The autumn sunlight seems to be mixed 
up with blonde bronebo, and the softened 
haze of October seems fraught with pale 
blue shirt-tail and disturbed Chinaman, 
moving in an irregular orbit, and occa­
sionally throwing off meteoric articles of 
apparel and pre historic chunks of igneous 
profanity of the vintage of Confucius, 
marked B. C. 18C0. When the sky clears 
up a little the Chinaman’s hair has come 
down and hangs in wild profusion about 
his olive features. The hem of his shirt 
flap is seen to be very much frayed, like 
an American flag that has snapped in the 
breeze for thirteen weeks. He finds also 
that he has telescoped his spinal column 
and jammed two ribs through the right 
superior duplex, and he has two or three 
vertebra? floating about through his sys­
tem that he don’t know what to do with. 
The casual observer can see that the Chi­
naman is a robust ruin, while the broncho 
is still in a good state of preservation. 
But the closing scene is still to come. The 
broncho summons all his latent energy, 
and humping his back up into the exhila­
rating atmosphere, he shoots forward 
with great earnestness and the most reck­
less abandon, and when he once more bi­
sects the earth’s orbit and jabs his feet 
into the trembling earth, a shapeless mass 
of brocaded silk and coarse black hair, 
and taper nails aud Celestial shirt-tail and 
Oolong profanity and disorganized Chi­
nese remains, and shattered Oriental shirt- 
destroyer, comes down apparently from 
the New Jerusalem, and the Coroner goes 
out on the street to get six good men and 
a chemist and they analyze the collection. 
They reported that deceased came to his 
death by reason of concussion supposed 
to have been induced by his fall from the 
outer battlements of the sweet by and by:

“ There is a vast difference between 
mining and prospecting. A good pros­
pector is rarely-a good miner, and a first- 
class miner, one who understands ail the 
details of his business, is seldom if ever 
successful in searching for mines: The 
former, without capital or assistance 
plunges into the mountains and there in 
the solitude ot the wilderness, often ex­
posed to deadly and unexpected dangers, 
patiently and diligently seeks for such 
evidence of mineral wealth as nature in 
her great subterranean laboratory may 
have drawn to the surface.

He origin­
ates nothing; he seeks for gold an silver, 
which, like truth, is always good, when 
ever and by whatever means discovered. 
But mining is an art—we often think by 
the ignorance displayed—a lost art. It 
cannot be acquired in a month or a year, 
for as the astronomer and scientist 
watches the heavens, and by the velocity 
and direction of the wind, the hues and 
forms of the clouds, tell when and where 
the storm will burst, and the sunshine 
smile; so the experienced miner delves in 
tlie depths of the earth studies the color, 
the formation, the texture of tlie stone 
which surrounds him, and from the “ tes­
timony of tlie rocks” follows their silent 
directions to unseen bonanzas. In every 
country the matters of precisive metal 
bearing ore differs. The same rule will 
almost universally apply to different dis­
tricts, and when this is discovered, one 
may easily imagine the great experience 
required to estimate with any degree of 
correctness the probable richness or ex­
tent of ore bodies. The pathway over 
which lie must pass to meet his highest 
success is as yet problematical and full of 
uncertainty. It is a study of a lifetime, 
in which the application is hard, unre­
mitting physical labor, in which no mart 
of ordinary mental faculties will ever 
rise pre-eminent. Our ablest mining 
men were never prospectors, and yet to 
the brave and hardy pioneer we owe the 
great discoveries which has made the Pa­
cific Coast the mineral treasure house of 
the world, and to his energy, his courage 
aud perseverance we say “ all hail.”— 
Tombstone Nugget.

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Toil-Road Tangle.
As indicated in our last the county 

commissioners and a committee saddled 
up their horses and went over the .pro 
posed new road-, so as to form some idea 
of its practicability. They report that a 
better bed for a mountain wagon-road 
never existed; that it is a shorter and less 
expensive route than the Scotch Creek 
fiasco, and that it can be more easily kept 
open in winter, as it is on a hill side and 
snow will be less apt to lie on it. The 
road will very probably be commenced 
within the next ten days, either by the 
commissioners or private individuals, as 
two separate schemes are now underway. 
Mr. Lamb has said that he would make 
the people of Rico sick of the toll-road 
question. We are inclined to think that 
the mutton-head referred to will have to 
get down on his marrow-bones to Rico 
before we are done with him. It won’t 
be the first time he has been down on his 
knees, either. •

Turning in the other direction we find 
everything booming. After copying our 
recent item stating that an immense force 
of men were at, work on the road coming 
in from Ouray and that stages would he 
inn over it when completed, the Record 
asks these questions: ■ ■ •
’ “ What is the matter with the Scotch 

Greek Toll Road Company? Is Ouray to 
be allowed to take the Rico travel and 
ores away from Durango?”

