• Taking up the Track. 
The Telluride News publishes the 

following article which is totally untrue, 
so far as any removing of track from the 
Conejos range is true. There is no pres-
ent probability of such a thing: 

The Denver & Rio Grande Railway 
Company are now at work front Chama 
and Anteuito removing their track 
across the Conejos range. They are 
also working on the grade from Chama 
down the Chamita to Santa Fe, which 
will be the outlet of the Animas Valley 
and the village of Silverton. Col. Mor-
gan, who made the report to the New 
York directors, denies the allegation that 
he ever said they were going to remove 
the track entirely; in his recommendation 
he simply suggested that the track be 
removed and placed on the route to Santa 
Fe. This virtually gives Durango a new 
outlet, and will add millions of dollars 
to the trade of Santa Fe. It also means 
that there will he no more railroads built 
from the south into this country, unless 
the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe deter 
mine to do so, and they will not under-
take to build a line direct into this coun-
try. It will go over through the Monte-
zuma country, and cut off the extreme 
southwesteren part of this State, through 
Utah to Salt Lake City. The principal 
lines built into this country henceforth, 
will come in the northern way, and we 
dare say the company now have the 
matter Under advisement. They are 
endeavoring to raise assessments of $8 iu 
each share from their stockholders, and 
the Hungarian capitalists refuse to put 
up money. Matters will be arranged soon 
and the road placed on a substantial 
paying basis. 

THERE is a wierd association about 
the Mountain Meadows, where the Mor-
mons so cruelly massacred men, women 
and children in years gone by, which 
gives to any news from that place a 
strange interest. The mention of the 
name itself brings up memories of treach 
cry, foul and unnatural, and murder in 

	

its most revolting aspects. 	It is but 
meet that the curse of Heaven should 
linger above that ill-fated valley, and 
the report of a representative of the 
Salt Lake Tribune who recently visited 
it and saw. several assassins still living 
in the valley would indicate that the 
curse had not fallen lightly. He says: 
"A trip to the Mountain Meadows reveals 
nothing of real interest to any one. The 
bones of the unfortunate emigrants have 
been disturbed by a wash in the ravine,.

He 
says: "Frank" as they call John at home, 
"was always a good boy, but he had an 
uncontrollable temper, and his mother 
and myself always feared, since the boys 
were together that they would have se• 
rious trouble of this kind." The old folks 
have one son and two daughters married 
and living in Indiana. 

Mr. Wilson evidently feels very deeply 
the blow that has come upon hint and his 
family, and lie will use every effort with-
in his power to help his son out of the 
difficulty. The case will. be left in the 
hands of Colonel Baker.

Graves of our Presidents. 
The death of General Grant and the dis 

cussion which has arisen from the selection 
of the Riverside park in New York city 
as a burial ground for his remains have 
awakened interest in the places where the 
other ex-presidents of the United States 
have been interred, and an exchange sup-
plies the article in the following: 

The grave of Washington is, as every 
American knows, at Mount Vernon, Va. 
The vault is large and built of brick, with 
an arched roof. Through an iron gate 
the two sarcophagi are seen. The coffins 
which lie in the open vestibule of the 
vault proper are of Pennsylvania marble. 
That of Washington_ bears an_ American 
shield, the other but two words: "Martha 
Washington." 

Two presidents, father and son, sleep 
side by side beneath the Unitarian church 
of Quincy, Mass. 

In a thick growth of woods a few huh 
dred yards front the road leading from 
Charlottesville, Va , to Monticello, is the 
grave of Thomas Jefferson, who died on 
July 4, 1826. It is marked by a coarse 
granite obelisk made after a rough pen-
and-ink sketch found in Jefferson's draw-
er a few days after his death. Vandals 
have visited the spot and chipped and 
battered the monument until from base to 
apex the corners present the appearance 
of rough unhewn stone. It is a wild and 
dark spot, lonely, yet beautiful. 

