Several of these companies are
making arrangements for the immediate
erection of machinery at Rico. Some of
the managers of these companies have
purchased and shipped maclhinery which
is nowen route to Rico. One smelter,
that of the Grand View.company, erect-
ed in 1880, made a successful run last fall
by its first competent marnagement, and
will be started up again in early spring.
Lixiviation works are being erected about
one-half mile from Rico, up the Dolores
river, which are to be completed by about
the first of next June, At least three of
the above companies will erect machinery
here next spring and summer. And all
of the companies mentioned will develop
their mines to the extent of the require-
ments of thelaw, if not perform a great-
er amount of labor. A number of. our
companies have worked their properties
during this winter, and will continue de-
velopment.. Many of the mineshave paid
a handsome profit for working, while oth-
ers have only paid the expenses of work-
ing. As in all mining camps, many of
the prospects have not paid any part of
the expense of development.
. Besides the large number of mines op-
erated by companies, there are over 2,000
mines and prospects around Rico which
will be developed during the coming sea-
son. Numerous contracts have been let
for development which now gives employ-
ment to a great number of laboiers.
When the mining season has fairly
begun, thousands of miners and laborers
will be busily engaged in taking out and
transporting mineral to the smelters and
mills for reduction,

Rico’s Coming City Election in April.

On April 4th, an election will be held
in Rico, for the purpose of electing one
mayor, one city clerk and four other trus-
tees. When eclected, this council has the
power of choosing and appointing other
officers or servants of the city govern-
ment, viz: City marshal, police officers,
city attorney, surveyor, fire warden and
such other officers or agents as is deemed
necessary. The council is also vested
with the authority to make new city laws
and to amend ordinance laws now in force;
and to direct the use of the city funds;
to decide whether or not city buildings
or improyvements shall be made, and how
much the cost shall be, and where build-
ings. are to be located, and improvements
to be made. In fact, the duties of the
council are too numerous for mention in
our limited space. In a new mining town
populated by all kinds and classes from
all parts of the earth, an able council is
needed to rule upon questions relative to
city government.

During the coming season, there will
be an increase of population, and the in-
crease will be made up of good, bad and
indifferent people. - A council will be
needed for the protection of the good
and to take proper care of the remainder.

Not one mémber of the council shall
be elected to office by any particular crew,
faction or element, to subserve any other
interest than that of the general public.
All legal and qualified voters who fecel a
personal interest in the welfare of Rico
and Pioneer Mining District, will cast
free, Unprejudiced and uninfiuenced votes
for the best and most public spirited men,
as their intelligence dictates.

Men who have personal interests to
subserve are not popular candidates for
members of the coming council.

It is not what candidates promise to be,
but rather what they have been.

West DoLorges, distant from seven to
ten miles west of Rico, will be more thor-
oughly prospected next summer, and as
some valuable discoveries hzwevalready
been made there, it is probable that con--

siderable attention will be given to that
branch of the Dolores river.

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RICO'S SALARY QUESTION.

Bhadowe of Public Opinion Refected.

The town of Rico was incorperated in
the earlier part of 1880, when the board
of trustees begun to frame the city gov-
ernment. The first general election held
at Rico, was onthe 6th.day of April, 1880,
when the “salary” question was voted up-
on, resulth g 214 “for” to. 14 ‘“‘against”
salary. It was expected at that time that
the increase of Rico’s popu‘utinn ete.,
woudd 5o greatly increase the duties of the
councilmen that- it would not only be
right and proper but an absolute necessi-
ty to compensatc the members of the
council to get them to serve at all. It
heos since been clearly shown that there
are many who would serve as mayor or
councilmen withont cempensation. It is
not ressanable to suppose that the city
cierk would serve without salary, as the
person who shall'act in that capacity has
0 do neerly all the work incidental to the
city government.

Under the two respective administra-
tions of the past two years ('80-'81) and
up to the present time, Rico’s aifairs have
been managed with credit to the mana-
rs. A few simple and not very effective
errors have been made. So. far as the
financial condition of Rico is concerned
e have never yet known of Rico’s paper
being worth less than 100 cents on the
dollar. Up to this time the salaries and
expenses paid for our city goverument
has not exceeded the revenue.

During the year 1880 ‘“‘an ordinance
making appropriations for the fiscal year
ending the lost day of April, 1881,” was
passed and approved, as follows:

Be it ordained by the Board of Trustecs
of the Town of Ltico.

Sgc. 1. Thet the following sums be
and are hereby appropriated for the pur-
pose of paying all necessary expenses of
the sa1D Town for the fiscal year ending
the last day of April, A. D. 1881, to-wit:

torney, five thousand dollars.

For paying for public improvements

and dollars, - . W. Rivasoxn, Mayor.

The board acting under the above or-
dinance, passed ordinance No. 85, which
ig in substance, as follows:

Public improvements, in addition to
poll taxes, of strects, alleys, bridges &ec.,
$3,000.

Iuel, lights. stationery, printing, rents
and all other expenses, $1,500.

In the first clause the smount was un-
changed. In the second-clause, there is
areduction of 33,000, and in the third
clause the amount is reduced $5,500. In
the wholesale reduaction there is a differ-
ence of $8,500.

All who wilklook ahead can see the fu-
ture of Rico beaming with joyous pros-
perity—and they can see the necessity of
an enormous expense for marshal and po-
lice officers; also the pressing necessity of
improvements. Xcounpiny calls for the
erection of & city building, which can be
rented to the county for all purposes, ex-
cept jail. 'While the support of Rico’s
government i3 substantially the support
of Dolores county, economy should be
exercised in conjunctior with the two
governments.

To.sum it up, the popular sentiment of
the citizens is that the mayor and four
triustees should .not receive comp (-n:mwu
rlm"-no' the coming year.
