Editor Dolores News.
S ir :— This office is in receipt of copies 

of the Dolores Y ews, dated Rico, Colo., 
Nov. 33, with marked articles concerning 
the interruption of mail service, through 
delinquencies of agents of contractors, 
on routes 38156—Silverton to Parrott 
City, and 38175—Silverton to San Mig­
uel.

With reference to the route from Sil­
verton to Parrott City, the department 
has official advices that the service was 
resumed after a short interruplion, and 
has since been running regularly.

In regard to route 38175, the contrac­
tor lias been instructed to restore the ser­
vice without delay,- failing in which, the 
route will be relet at his expense.

It is understood from reports made by 
the Postmasters, that service on routes 
38173— Parrott City to Rico, and 38191— 
Opliir to Rico, is and lias been promptly 
and properly performed.

Sitting Second Assis’t P. M. General.
Tlie reports in regard to routes 38172 

and 38191, are correct. Meserole & Blake 
have these routes, and have attentively 
and faithfully performed service on said 
routes.—Ed.

The routes 38156 and 38175 may now 
be running regularly, hut the News lias 
reliable advices that they are delinquent. 
We have reason to believe that service is 
not performed on these routes, from the 
fact that we do not receive eastern mail 
at Rico, regularly. This matter of de­
linquency in supplying service upon g o v  
eminent mail contracts, should he inves­
tigated. Were the original contractors 
among us, it is possible and even proba­
ble they would pay the penalty of such 
offenses. Gilmer, Salisbury & Co. are 
frauds, or at least this is the sentiment of 
all we have heard express themselves. 
The company and their agents are what are 
termed “ tenderfoot” in the West, and who 
have taken contracts so low that they are 
unable to perform service on their routes. 
That their sgent, Tibbitts, is a fraud, is 
tlie private opinion of the News, public­
ly expressed.

In the article concerning mail matters, 
elsewhere in tlie News, a mistake was 
made by the compositor, which stated 
that the mail awaited a carrier at San 
Miguel,—instead it waits at Opliir for 
transportation to San Miguel.

Rico has not received a mail from Sil­
verton, via Opliir for over a month.

Will the people of this section present 
their fraudulencj with a gold headed cane 
or a"club ?

. One half of the Minnie-way lode, 
situated on Horse Creek, was bond­
ed by M.arston and Galbraith, to par­
ties in Rico. This mine is in the vi­
cinity of the famous Puzzle lode, and 
shows similar mineral.

Sandwiched between the Puzzle 
and .Toner lies the Minnie May, which 
has a twelve foot cut, showing a larg- 
body of pyrites of iron and carbon- 

.W .s, Prom the similarity of tlie ores 
it is evidently an extension of the 
Puzzle.

T he Merrimac lode, situated on 
Negro Baby Hill, has a forty feet tun­
nel and a five foot vein of carbon­
ates. The work is being rapidly 
pushed forward, and by spring the 
Merrimac will he one of the paying 
mines of Pioneer Mining District.

»
T he Puzzle mine continues to show 

up well. Amos Lane, Sup’t., is push­
ing vigorously for development, with 
rich reward. Ore is being taken 
from the Puzzle which runs high in 
the hundreds of ounces, from discov­
ery shaft and tunnels farther up the 
gulch.

A  cur of 25 feet has been com­
pleted on the O. G. Marston lode, sit­
uated <in Expectation mountain, 
which has proven it to be a mine of 
value, as it presents a heavy vein of 
carbonates. W e  understand this 
property lias been bonded by Hart­
well, Kimball & Co., to parties east.

Two or three of our enterprising 
citizens are running a tunnel about 
500 feet below the Newman mine, 
for the purpose of tapping the vein 
of that mine. They have reached 
tlie depth of 100 feet, through wash, 
and present general appearance, leads 
the parties to the enterprise to be­
lieve they are near the vein.

