Marsh, formerly of Rico, we have receiv-
ed a copy of the Socorro Bullion, con-
taining an account of the investments of 
W. A.. Koneman in that locality: 

"Koneman & Hatch have bonded the 
Graphic, Review, Sampson, Iron, Silent 
Friend, Greyhound, Ouray, Cimarron, 
and Waldo claims, from the owners, 
Thornton. Manderfield & Shelby of San-
ta F6; the bond to run until the 1st of 
January, 1887, with the privilege of pur-
chasing for the sum of $115,000. They 
have also secured a bond on the La Joys 
& New Orleans smelter until June 1, 1887, 
when, or at any time previous, they may 
become owners defacto by paying $16,500. 

Work upon the Graphic mine will be 
commenced next Monday, with full day 
.and night shifts in the old lower tunnel, 
which is estimated will intersect the 
main ore body when driven in 50 addi-
tional feet, and work will also lie inaug-
urated in other portions of the claim. 
The new firm will cause immediate re-
pairs in the smelter, will rebuild and refit 
the laboratory, and otherwise add to the 
efficiency of the plant which will blow is 
about the 1st of October, on Graphic ore 
and Cerillos concentrates. 

L. M. Brown, the mineral surveycy, 
has been engaged to make a complete 
survey of the properties, to lay off roads, 
among which will be one to the switch, 
which the A. T. & S. F. railroad compa-
ny decided to construct within a conven-
ient distance of the mine for the purpose 
of conveying the mineral to Socorro for 
treatment. 

In addition to the parties above men-
tioned, Geo. L. Chisholm and J. M. Day 
hold equal interests with them in the en-
terprise. The latter will .superintend the 
mines and Mr. '.Koneman will manage 
the smelter."

Suicide Near Ouray, 
Muldoon. 

Last Sunday morning early as J. W. 
Parrott was passing the cabin of Joe Pap-
illon on Bear Creek, he went to the door 
and called him. Getting no answer, he 
pushed open the door and stepping in 
was confronted by a spectacle so ghast-
ly that it almost paralyzed him. Lying 
with his head over the bunk, a pistol 
grasped in his left hand, his face clotted 
with blood, and a large pool on the floor,. 
was the dead body of Joe Papillon. 
Three gaping wounds in the throat-evi-
dently from the pistol still clutched in the 
suicide's hand-were fly-blown, as was 
also the face of the dead man, giving 
evidence that he had been dead some 
three or four days. Two of the bullets 
had passed on either side of the nose, 
breaking the jaw bone and lodging in 
the brain. One bullet passed through 
the roof of the mouth and out above the 
bridge of the nose, making three shots 
in all, two of which would have proved 
fatal. The remains presented a terrible 
appearant_e, as  mortification had set in 
before the finding of the body. Tuere 
wits at first a suspicion of foul play, as 
deceased was known to have had a quar-
rel with a man the week previous, but 
the testimony adduced at the inquest 
pointed conclusively to suicide. He had 
been on a protracted spree, and the re-
morse of it all on sobering up probably 
led to the rash act. Joe was a miner 
and well liked in Ouray, and was doing 
well. His self murder was therefore a 
terrible shock to his friends. 

Colorado's Growth. 
Cincinnati Enquirer. 

Lust Congress appropriated $3,000,000 
to assist the states that desired to take an 
interdecennial census. Many of the 
states and territories, especially in the 
west., have been quietly engaged in this 
work for the past year. 'rite first ram n 
to the Secretary of the Interior, as requir-
ed by law, was made to-day by the State 
of Colorado. It. shows the population 
of Colorado to be 243,910, as against 
194,320 in 1880, or an increase of nearly 
25 per cent. The manufacturing indus-
tries have increased from 599 in 1880 to 
1,004 in 1885; the number of farms !nun 
4,506 to 8,474. . All other branches of in-
dustry show- a material increase. The 
number of schools have largely increased. 
Of the cost of taking the census of Colo 
ratio the United States pays $20,673.. 
Returns from other states will soon be in, 
when a compilation will be made show-
ing the total population of the United 
States on .January 1, 1885. The states 
have until October in which to file re-
turns.

.tems of telegraphy understood only by 
themselves.. The displacement and over-
turning of a few stones on a trail, or a 
bent or broken twig, is a note of warn-
ing like the bugle call to disciplined 
troops. The many crosses dotting the 
roadsides of Arizona and New Mexico 
mark the graves of murdered men. "'The 
country seems one vast graveyard," 
writes Susan E. Wallace, "if we may 
judge by the frequency of these rude 
memorials." Trained by their mothers 
.to theft and murder from childhood, 
they,are inured to all extremes of heat 
and cold. hunger and thirst. They are 
cunning as the red fox, insatiate as tigers, 
and so ingenious in preparing -for sur-
prises that they will envelop themselves 
in a gray blanket and sprinkle it careful-
ly with earth, so as to resemble a granite 
boulder, to be passed within a few feet 
without suspicion. Again, they cover 
themselves with fresh grass, and, lying 
motionless, appear as n natural portion 
of the plain.

