The Colorado Miner, 
The Denver Tribune-Republican pays 

the boys the following compliment: 
The condition of the ore miners of Col-

orado is vastly superior to that of the 
same class of people in other mining sec 
tions. Wages are remunerative, becausc 
there is a good margin left over the cost 
of the necessaries of life. Mining here 
may be regarded as skilled labor, since 
the price paid for such work exceeds the 
compensation received for many kinds of 
labor properly classed as skilled. Miners' 
Wages, as a rule, are higher than clerk-
ships, even drug clerkships, and on a par 
with the salaries earned by the sleek gen-
tlemen who concoct exhilarating bever-
ages behind gorgeous sideboards. Black-
smiths and watch-tinkers command some-
what larger pay, but do not have corres-
ponding social rank. No form of manual 
labor equals that of mining when both 
remuneration and social standing are con-
sidered. There are numerous instances in 
which the poor miner of last year is the 
capitalist, legislator or society favorite of 
to-day. The Colorado miner springs from 
clay susceptible of the highest polish, and 
we find him springing continually from 
obscurity to prominence and positions 
hitherto supposed to require years of pa-
tient and persistent preparation and it is 
an established fact that the miner never 
reaches a position so exalted as to prevent 
him from referring with pride to his early 
familiarity with the pick and hammer. 

There is a spirit of hopefulness and am-
bition associated with mining that begets 
manliness and independence of character 
beyond that of any other calling in which 
manual labor is as important a factor. It 
is intrinsically an attractive labor, out of 
which longer persimmon poles and might-
ier levers may be wrested in a day than 
brains could evolve in a lifetime; hence 
we have in the business more brainy than 
brainless devotees. It will be a national 
calamity when miners' wages are reduced 
and the honor that attaches to this form 
of labor is unrecognized. 

THE Register of Lake City thinks that 
Dolores county should not object to being 
lopped off from tne Seventh and added to 
the Sixth Judicial District. It says: 

"The Seventh district is too large and 
this is not denied. It is also agreed that 
it must be reduced or the people be made 
to suffer great inconvenience and expense. 
The middle counties cannot be cut out. 
Gunnison is too large to add to any other 
district, and there is no" place to dispose 
of Delta, Mesa and Montrose. San Juan, 
La Plata and Dolores are the only avails 
ble counties to move, and all but Dolores 
have submitted to the inevitable. Our 
leeislators have but one course to pursue, 
and Mr. Pence will have to yield, not-
withstanding the instructions of Dolores, 
which is but one county in three to which 
he is answerable for his actions." 

If Gunnison with its two annual terms 
of court is too large to transfer to any 
other district, how is the business of the 
three southern counties with six terms 
to be disposed of? So far as Mr. Pence 
is concerned, it is true that he Apresents 
three counties, but this is the only one 
which can possibly be affected by the pro-
posed transfer. Brother Downey, how-
ever, has a quite mistaken idea as to the 
position of this county on the question. 
We have no inclination to stand obsti-
nately in the way of any move which will 
result in the general good, and have al-
ways said so. If the taking of La Plata 
and San Juan from this district would 
sufficiently relieve it, we felt and expressed 
a preference to remain in the Seventh, all 
other things being equal, The matter of 
conferring the right to try criminal cases 
on the county court was for local relief, 
and happened to be under discussion at a 

_meeting called to consider district chang-
es. It had no connection with it.

What it Costs a President to Live. 
New York sun. 

An impression has been artfully created 
that the expenses of the President in the 
White House absorb the salary of fifty 
thousand dollars a year allowed him by 
congress. There is not the least found-
ation for this belief. 

The only charges that fall directly on 
the president are the maintenance of the 
household, his personal outfit, and a lim-
ited number of so-called state dinners to 
the diplomatic body, the judiciary and to 
members of congress. 

