The Silver Dollar.

Engineering and Mining Jou rnal.

Secretary McCulloch and President
Arthur both recommend the immediate
suspensicn of the coinage of silver dollars
and the issue of silver certificates. Ac-
cording to the Secretary’s report, there is
no surplus gold in the Treasury, the re-
serve that prudence requires having, in-
deed, been trenched upon: and thereis
no plethora of any kind except one of
silver dollars, for which there is no de-
mand. The coinage of silver dollars had
reached, October 31, 1884, the amount of
$184,730,829; the amountin actual cir-
culation was $41,326,736; the gmount in
the Treasury was (including $4,169,128.89
of silver bullion not yet coined) $147,573,-
221,89. Against this, there are in circu-
lation (apart from thg amount in the
Treasury, which need not be counted)
$100,741,561 of silver certificates. These
certificates are merely the representatives
of so many dollars in the treasury, which
are really private property, held by the
government for the owners. The net
“plethora” of silver dollars, therefore, or
the amount neither in actual circulation
nor in representative eirculation through
the silver certificates, is $46,831,660.89,
including the uncoined bullion above men-
tioned.

That under these circumstances it may
be necessary, as a measure voth of gener-
al financial prudence and the interest of
bimetalism itself, to suspend a while the
coinage of the silver dollar,may be likely.
As we are not bimetalists, we can, with
eqranimity, leave the statesmen of thLat
school to work themselves out of the
scrape for which they are respousible.
We must call their attention, in passing,
to one point only, that if they had been
willing to give the “Dollar of the Father”
a value corresponding to the circrmstan-
ces in which the sons are obliged  to
live and carry on business, the more
immediate and pressing evils that now
threaten would have been avoided,
and, moreover, the consumption of sil-
ver in the coinage would have been just
so much greater, to the incidental benefit
of the silver producers. But a silver
dollar of full value would not have been
more welcome as actual currency than
the present coin.  The simple fact, which
comes home to every man’s pocket, is,
that the dollar is an inconyenient coin to
carry. and that a paper representative of
it will always be prefered.

This brings us to our main question.
Why should the Secretary regard the is-
sue of the silver certificates as an addi-
tional evil, and recommend their suppres-
sion 98 well as that of small bank-notes
and green-backs, in order to force the
reople to carry silver dollars for all sums
under $5? He does not vouchsafe his
reasons for this opinion, and in the ab-
sence of reasons, we cannot see its force.
It seems to us that the circulation of sil-
ver certificates is practically the circula-
tion of si]ver dollars, in a most conven-
ient, safe, and popilar form. Theincon-
venience and expense to the government
of helding the actual coins is more than
compensated by the gain through the an-
nual loss and destruction of the panper
certificates. It would, of course, be cheap-
er to issue greenbacks, based on “‘the faith
of the nation;” but we cannot conceive
of Secretary McCulloch as the advocate
of such a measure, or understand why he
should not welcome and encourage in
every way the use of a paper currency
such as the silver certificates constitute,
free from all the risks of public credit—a
real old-fashioned “‘hard-money,” Demo-
cratic, purely representative paper cur-
rency, every note of which is net merely a
promise to pay, but, so to speak, a ware-
house certificate. The Secretaty would
not recommend legislation to force the
actual delivery of goods instead of bills of
lading or warehouse certificates, every
time ownership changed hands. Why
should he wish us all to become porters
of cumbrous silver dollars, not only to
our great daily inconvenience, but also at
great annual loss from abrasion of the
coin, and great expense for its transpor-
tation?

This question has nothing to do with
the depreciated value of the silver dollar,
or with the amount of silver dollars al-
1eady coired or to be coined hereafter.
The Secretary has not proposed to with-
draw and ‘melt up the coins now on hand.
His proposal to coin no more at present
stands on its* own foundation on the
greunds he gives for it. But, supposing
that this coinage had been suspended,
what harm would there be in the contiz-
ed issuve of the certificates, until (to take
the extreme case) every silver dollar of
the nearly $185,000,000 coined since

| March, 1878. were locked up 1n the vaults

of the Treasury, and a silver certificate
representing it were circulating in its
stead?

