Newspaper Failures. • 
Failures among Colorado newspapers 

have been frequent of late. Last week 
the Georgetown Miner, a fine paper, went 
under, and the Gunnison Review-Press 
discontinued its daily edition. In throw-
ing up the sponge, the latter paper has 
these very sensible remarks to make: 
. The Review- Press,like all other business 

interests in Gunnison, has felt the press-
ure of hard times. That pressure has 
increased with the disappearance of rail-
road and wagon bridges all over the Gun-
nison country by the floods. The pros-
pects for improvement in financial mat-
ters within the next two or three months 
are not flattering. The railaroad from 
Denver to Salt Lake will not be in opera-
tion for fully a month, if not two months; 
by that time any hope for great results this 
year will have passed. That Gunnison is 
still to be the centre of a great and pros 
perous mining district, no one who has 
investigated its resources doubts. It will 
be some time, it is true, but the ultimate 
fullfillment of this cherished hope is inevit 
able. The hard times compel all business 
men, to curtail. expenses. As a rule the 
first item to lop off is the newspaper pat-
ronage. Forgetting that it is to the pa-
pers more than to any other half dozen 
enterprises that the country must look for 
the presentation of its resources, business 
men of usual good judgment stop patron 
age to their papers and subscribe a hun-
dred dollars to some foreign enterprise 
which usually does theni little or no good 
at all. Far be it from the Review-Press 
from charging that it has not had its share 
of patronage. Compare it with others and 
it has had more than its share. Consider 
the enormous expense of a daily and the 
patronage has not justified its continuance 
thus long. A paper might donate a coup-
le of thousand dollars as a sinking fund 
and use every dollar rather than close and 
injure the town, and not even receive the 
bare thanks of business men. A false 
pride frequently induces men to continue 
in a business until an assignment is the 
only resort. The Renek-Press is not 
possessed of such a weakness. We have 
been ready to work for Gunnison and have 
done that work cheerfully. More than that 
should not be asked. In view of the above 
the Review-Press has decided to discon-
tinue its daily from this date. The week-
ly will be continued and efforts to make 
it double interesting as an exponent of the 
county's interest will be exerted. When 
business justifies the daily will be resumed. 
We prefer to stop entirely to cutting down 
within the limits justified by the business 
of the town.

Fifty Thousand Postmasters. 
Baltimore American. 

The second volume of the government 
"Blue Book," otherwise known as the 
official register of the United States, which 
contains a full list of the officers and em-
ployes of the postoffice department and 
the postal service, has just made its ap 
pearance. This book is compiled every 
second year, the idea being to furnish to 
each congress a complete list of officers 
and employes of the government in all its 
branches, with the salary paid,state from 
which employed, etc. The first yolume 
made its appearance some months ago, 
early in the session. It contained the 
names of all persons in the employ of the 
various departments, except those of the 
postoffice department. The second vol-
ume contains nearly 1,000 pages, includ-
ing, beside the names of officers and em 
ployers of the department in Washingtion, 
the name of all mail contractors, post-of-
fice clerks and agents of all the various 
railroads, all of those employed in the 
mail messenger service and railway mail 
service, all letter carriers and clerks in 
post offices and all postmasters, The list 
of postmasters discloses some interesting 
facts. There are, in round numbers, 
about 50,000 postmaster's in the United 
States whose salaries run from $8,000 ner 
annum down to 9 cents. The individual 
receiving the largest salary in this capacity 
is the postmaster tit New York, whose 
salary is $8,000, the same as that of the 
postmaster-general himself. The small-
est salary paid appears to be that paid to 
H. H. Forest, postmaster at Redale, Pitt 
county, N. C., whose salary, according to 
this register, was 9 cents last year. Post-
master below a certain grade, it will be un 
derstOod, are paid according to the num-
ber of stamps cancelled at their offices. 
Formerly they were paid according to the 
number of stamps sold, but this system 
was not found to be satisfactory, some of 
the postmasters making a business of sell-
ing stamps in order to get their percent-
ages. Now they are paid by the number 
of stamps canceled, receiving the full value 
up to the first $50, and a certain propor-
tion after reaching the sum. Out of the 
50,000 postmasters in the United States 
there are 2,000, according to this register, 
whose salaries are less than $100 each. 
But it is not to be understood that these 
persons devote their entire time and atten-
tion to the duties of postmasters for this 
sum. These are places where post offices 
are located in country stores or at private 
houses, and are kept either as an accom-
modation to the neighborhood or with the 
idea that their keeping brings some addi-
tional trade to the Proprietor of the store 
or other establishment where they are 
kept. In Ohio there are t vventy-six offices 
where the salary is less than $10 a year, 
in Pennsylvania 55, in Western Virginia 
111, in Wisconsin 20, in Minnesota 46, in 
Illin-ois 25, Missouri 91, Florida 20, Ten- 
nessee 21, Iowa 52, Kentucky 136, Ala 
bama 160, Georgia 149, North Carolina 
310. There are among these 2,000 persons 
whose salaries are below $10. Of those 
postmasters-Whose saleries were less than 
a dollar, Mississippi, Louisiana and Penn-
sylvania have one each; Virginia, Tennes-
see, Alabama, Wisconsin, Kentucky, 
Minnesota have two each, while North 
Carolina lies no less than a dozen who get 
less than a dollar a year.

