A Bad Bill For Frontiersmen.

The Indian appropriation bill as it is
reported to the senate cannot be very sat-:
isfactory to the people of the west. The
committee has struck out all provisions
for the payment of private claims growing
out of Indian depredations, but has sub-
stituted a general provision requiring the
secretary of the interior to report at the
next session all claims of this nature, with
such information regarding them as may
have been gathered by the agents of the
department. This bill will do much to
retard the settlement of frontier country.
Seme few years ago in the neighborhood
of Big Bend, the Mays, J. H. Alderson and
others lost much property at the hands of
the Indians, and the depredations in tke
Blue mountains, just over in Utah, last
summer  are instances showing that if
stockmen must take chances of losing
their preperty with no hoepe of partial
reparation, they will be nervy men who
attempt to settle new countries. This
feature, however, is not so bad as the
striking out of the section prohibiting,
under heavy penalties, the sale of firearms
to Indians and the selling of spirituous
liquors to them, as well as that which was
intended to subject Indians charged with
the commission of crimes against person
or property to the laws of the territory
where the act is committed. The bill is
a hideous monstrosity. It virtually places
a premium on Indian crime, and unless
caught and killed in the act, there is no
retribution. = The only sop of comfort to
Colorado is the insertion of a provision
for the establishment of a school in Colo-
rado for the Utes. If we can induce Old
Narraguinup, Mariana, Red Jacket and
the rest of the gang to go to school, there
may be a hope that some pleasant Friday
afternoon while the old bucks are vicing
with each other-in the eloquent rendition
of “Mary Had a Little Lamb,” or the first
reader class is tussling with:

Wiil the Fox Get the Hen?
Yes, If the Hen Does Not Fly,
the teacher will resolve himself into a dy-
namite committee of one, and send the
outfit, body, lice and blankets, to kingdom
come.

Colorado Bounties.

* The repeal of the bounty laws will be a
boon to the state and the Denver 7ridune
Republican gives some facts concerning
the nuisance. The statutes of this state
provide for the payment of premiums for
bawk heads, wolf and coyote scalps, loce
weed and mountain lion scalps.  For the
hawk heads the premium is 25 cents per
head: wolf and coyote scalps, $1.50 each;
skunk scalps; 25 cents each; mountain
lion scalps, $10 each and for loco weed
13} cents per pound. The amounts paid
appear astounding and it is not only an
evil, but & growing one. The law which
provided for the destruction of loco went
into effect May 15, 1881, and its object
was to cause the destruction of all loco in
the state, because it was supposed to be a
great injury to cattle to eat it. Instead
of securing the destruction of the weed,
the law appears to have operated as an
effective fertilizer, for the amounts paid
now for leco are greater than they were
two years ago. The total indebtedness
of the state was on November 30th, 1884,
$662,222.86, of which amount $116,944.10
was for outstanding loco certificates and
the expenditure in the past two years far
exceeds the value of all stock killed by the
weed since Colorado became a state. If
the present law continues it will necessi-
tate legislative action to enable counties
to pay the increasing bounties, as they
will be unable to meet the heavy demands
made upon the gencral fund of the state.
Of the counties which have reported for
Jenuary only four make no return of
vouchers for bounties paid; of these this
(Dolores) county has the honor to be one
—the others being Clear Creek, San Juan
and Summit. In the odier reporting
counties bounties were claimed for the
month of January to the large amount of
$22,143.92, representing hawks killed to
be 5,096: wolves, 1,575; skunks, 970;
lions, 16, and 1,206,996 pounds of loco.
El Paso county distinguishes itself. The
amount claimed for bounties in January
in that county was $8,727.76.. From the
taxes collected, $8,727.77 went into the
General Fund, out of which bounties are

Meagre population along the line of a
road is no reason why rates should be
kept so high that the population cannot
increase.

