whole property, had made for it. As em-
inent counsel, not only in this city, but in
the state, have been retained by the plain-
tiff, it looks as if the matter would be
sifted to the bottom, and the whole facts
of the case shown up in their true light.
It is about time that such transactions as
are alleged in this affair should be thor-
oughly ventilated. Every one engaged
in legitimate mining enterprises will be
glad that some one has had the pluck to
do it.—Mining Record.