To the first question we would answer 
that at last accounts the company (J. P. 
Lamb & J. P. Lamb) was engaged in ped­
dling onions on the sheets of Durango at- 
two hits a bunch. To the last we will 
say that until such lime as the lower road 
is completed Ouray will get the larger 
share of Rico travel and ores. AVe see in 
a Ouray paper the following advertise­
ment: -‘Meats’ Toll Road from Ouray .to 
San Miguel will he completed July 1, and 
to Rico August 1. Freighters can make 
their contracts accordingly, as the road 
will positively he completed by above 
dates." The energy with which work is 
being pushed shows that it will he done. 
Blake & Meserole will run the stage line. 
The two Georges are gentlemen and will 
have gentlemanly agents: no Younglove 
need apply. It is a round-about way, 
but a good road more than compensates 
for the loss in distance. . ..

A few weeks ago we suggested the pos­
sibility of a road from Silverton to Ophir. 
This road is now under way and will be 
completed soon. AVe clip from the La 
Plata Miner an item on this subject:
- "J. II. Mountain, President of the Sil­

verton and Ophir Toll Road, Company, 
arrived in Silverton last AVednesday. lie 
has already commenced surveying the 
line of tlie road between Silverton and 
the bnrro bridge, and on Tuesday will 
put a force o f men to work on the grade. 
It is his intention to push the road to 
completion by July 15th.”

This will give us a wagon road to Del 
Norte within 140 miles, and to Durango 
within 80. Of course, if the Scotcli 
creek were completed it would only be 
fiO miles, but we can make use of the long 
route until the road scheme now on foot 
is carried to completion.

A “ QUiEN 3ABE” CASE.

Removal of the Uncompabgres, and 
Other Indian Matters.

It begins to look now as if there was a 
probability that the Utes, or, rather, the 
Uncompahgre Utes, would he.removed at 
no distant day, and, better still, it seems 
that no great difficulty would he expe­
rienced in their removal. So many troops 
have been, placed in the Indian country 
that the red skins seem to have concluded 
that-resistance would he useless. Still, 
there is no telling what may transpire, as 
their apparent willingness to go may he 
but a blind to throw people off their 
guard. The Muldoon in its last issue says 
that Commissioners Hears, Russell and 
McMprris were in town last Monday and 
say that the transfer of the Utes to the 
Grand River country will he made as 
speedily as possible. The commissioners 
will utilize a portion of this week in ap 
praising the government's and Chipeta’s 
property. On Saturday morning, in com­
pany .with an able bodied escort and the 
leading Ute chiefs, they’ll ieave for Grand 
River to select agricultural and grazing 
land for the Uncompahgre tribe. The 
arrival of the troops at the Uncompahgre, 
Southern and White River agencies has 
convinced the red brothers that they want 
to go. There is not as much as a linger­
ing doubt in their minds on that point. 
Slinvenaux is perfectly willing to bid 
adieu to the verdant mesas that margin 
the beautiful Uncompahgre, and hie away 
to pastures new.

A large body of cavalry and infantry, 
numbering about 450 men, reached the 
Cantonment this week and the Indians 
have got their Saratogas packed and are 
ready to go. So much for the Uucom- 
pahgres. . Turning to the Southern Utes 
and renegade hands, everything does not 
look so favorable. The fact that all men 
from the vicinity of the neighboring riv­
ers to the south who can go are out try­
ing to rescue the stock stolen from them 
by tlie Indians, precludes the possibility 
of our hearing from that country for a 
time. Since the departure of our Rico 
hoys to the aid of tlie stockmen we have 
had no definite news concerning them, 
except such as is contained in the follow­
ing letter from the Durango Record’s cor­
respondent:

■ ‘ -A company of about sixty-five men, 
well armed, left Big Bend for the Blue 
Mountains, to try and gather up the stock 
out there belonging to Mr. Alderson and 
others, and should the Ute Indians molest 
them, . they are determined to fight for 
their rights. About thirty of tlie men are 
from Rico. This brave band show their 
valor by their readiness to go and fight, 
if necessary, for the protection of the set­
tlers and their property , It is to be hoped 
that they may all return, safely to their 
homes and friends. They will always be 
remembered kindly by the poor unpro­
tected settlers of this country.