Near the former home of Jas. Madison, 
at Montpelier, Va., near Orange, in the 
center of a large, level field, surrounded 
by a substantial brick wall, five feet high, 
are four graves. The iron gate leading 
to the field has a plate inscribed "Madi-
son, 1820." In one of the neatly-turfed 
graves lies James Madison. 

Near the extreme southwestern limit of 
Hollywcod cemetery, at Richmond, Va., 
repose the remains of James Monroe. 
Monroe died in this city on July 4, 1831. 
The resting spot is marked by a huge 
Hoek of polished Virginia marble, eight 
feet long and four feet, square, on which 
rests what is called the sarcophagus, a 
granite block nearly as large as the ped-
estal, but wrought into the shape of an 
ordinary coffin. Over and around this 
rathei odd monument is a fancy Gothic 
temple, twelve feet long, nine feet wide 
and twenty feet high. four pillars resting 
upon a foundation of dressed Virginia 
granite, and supporting. a peaked roof. 

Eleven miles from Nashville, upon the 
pretty Lebanon pike, is the Hermitage. 
Sixty rods away is the now dilapidated 
wooden house Andrew Jackson vacated 
when, he moved into his famous dwelling. 
In a corner of the garden, 80 yards from 
the house lie the president and his wife 
under a massive monument of Tennessee 
limestone. Three steps lead to a circular 
area eighteen feet in diameter, from which 
spring eight fluted Doric columns, sup-
porting a pretty thought plain entablature 
and dome, surmounted by an urn. In 
the center of the platform is a pyramid 
resting on a square. 

Martin Van Buren's bones repose in the 
crowded graveyard of Kinderbrook, N.Y. 
A plain granite shaft 15 feet high marks 
the tomb. The inscription is in black. 

William Henry Harrison,the great Whig 
chieftain, who occupied the presidential 
chair but a month, was buried by the side 
of his wife and children in a plain brick 
vault, on the summit of a hillock at North 
Bend, Ohio. It hears no inscription. 

Just ten yards from Monroe's grave in 
Hollywood cemetery, Richmond, Va., is 
a tufted mound, but not a atone is there 
to tell that beneath lies Jelin Tyler's body. 

The body of James Knox Polk sleeps 
in the garden of the Polk mansion on Vine 
street, in Nashville. The monument is 
12 feet high and as many square and is of 
limestone. Its style is Grecian Doric. 

Zachary Taylor's body now occupies its 
fourth grave. It was first placed in the 
cemetery at Washington, thence removed 
to the Taylor homestead, five miles from 
Louisville, later to the Cave Hill cemetery 
at Louisville, and finally to Frankfort, Ky. 

Forest Lawn cemetery, near Buffalo, 
contains the body of Millard Fillmore. 

Franklin Pierce-died in 1869 and was 
buried at Concord, N. H. The monument 
is of Italian marble, elaborately wrought. 

In the center of a lot in Woodward Hill 
cemetery, Lancaster, Pa., lies the remains 
of James Buchanan in a vault of heavy 
masonry. 

Abraham Lincoln is buried under a tow-
ering pile of marble, granite and bronze 
at Oak Ridge cemetery, near Springfield, 
Illinois, the principal feature of which is 
the statue of the illustrious president. 

The monument over Andrew Johnson's 
grave stands on the summit of a lofty 
cone shaped eminence half a mile south-
west of Greenville, Tennessee. It is of 
marble, a shaft 13 feet high, festooned at 
the top with the American flag and sur-
mounted by an eagle with outstretched 
wings. 

James A. Garfield's body lies in a vault 
in Lakeview cemetery at Cleveland, Ohio. •

Next week F. C. Loring, Frank Lewis 
and Julius Thompson will begin work on 
tile Hidden Wealth, under an arrange-
ment with W. G. Waring, who proposes 
to trent the ore in the furnace of his iron 
fbundry. Treating ore in this manner is 
something new to most people, hut it 
seems that it is by no means unusual to 
treat ores of this class (copper) in any or-
dinary cupola furnace, and Mr. W. thinks 
he can treat several tons per day. At 
any rate the gentlemen mentioned will go 

to work and supply him with all the ore 

they can mine. 