T he Maybel Grey Lode is located 
on Expectation Mountain, in the same 
belt with the Green Mountain and 
Green Mountain Boy lodes. This 
mine shows a two foot vein of mine­
ral, carrying copper and galena. 
Considering the amount of work 
done, a twelve foot tunnel, this is one 
of the best showing prospects in the 
district.

Just beyond the Puzzle is the 
Joner and Elgin Boy. The Joner 
has a ten foot tunnel, showing an 18- 
inch streak, carrying iron, copper 
and galena. Tlie Elgin Boy has a 30 
foot drift, running along the vein, 
and the owners, as well as those who 
have looked at the property, are as­
sured of its value. Assays from the 
breast of the tunnel, on the Elgin 
Boy give 46 ounces. These mines, 
with the Puzzle, will furnish enough 
ore for one smelter as quickly as it 
may he erected.

T iie Newman mine is being con­
tinuously worked for development. 
From C. E. Robin, we learn that 
there is a tunnel run 125 feet at the 
upper level. A t the lower level a 
tunnel is driven 80 feet. The ore 
from the lower level does not look as 
well as the ore of the upper level, 
but is expected to prove as valuable 
when a depth of 100 feet is reached. 
A t the upper level a fiat carbonate 
vein is in sight, and is as valuable as 
anything yet taken from the mine. 
No assays have been made lately, as 
it is deemed unnecessary at present.

It may he observed that owners of 
mines in the Dolores region have had 
only a short time in which to devel­
op their properties. A  great many 
have barely worked the assessments 
on their locations, while others, pos­
sessed of sufficient amounts of money 
continue to drive tunnels, sink shafts, 
run drifts, erect buildings, etc. It is 
estimated that there will be ore 
enough on the dumps of mines in 
this district, to supply at least twelve 
smelters, and the increase of mining 
during the summer months, will, 
unquestionably, furnish carbonates 
for double the number. Weather is 
quite severe now, but does not inter­
fere with constructing tunnels, nor 
shafts, where shaft-houses are erected, j

Some difficulty is encountered on the 
mail route, from Animas City, viaMancos 
and Big Bend, to Rico.

II. T. Sefton, formerly of Huerfano, 
but now of toll road renown, has remov­
ed his herd to the Blue Mountains.

J. B. Hudson, formerly of Huerfano 
county, arrived at Bear Mountain, last 
week, with 1300 head of cattle bought 
in Utah.

Chas Johnson, formerly of Huerfano 
county, now of La Plata, passed Big 
Bend a few days ago, with his large herd. 
He was en route for the Blue Mountain 
couutry.

J. T. McIntike succeeded in t aking the 
first wagons from Bear creek down the 
Doloi es to Big Bend. This settles the 
question of the practicability of that route 
for a permanent road.

W e are informed that Messrs Smith and 
Christian, who reside about 30 miles down 
the Dolores river, have killed 41 head of 
deer. And that there are a great mrfhy 
turkey in that locality.

Parrott City is jubilant over its fu­
ture prospects. Several sales have been 
made in mining property. Parrott City 
has some good mines, and will open.up 
in tlie spring, with new people and re­
newed energy.

W m. E. Pabor, Manager of tlie Colo­
rado Bureau of Information, at Denver, 
is gathering everything of news and in­
formation, pertaining to Colorado, for 
the publication of the Monthly Colorado 
Colonist. In this the newspapers and
people of the State should aid and assist. /

Quite a number of settlers have re­
cently located on San Raphael and Green 
rivers, Utah. This hitherto wilderness is 
between the San Juan country and the 
country where tlie San Juan river runs, 
in New Mexico and Arizona, about one 
hundred and fifty miles south and south­
west of Rico.

By Mr. C. Ried, of Ouray, we are in form­
ed that the Ouray Mining Company will 
probably work their properties during 
tlie winter.—That tlie Norfolk and Ouray 
Mining company have received the great­
er portion of their machinery, but will 
not run until autumn.—And that it is re­
ported that work will begin on tlie Ouray 
and Uncompahgre wagon road by Taylor 
of Georgetown.