Ole of the lessees tells us he will 
be much mistaken if the result is less 
than 400 ounces per ton. 

AN IMPORTANT LEASE. 

Negotiations looking to a lease of one 
of Rico's rather prominent mines, is 
pending, with a strong probability of 
leading to a successful termination. 

LEASE ON THE MAGPIE. 

A lease on the Magpie lode on Mount 
Wilson, in which several Rico men are in• 
terested, has been consummated to 
Messrs. Hogan and Crow, of Telluride. 

ST. JUI.IEN. 

Cy Hicks and Tom Thompson went up 
to Cascade Basin on Tuesday, and they 
will devote the ensuing few weeks or 
more to work on the St. Julien, owned 
by themselves and C. H. and Walt Steele. 

FREE GOLD. 

News comes from Mount Wilson, of 
the discovery of some free gold by Messrs. 
Anderson and Kibler, of Telluride, in one 
of the claims which they were working. 
The gold is of both the wire and leaf va-
pieties. 

A GROUP OF FOUR. 

W. B. Sheivley has this week been 
prospecting a small group of claims, 
owned exclusively by himself, on Tele 
scope.

A MOUNT WILSON LEASE. 

L. D. Ratliff and others have driven a 
tunnel about 75 feet on the Seabottom 
lode, which they have- leased.

At this point 
the water from Sap phire lake bits cut a 
channel through solid granite 20 or 25 
feet deep and comes foaming down the 
natural mill-race at a sharp angle, and 
will give water-power sufficient for any 
use.

TWO GOOD POINTS FOR RICO. 

No. 1—Aspen wants a means of treat-
ing ore in the camp that runs less than 
100 ozs. in silver to the ton.--Denver 
Journal of Commerce. • 

Rico smelters are treating ores that run 
considerably less than one-half of 100 
ozs. in silver with profit to all concerned. 
Even ores that run one-fourth of that 
amount have been turned into bullion 
from the Pasadena furnace. While there 
are treated at the same time high grade 
ores as well, the utilization of many low 
grade ores which have heretofore been 
worthless is causing Rico to prosper be-
yond expectation, and convert it into an 
unexcelled field for the investment of 
capital with assured returns. 

No. 2 —The South Pueblo Evening Star 
says, "The coat of the freight on ore 
brought here yesterday amounted to $5.-
500. This amount is oaid several times 
during each week by our smelters for 
freight on ores received." 

The fact referred to in the above para-
graph is the keynote upon which is sound-
ed the cause for the success of Rico 
smelters. Here we read of $5,500 paid 
for the freight item in only one clay for 
ore received at a smelting point in our 
own state. That $5,500 which "is paid 
several times each week'' is a heavy drain 
on the mines which furnish the ore, as 
the freight charges are of course paid out 
of the ore. Supposing that the "several 
times" is six, the freight in one year 
amcunts to $1,716,000, the large proper 
Lion of which would be saved to the min 
er, if his ore were treated at It ome. These 
figures show to the most obtuse mind 
why Rico smelter's can afford to handle 
ores which would not even pay transpor-
tation charges to Pueblo or Denver. 

The Sequel. 
A telegram from Cheyenne speaks of 

the result of the recent raid' on the Chi-
nese at Rock Springs: The sheriff of 
Sweetwater county has arrested twenty-
two supposed leaders of the Rock Springs 
riot, including Isaiah Whitehouse, mem 
ber elect of the legislature. The prison 
ers were taken to Green River, the coun• 
ty seat, and jailed, and will have a prelim-
inary hearing to-morrow. More arrests 
will follow. 

The charges against the prisoners are 
murder, arson, rioting and robbery. The 
ruins of Chinatown have not been search-
ed and no more dead bodies have yet 
been discovered. It is estimated now 
that the number killed will be about fifty, 
including several that died of their 
wounds in the surrounding hills. 

All the Chinamen at work in the Almy 
coal mines near Evanston, numbering 400, 
have been taken to the latter place under 
the escort of United States troops. No 
further trouble need be apprehended. 

DURANGO had a sensational suicide last 
Monday. Mrs. F. M. Chandler, wife of 
the city marshal, died that morning at 2 
o'clock, :rom the effects of poison admin-
istered Sunday afternoon by her own 

hands. She was a woman with a very 
jealous nature, and which of late has been 
greatly aggravated by a mischief-maker 
putting notes under the door. stating that 
her husband was intimate with numerous 
other women. 

CHARLES HONEYCITURCH was killed in 
a placer mine near Idaho Springs, last 
Friday, by the dirt and rock caving in on 
him in a drift from a shaft which had 
been sunk to the bed rock of the creek. 
The body was recovered on Saturday 
night in a dreadfully mangled condition, 
and was buried on Sunday. He leaves a 
family in England. 

THE time of the Sullivan Ryan glove 
fight has been changed from September 
15 to September 26. It is announced-
that the fight will positively come off on 
the latter date. Sullivan began training 
Tuesday at Scituate. Ryan remains at 
Parkville, L. I., where he has been train-
ing for several weeks. 