Everything else is liberally provided 
from the public treasury, and in other 
ways. The White House is furnished, 
heated, and lighted by large appropria-
tions, a part of which was diverted by late 
presidents to different uses. The music 
at receptions is provided from the marine 
band. Large conservatories, kept up at 
a cost of eight to ten thousand dollars a 
year, furnish the flowers and plants for 
decoration. 

Nearly all of the servants are disguised 
messengers and laborers on the pay roll. 
The steward is a salaried official. The 
choicest supplies for the White House 
come from the army commissariat and at 
wholesale rates. Eight thousand dollars 
a year are voted for "the contingent ex-
penses" of the executive office which may 
be described as a practical addition to the 
president's salary. And superadded to 
all these perquisites and benefits it has 
become the bad custom to use the public 
property for the comfort, pleasure and 
convenience of the president and friends. 

Many other indirect privileges and ad-
vantages might be named which relieve 
the president of expense that would fall 
upon him as a private citizen. 

The general and the special receptions 
at the White House, which are advertised 
with unction by special correspondents, 
may be called social parades, which do 
not cost the president a dime. One for 
the diplomatic corps, and for other invited 
guests, initiated the fashionable seasion 
last week with a Spartan simplicity of en-
tertainment. Dress and diamonds were 
the marked features of that occasion, on 
which, as a distinguished statesman then 
remarked, even water was not offered to 
the company. Mr. Arthur' has been as 
generous in hospitality as any of his pred 
ecessors, but the actual expenditures of 
the president are far below the salary and 
the allowances that he receives by law 
and the benefits which are incident to the 
executive office. 

The Silver Scare. 
The New York Sun, under the head of 

"The Silver Scare," says: "A number of 
our otherwise intelligent fellow-citizens 
seem to be working themselves into a 
very unnecessary state of panic over the 
silver dollar. They think it is going very 
soon to drive out gold and to cause great 
financial disaster.That the supremacy 
of silver is unpleasantly near, or likely to 
come within three years, we can see but 
little reason for believing: and are quite 
sure that when it comes, it will bring no 
financial disaster whatever, but, on the 
contrary, improve the apparent prospect. 
This is proved by the experience of 1862 
and following years. When the irredeem-
able greenback put a premium ou gold 
and expelled it from circulation, prices, 
instead of shrinking, were immensely en-
hanced. The fortunes of all those who 
held any kind of property were immensely 
increased, and the previous tension, that 
had amounted to a panic, was relaxed by 
the abandonment of the rigid gold stand-
ard. A like result will attend the estab• 
lishment of a silver standard, but cannot 
equal that produced by greenbacks, for 
silver dollars cannot be multiplied like 
greenbacks at it merely nominal cost. 

[The Sure was formerly opposed to the 
coinage of silver dollars.] 

A Woman's Lonely Death. 
Denver Times. 

Mrs. Fannie E. Smith died a lonely 
death in a cabin .on Mount Bross, near 
Alma, on Tuesday morning of last week. 
She was a peculiar character, though she 
seems to have had many friends, most of 
them among the miners. It is said that 
she wes "masculine," and the facts bear 
out the statement. When her husband 
died some two or three years ago, he left 
her the unfortunate legacy of some non-
paying mining claims in litigation. To 
keep.up the annual assessments on these 
and carry on the law suits, Mrs. Smith 
has labored persistently and with a deter-
mination that merited a better return than 
she succeeded in wresting from the un-
willing rocks. It is related that, although 
nearly fifty years of age and gray haired, 
yet she has wielded the pick and shovel 
many a day in her own behalf, and that 
no prospector of the sterner sex was ever 
more sanguine of a bonanza than was she. 
She, however, died without a penny, and 
unattended by any one of her own sex. 
The miners raised money for the purchase 
of a rich casket and for paying the fee of 
the Rev. Mr. Kagy, who performed the 
funeral ceremony over her grave in Buck-
skin cemetery.

Its ninny cases the mutilated parts of the 
victims' bodies Were thrust 'into their 
bodies while they were still living. The 
massacre included many non combatants. 
The Egyptian women were subjected to 
the most shameful indignities.' More 
than 100 women and young girls were 
given over to the Mandi's followers to be 
used as slaves.