To us, it seems that such a condition of

affairs would be a most healthy one; and |

if the Secretary, to bring it about, had
recommended the suppression of small
notes, and the substitution of silver cer-
tificates, we could have understood his

The first result was an influx of
small notes from New England; to supply
the popular demand; and when the circu-
lation of these was forbidden by anether
law, the law was utterly disregarded, and
the party that had fathered it was defeat-
ed on this leading issue in the next elec-
tion, when William H. Seward, an advo-
cate of the small notes, and hence known
throughout the canvass as ‘“Little Bill
Seward,” was elected governor of the
State.

The proposal of the Secretary relating
to the silver certificates and  the small
notes is thus seem to be compounded of
twe parts, one of which is not necessary,
and the other not feasible, while the ob

ject sought by both is undesirable.

THE trouble experienced in the Animas

caiion by the D. & R. G. R. R. is not
from drifting snow but snow slides.
These slides start up above timber line
and bring an immense amount of snow
down into the cafion, and cover the track
to a depth of from eight to twenty feet.
They are always packed hard and quite
frequently are as difficult to remove as
ice. There are some half dozen places
between here and a point some ten miles
or so this side of Rockwood where slides
ocenr after or during every snow storm
succeeding the first one of the season,
and they can be looked for as regularly
ag the storms occur. No attempts have
ever been made to overcome this tronble,
although the expense of building sheds at
these points would be more than saved in
one winter. Strong open sheds, inclined
at a sufficient angle to permit the snow
to slide over them, could be built from
the mountain side and bolted in such way
that there would be no danger of the slides
sweeping them away.--Silverton Miner.

CALLAHAN McCArTHY, who was lostin
a December snowstorm on Sultan mount-
ain near Silverton, and lived for four
days and five nights on a snowshoe rab-
bit, died lately. The Silverton Miner
says there was every rcason to believe
that he would survive the terrible hard-
ships to which he was subjected, but con-
trary to expectation, the poor fellow final-
ly succumbed te exhaustion and died on
Tuesday afternoon. . He was given every
care that a devoted brother and the best
of medical advice suggested, but all at-
tempts to save him were unavailing. The
deceased was a splendid looking specimen
of manhood, and about 30 years of age.
He was buried on. Wednesday, and his
funeral was attended by a large number
of our best known citizens. Eugene
McCarthy has the sympathy of an extend-
ed circle of friends, who deeply deplore
the sad affliction that has been brought
upen him at this the happiest scason of
the year.

THE PASADENA.

At 9 o'clock last Monday morning, the
Pasadena furnace received its first charge
of ore for the run now in progress and
since then have beew turning out a good
grade of bullion at the rate of from 3%
tons (lowest) to 4} tons (highest) every
twenty-four hours. The amount of bul-
lion turned out wp to noon to-day is about
two car-loads on the week’srun, and mak-
ing a grand total of eight car-loads from
the water-jucket furnace since firstblown
in by tlie Pasadena company. The great-
est amount of bullion turned out any day
during the present week was on Wednes-
day, being 4} tons and the second best
result of any 24 hours since first starting
the furnace. No shipments of bullion
have been made since the sixth car-load
‘was marketed, but Superintendent Wat-
kins was yesterday endeavoring to make
arrangements for transpcrtation of that
now on hand. Samuel James, the metal-
lurgist, has every reason to fecl proud of
the splendid continued success he is
achieving. The result attests his careful
attention and practical knowledge. Both
coke and charcoal are received daily, as
well as ore from the (. H. C. and Lelia
Davis, principally, which ores are treated
together very advantageously, the former
carrying suficient lead, and latter lime
and iron enough to make an admirable

mixture.
SBOMETHING NEW.