What Receiver Jackson will Do. 
Denver Republican of the 13th. 

The order of the Court. appointing Mr. 
Jackson Receiver of the Rio Grande, was 
formally made yesterday. 

It fixes his bond at $500,000, and au-
thorizes Mr. Jackson to take possession 
of all the property of the company, real 
and personal, including money, road 
beds, iron ties, lands, right of way, roll 
ing stock, leases and franchises. It gives 
him power to manage, control and exer-
cise all the franchises whatsoever of the 
Railway Company, and if need be, under 
the direction of the court, to sell and 
Convey the whole or any part of the 
property of the company. He is also 
given the power to prosecute and defend 
all suits brought by or against the com-
pany. 

It is further ordered that the Denver & 
Rio Grande Railway Company„its officers 
and agents, or whoever is in possession 
of it, deliver over to the Receiver all the 
property real and personal of the compa-
ny in the same condition it was in at the 
time of the making Of this order, except 
so far as is necessarily changed in the 
proper management of the road. The 
order further directs Mr. Jackson to in-
quire into and report the condition of the 
road, to make an Inventory, to assume 
complete management and to make a re-
port of his acts to the court. 

A Bull Fight on American Soil. 
The first bull fight on American soil 

take place in Dodge City on the Fourth. 
A dispatch from Dodge on the 5th said 
that a large number of visitors arrived 
from the East and West, and 500 cow 
boys were present. The fight occurred 
at the fair grounds in an arena 100 feet in 
diameter ,inclosed by a fence eight feet 
high, provided with 8 escapes and two 
ladders . There were five bull fights and 
four animals. The first bull ushered into 
the ring made only a fair fight, furnishing 
one-half hour's amusement. The second 
was too quiet, and showing no spirit, was 
withdrawn. The third pranced into the 
ring throwing up clouds of dust. After 
being angered by several spear thrusts he 
Made Matters very lively, atter being ex-
hausted, was lassoed and dragged from 
the ring. The fourth proved a failure, 
and the crowd demanded the first bull, 
which was returned to the ring. After a 
brisk fight and much charging ,the pica-
dore gave him a fatal thrust with his lance, 
and he fell dead. One .of the matadores 
was severely injured about the ribs in the 
final encounter and may not recover. 
The crowd was greatly excited during 
the progress of the exhibition. There 
were from three to four thousand people 
present.

Railroad War. 
The Telluride News was intortned last 

Monday by a special letter that in conse-
quence of the suit between Lovejoy, of 
the D. & R. G., and Dodge, of the Utah 
branch, that a railroad war occurred the 
day before at the state line near Grand 
Junction, over the result of the decision 
by the Utah court, granting Col. Dodge 
the lawful right to the supervision of the 
road as long as be lives. President Love-
joy had 150 men take possession of the 
west end of the Colorado branch and 
tear up the track for nine miles. He also 
cut off all trains running over the line, 
as Col. Dodge was taking possession of 
all the rolling stock which crossed from 
Colorado into Utah. It is feared the 
trouble will result seriously if some steps 
are not taken in .the way of a comprom-
ise by the new receiver. Passengers go-
ing from Colorado to Utah are compelled 
to walk nine miles in order to get a train 
on the Utah branch for Salt Lake. 

The Threatened Outbreak.

Apache, Arizona, Chief, but what the Mor-
mons and Navajo Indians have formed a 
coalition. We have it from reliable sour-
ces, and further, the Mormons ate getting 
in a large supply of ammunition. Every 
Mormon is tow armed. The first move 
the Mormons make towards a outbreak 
will be their last, as - there will not be 
enough men left to dig graves for the bal-
ance.