Since it was first opened up in August
last, its stopes have been yielding up
rich ore every day, and shipments have
continued regularly, in amount from five,
eight up to fifteen tons daily. These
shipments have returned the two owners
very comfortable fortunes. The uniform-
ity of grade is quite remarkable; in some
cases the sampling of fifty-ton lots has
shown a difference of but very few ounces
in silver and but a small per centage of
leud per ton, as compared with returns
from previous lots of like amount. We
do not think we are far out of the way in
stating that tlie average value or the ore
is 150 ounces in silver and 45 per cent.

“Let the fiat go forth to all the world
that this nation has planted itself
firmly. unconditionally and everlast-
ingly upon the platform of bimetal-
{sm. and will neither get off nor be
knocked off.”

The Honorable Tom Bowen has found
time between drinks, *'sittings” at poker
and selecting flame colored ottoman silks
to construet un:l deliver in the Senate of
the United States a magnificent speech
upon “The Coinage of Silver Dollars,”
and its author has our thanks for a copy
which is now before us. Itis a ringing
speech, more impressive than eloquent,
and more matter of-fact than flighty. We
confess to having read it, and with much
pleasure.  The highest rhetorical flight is
the following extract, which is at once
eloquent, forcible, logi¢al and to the point:

“Mr. President, T have already sug-
gested reasons for favoring a protective
policy. I bave also intimated why we
need no protection for‘our own iron in-
dustry: toshow that while considéring our
own immediate interests and realizing the
natural protection afforded us by distance
and the cost of transportation, we are not
unmindful of the intervsts of other States,
and not unwilling to give them cursup-
port when' the genersl good is best sub-
served thereby,  Standing upon the apex
of the American continent, and looking
from the dbor of my own mountain home,
I can see nearly the whole of my own
State, and in the distance can see into the
great Territories of Utah, Arizona and
New Mexico, the whole covering an area
greater than a dozen of the Atlantic
States—its mountains, gold and silver rib-
bed, teeming with millions in value of the
precious metals awaiting only the hardy
pioneer to discover and the necessaty cap-
ital to mine and reduce the ores. Shall
that great and extensive country be exclud
ed from the policy which favors home
products and home lahor? Have we no
part nor lot in the grand scheme of Amer-
ican aggrandizement? Shall we join in
the protection of all American industries
save ourown?”

He proceeds with facts, in his dashing,
off-hand way, and gives the friends of a
“coterie of brokers in Lombard
Street, London,” an unmerciful scoring.

Referring to one of their schemes, he con-
cludes his speech in the following words:

“If that is the real logic of the proposi-
tion, then the amendment of the distin-
guished Senator from Vermont should
contain a proviso somewhat as follows:
‘Provided, that the Secretary of the Treas-

Ar Rico, Col,, during twenty-five con-
secutive days in January, a thirty ton
furnace produced 207,151 pounds of bul-
lion. This was 2,021 bars, averaging
nearly 100 pounds each. Since thrice as
much snow lies on the ground there as
we have in Peoria even now, it shows the
enterprise of Colorado miners and smelt-
ing companies. The necessary coal was
mined and hauled eight miles, being con-
verted iuto coke before using; the wood
was cut and charcoal burned'an equal dis-
tance from the smelter. and all accom-
plished 1n cold, stormy weather in deep
snow. The bullion wus all delivered at
the railroad thirty miles distant within
forty eight hours after it was produced,
being transported overtwo ranges. This
is but an instance of the trials of mount-
aineers, who brave the elements and con-
vert the rock and dirt of the Rocky
mountains into natural wealth, reaping a
handsome reward for their labors.— Peo-
ria (IUinois) Journal.”

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING MINORS.

Be it ondained by the Board ef Trustees
of the Town of Rico:

SeCTION 1.—That if any saloon, bar-room.
billiard hall, bowling alley keeper, or the pro-
prietor or manager of any theatre, show, gam-
bling house, house of ill-fame or place where
obscene plays are performed, or any other
place where liquors are sold. within the limits
of said Town of Rico, shall permit any minor
to frequent or be in or about, or to drink any
intoxicating or malt liquors, or to engage or
participate in any game of billiards, or in any
game, bet or wager. with any cards or other
gambling device. or nng' other game whatso-
ever, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
on conviction shall be subject to a fine of not
less than five nor more than fifty dollars for
the first offense; and for the second offense
shalFforfeit his license, and such license shall
not be renewed for sixty days.