Four companies of colored troops are 
expected here soon to act as scouts.”

Reports were circulated here this week 
that the boys had captured 70 horses, but 
as it would be next to impossible for them 
to communicate with the settlers, we pre 
sumo it is ungrounded. The probabil­
ities are that we will not hear from them 
until they return from their expedition.

The settlers on the Mancos have built 
a stockade around the school house, near 
Bauer’s store, and are making all possi­
ble preparations for protecting themselves 
in case of attack. Although the attack 
is not expected, it is well enough to he 
prepared. “ In time of peace, prepare 
for war.”

Murder in Denver.
Charles W. Stickney on the 31st ult. 

murdered at his hoarding house, in cold 
blood, Montgomery F. Campau, and by 
accident one of the bullets from the pis­
tol which the murderer held in his hand, 
flew wide of its intended mark and en­
tered tlie heart of Mrs. H. O. Devereaux, 
a young and beautiful woman whom 
Stickney had never seen; and he did not 
know until an hour later that he had been 
the cause of her death. This murder and 
accidental killing is the sequel of a story 
that for some months past has been the 
leading scandal in legal circles and the 
society of Denver. Its complications are 
many; woman’s frailty, compromised by 
a husband; man’s passion and sin, offset 
by charges of preconcerted blackmail 
pursued systematically to the death. The 
murderer was at once lodged in jail. A 
large mob collected and threats of lynch­
ing were freely made.

Charles W. Stickney, the murderer, 
was horn at Shawnee town, Illinois, and 
was a clerk at Grant’s headquarters du­
ring the earlier part of tlie war. He was 
a teacher, and with his family came to 
Denver about a year ago.

Campau was from one of the old estab­
lished families in Detroit, of French ex­
traction and was a near relative of Thos. 
and AArm. C. Campau, who are now inter­
ested in mining on Bear creek. . Campau 
went to Denver about two years ago, just 
from school and entered into the real es­
tate business, for which purpose he was 
provided with funds by his relatives.

Mrs. Devereaux was the wife of II. O. 
Devereaux. They were married only 
three months ago and left their home in 
Toronto, Canada, to go to Denver, where 
Mr. D. had engaged in business. She 
was about 23 years old, o f girlish trame 
and verv beautiful. . •

■ Recent assays from the Sundown show

The first two assays were 
from the quartz.

The Wabash continues to improve and 
is regarded ns one of tlie richest strikes 
of the state. Lead carbonate ore is jiro- 
fuseiy scattered through a 22-foot vein, 
and the. entire body is extremely rich.

Sail Miguel Items.
Columbia is a new mining town, locat­

ed on the west side and near to the Rio 
San Miguel, in Iron Springs Mining Dis­
trict, Ouray county,, Colorado, aboutthir- 
ty miles northeast of Rico. At present 
there are several general merchandise and 
other business houses there.

A forty-stamp mill'is being erected one 
mile from Columbia, for tlie treatment 
of the ores of the Iron Springs District.

Columbia is about thirteen miles dis 
tant from Ophir, in a southwesterly di­
rection. Columbia is connected with Ou­
ray by a good toll road, which is to be 
completed to Rico by the first day of 
next, August, (one month and nineteen 
days from to-day.)

Considerable work is going on in the 
mines in the camp.

Columbia is to have a newspaper, the 
San Miguel Journal, published by J. R. 
and F. E. Curry.

Columbia, with its resources, will, uo 
doubt, make a good little miuing town.

A fellow named “ Buckskin Joe,” who 
claims to have practised tight-rope walk­
ing all his life proposes to stretch a wire 
across. the Royal Gorge in the Grand 
Canon," and make the trip some time in 
September next. In speaking of tiffs 
projected scheme the Leadville Herald re­
porter, Joe says that he has practised 
tight rope walking from his youth up;

camp near Wright's Springs Monday and 
thinks his loss will approximate one hun­
dred head. He found the carcasses of 
thirty-three young steers and believes a 
greater portion of the missing to have 
been run off in the direction of White 
River. Isaac King, whose herd is near 
Mayol’s found fifteen head bearing his 
brand that had been “ tongued and brain­
ed,” and thinks his loss much heavier. 
Most of the carcasses discovered were 
perforated with rifle balls. The cowboys 
should inaugurate the blessed work of re­
taliation before the red brothers bid adieu 
to the verdant mesas of the Bonnie Mi­
guels.

Lieut. Claggett is likely to have the work 
two-thirds done before Lieut. Story ar­
rives on the ground.”