VIP: PRINCETON. 

Some idea of the capacity of the 
Princeton vein may be gleaned from the 
tact that with two men on ore, the daily 
output of the mine is five tons, and, the 
owners believe they can increase the out- 
put next week to ten tons a day, and 
hereafter they will follow the example of 
the C. H. C. and send down ore in bulk. 
The vein holds its width (5 feet) and the 
ore improves in quality. The ore now 
being extracted is that mined in doing 
development work—blocking out ore for 
staying. No sloping has yet been done. 

MACHINE DRILLIING. 

L. D. Ratliff, superintendent of the 
Yount Wilson Gold & Silver Mining Co.. 
this week received a rock drill which has 
been sent up to the company's mines at 
Mount Wilson. The drill was purchased 

by J. A. Gorham, of Southport, Conn., 

who is a member of- the company and 

saw the drill in- operation in Boston, 
where it is manufactured by the Nashua 
land Drill Co., who claim that it will 
drill flout one to two inches per minute, 

according to the character of the rock 
I:through which it is boring. Unlike other 

drills, the blow is not made by the action 
of a cam, but by the force of a hammer, 

which strikes automatically upon the 
bead of a drill. 

THE GRAND VIEW CO. 

The Grand View company has not set 
a date when its furnace will be blown in, 
but it will certainly not be long before 

that event takes piece. Every prepara-
tion is being made, and receipts of ore 

are of frequent occurrence. The roasters 

arc now in operation and at various 
points improvements and alterations are 

progressing. At the mines, a force of 
men is kept on ore and are making a nice 
output. The mines of this company have 
more development than any other group 
of mines in the district and are in excel-
lent condition. The ore now being min• 
ed all comes from the Plicenix vein. John 
Clark, still retains his position of fore-
man and is a good man for the place. 

FOUR CARS OF BULLION WEEKLY. 

The Pasadena smelter is turning out 
bullion at the rate of nearly four cars 
every week, and the result is that trans-
portation for their bullion is becoming a 

serious matter. One day this week nine 
Ove•yoke bull teams and a pack train 
were loaded with bullion, yet it made no 
visible diminution in the accumulation of 
bullion. Every outgoing team is similar, 
ly loaded. The amount of raw ore now 
eunsumed daily is from 24 to 26 tons, not 
including (luxes. Nei, or other charges 
entering the furnace, and ore is received 
daily at the rate of about ten tons above 

the capacity. The ores coming from 
points aside from Rico are those of the 
Butler, Silver Bell Dixie, Hard Cash, 
San Bernardo, and other Ames and Ophir 
mines. A forty-ton shipment from the 
Sheridan is now en route. Since starting 
the furnace for the first time the smelter 
has turned out 52 ears of bullion and last 
Bight commenced on the 53d. Showings 

like this are what make Rico people smile. 
Ore and bullion returns tell the story and

found when the owners are making reg-

ular shipments of are, and do not want 
to sell. Both these characteristics dis-

tinguish the San Bernardo lode. The 
owners are keeping a burro train acting 

steadily packing ore to Rico, and they 

will put no figure on the prop( rty. Says 

one of the owners to me: "I like it in 

the mountains in the summer, and will 

during that time have plenty to do to 
look after the ore shipments. and fluting 

the winter I am not needed here, Mid can 

go to the city sad the San Bernardo will 

pay the expenses." 
John Eder one of the owners, is one of 

the pioneers of San Miguel County. He 

came to the Sa n Miguel country in 1875: 

among the very first white men, and is 

widely known throughout the district. 