UTES !The Latest We Have, From the Denver Tribune, and Otherwise.
As Rico, at present, has no communica­

tion with Ouray or Los Piuos Agency, 
we are compelled to await eastern intelli­
gence of home affairs.

About twelve o ’clock a m Dee. 6, every­
thing was prepared to give the Utes a 
warm reception, who wore expected to 
do deviltry. Jack, Colorow and twelve 
other White River Utes were coming. 
The commission immediately went into 
session, most of tlie White River Utes 
coming in. Jack, Colorow, and of course 
Shaveno, Sapavanaro, and a few other 
Uncompahgre Utes went into the council- 
room, but the majority' seemed to take 
no interest at all, in the affair.

Ouray waited until had taken their seats 
and then tbok his seat, facing both tlie 
whites and Indians.

General Hatch arose, and said : “ T o­
day is your last chance, we will wait no 
longer,—we want your final answer,— 
and we want no evasion.”

A list was then read, of the Utes, who 
were charged by the captive women, and 
then Gen. Hatch put the direct question : 

“ Will you surrender the men, whose 
names are in this paper, to be tried, and 
if found guilty, to be punished ; if inno 
cent, to be acquitted

After Ouray answered evasively three 
times, lie finally said :

“ How do we know that these Indians 
you name were at White River at the 
time of the massacre, or even if they 
were, we do not know that they were 
concerned in it. These women mention­
ed the names which came first to their 
lips, whether they knew the Indians men­
tioned to have been there or not. We 
cannot depend on what they say.”

Hatch.— “ That is just what we shall 
depend on. What else can we depend 
upon V”

Gen. Adams.— “ We do not want to 
punish Jack, Colorow, nor any of the In­
dians who were with them in the Thorn­
burgh fight; that was a fair conflict, and 
we hear no ill-feeling toward these In 
dians; but tlie cowardly dogs, who attack­
ed the unarmed men at the Agency we 
want ami will have."

He then described to the Utes, the pro­
cess of trying a man for his life, among 
the whites, bringing out prominently, the 
idea that a trial fully developed the guilt 
or the innocence of the accused.

The Utes listened with averted face, 
occasionally making a side remark while 
Adams was speaking. Ouray interrupt­
ed him to throw in a word! for the In­
dians.

Finally General Hatch arose and, pale 
with vexation and anger, said ;

“ My troops hare been left at Garlhnd 
by me, while I came here to- work for you 
to save the innocent of your tribe, know­
ing that you would assist me. Now, 
what have you done ? Toro have persist 
ently lied to us, and after aB your prom­
ises you come now with lie* sirod evasive 
answers upon your lips, I a»tt you now 
for the last time, will you or wtB you not 
deliver up these men ?”

A deathly silence fell upon everything. 
Nothing was said and no one moved for 
a few minutes.

When Colorow lighted a long pipe, and 
each Indian present drew his . knife and 
laid it upon his knee. In the councils of 
the Utes, when the question of peace or 
war is liangigg in the balance this prac­
tice is followed during the discussion ; 
and should war be decided upon, the 
blades of tlie knives are locked together 
in the air, the pipe dashed to the floor, 
and a war song sung.

In this instance, just as the pipe had 
gotten all around the semi-circle of In­
dians, Colorow who had filled and lighted 
the pipe and passed it to the next man 
without smoking himself, rose from his 
seat, glanced around at the Utes, and 
drawing himself up to his full height, 
jerked his belt around in front of him, 
drew from its sheath the knife, and cast 
it upon the floor, in front, where it struck 
and quivered. Each Indian present drop­
ped his hand down to his waist and laid 
it upon his knife or revolver. Each 
white did the same, and the two parties 
remained in this position, each urging 
the glittering gage of battle, and each 
waiting for/ an aggressive movement on 
tlie part of the other.

Had not Hatch made the direct issue 
then and there, nothing would have been 
accomplished. But for an instant liis 
boldness placed the commission in terri­
ble danger. The result hung upon a 
thread, and one word would have precipi­
tated a terrible contest, which would 
have ended only in the deatli of every 
white in the room. Twenty-five Indians 
to six whites, were terrible odds, and the 
fifteen soldiers in the next room could not 
have gotten into the other room in time 
to rescue the endangered commissioners.