A FEW bison are in the country yet. 
and are found in the small parks near 
the summit of the range. They are very 
hard to hunt, as they are apt to smell the 

hunter from afar. plunge into the depths 
of the forest and travel. it is said, from 
twenty to forty miles before halting.

Rules of the Rico Public School. 
By order of the School Board.

RULE 5.—Any damage to school build-
ing. outbuildings or school furniture, 
fixtures, maps, charts or any other prop-
erty belonging to the district must be 
paid for by the parent or guardian of the 
of the pupil or pupils committing such 
dam ige. 

RULE 6.—No swearing or other unbe- 
. 
coming language will be permitted at 
any time or place during the sessions of 
the school. 

RULE 7.—Pupils shall be respectful in 
their deportment to all teachers and 
among each other, and shall refrain from 
all language or action that shall be detri-
mental to their own interest and to the 
school. 

RULE 8.—The teacher is authorized to 
make such other rules and regulations as 
may he necessary to the successful gov- 
ernment of the school. 	-

"The Chinese Must Go." 
Thursday afternoon of last week 

a riot occurred at Rock Springs, in 
Wyoming, between the white and 
Chinese miners there. At this place 
were about 400 whites and 250 Chi-
nese employed then and a fresh im-
portation of about 50 pig tails caused 
the already bad feeling to he greatly 
increased. A fight between a pair 
,,f whites on one side and a couple 
.of Chinese on the other in a level of 
Mine No. 6 precipitated the riot and 
all the Chinese were driven from the 
mine. The whites organized and 
after arming made a raid on China-
town. Several Chinamen were shot 
down and the others fled to the hills 
and buttes for safety, until every 
cabin was deserted. The fleeing 
Mongolians were pursued for some 
distance and the whites then came 
back and set tire to the quarters, de-
stroying every Chinaman's cabin. 
At first, only a few dead Chinamen 
were found, but the roofs of all the 
cabins were dirt and covered up the 
dead when the hovels succumbed to 
the flames. Over twenty bodies 
have since been found in the ruins. 
It-is said that most of them were 
under the influence of opium or were 
too frightened to leave. Probably 
the opiate was administered in the 
form of leaden pills. It had been 
arranged that the first, attack on the 
Chinese was, to be made in Carbon, a 
raining town 150 miles east of Rock 
Springs, to be followed by similar 
movements in the latter place and in 
Evanston. The Rock Springs miners, 
however, took the initiative and the 
result has been announced. Even 
the women loaded shotguns and took 
a hand in ousting the Chinamen. 
Governor Warren came and tried to 
quell the riot, and the sheriff of the 
county, which is Sweetwater, sent a 
telegram for troops, declaring that 
affairs had got beyond his control. 
Gov. Warren telegraphed the officers 
at Forts Steele and Russell, and the 
troops were ordered to hold them-
selves in readiness. The Chinamen 
are frightened and refused to go to 
work anywhere on the line. Many 
of them have struck out for the Pa-
tti& coast. 

Willing to Quit on a Pair.

Recently in this city a gentleman 
was deeply interested in a game of 
poker that was in progress. Along 
hi the evening the gentleman's ser-
vant girl came and said. "Please tell 
him to come home.

'He soon forgot the message, and 
in about an hour the girl returned 
and asked if he were still there. 

"Tell him to please come home at 
once. Mrs. S. has become a mothT." 

"Very good. I'll be there as soon 
as I draw a pair." 

But he was so deeply interested 
that he continued to play poker until 
the wife and baby and all had passed 
from his memory. 

Within another hour the same ser-
valq called and asked if her employer 
were still there. 

"Yes, he's here yet." 
"Well, tell him to come home this 

instant. His wife has another baby 
and the house is all broken up." 

"Helenblazes!" roared the daddy 
of the twins, when he heard the last. 
"Let me go home. It' I play another 
hour I'll have three of a kind and be 
a ruined man." 

He went that trip. 

THE train over the Chicago & Al-
ton road was robbed the other night 
near Blue Springs, by three very raw 
amateurs in the business, who got 
about $30, then became frightened 

,.and jumped off. The scene of the 
robbery is in the "Cracker-neck dis-
trict" of Missouri, where the James 
gang operated, and they probably 
depended on the locality to strike 
terror to the hearts of the passengers. 
The state offers a reward of $1,0•36 
each for the arrest of the robbers, to 
which the railroad company adds as 
much more. 

OLD UNCLE DICK WHOOTEN, the 
old pioneer of Baton Pass, not far 
from Trinidad, has just had his de-
clining years made happy by the 
birth of about his twenty-fifth child 
—a boy. He is now married to his 
fourth wife and must be over seventy 
years old. Every resident of Colo-
rado has heard the expression: "one 
of Dick Whooten's night-herders," 
and old Uncle Dick was the party on 
whom the libel was originated. 

A DENVER Deputy Sheriff has left 
himself open to indictment for per-
jury by declaring in an affidavit that 
he refused a cocktail offered him by 
a man on whom he was trying to 
serve papers.