"OLD LISCOMB.'t . 

In Other Words, Rice's Own L. W. 
It was in the spring of '80 that I first 

met him. I was wandering about over 
the many vacant lots and the few, the very 
new eabins in that part of Rico which was 
crowded up on to the steep slope of Do-
lores Mountain, and one of the cabins at-
tracted my attention by its unusually neat 
and comfortable look. It rejoiced in a 
door and had a roof of shakes instead of 
sticks and mud, such as most of the resi-
dences in the camp were content with. 
I called therefor a drink of water, fell into 
conversation wiih the owner and was soon 
comparing Woodstock Green of to-day 
with Old Liscomb's recollections of it as 
it was several decades ago. I call- him 
old because that was the-name we chanced 
to give him, he being older than most of 
the men in the'camp, not because-he real-
ly deserved-the name. To be sure his 
hair was a trifle touched with gray, and 
hard work hod bowed his back and stiffen-
ed his limbs a little; but he was vigorous 
and active still. He recalled many of the 
old` landmarks of Woodstock and the 

• country round, and smiled in a shrewd 
'and kindly way as the memories of Hart-
land hills and his New England boyhood 
came back to him. Our friendship com-
menced then and .there. During.my stay 
m the mountains be kept me informed of 
the claims which he had, scattered about,, 
in various parts of tine San Juan,and came 
to tell me of his past history. The com-
panionship was always-pleasant. His ex-
perieace with alhits ups and downs had 
given him genial sympathy and had not 
taken away his native honesty and situ-
plicity. With the lank .  figure,, the thin 
face and the keen eyes of the traditional.  
Yankee, he might have walked out of that 
rough cabin into the streets of Woodstock, 
and no one would -have thought he . had 
not just driven doWn from the old farm. 
They would not, that is,' if he bad left be-
hind him-the frying pan full of stewing 
potatoes which he was skilfully handling 
over an open fire when I. interrupted him. 

For my partner and myself Old Liscomb 
worked assessments; and we returned the 
favor by surveying his claims. He locat 
ed leads and sold us interests in them, in 
part for cash and in' part for the work of 
surveying them. I can new feel the crick 
in my back that I got by packing a tran-
sit for a fouphours climb up Expectation 
Mountain. The Arab and. the Cad-Can 
and others of Old Liscomb's claims were 
on that delusive eminence; and they ran 
high—in altitude, not in silver. As Bill 
Nye said cf his prospect, they ran clear 
above timber line and it was nearly half a 
day's work simply to reach them. You 
may judge from the sample given that 
Old Liscomb's mind was rich in names for 
his locations.

Ile strolled about the 
saloPhs and dance halls occasionally in 
the eVening, as in such a place every man 
must, or die of lonesoirieness. It was a 
pleasure to meet him and ask about Ilia 
prospects. His IlisPe was always up, and 
he never failed of a cheerful confidenCe 
that he should strike it this time. His 
method 011ie through the stomper was 
like that of many other of the Rocky 
Mountain*  Hopefuls. If possible he would' 
find some one to furnish tools and provi-
sions and, a couple of burros---or one if he 
went alone. Loading the latter with the 
inevitable blankets, his prospecting pick'  
and frying pan, a tin pail or two, bacon, 
flour, baking powder and such' extras as 
he could afford, he would start off into 
the mountains. On such a trip he would 
be absent one week or several, as it hap-
pened. He made a camp by putting up a 
little tent or a sparebitof canvas near a 
brook or spring, and from thiS as a center 
explore the gulches and mountain sides 
about for indications. His outfitbeing 
easily moved, he could stay in one spot a 
d'ay or several weeks, as his fancy or as the 
outlook for mineral might lead him. Re-
turning lie would report to the person who 
had grubstaked: him„tell.of the locations 
be had matte, and perhaps show samples 
of such surface rock and outcroppings of 
veins as she found.