Something of a furore was created in
TRico this week by the announcement that
ali relocations-of mining claims made on
New Year's day were illegal and void.
The information came through a publish-
ed associated press dispatch from Wash-
ington under date of December 30th, last,
which we here produce verbatim:

“WasHINGTON, D. C., December 30.—
In the protest of David McNeil et al.;
against the issue of a patent to J. H. Pace
et al.; claimants for the G. M. Favorite
Lode claim at Leadville, Colorado, the
Seeretary of the Faterior is informed of a
decision of the Land Office dismissing the
protest. The protestants asserted that
the claim had been forfeited through the
failure of the claimants to expend at least
$100 upon its improvements, and there-
upon the protestants relocated the claim.

The Secretary holds that the protestants
took possession-of the claim in violation
of the law which forbids such relocations
onlegal holidays. He also finds that the
claimants had worked on the Continental,
which adjoined the Favorite, with the

‘view to asystematic development of both

claims. Work of this kind on the Conti-
nental, he holds, was work on the Favor-
ite, and therefore he aflirms the dismissal
of the protest.”

The fact that relocations on legal heli-
days were violations of the miring law, is
news to even the best posted men in this
sectinn on matters relating to mineral
lands, and seem to think there is a mis-
take. It bhas been the practice for years
with those who had their eye on claims
for relocation, to be on the'claim at mid
night of December 31st and to set their
stakes so soen as the new year was fairly
inaugurated. Their titles so acquired
have never before been disputed, but if
their original locations were not valid,
serious complications might arise. At
any rate, about Rico, several claims which
were jumped just ten days ago, have been
the recipients of new stakes since the dis-
patch was first read, thosé who set them
being perfectly willing to believe that the
New Year's re location is void.

San Juan Wealth,

An apt comparison is the following
made by a Durango coerrespondent of a
Denver paper:

When we look over the map and see
mining camps in Nevada and California
of 8,000 to 5,000 inhabitants sustained by
three or four mines whose annual product
will not exceed over $100,000 each, and
then look over the Rico and Silverton
camps, and we can count such properties
by the dozens and scores.

Too Much Work,

The announcersent made by Judge
Gerry when he held the October term of
the District Court that it might be the last
time he would occupy the bench in this
county, seems to be probable. A bill to
gerrymander the judicial districts in such
a way as to include Doldres, San Juan
and La Plata counties in the Sixth Judi-
cial District, which is presided over by
Judge Hayt. This will still leave Judge
Gerry in the Seventh District, a large
amount of territory and he says that as
it at present stands he is entirely unable
to satisfy the demands upon his time with
anything like justice to the business of
his court. Lafe Pence, our representative,
writes from Denver, as follows:

“A matter has come up, regarding
which I would like some expression from
the people of Dolores county. It is the
proposed charge in the 7th Judicial Dis
trict. On yesterday we had a meeting
of the members from the counties in that
District to consult about the changes.
There were present Judge Gerry, Senators
Galloway and Stevenson, Representatives
Stirman, O’Driscoll, Porter, Bucklin (of
Gunnison) and myself. We all agreed
that Gerry’s district is too large, and the
public business is suffering by reason nf
it; that a change should be made. All,
excepting myself, seemed to be predispos-
ed to the idea that La Plata,. San Juan
and Dolores counties should be put into
Hayt's district. I said. plainly that the
people of Dolores county want Judge
Gerry and I was not disposed to vote for
any bill that will take that county from
his district. At the same time I think
that they have no disposition to over-
work him nor to persist in any arrange-
ment that will seriously effect the business
in other counties. Porter and O'Driscoll
are in favor of the change mentioned and
if they remainso, my solitary opposition
will avail nothing. Indeed, I do not wish
to set myself up against so many in 1dle
opposition, unless it should appear that
the people of Dolores county have serious
opposition to Judge Hayt.