At 1:30 yesterday Denver was over-
cast by a vast cloud of smoke which 
darkened the sun to a fiery red ball, 
which cast a lurid glare over everything. 
But for the color given to the sunlight it 
would be supposed that the effect was 
produced by an ordinary cloud, but from 
the higher points of the city it was seen 
that a column of smoke was rising from 
behind the mountains and rolling off 
over Denver. It was at fira reported 
that the smoke came from the burning 
of a smelter at Golden, but it soon be 
came apparent that this was not the case,4  
the smoke coming from behind the 
mountain range. 

It developed subsequently that the 
smoke was caused by a forest fire at Cen-
tral. 

Mr. McFadden, manager of the Acade-
my of music, was in Central when the 
fire broke out and from him it was learn-
ed that the fire was discovered at 1:30. 
the smoke rolling in and filling the town 
being the first intimation had by the peo 
pie. On rushing out from the hotel 
where he had been sitting at the time, he 
saw a magnificent sight. A large clump 
of pine trees on the mountain side, half a 
mile away, being in full blaze, the flames 
mounting hundreds of feet into the air. 

The people of Central were at first 
much alarmed, the heat of the fire being 
felt in the city. Central had been burn-
ed down ten years ago by a forest fire 
and the fear was not an unfounded one. 
However, it was finally dissipated by the 
belief that the half mile of clearance be-
tween the town and the woods would act 
as a barrier to the fire. When Mr. Mc-
Fadden left at 4:30 the fire was still burn-
ing with undiminished fury but had near-
ly burned out the clump of trees in which 
it had broken out, and no danger was ap 
prehended. 

CHOLERA is said to have reached Paris. 
Thirty-eight deaths occurred in Marseilles 
in eighteen hours.

The Wattles & Jones outfits returned to 
Rockwood at once and will land another 
Installment of machinery at the works on 
Tuesday or Wednesday next. 

THE FORT WAYNE. 

We are informed by H. C. Brown that 
he began to knock down ore from the 
Fort Wayne vein on Thursday, although 
preparatory work has been going on ever 
since the 10th init. Three tunnels have 
been run on the property, but no ore of 
partibullir value has been mined antil the 
present time. Mr. Brown has purchased 
a one-fourth interest and leased another 
fourth from George Hahn; the undivided 
half is owned by Mrs. Lottie Setz, of Du-
rango. The ore is said to range from 56 
to 78 ounces in silver and a good per 
cent. in copper. 

TED RICO REDUCTION CO.'S MACHINERY. 

P. Stewart, general manager of the 
Rico Reduction Company, returned on 
Monday from Durango, at which place he 
made a contract with Longenbaugb, the 
freighter, to bring into Rico tile 90,000 
pounds of machinery now lying at Rock-
wood and destined to be used in the addi-
tion. of an amalgamation plant to the 
Ihrielation process now in use. This ma-
chinery will at once be-pot in p}ace,every 
preparation having been made for its re-
ception at the works. The capacity of 
the works will be largely increased. 

THE TELEGRAPH. 

Work under lease on the Telegraph 
was begun Wednesday morning, and the 
workmen are drifting on the vein, intend-
ing to connect the shaft (60 feet deep) 
with the tunnel (120 feet long). The ore 
improved greatly with the latest develop-
ment anti as it is contained in a vein two 
to three feet wide there is a prospect for 
fine results. The Telegraph is patented 
and is owned by A. H. Steele, W. E. Par-
sons and W. B. Whiteside, and is located 
just above town, alongside of the Newman 
group. 

PROGRESS AT THE SKEPTICAL. 

The 5} Inch bits in use in drilling at 
the Skeptical had to be sent to Durango 
this week for repairs, as the shoulders 
were not sufficiently turned down to pre-
vent them from unscrewing while drilling. 
Twice the bit in use was almost lost off 
in the tubing, which would have made a 
nice mess. Joe Wilkinson took two bits 
to Durango Sunday and returned Tuesday 
with them ready for work, which had 
been suspended during his absence. The 
progress now being made is.very encour-
aging, and the prospecting shaft is sunk 
several feet every day. On Thursday a 
small vein of a foot or eighteen inches in 
thickness was cut in the descent and the 
formation already seems to be changing. 
When that long-sought contact is reached 
and proves to be a rich one, as shown by 
the South, Park development, the revival 
of interest in that kind of mining will be  

sudden and thorough. The drill will sink 
deep into the bowels of the earth before 
the search is given up. 