SEC. 2.—That if any saloon, gambling house,
billiard saloon, house of prostitution. dance
house keeper, or the proprietor of any place
where intoxieating or malt liquors are sold, or

A SENSATIONAL SUICIDE.

Billy Mann, Once a Rico Horse-
Herder, Fires a 44-Calibre
Bullet Into His Body.

He Couldn’t Stand to be Thrashed ana
Jilted in the Same Night.

Billy Mann,a young man about 25 years
of age, was well known in Rico, having
made his headquarters here during the
three years preceding 1884. The news
that he had shot and killed himself was
received here with much surprise. The
tragedy occurred on the morning of last
Saturday, between the hours of two and
three o’clock. It seems that Billy has
been working for the past year for John
Bromley, and on Friday night had escort-
ed Miss Luln Bromley, the 17-year old
daughter of his employer, to a dance
which was given in the school-house at
Big Bend. Soon after reaching the
house, Billy proceeded to make frequent
trips to the saloon, which is a short dis-
tance away, and by the time the dance
was over, he was quite happy, While
Miss Bromley was wrapping herself up
for the trip home (about half a mile away)
Mann was not disporting himself as po-
litely as Chesterfield would have dictated,
and the young lady suggested that he
would be more agrecable if he conducted
himself less boisterously. He told her
that if she did not like his style he would
not go home with her. She intimated
that she would not lack for an escort.

Al Puett stepped up promptly and of-
fered his services in that capacity. Mann
told him he would throw him out through
the keyhole, and Puett told him he wasn't
Mann enough. Billy placed Miss Brom-
ley under the care of the Misses Phelps
and went back to where his_rival stood,
ar.d told him that if he would lay his pis-
tol down they would have it out. Puett
handed his pistol to Charlie King, and at
it they went. Mann wus knocked down
and held until he promised to behave
himself. When he was released he went
to Ordway’s store, went behind the
counter and jerking up a revolver, threw
it down on Mr. Ordway with the remark:
“I will have cartridges or blood.” Ord:
way struck him but Mann fired up
through the ceiling, backed to the door
and ran. On reaching the school house,
he found Arthur Phelps with a sleigh and
asked him to take himself and Miss
Bromley home. Phelps refused, but
Mann was persistent and said it would be
his last sleigh ride and he wanted to take
it with him. Phelps szid: “All right;
get in the back seat,” and after doing so,
the party drove off. When near Jim
Bromley’s place, Mann turned to the
young lady and asked her to bid him
goud by. She told him that she did not
want him to speak to her; he made her
tired. He then asked Phelps to bid him
farewell. Phelps told him that he would
be all nght in the morning when he got
sober. This cold comfort was more than
the young man could stand, and almost
immediately the sound of a shotrang out,
and Mann fell heavily forward into the
sleigh. He did not speak and was driven
to Bromley’s, where a light revealed
breathing for a few moments and he was
dead—the victim of his own morbidness.

W. W. Wooley, a justice of the peace
held an inquest and returned a verdict of
suicile. The ball, which was fired from
a 44-caliber pistol, struck the second but-
ton of his coat and ranged almost through
his body, lodging in the vicinity of the
spinal column.

He was buried Sunday on the Hunt

Mann or Manning, was a horse-herder

for several Rico livery establishments,
and was a long time with the Neumeyers
at the Lake. His parents are both dead,
but he has a sister living _near Emporia,
Kunsas. He must have been crazy from
drink to de what he did,for the circum-
stances which seem to have induced him
to take his life are of the most trivial and
silly nature. They would hardly have
driven a New Jersey dude to doanything
more desperate than to call for his smell-
ing-salts and a fresh sun-flower.. He
seemed to expect the young lady to get
down on her knees and with tears in her
eyes implore him.  ‘“please to not Kkill
himself.”