He is at present County Commissioner of 

Dolores County, and has been a Trustee 

of the town of Rico for three consecutive 
terms. His partner, Mr. Gamboni, came 

to the San Miguel in 1876, and in 1877 

located the Honduras and San Bernardo 

lodes, and a few years ago located the 

Garabaldi, and since 1876. lie has stuck 

steadily to the property, and was him-
self on the ground during the whole 

time of doing 1,650 feet of drifting now 

found on these properties. 
The experience of the owners of the 

San Bernardo shows what is required to 
do successful mining. Perseverance, 

hard work and a streak of luck all belong 
to it. The men were not rich, but they 

persevered. They had ore in the drifts, 
but never of &sufficient quantity or high 

grade to pay. They ran on the Garabal- 
di two driftss—one of 300 feet, another of 

180 feet and connected them by a winze 
of 80 feet. On the Honduras, which is 

on the same vein as the San Bernardo, 
and in the San Bernardo, they have run 

five levels. The loWer in 130 feet, tite 

second 150 feet, the third 130 feet, the 
fourth 160 feet, the fifth 220 feet and an 
air shaft in the fifth level of 10 feet. 

Last winter they hail run the first three 
levels mentioned and were preparing to 

extend the third level when their streak 

of luck struck them. They were drawing 
a big log for timbering the mine when 

they turned ttp a piece of ore at the point 

where the fifth level is now. This was 

tested and found to be fine ore. Work 
was begun here immediately and although 

it was November they built a cabin and 
began to drift on the vein. They began 

in ore and a few days ago when I was 

there they were in 220 feet and had had 

ore every inch of the way. At a. distance 
of a hundred feet they made a raise, 65 
feet to the surface, and they literally had 

ore to the grass roots. This ore has av-
eraged ten inches of clear mineral, which 

only need's to be broken up and sacked 
and sent to Rico, where it will net the 

owners $100 to the ton. There has been 
no stoping clone as yet, the '‘vhole force 

excepting one man drifting, and one 

breaking up the ore, being engaged in 

erecting buildings. and preparing for 

worken a larger scale. 
A building, 28 by 18, besides ore 

houses, they are building at the mouth 

of the fifth level. The ground had to. be 
graded for the buildings, and this was 

slow work. When these buildings are_ in 
shape, work will begin in earnest, and 

then there will be an output . greater 

than from any mine in either Trout Lake 
or Iron Springsclistrict. 

The owners of the San Bernardo have 
!matted the extension, which they call 

the Mosquito lode. This gives them 

4,500 feet- on this vein. As the mountain 

rises at an angle of 33 degree's for the 
whole distance, it will readily be seen 

what a fine showing there is for running 
levels on this property. That the prop-

erty will be worked for all it is worth 
anyone knowing the owners is well assur-
ed. 

THE magnificent Montezuma hotel at 
the Las Vegas Hot Springs suffered 
again froM a conflagration at 11:30 last 
Saturday night, and was destroyed. Loss 
is $300,000; insurance. $250,000. The 

fire originated front the wires of the U. 
S. Electric Lighting System, which be-
came over heated and ignited the wood 
work. The original Montezuma was 
becoming very popular when destroyed 
by fire in January, 1884, and the hotel 

was rebuilt and has only been open since 
April. It was undoubtedly the most 
commodious, convenient and elegant 
building of its kind in the whole range 

of Western watering places. There were 
in the lintel more than 300 ronms, all 

furnished in costly and fashionable style. 
There were ladies and gentlemen's recep-
tion rooms, furnished elaborately in hard 

' woods and tapestry, and general parlors 

on every floor. The hotel was built 
with a view to health and comfort, and 
nothing was left undone. A round-tower 
was an architectural feature of one angle 
of tie structure, from whose various 
stories and windows views might be had 

which would include almost every fea-

ture of nature. All around the front and 
sides of the building extend wide balco-
nies. The hotel was the property of the 
A. T. & S. F. company, who will again 
rebuild, and at once. The announce-
ment that eight Eastern guests perished in 
in the flames is false. 