Ouray.— “ We cannot deliver up to you 
these Indians unless they are tried in 
Washington. Titey must not be tried in 
Colorado. The Colorado people are all 
our enemies and to give our men up to 
he tried in this state, would he as if we 
gave them up, knowiDg that they would 
be hung instantly. [Ouah, Ouah, hear 
here ! came from the Utes.]

Ouray.— “ We will bring these twelve 
men here for you to see and those whom 
you decide to be the guilty ones shall be 
taken to Washington, and the President 
shall determine their guilt or innocence. 
Douglass will have to go. None of us 
deny that he was in the White River trou­
bles, and yon shall decide who else is to 
go. Upon this condition and no other, 
shall we deliver these Indians.”

Gen. Hatch requested that the terms 
be again stated, wishing no mistake.

Townsend, interpreter, repeated the 
question und tlie same answer was return­
ed, with increased arrogance and bold­
ness.

Hatch.—IIow long will it take to bring 
tqese men here 1"

Ouray.— “ About a week. They will 
have to take their own lime.”

Hatch.— “ We will accept the proposi­
tion so far as the bringing of the Utes 
here is concerned, and we will telegraph 
to Secretary Sehurz, asking about the tri­
al at Washington.”

Jack and Colorow were instantly sent 
off by Ouray to the camp of the hostiles, 
promising that they would have the 13 
Indians demanded within five days, and 
all other Utes, except Ouray, left the 
room.

Then Ouray gave another sample o f  
his oratory, by reiterating liis statement 
that the Utes could not get justice in Col­
orado, and could only get it in Washing­
ton. “ You three,” pointing to Adams. 
Hatch and Valois, legal adviser, “ are all 
my enemies. I am one against three.. 
You hate me. You are residents o f  Col­
orado and New Mexico and a French 
devil (alluding to Valois) I have not one 
friend among you. You will not give me 
justice and that is why I want to go to 
Washington where I will have at least one 
friend.”

The base ingratitude of Ouray's treach 
erous, suspicious Indian nature comes to 
the front, and he at last declares himself, 
as he is. The fraudulent old devil settns 
to bauk on Sehurz for one friend yet.

His shrewdness was admirahly displayed 
in his asking for a change of venue, so 
to speak, from the court of the people o f  
Colorado to that of Washington, where 
he relics implicity upon Mr. Sehurz as Ilia 
friend. He shows his base ingratitude 
now to the men who have always been 
liis steadfast friends, who have even 
when the cloud of suspicion was darkest.

T he newspaper reports from till por 
tions of Colorado continue to record new 
discoveries in all sections of the state.

The work of the outside residents of 
Rico, now in the eastern cities, spending 
the winter, and informing the people 
about the Carbonate camp, on the Dol­
ores,, is beginning to be felt. There will 
be quite a quantity of our prospect holes 
negotiated away before spring.

The Osborn lode is_ located on Expec­
tation Mountain, opposite Rico. This 
claim is near the Blue Jacket lode, and is 
regarded by the proprietors, Messrs Ross 
ifc Love, as one of the finest locations on 
the mountain. The streak of carbonates, 
which are very rich, is about three feet in 
width. The lead is most promising, and 
the owners feel greatly elevated wiih 
their possession.

Little Giant.—1This mine is situated 
in Horse Gulch, near the famous Puzzle 
lode. It is owned by Hartman and War­
ner, of Lake City. Mr. E. F. Warner 
represents this valuable property. They 
now1 have a tunnel cut in about thirty-five 
feet, also a shaft sunk about thirteen feet. 
This property is reported as showing up 
finely. Sinee writing the above we 
learn that new discoveries have been 
made.