In order to the opposed change, Fre-
mont and Custer counties will need to be
taken from Hayt's district, and Hayt, or
the members from those counties, may
‘be opposed to any possible change; but I
think that the assembly will make some
change to relieve the T7th District. Let
our folks know of the effort being made
to strike Dolores from the 7th District
and let me know the - general sentiment
in Rico on the subject.”

We think Mr. Pence has voiced the
sentiments of the citizens of Delores
county, almost to a man, when he says
that we want Judge Gerry. We know
that he has given better satisfaction than
any Judge who has ever sat upon the
bench in this Judicial District and the
people will be loth to part with him, but
if the interests of all concerned will be
better served, the change of course will
be made. Judge Haytis known to but
few of us, personally, but as judge, law-
yerand gentleman, his reputation is above
reproach. As the silver convention to-
night will be largely attended, an 'expres-
sion of sentiment as to the change could
casily be had. If possible, we would like
to have Judge Gerry trade off two or three
of Ius northern counties and hold fast to
Dolores, San Juan and La Plata.

Dolores County.

The following article is taken from the
Denver ZTribune- Republican:

The following facts, regarding the out-
put of the mines and the bullion produc-
tion, are furnished by our regular Rico
correspondent, and should have arrived
in time for our New Year edition:

The Grand View Smelter (water-jacket)
during the season made a run of 12 days,
and reduced 175 tons of ore, from the
Grand View, Phenix, Swansea, Hope
and Cross mines. Result, 82.000 pounds
of bullion. - Value, $22,500 to $23,000.

The Santa Clara Mill (amalgamator),
was blown in on October 1, and has been
in operation ever since. It has a capac-
ity of 20 tons per diem, and produced
and shipped bullion to the amount of
$18,000, on ore from the Puzzle Exten-
sion mine only. ’

The Rico Reduction Works (lixiviation)
were .in operation about a week but
found the machinery (water motor pew-
er) inadequate and closed down to putin
needed improvements. Made run on
Puzzle Extension ore and produced about
$5.000. '

The Pasadena Reduction Works (water-
jacket) operated 25 days in November
and then closed down to make arrange-
ments for winter's run, accumulating
fuel, etc. They started up for a contin-
uous season’s run en December 26. They
have been building additional offices,
laboratory, scale room and manager’s
residence, and evervthing is fitted tip
nobbily and all appointments perfect.
The run netted 713 tons bullion, 400
ounces per ton average; value, $30,000;
amount of ore in run, 350 tons. Ore on
hand now, and accumulating daily, 402
tens; value from $25,000 to $27.000.

When one cousiders that August 1st
saw not more than fifteen men employed
in the aggregate in the mines, this out-
putof the Pioneer Mining District is
gratifying. On the West Dolores at the
town of Bowen, the Little Susie group
has perhaps over 100 touns of high grade
ore on the dump. Mines closed down
and in litigation, the Mountain View, the
Emma and a number of others have per-
haps 50 tons of ore on dumps. At Sil-
veradn, eight miles below Bowen, the
mines of the Silverado Copper Mining
Company, some twenty-two, have over
200 tons of copper ore on dump, some of
the ore running 78 per cent. of copper.
Near Rico there are a number of mines
that have quantities of ore on the dump,
such as the Zulu Chief, Uncle Ned, Uncle
Jess, Pacific, Montana, Orphan Girl,
Black Demon, South Park, Ella D., Alma
Mater, Bancroft, St, Louis (now begin-
ning to ship 3 tons daily), Iron Cap,
Wabash, General Leogan, General Sher-
man, Eliza Jane, Rico, Evergreen, Blue,
Pilgrim, Parole, Keystone and numbers
of others. These in the aggregate have
perhaps 2,000 tons awaiting shipment.
Remember the season began in August.
Between thirteen to fifteen mines will be
in operation during this winter.