ORE CONCENTRATION. 

Rico, July 17th, 1884. 
To the Editor: 

SIR: I am in receipt daily of letters 
of inquiry asking how much ore will the 
concentrating machines I represent treat 
in a day of 24 hours? What per cent. of 
the mineral will they save? There are a 
great many difficulties connected with 
the concentration of ores that but few 
people seem to understand. The word 
ore does not represent any definite or un-
varying material. Ores vary in those 
traits which make concentration easy or 
difficult, rapid or slow, and close or 
wasteful. The following area few of 
the forms which ore may take: 

It may carry a heavy mineral and a 
comparatively light gangue, as &les, for 
instance, galena. It may carry a moder-
ately heavy mineral and a light gangue, 
as do many of the iron sulphurets. It 
may carry a light mineral and a still light-
er gangue, as do most of the copper sul-
phurets. It may carry a light mineral 
and a gangue of nearly the same gravity, 
as limonite generally does. It may carry 
two minerals, of different gravities, both 
valuable, one of them heavier than the 
gangue and the other of the same gravity 
with the gangue, or a little lighter or 
Leafier. For instance, a mixture of hem-
atite and limonite ores, with a pyroxene 
gangue; or galena ores, carrying zinc 
blende in paying quantities or galena 
carrying chalcopyrites, with or without 
zinc blende. It may carry mineral in the 
minutest forms of sub-division, either 
naturally, or because being brittle it is 
easily reduced in the stamps to slimes, 
which sink beneath the surface of the 
water, as for instance, many of the tellu 
ride ores and of the silver chloride ores. 
It may carry minerals finely sub-divided 
that will float off on the surface of the 
water, as many of the antimanial silver 
ores do. It may carry mineral naturally 
coarse and not very brittle, which, crush • 
ed through a 60 mesh screen, will not be-
come very fine. Each one of the above 
varieties of ore .may also be heavily 
charged with clay, or it may be entirely 
free from it. The speed and closeness of 
concentration are greatly affected by the 
comparative gravities of the ore and the 
gangue, the coarseness or fineness of the 
particles of mineral, and the presence of 
the clay. Machinery which will closely 
and rapidly work some of the freely con-
centrating ores, may be entirely worthless, 
without additional appliances and spec-
ial adaption in working other ores; and 
some ores are absolutely uncontrollable 
with any appliances. And in all cases 
both the speed and the closeness of the 
work will be materially modified by the 
nature of the ore under treatment. In 
consequence of the widely differing na-
tures of ores, concentrating machines 
must be modified and adjusted to suit 
their peculiarities. It requires the most 
extreme nicety to pick out each little par-
ticle of mineral from the many particles 
of gangue surrounding it. A mine own-
er who simply "orders a concentrator" as 
he would order a barrel of flour in the 
market, without a previous, careful ex-
amination into the concentrating proper. 
ties of his ore, is likely to be disappoint-
ed in the results. The operation of con-
centrating is one of the most difficult and 
delicate ones connected with the treat-
ment of ores. And the machinery for it 
should be the most perfect possible. I 
will test samples of ores, for parties de-
siring to purchase concentrating machin-
ery, and give an opinion on the following 
points: 1st-Can the ore be concentrated 
at all? 2d-How closely? 3d-At what 
cost for machinery? Parties sending ore 
from a distance must prepay the freight.

The Condition of the D. & R. G. 
The situation is summed up by the 

Denver Inter- Oceanin the following lan-
guage: 

The Denver and Rio Grande railroad, 
under a receiver, will be in far better shape 
than it was The Lovejoy management 
accuse the Palmer management of having 
kept up a fictitious show of prosperity, 
and the Palmer people retort that Love-
joy's methods have caused the wreck. 
That is the way the conflict stands, and 
the road meanwhile has gone to pieces 
though raids on the stock and though 
washouts along the line. 

The greatest regret about such a col-
lapse is that it will give the State of 
Colorado a very black eye, because there 
will pe plenty of wise galks who will 
credit the break to a wild supposition 
that "the bottom has dropped out of 
Colorado." 