Tare fishing for trout with giant is be-
ing very generally punished all over the 
state. Down near Chsma. last Tuesday, 
Vance Griswell, James Hall, and George 
Lane, who were arrested by Deputy Con-
stable Gilbert for killing trout with giant 
powder and using seine in the Los Bra-
zos. near Osier, were brought before 
Judge Marshall. who sentenced them to 
twenty days' imprisonment and a fine of 
$75. Not having the money, they left 
for the jail at Tierra Amarrilla in charge 
of Deputy Sheriff Scott and Deputy Con-
stable Gilbert. 

CatEr Ervin-HEAD, of the Cherokee 
Indians, is an observer. He issued a 
proclamation to his tribe concerning the 
death of Grant.

AN appropriation of $100,000 was 

made at the last session of Congress for 

the transportation of about $40,000,000 
in gold coin from the Sub-Treasury at 

San Francisco. to the Sub-Treasury at 
New York. Owing to the high rates 

that were asked by the express compa-

nies, the Secretary of the Treasury de-
cided to transfer the coin by registered 

mail, and so far about $10,000,000 have 

been transported in this way. The mon-

ey was mailed in $100,000 packages. 
In view, however, of this publicity 

which has been given to this method of 

transportation, it has been deemed best-

to suspend further shipment of the pre-

cious metal for the present. 

HEAVY rein storms in Colorado seem to 

be the rule this year. and disastrous con-

sequences hays followed. Within the 

past month, sudden rains on the plains 

above Denver caused Cherry creek to go 

on a bender and- do $100,000- damage-  to 

city. property alone. The same day a 
cloud burst at Templeton's Gap, five 

miles front Colorado Springs, sent torrents 

of water pouring upon the town and a few 
lives were lost. Other less disastrous 

floods have occurred, and this week heavy 

rains. this side of Green River' washed 

away nine miles of D. & R. G. track on 
the Salt Lake extension, delaying all traf-

fic for a day and a half. 

AT Sweet Springs, a Missouri summer 

resort, a St. Louis gentleman recently 

offered a prize of it gold pencil to the 

young lady who should wear the largest 

cart wheel bat at a Wednesday dinner.

•  THE President's proclamation direct-
ing the removal of fences enclosiflg pub-
lic domain principally affects cattlemen 
in Pueblo, Bent, El Paso, Park. Las Ani- 
mas and Arapahoe counties. The total 
area of land illegally under fence in tine 
state is 2,645,000 acres, of which the 
Prairie Cattle Company and the Arkansas 
Valley Land and Cattle Co. each have

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THE PATENTS Swan Neilson's Bo'y Found. 
Silverton Democrat-Herald. 

The body of Swan Neilson, the 
mail carrier who was lost on the 22d 
of December, 1883, was found on 
Tuesday last, near the head of the 
-gulch or canon just on the opposite 
side of the Ophir range. NeilFon 
left Silverton with the Ophir mail, 
on the morning of December 22, the 
fourth day of one of the heaviest 
snowstorms that ever prevailed in 
this section of the state. Succeeiing 
in reaching the top of the range in 
safety, he passed down the western 
slope of the divide, starting a snow-
slide, in which he was caught and 
killed. The fall of snow during the 
winter of 1883-4 was so great that it 
did not entirely disappear last sum-
mer, and in places where slides were 
frequent as much as 3') feet of snow 
remained when the winter of 1884-5 
set in. Late in the fall last year and 
before the new snows commenced, 
Neilson's hat, one of his snowshoes, 
his snowshoe pole and the mail sack 
were found, and although a diligent 
search was made for the body, it 
could not be discovered, as the snow 
was banked up to a heighth of fully 
30 feet and covered nearly an acre of 
ground. Some weeks ago it became 
evident that all of it would disappear 
from the bottom of the gulch where 
the body of Neilson was known to 
be, and as mentioned above, it was 
found on Tuesday last. The man 
was lying face downward and almost 
at full length. The body was in a 
fine state of preservation, and the 
features presented a very natural ap-
pearance, indicating that death must 
have been instantaneous. The body 
was taken to Ophir and buried there 
yesterday.