The Rico lode is situated on the Dol­
ores, to the southeast of the town of Ri­
co, near what is known as the Newman 
lode. The owners have gone in about 65 
feet, with a tunnel, well constructed. 
The vein shows about four feet between 
wall rocks, exhibit!..;,- a fine body of car­
bonate ore. The property iszregarded by 
its owners, Messrs Dc'tasters and Wag­
goner as very valuable. “ ‘ No assays have 
been made, but, the mine will be vigor­
ously worked during the winter.

The Pennsylvania lode is on Expecta­
tion Mountain. This is a genuine, car­
bonate lead. A tunnel has been carried 
in a distance between 40 and 50 feet— 
giving the owners a carbonate streak of 
over three feet in thickness. The wall 
rocks in this mine show to be in place, 
and the conglomerate mass of rich and 
valuable ore lay within. This lode is 
near tlip Red Jacket, and the owners pro­
pose to work it for a development claim 
all the winter, as they are fully convinced 
that they have a most valuable property.

The Blue Jacket lode, located on Ex­
pectation Mountain, just north of Rico, 
and on the west side of the Dolores river, 
of which the owners, J. B. Ross, and R. 
E. Love, are busilj- at work, and have 
gone into the side of the mountain over 
fifteen feet, and are well pleased with" the 
prospect; The work is being vigorously 
pushed on the location, as the promise is 
most gratifying to the owners. A four 
foot streak of soft carbonates, known to 
he very rich, lias just been uncovered, and 
from the outlook, by the knowing- ones, 
the promise appears to he as wealthy as 
anything yet discovered in the camp.

Fair View Lode.—This lode, owned 
by Mr. B. J. Bonsall, and W. H. Bangs, 
is situated on Expectation mountain, on 
the west side of Dolores river, nearly op­
posite the town of Rico. This is a true 
fissure vein, and is about 500 feet up the 
east slope of the mountain. The amount 
of work thus far done on this location, 
gives a fourteen foot face. The crop­
pings of mineral show well, and the sur­
face assays produced nine ounces in sil­
ver to the ton. This lode is supposed to 
he an extension of the well known Aztec 
mine, the survey of the Fair View lode 
coming within about 400 yards of the Az­
tec. The location of the property here 
mentioned is in the midst of a galaxy of 
very rich prospects, and it cannot be 
doubted that when more work is done on 
the Fair View that it will prove equally 
as valuable as some of its neighbors.

The Hope mine, on Negro Baby Hill is 
about ope and a half miles north of R i­
co, in Pioneer Mining District.. There is 
a tunnel and shaft on this mine, of about 
one hundred and forty-five feet. The 
shaft is an incline, with cars. There is a 
carpenter shop, blacksmith shop and 
shaft house on this lode. The Cross lode 
and the Hope mine adjoining, and about 
three-quarters of a mile up Negro Baby 
Hill from the Dolores valley. The width 
of the vein of the Hope is about three 
feet in thickness. The incline shows a 
large body of ore over head, and as soon 
as a depth of say about twenty more feet 
is reached, the main body of ore is ex­
pected to he readied on this mine, when 
a large output will show the true value 

' of this lode. The assays and sampling 
work mill runs at Siiverton, show the val­
ue of the ores taken from the Hope mine 
to be from 245 to 496 ounces in silver per 
ton. TliiS is a full carbonate lead show­
ing twn'streuks. one about twelve incites.

E. Biuke, one among a lew 
reliable' mail contractors, in I his 

j Southwestern country, arrived in Ri- 
j co Dec. 19. Mr. Blake came here in 
the interests of his business, and of 
the people. Had he control of the 
route between Opliir and San Mig­
uel, we would doubtless have a direct 
and regular line of communication 
between Rico and Ouray. He offer­
ed to give service to this route, at 
rates which would cover the expense 
of carrying the mail over Gilmer, 
Salisbury & Co’s portion of the route, 
when this company iirst failed to 
bring the mail on said route. The 
offer was made by Mr. Blake, through 
F. Steineger, of Silverton,to Tibbitts, 
the agent for Gilmer, Salisbury & 
Co. ’