We are not in the habit of swapping 
lies with the Eastern capitalists, and we 
shall not deny the evident truth that 
Colorado is having hard times; though, ai 
to that, commercial travelers tell us that 
Denver is lively compared with Eastern 
cities. The yearin Colorado has been a 
succession of natural cussedness. The 
snow fell deep, and lay long.. When it 
melted, it went suddenly under our hot 
mountain sun, and the valleys were flood-
ed. Then lead went cavorting down hill 
and the mines suffered. Then money 
went crazy in Wall street, and our smel-
ters had to draw the lines together in 
buying ore, while there was a back set in 
development of our agriculture ditch-
land. These are some of the causes that 
have made Colorado dull, and they are 
all causes that would have affected any 
Eastern State. That they should affect 
Colorado is not at all strange, especially 
when we consider that the growth here 
has been so rapid that there has not been 
time to arrange the necessary basis for 
sound finances.

Death of Colonel Boone. 
Col. A. G. Boone died in Denver Mon-

day night. He was the oldest son of 
Daniel Boone and was the earliest Colo-
rado pioneer, coming here in 1826. Of 
him the Denver Tribune says: 

Colonel Boone was one of the first white 
men who ever crossed the plains, having 
reached the Rockies nearly forty years ago. 
He was one of the first Indian agents ever 
appointed by the government. He it was 
who made treaty with the Cheyenne and 
Arapahoe Indians for the possession of this 
portion of the country by the whites. 
He was intimately connected with Indian 
affairs about three years ago, when he re 
tired from public life. At the time of the 
uprising of the red man when General 
Custer was killed Colonel Boone was 
called on by the Government and succeed-
ed in pacifying the Indians. At the time 
of his death Colonel Boone was 78 years 
of age and his death-bed sufferings were 
alleviated by the presence of two of his 
daughters,Mrs. B. D. Spencer, of this city, 
and Mrs. Judge H. W. Jones,of Southern 
Colorado. Two other daughters are liv-
ing, Mrs. Coleman Elmore Otis and Mrs. 
Captain Charles Hobert, the husbands of 
both of whom are now in service in Texas 
and Montana respectively. 

Capture of Six Indians. 
The Indians have been trying their old 

tactics and after the recent trouble sepa-
rated, and started off in different direc• 
tions, some south and other bands towards 
the White River country. The story of 
the capture of six of the Indians is told 
by a Durango dispatch of last Tuesday to 
the Denver Tribune: 

James Sparrow, in charge of the head-
quarters of the Carlile Cattle Company, 
arrived in the city from the Blue mountains 
yesterday. He reports that Captain Per 
rine, with his company, had arrived 
from Fort Lewis at the scene of the recent 
fight between the cowboys and Southern 
Utes, fonnd the cow camps, except that 
of John Lewis, all destroyed, together 
with wagons and provisions, and about 
100 horses driven away. Nine dead 
horses were found and eight shot so they 
will be useless. The mules of W. S. Wil 
son were killed. Another company of 
cavalry had reached Mitchell's store, on 
the San Juan, some distance below the 
Blue mountains, and captured six Utes 
riding branded horses in stolen saddles, 
and having other stolen property. They 
will be held for trial. 

The cantonment will at once be built 
by the soldiers inside the Colorado line, 
near Mitchell's. The Indians have divid 
ed their booty and scattered, evidently 
hoping to reach the reservation in small 
parties. The ,soldiers and cattle men are 
resolved to capture and make an example 
of as many as possible. The scene of the 
trouble is about 120 miles west of Duran-
go and off the reservation. There are 
fully 30,000 head of cattle in the vicinity. 

Geo. W. Kephart received a letter last 
evening from Durango stating that the 
Interior Department had issudti an order 
authorizing settlers to shoot any Indian 
seen attempting to join the renegades 
from the reservation. 

Terrible Texas Tragedy. 
GALVESTON, Texas,July 13.-The News' 

Dallas special says: "W. H. Beale and 
Bowie, in a room in the third story of 
the National Hotel, fought a duel to the 
death to-night with pistols. Shots were 
heard and the room was broken into but 
both were lying dead, with the pistol of 
each lying by his side. Both were shot 
through the heart and head. Shortly 
prior to the duel they were devoted• friends. 
A few minutes before the tragedy they had 
a quarrel and one was heard to say, 'damn 
you,. I'll kill you,' soon after they returned 
to the r,00m when the shots were heard 
and the announcement was made that 
both were dead. The tragedy created 
great excitement and hundreds of people 
are surrounding the hotel. The cause is 
unknown at this hour." 