Since the N e w s  issue of Dec. 20, 
a jietition has been circulated for the 
establishment of a tri-weekly mail 
route from Rico to Rlacerville, in or­
der to secure a through route from 
Rico and Pioneer Mining District to 
Ouray— which covers the same route 
proposed in last issue, as follows :

“A  petition will he circulated to in­
crease the service to a tri-weekly 
from Rico to Opliir, and establish 
a tri-weekly route, with service, from 
Ophir to San Miguel, thus connecting 
with the’already established tri-week­
ly route from San Miguel to Ouray. 
That portion of the route from 
Ophir to San Miguel, which G., S. & 
Co. have completely failed to per­
form service on, should be declared 
forfeited by them, and service re-es­
tablished at rates which would pay, 
at least, the contractor for performing 
the service. The wants and needs of 
the people of this section demand 
this, as at present, Rico is cut-off 
from communication with the seat of 
the county in which the town is situ­
ated. A s in all mining camps, there 
is a great amount of recording to do 
in Pioneer Mining District. And in 
such cases, with the exception of two 
or three through mails, since Nov. 
1st, parties wishing to record proper­
ty, have been necessitated to expend 
considerable money in sending mes­
sengers from Rico to San Miguel, 
and in a manner, rendering the route 
from Rico to Ophir, of little benefit 
to the people, for there has been no 
regular service from Silverton to 
Ophir since Nov. 1st.”

That the tri-weekly route from Ri­
co to PlacerviUe' should be establish­
ed, with service, is beyond all ques­
tion, for reason, viz :

There are valuable mining proper­
ties in the Dolores Mining region, 
which are subject to re-location, in 
consequence of not having through 
mails to the seat of Ouray county. 
Should we, not immediately, secure 
the tri-weekly route petitioned for, 
it will result in endless controversy 
for Pioneer Mining District. There 
are many locators of mines in this 
District, who have faithfully complied 
with the United States mining laws, 
in every particular, mailed their cer­
tificates of location, and other legal 
documents for record. Among the 
large number mailed to Ouray, a few 
have reached that place, and a great 
many have not. The mail waits at 
San Miguel for a carrier.

The people along the line of mail 
route 38,172, under contract of Mes- 
erole & Blake, have petioned for an 
increase of service, between Parrott. 
City and Rico, making it a daily line. 
This is done in consequence of the 
accumulation of a va-i amount of 
mail at the Parrott p ooffiee, render­
ing great difficulty to the contractor, 
to carry the mail on snow shoes. It 
is desired that this increase he made 
to connect regularly with the daily 
mail route to Parrott City. The pe­
tition meets the approval of the peo­
ple of this whole section, and should 
it meet the eye of every resident in 
Southwestern Colorado, it would, be­
yond doubt, hear the names of all.

That a road up the Dolores river, 
will eventually he a main thorough­
fare, and one of importance, and that 
the country tributary will be densely 
populated, is a settled fact ; and this 
section, as well as the Dolores min­
ing region, and mining camps and 
towns farther west and south demand 
daily intercourse with the outside 
world.

A  petition is being circulated, to 
establish a mail route from Dolores 
postoffice— Big Bend— to Plainfield, 
in the GrandriverValley, Utah, there 
to connect with the main line from 
Ouray to Salina, Utah, thus furnish­
ing this, and more easterly sections, 
communication with the Blue Moun­
tain country and Utah territory-, gen­
erally.

Another petition to establish a 
route from the mouth of the San

■ Juan, running through the Montezu- 
! raa valley, to connect with the route 
| from Dolores postoffice to Plainfield, 
giving a thorough source of commu­
nication from all directions,— will be 

| circulated, and it is probable that 
j the line will be established.

A  petition is now being circulated 
| for the establishment of a mail route 
| from Farmington, at the mouth of 
the Animas river, to Ft. Wingate, a 
distance of 140 miles. This will 
give Colorado and the east, commu­
nication with the whole south and 
west, on to the Pacific Coast. A t 
Ft. Wingate, this route would con­
nect with the main Southern line, 
from Santa Fe, through to the Coast.