WE are just in receipt of the Halstead 
(Kansas) Clipper, of July 1st, announcing 
the marriage of Harry P. Schell, who is a 
well-known printer in Southern Colorado, 
having served a long time on the Durango 
Record. The paper first spoken of says: 

"H. P. Schell. an old-time friend of ye 
editor's was married to Miss Sonoma Shaw 
a sister of our wife last Sunday at McPher-
son, Sunday, June 29. Mr. Schell is also a 
newspaper man, having been associated 
with the Smoky Valley News,published at 
Lindsborg, for the past six months. It is 
not an uncommon thing for editors to get 
married, but it is not often that two of 
them marry sisters and get married at the 
same time. We wish the happy couple 
long life and prosperity, and hope Mr. 
Schell may meet success rarely known to 
journalists, that he and his charming bride 
may enjoy their wedded life as well as 
ourselves and bride hope to enjoy ours." 

If the latter part of that notice don't 
savor of Kansas, we miss our guess. 

GEORGE BoYD, mail-carrier from this 
city to White Cross. nearly lost his life at 
the Nine-mile ranch last Saturday. The 
bridge across Lake fork, at that point was 
washed away, and Boyd attempted to 
ford the stream. His buckboard was 
overturned and he fell under it. The 
tongue broke and his mules escaped after 
a hard struggle. Boyd was rescued by 
two men who saw the accident. The 
mail bag was lost and cannot be found. 
-Lake City Letter. 

THE pay car of the Denver & Rio Grande 
left Denver on Thursday, the 17th instant, 
to make a tour of the road, prepared to 
cash the unpaid checks of employes. 
This news will be received with rejoicing 
by the numerous attaches of the road who 
have had no pay for their services for the 
past three months. 

TEE Rio Grande track torn up by Pres-
ident Lovejoy was re-laid Monday by the 
order of Receiver Jackson. 

Colorado Postoffices. 
The annual report on Colorado salaried 

postoffices has been made and it is a mat 
ter of surprise that our own office shows 
the heaviest reduction in salary, being 
reduced $300. 

Five offices lose $200, as follows: Ala-
mosa, Durango, Gunnison, Lake City and 
Pitkin. The following named offices 
each have a reduction of a single $100: 
Black Hawk, Boulder, Breckenridge, 
Callon City, Central City, Colorado 
Springs, Del Norte, Denver, Fort Collins, 
Georgetown, Golden, Leadville, Long-
mont, Pueblo, Silver Cliff, South Pueblo 
and Trinidad. 

The only offices in the state which 
show an increase of salary, the amount 
being $100, are Salida and Silverton.

TWO FIRES. 

The Residence of Geo. Percival 
Burned To-day. 

Th e infrequent cry of "fire" was raised 
about 9:30 last Monday night and the 
scene of the conflagration was found to 
be Pat McKenna's house on Glasgow ave- 
nue, across Silver creek. The fire had 
eyidently been burning some time and so 
had quite a start of the firemen, who did 
some lively rustling at the first tap of the 
alarm. The roof was all ablaze on their 
arrival, but ladders and buckets of water_ 
soon extinguished the fire and soothed 
McKenna's feelings. The Als, Steele and 
Mundee, mounted the burning structure 
and handled the buckets with grace and 
effect. Mundee and others introduced 
their heads under buckets in their descent 
to the ground and Race Dunton souzed 
himself in the creek; beyond these, no 
casualties. The roof was almost totally 
demoralized. The cause of the fire is a 
mystery, as there bad been no fire in the 
stove since 6 o'clock, and the conflagra-
tion started behind the cupboard several 
feet away from the stove. 

Shortly before two o'clock this after-
noon the my of fire was again heard and 
the cause was soon seen to be a serious 
blaze at the residence of George Percival, 
just two doors distant from the fire of 
Monday night. It was instantly seen 
that there was no hope of saving the 
building as it was all in flames in a few 
seconds after the alarm was given. It 
seems that Mrs. Percival had lighted 
a fire in the stove and had gone over to 
Mrs. Robinson's place to get some milk. 
She was absent longer than she expected 
and was hastened home by the alarm. 
The whole inside of the building must 
have been in flames before the fire was 
discovered, as it is in an out of the *ay 
part of town. W. B. Norton first saw 
the fire and managed to get out two 
trunks, which were the only things saved 
from the flames. The wind was high and 
swept the flames over the adjoining build-
ing, the property of Mrs. E. E. Rust, and 
it seemed to he impossible to save either 
that or the McKenna house, which was 
so badly scorched Monday night. The 
firemen worked like beavers and Andy 
Brydon stood up ih the face of the flames 
for more than half an hour when it seem-
ed that he would be scorched to a crisp. 
To him is due much of the credit for sav-
ing the two adjoining buildings. The 
Rust building was unhurt save a severe 
scorching; it was on fire more than once. 
The Percival house had just been paid 
for by dint of hard work and economy 
and everything was sacrificed to the mer-
ciless maw of the flames, even to the few 
dollars which Percival had saved, which 
were in his coat pocket. Appreciating 
the situation, the following pacer was 
circulated by W. 11. Bean this afternoon 
and received many signatures. It will be 
found at Bean & Brydon's to-morrow 
and next day for those who desire to sign 
it. The men are requested to meet at 
teat place at 8 o'clock Tuesday morning: 

"We, the undersigned, agree to furnish 
the labor of one man on Tuesday, July 
22d, to assist in building a new house for 
our neighbor, Geo. Percival, who was 
rendered homeless by the fire of to day. 

Contributed by Claudius. 
The present year, as we are glad to 

note, promises to be a prosperous one 
for Rico. The Pasadena smelter which 
has been called into existence, as a con-
sequence of. the demand for minimum 
charges for the treatment of the large 
amount of low grade ore, has given min-
ing a new impetus and inspired all with 
new hope and energy. The enterprise is 
in the hands of men having the exper-
ience, intelligence and means to make a 
howling success. 

Many persons are inclined to discredit 
the assertion that Rico has not yet reach-
ed its zenith and that it is fast improv-
ing. It seems incredible that a field 
which has promised so much is destined 
in the near future to astonish even its 
most zealous supporters. Recent events 
however, confirm the prosperous condi -

tions of Dolores county so strongly that 
the most skeptical must believe. In spite 
of the unprecedented snow of last winter 
and the lateness of the season. the output 
of Dolores county of last year will be 
considerably augmented the present year. 

Several mining properties are being 
quietly and actively worked, and what-
ever is being done, is carried on in a bus-
iness like and prudent manner. There are 
a large number of very valuable mining 
properties, which have heretofore beer 
idle, that will pay to work now that the 
charges for treatment will be reduced to 
lowest possible minimum. In fact, im-
partial, capable mining men who would 
look the field over here, would be agreea-
bly surprised at the result of'their investi-
gation. 

Upon the completion of the new re-
verberatory furnace being erected, Rico 
will be equipped equal to the best dis-
tricts in the state. We have the Grand 
View, a blast furnace, for the treatment 
of our smelting ores. The Waring lix- 

iviation works for the treatment of our 
dry ores and the Santa Clara amalgama-
tion works for the treatment of free mill-
ing ores. In the matter of the treatment 
of ores Rico cannot be surpassed. 

The work of tearing down the new 
blast furnace, in which a fire was never 
ignited, erected by the Rico smelter peo-
ple, was commenced Thursday. The 
material being used in the construction of 
the new furnace is all on hand. The en-
gine arrived this week and will be placed 
in position at once. The excavation of 
the flue chamber,which is 250 ft in length, 
is completed and the erection of the wall, 
under contract, is progressing rapidly. 
The excavation for the cupel furnaces is 
completed, the brick work is now being 
laid and, indeed, everything is assuming 
completion under the skillful manage-
ment of Messrs. Dixon and Neville. 

A mine is either a very good or a very 
bad thing to have. A prospect is only a 
requisite promise of a mine. To make a 
mine, a prospect must receive the neces 
sary and proper development. We re-
gret to say that it has been the tendency 
of most mine owners in this section to 
allow their pronerties to lie idle or per 
form only the requisite amount of labor 
each year that is required by law to hold 
them. It is an injurious evil to any sec-
tion and should be corrected. It is an 
erroneous idea that many mine owners 
have, that if they perform the annual as 
seesment prescribed by law, they are giv-
ing their prospects sufficient work, with 
a few assessments, to open up a mine 
worth many thousands of dollars, and if 
these sanguine anticipations are not re-
alized they become discouraged and de-
cry the country and the mines, and at 
once set to work to prejudice the gener-
al public against this great and growing 
industry, to divert capital from invest-
ment in one of the safest and most re-
munerative business positions offered in 
the world, to-day. But this only demon-
strates their ignorance or mendacity. 

Capital has heretofore done but little 
in the way of development. The intrin 
sic merit and wonderful richness of the 
mines have developed themselves. While 
immense sums of money have been ex-
pended in dead work in many districts, 
and so-called mines, carried on for many 
years without returning a dollar of the 
money invested, a Rico mine has had 
to pay from the "grass roots" before cap-
ital would deign to notice it. The dis-
trict has never yet had justice done to 
its vast mineral resources, or received 
that aid in their development which has 
been poured with so lavish and reckless 
a hand into many other districts: and 
yet there is no mining district in the en-
tire southwest in which capital has met 
with such encouraging results and which 
offers a finer field for investment. 

A bright business outlook is quite per-

ceptible and the balance of the season 
cannot help looming up. Several of the 
mines in this vicinity, whose owners have 
during the past, in pursuance of a con 
servative policy, been working for devel-
opment principally, without making ship-
ments to any extent, will, with the open-
ing of the Pasadena smelter, put forth 
their best efforts to market the ore they 
have uncoyered. Everybody is rejoicing 
in the progress of the construction of 
this furnace and Messrs. Dixon and Nev-
ille have the gratitude of every citizen 
of Rico for their efforts to push the work 
to completion.

Wages of Leadville Miners. 
Leadville Chronicle. 

We have taken considerable pains the 
past fortnight to gather reliable figure on 
the wage labor of the Leadville mines, 
the smelters and the other industries 
directly connected therewith.. The total 
has been largely underestimated, some of 
the estimates being low as 1,500 wages 
men in all the employments of the camp 
and city, from the mine superintendent. 
to the mechanic and job worker. That 
they are largely off was proven by the in-
quiries made. There are employed in 
mining, in and on Leadville mines, 1,520 
men as miners, sorters and jiggers, and 
of this number 520 are lessees and the em-
ployees of lessees. 

The mills and smelters employ 500 men, 
including those who will have no work by 
the temporary blowing out of the Manville 
smelter, but which will not last long. 
There are further-125 teamsters and similar 
employees, 100 timber and charcoal burn-
ers, and 150 men working for wages on 
Sugar Loaf, Frying Pan, Sowbelly, Half 
Moon, the Daisy and the New York mines. 
The total Is 2,420 men, of which about 500 
are on work of lessees, and of these there 
are not more than:250 working on shares 
with doubtful Nulling& Deducting this 
nuMber front 2,420 leaVes 2,170 men on 
paid labor, averaging earnings of $6,000 
per day. The production of ore by them is 
about 700 tuns to-day, owing to a slight 
Increase during the last fortnight. The 
average cost per ton for mining, timbering 
adtl smelting labor is therefore $8.50. 
These items show plainly tbatpur smelters 
contribute 'over one•thfid of the whole of 
the wages paid, and the protection of this 
industry is important to the prosperity of 
the commercial and trade interests of the 
city. 

The Ruined City in Arizona. 
Boston Journal. 

The ruined cliff city discovered in Ari-
swiss last summer occupied the sides of a 
cation, which has been christened Walnut 
Gallon. It is an immense fissure in the 
earth, with nothing above the general 
level of the country to indicate its exist-

_ once to the traveler until he stands upon 
the side of its almost precipitous bank. 
The sides have been gullied by storms 
and torrents, leaving shallow, cave like 
places of great length at different heights, 
along the bottom of which, when the 
ledge furnishes a sufficient area, dwellings 
in groups or single were built. 	The 
village was about three-quarters of a mile 
in length and consisted of a single row of 
houses, the common rear wall being the 
living rock, while the sides and front 
were of large square stones laid in clay. 
A narrow street or path extended along 
the front, and similar villages extended 
along the canon tor a distance of' five 
miles. Although many domestic imple-
mentswere found, nothing was discovered 
which indicated the character of the peo-
ple who once inhabited them. There 
were no weapons of war, temples or idols. 
hieroglyphics or pictures. There was 
nothing to identify them with the uncivil-
ized races of the present day, and though 
the wide extent of the ruins indicate the 
existence once of allied races covering 
Huge portions of Arizona, New Mexico, 
and Utah, as well as Northern Mexico, 
their origin and history constitute an un-
solved problem. Four hundred years 
ago, when first discovered, they were, as 
now, vacant and ruined.
