A PROFESSIONAL LEG-BREAKER. 

A Man Who Follows a Peculiar 
Line of Business. 

Kansas City Star. 
Of all the odd means of gaining a live-

lihood in the world, that of an individvual 
who was in the city a day or two ago is 
probably entitled to the championship. 
The name he was last known to fame un-
der was John L. Wells, and be attracted 
the attention of an Evening Star reporter, 
who knew his peculiar history, while in 
the act of boarding a hock Island _train 
at the Union Depot night before last. 
Wells is a professional cripple, not of the 
variety who wear a placard and hold a 
hat in their laps at corners; but a more 
enterprising person altogether, who makes 
a good living blood-sucking corporations 
and cities. He first attracted attention in 
Detroit, Michigan, where a number of 
years ago he brought suit against a local 
railroad for damages sustained in being 
ejected from the train, resulting, he claim-
ed, in the breaking of his leg. The case 
seemed to lie all straight, and the com-
pany compromised for $2,000 rather than 
stand the expense of a law-suit. Some 
time after he fell on a bad spot on an In-
dianapolis, Indiana, pavement, again 
breaking his leg, and the city compro-
mised for a respectable consideration 
rather than stand a suit which seemed 
certain to go against them. In 1881 he 
went to Leadville, Colorado, fell down, 
broke the much-suffering leg, and sued 
the city. Some waftings of his crooked. 
ness had reached the benighted camp, 
and it employed detectives to look up the 
man's record. Their investigations 
showed that he had, in different parts of 
the country, broken his leg about twelve 
different times, dislocated his hip eight 
times and hurt his spine twice, for all Of 
which he received valuable considerations. 
However, there was nothing besides this 
to invalidate his claim, and the city gave 
him $600 to withdraw it. 

Leaving Leadville he went to Colorado 
Springs, Colorado, where he promptly 
hunted up a defective spot on one of the 
pavements, and sustained a compound 
fracture of the right leg, below the knee. 
His fafhe, however, had preceded him, 
and a vigilance committee called to inter-
view him upon the matter and anoint him 
with tar and feathers, whereupon he leap-
ed out of a window and took to the tall 
timber on his maimed member. He was 
not heard from again until the papers of 
Cincinnati, Ohio, a little less than two 
years ago cOntained an account of one J. 
W. Wells falling in an open scuttle hole 
on Vine street, and sustaining a cruel 
fracture of his leg. Shortly after the 
court proceedings published included ref-
erence to a suit entitled Wells vs. the 
City of Cincinnati, and claiming $10,000 
damages. Again his peculiar history was 
ventilated, and again lie made so good a 
showing, despite the obvious fact that he 
was a swindler, that the city was glad to 
compromise upon the basis of $800. If 
he had practiced his peculiar profession 
since, he has not been heard from in this 
section of the country, but his good 
clothes and well fed look conveyed the 
impression that there was more or less 
suffering among corporations somewhere. 

Wells is a perfect martyr in his cause, 
and will lay patiently on a sweltering 
summer day with his leg enveloped in 
plaster of paris bandages waiting for the 
city to come to time. In dislocations of 
the hip he is said to be great; and his evi-
dent agony is guaranteed to move the 
hardest-hearted of comtnittee-men. Wells 
has a rather attractive little wife, who 
helps him out materially in his business, 
and generally appears on the ragged edge 
of starvation on account of the accident. 
Taken all in all, it is doubtful if the coun 
try contains another pair ot such unique 
and clever sharpers. The reporter who 
noticed Wells shuddered for the excheq-
uer of the Rock Island as the leg-breaker 
mounted the platform, but lie was evi 
dently out on a holiday, and his depart 
ore was marked by no fractures or other 
disasters.

The Hon. Charles A. Dana and his par-
ty left for the United States in theft pri 
vote car last Mondry night.

On the day 
of their departure they gave a delightful 
garden breakfast at the Tivola de San 
Cosme to the managing officials of the 
railways and a few other gentlemen who 
had contributed to the pleasure of their 
visit and who received equal pleasure from 
the same. The party returns East by 
way of the Atchison, Topeka ISs Santa Fe 
Railroad, first going over the Atlantic & 
Pacific to visit the Grand canon of the 
Colorado in Northwestern Arizona. 
Thus in a few weeks from their setting 
out from New York they will have seen 
much of the most interesting part of the 
American continent; a few months ago 
inaccessible except under great difficulties 
and hardships.

The Marshall Statue. 
WASHINGTON, May 10.—A large neat-

ber of citizens assembled at the Capitol 
grounds this afternoon to witness the cer 
emonies of the unveiling of the statue of 
Chief Justice Marshall. The statue is a 
seated figure, in bronze, heroic in size, at 
the foot of the terrace stairway upon the 
west front of the Capitol. Upou the plat-
form were 2,000 public men and other in-
vited guests, including Chief Justice 
Waite, .the trustees of the Marshall memo-
rial Association, the President of the Sen• 
ate and the Speaker of the House, mem-
bers of the Cabinet, Associate Justices of 
the Supreme Court in their judicial robes, 
and members of the two Houses of Con-
gress. The latest arrivals were members 
of the Marshall family. The Marine 
band was in attendance. Prayer was of-
fered by Dr. Armstrong. Chief Justice 
Waite then delivered the address, at the 
conclusion of which the ropes were cut, 
the veils fluttered to the ground and the 
features and form of the statue were 
greeted by clapping of hands by the spec-
tators and an outburst of music by the 
band. 

W. H. Rawle, of Philadelphia, orator 
of the day, was next presented by Chief 
Justice Waite, and was received with ap-
plause. Mr. Rawle gave an account of 
the inception of the Marshall memorial 
fund, and eulogized Marshall. declaring 
he never turned his back upon a public 
duty, or hesitated to maintain what he 
believed to be right, no matter how pop-
ular clamor might run. At the close of 
the oration the Marine band rendered an-
other selection, when the benediction was 
pronounced and the ceremonies were at 
an end. 

Unfounded Rumors. 
Denver Republican. 

The report that there had been a popu-
lar uprising in Mexico against the Mexi-
can Central Railway Company are posi-
tively denied. It was said that the track 
had at one place been torn up and a 
bridge burned. The bridge was in fact 
burned, but it was by accident, as bridges 
are often burned in the United States, 
and the story that a portion of the track 
was torn up is, upon good authority, 
said to be untrue. -It will not be surpris 
ing if reports of an adverse character like 
this are frequent with regard to Mexican 
roads, for they will tend to depreciate the 
securities of those roads, which are large-
ly held in that country. It will be a fav-
orite weight with which to force down 
the market. The truth is the inhabitants 
of Mexico will not he slow to discover 
the advantages of a railroad and they will 
not tamely submit to depredations against 
railway property.. The experience of di-
vers and sundry rustlers, as desperadoes 
are called in the southern country, have 
found it by no means a pleasant thing to 
fall into the hands of the Mexican police. 
Law and order are enforced by them with 
a vigor that will compare well with the 
methods that prevail on this side of the 
border. 

Murder in New Mexico. 
A dispatch from Albuquerque of May 

10th said: Information has just reached 
here of the arrest of one Jose Duarte, 
who lives on the road between Bernalillo 
and Copper City, and who is charged with 
the hanging of his boy. Duarte is known 
to have been extremely cruel to the lad in 
the past and has whipped him unmerci-
fully, until he was ordered to desist. For 
several days prior to Monday last the boy 
was missed by the cowboys in that neigh-
borhood, and on Monday the lifeless body 
of the boy was found hanging to the 
limb of a small pine tree about half a mile 
from the house of Duarte. Footprints 
were discovered leading to the house 
which corresponded to the boots which 
were worn by Duarte, and he was imme-
diately arrested. The marks on the child's 
back showed that he had suffered a terri-
ble scourging before being killed. 

The news spread. and it was with diffi-
culty that the people of the Rio Puerco 
valley were restrained from lynching the 
villain. He was taken before a Justice 
of the Peace at Naciemento, who commit-
ted him to jail to await the action of the 
Grand Jury.

Losses From Forest Fires. 
The forest fires which recently raged 

through New York and Pennsylvania 
mountains did fearful damage. Among 
the losses reported, we notice these: 

Seventeen houses were burned at At-
not, Pennsylvania. Loss, $15,000. 

The residence of James McKay, at 
Edgewood Station, Pennsylvania, burned. 
Loss, $30,000. 

The town of Brisbin, Clearfield county, 
Pennsylvania, burned. Loss estimated at 
$150,000 to $200,000. 

The town of Thompson, Pennsylvania, 
was entirely consumed by the burning 
brands from the forest fires. Loss, $100,-
000. 

The entire village of Gilman's Depot, 
on the Port Jervis & Monticello Railroad, 
burned. The inhabitants had to flee for 
their lives. Loss, $100,000. 

Four farm houses were burned in the 
forest fires near Ashland, Pennsylvania. 
Forty-five to fifty square miles of timber 
land were burned in that region.

THE CATSKILL. 
T. H. Wagenslet has been running a 

cross-cut on the Catskill lode up Silver 
creek and is Making good headway. A 
abaft has already been sunk 35 feet. J. 
W. Burns is an owner in the claim with 
Wagensler. 

THE RICHMOND 

Some very fine ore was uncovered in 
the Richmond rust Sunday, the shaft (now 
40 feet lailow the bed of Silver creek) un 
covered a 16 inch vein of ore which, be-
ing tested Sunday, was found to run from 
102 to 210 ounces in silver, as the result 
of. several assays. Work is progressing 
right along,withent Interference from wa-
ter, as had been predicted would be the 
Case, and ore is being sacked, and will be 
shipped. 

Additional Mail Service. 
A petition will be circulated early in 

the coming week which asks for increase 
of service over the northern mail route 
from. three to seven timee- a week. As 
the route now stands, Rico- receives mail 
from that direction on Tuesdays, Thurs-
days and Saturdays departing Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Fridays. The service 
has been of course inadequate to carry 
the increase of mail which was thrown 
that way during the blockade, but with 
regular daily trips the route will be found 
very usesul, and is a necessity. The dai-
ly mail service will be an additional in 
ducement for the successors of J. L. San-
derson & Co. to put on a line of daily 
stages, and with the establishment of reg-
ular communication in this direction, 
Dave Wood will be in the ring with his 
freighting outfit. We are not generally 
in favor of the petition fiend—he has 
been a curse and a nuisance to Rico, but 
in this case'he will be deserving of a hear-
ing. The petition will ask that the ser-
vice be increased from Placerville, which 
is the head of the route, but as daily 
stages run on• the route to Telluride, the 
real distance for additione.P seavice would 
be from Sargent's. 

SPEAKING of the change in ownership of 
the Sanderson stage lines the Denver Trib. 
one says: The different stage lines own-
ed and managed by J. L. Sanderson & 
Co.. and doing a general passenger and 
express business in. Colorado and New 
Mexico, cover a'good many miles of the 
Rooky. Mountains. The firm is an old 
established one and has followed maey 
booms, opening up roads all through the 
southern part of the state, particularly 
the San Juan country. The firm have 
lately closed negatations with a syndicate, 
made up of Eastern capitalists, by which 
the property of the firm, their contracts 
and rights in Colorado will be in the fu-
ture owned and managed by them.

AT a meeting of the Democratic state 
oonvention' committee, held iu Denver 
May' 7, it was resolved that the state Dem-
oratic• convention be held at the city of 
Pueblo, on Tuesday, June 17, 1884. at 2 
o'clock p. m. for the purpose of selecting 
six delegates to represent the Democracy 
of Colorado at the National Democratic 
Convention, which meets at Chicago, 
July 8, to nominate a candidate for pres-
ident and vice president of the United 
States; also fbr the purpose of selecting 
six alternate delegates tosaidconvention. 
As in the Republican convention, Dolo-
res county is entitled to three delegates.

Ilv Ouray, on Wednesday evening, the 
County Commissioners completed a con-
tract with the agent of P. J. Paully, of 
St. Louis, 3to., for two steel cells, with 
steel doors and' window gratings, com-
plete. These are to be set up in Ouray 
ready for use, within 90 days. The cells 
are made of chrome steel, and will cost 
$5,600.—Ouray Times. 

Soma workmen on a bridge at Bridge-
port found a man the other day in the 
Gunnison River. The body was decom-
posed so that he could not be recognized. 
A Denver & Rio Grande discharge check 
was found in his pocketbook, bearing the 
name of John Smith, and dated in Au-
gust, 1883. 

THE Animas and all its tributaries are 
very high and it is feared a number of 
bridges will go. 

Lewis and Reilly Recaptured. 
The story of the recapture of the cele-

brated horse-thieves, Lewis and Reilly, is 
interesting and we condense an account 
of it from the Durango Herald. It may 
be remembered that the first horses stolen 
in this section ' were from Dalt C. Rey-
nolds, who was at that time running the 
Overland livery stables at Rico: 

The first day out from Durango two 
men Fogarty and McDermott went 37 
miles to the La Plata and then, in the 
language of the pursuing party: 	. 

"The next day we rode 65 miles to the 
mouth of the Mancos, where it empties 
into the San Juan, and about five miles 
from the ranch of O. E. Noland. We 
struck the trail of the escaped prisoners 
about 25 miles from McDermott's ranch, 
at the upper end of a hogback, and fol-
lowed the same for about ten miles, but 
at this point they took a circuitous trail 
instead of following the direct trail 
Around the Mancos mesa. Fogarty, who 
was familiar with the country, then sug-
gested that we had better go across the 
country direct to Noland's without refer-
ence to trails and thus would get there 
ahead of the fleeing persons. We did so 
and reached Noland's about nine o'clock, 
on Wednesday, had breakfast, told him 
ond errand, and that the escaped prison-
ers were behind. 

After breakfast we went down the riv-
er about eighteen miles to Mitchell's store, 
arriving there about four in the after 
noon. We told our business and all the 
men there volunteered to assist us. We 
looked for the prisoners every minute, 
but they didn't show up till about three 
o'clock, on Thursday afternoon. 	Our 
horses were nearly played out and were 
turned out to feed. 

In the language of Fogarty: About 
three in the afternoon, while McDermott 
and myself were in front of the store, all 
three of the prisoners came in sight, 
Brown in the lead, riding the Lindsay 
horse, Lewis following on the bay horse, 
stolen from the post; and Reilly in the 
rear on Pedgrift's horse. We had on our 
six-shooters, but our riflea were in the 
store. I said "boys they are coining," 
and McDermoi -nd I went into the store 
in hopes that they would ride up, but 
they recognized us, wheeled their ho rues, 
and galloped away. We grabbed our 
guns and opened fire, but they were too 
far sway. They ran their horses down 
the Bluff City road and we continued fir-
ing till they were out of range. 

Fogarty's story continues: McDermott, 
myself, Billy Mathews and his partner, 
prospectors, and Church and Smith, sol-
diers from the post, armed with rifles, all 
started in pursuit on foot, arranging to 
have our horses start after us. They soon 
left the road and struck across the hills. 
About two miles below Mitchell's store I 
came upon the Sheriff's horse lying down 
with the saddle turned under him. The 
horse,- with Reilly riding him, had fallen 
down a steep clay bank, and bad appar 
ently rolled over two or three times. At 
first I supposed he had been shot. I un-
loosed the saddle and made him get up. 
Seeing he was not wounded, I saddled 
and mounted him. The other members 
of the pursuing party, forming a kind of 
skirmish line, were on the bluff on either 
side of me. 

Prior to this my Nanette William Co-
ker, came up on a pony, and I sent him 
back for the horses, and he returned in 
about an hour and a half, leading two 
horses. We then sent the soldiers and 
prospectors back and continued the pur-
suit on horse-back. 

We followed the trail about five miles, 
and finally saw the two horses standing 
at the edge of the bluff in what is known 
as North Park Cow Camp. Concluding 
that they had dismounted and left their 
horses as a trap for us, we rode toward 
them until within 100 yards, and then 
pulled out of the trail to the blrnd side of 
the bluff and dismounted and crept up 
the blind side of a cone to some rocks-
where we could peep down. The escap-
ed prisoners were on one side of the draw 
and we on the other. 

We followed the cone for about 140 
yards from the horses and Fogarty slip-
ped up and glanced over and saw where 
they had first jumped down from the lap 
of the cliff, evidently looking for us. We 
fired and they concealed themselves in 
the rocks. They were about 100 yards 
from us. 

We then told Coker to slip around and 
endeavor to get the horses and we would 
fire at the fellows occasionally, to keep 
them behind the rocks. He did so, but, 
owing to the broken country, he could 
not get to the horses without giving the 
the Lewis-Reilly outfit a dead shot. 
McDermott and Fogarty held them in the 
rocks for about five hours, when Noland 
and Edgar Mitchell came to their assis-
tance. 

The prisoners bad three single and one 
double action Colt's 45 revolvers and 
three belts filled with cartridges. 

More Failures. 
Financial crashes continue. On Satur-

day host the following suspensions occur-
red. 

AT TOMBSTONE, ARIZONA. 
Hudson & Co., bankers, of Tombstone, 

made an assignment to T. L. Stiles. The 
firm is composed of Cnarles-  Hudson and 
James Toole. Three assignments were 
made, one for the firm and one for each 
individual member. Their failure is at-
tributed to the depression in bUsiness and 
the stoppage of the mines at Tombstone, 
the hank at that place having drawn 
from here as mach as $120.p00 per day 
on account of the miner's withdrawing 
their deposits. Their asset are about 
$360,000 and their liabilities are $300,-
000. If their mortgages can be realized 
on there will be a surplus of assets. 

AT STILLWATER, MINNESOTA. 
The Northwestern. Manufacturing and 

Car Company, of which D. M. Sabin is 
President, failed. 

Director.  Seymore, the former bead of  

Seymore, Sabin & Co., which firm was 
merged into the Northwestern Car Com-
pany, stated that the liabilities of the 
company were $1,000,000 and their assets 
$4,500,000; that the company was be-
ing pressed by a number tyf its creditors 
on obligations which they had expected 
to meet on money to be secured from the 
East; that the suspension of the Marine 
Bank and the failure of Grant & Ward 
had so shaken confidence in credits, that 
they had found it impossible to secure the 
expected advance. To prevent an at-
tachment and the tying up of their prop-
erty the company had resolved to have a 
receiver appointed, expecting to discharge 
all their obligations, and after a tempora-
ry embarrassment to resume business as a 
corporation. It is understood that A. H 
Brown, of Stillwater, has been selected 
as the receiver of the Northwestern Car 
Company. They had a great backset in 
the Stillwater penitentiary fire last win-
ter. For some time pest their stock has 
been offered freely in large quantities. 

Later reports congim the appointment 
of Mr. Brown as receiver of the North-
western Car Company. Commodore N. 
W. Kitson, also a director, when seen to-
night, said the company's affairs bad been 
well arranged and their assets, he thought 
would more than three times pay their 
liabilities. Their paid up capital was 
$3,000,000. 

Ed Davis To Superintend. 
E. L. Davis, general manager of the 

Nellie Gold Mining Company, will arrive 
next week, says the Telluride Journal, to 
commence work on the Nellie mine, sold 
last winter by G. N. Hyde and W. H. 
Trout, who received a handsome sum of 
money for their valuable property. On 
the sale of the Nellie, E. L. Davis organ-
ized the above company, composed of 
the following named gentlemen, who are 
the officers and trustees: C. C. Moore, 
President and Treasurer, B. F. Harris, 
Vice President, S. P. Wellington, Secre-
tary, John Davenport. E. L. Davis, Gen-
eral Manager. These gentlemen com-
mand unlimited capital and with one of 
the best gold mines in San Miguel county, 
placed under the able and experienced 
management of E. L. Davis the company 
will no doubt receive large dividends 
from their investment. The Nellie is lo-
cated up Bear creek,. about two and 
three-quarters miles from Telluride, con-
taining two full locations. The outcrop-
ping is plainly defined, showing a contin-
uous vein of an average-of four feet wide 
of gold-bearing quartz, all of which pays 
to work, mill-runs give an average of $30 
per ton. A stamp mill for treating the 
ore will be erected this season in Hyde 
Park, at the east end of the Nellie. The 
mine will produce abundance of ore to 
keep the mill in active operation, and be-
ing free-milling ore can be very succeris-
fully treated. The members of this com-
pany with the exception of Mr. Davis re-
side in New York. 

IT seems we made a mistake in charg-
ing the Placerville postmaster with care-
less handling of Rico paper mail and that 
the fault• is at Sargent's, where there is 
no postoffice and consequently no one to 
give proper attention to mail matter. It 
is, however, the point of junction with 
the stage route from Montrose to- .Tellu-
ride and sacks of paper mail are left there 
subject to the tender care of passers-by 
and the fitful temper of stage drivers, 
who take ft on or pass• it by as suits their 
fancy. In this way-it happens that the 
papers have frequently been returned to 
Ames. This explanation of the subject 
is not very satisfactory to us. The fact 
that the NEWS.does not reach its subscrb-
ers is too aggravating. During a long 
-and tedious snow blockade the paper 
mail lay urdisturbed in the Rico post-
office and to have such additional delays 
is not encouraging. Every mail brings 
complaints of "no paper since February." 
We don't expect the same facilities on a 
temporary service that a regular one 
would insure, but some remedy for the 
unnecessary evil should be provided. The 
NEWS has left the Rico postoffice regular-
ly for several weeks and should go 
through to destination promptly. 

THE Denver Tribune of last Sunday 
contains the following item: "Dick 
Crouch fatally shot James Sullivan, near 
Smithland, Friday. The men were neigh-
bors. The shooting was the result of a 
quarrel." This probably gave rise to the 
rumor that Jim Sullivan, formerly of 
Rico, and the slayer of Ike Stockton while 
he (Sullivan) was deputy sheriff of La 
Plata county, had been killed last week 
in Texas. The report can be traced to 
nothing more definite and we surmise 
that it had its foundation in the item 
above quoted. We conclude that there 
is no truth in the report that J. J. Sullivan 
was the victim. Nothing more than a 
similarity of names and the town of 
Smithland (no state given) is very indefi-
nite. 

As THE snows melt rapidly far back in 
the mountain gulches the Dolores rises 
higher and higher each day, and it is the 
opinion of many that there will not be a 
bridge left on the stream from the source 
to its mouth by the time the waters sub-
side. The river will surely be higher 
than ever before seen in the history of 
Rico. It might be 	wise thing to re- 
move the timber from the Rico bridges 
and let only the skeletons fall a prey to 
the rapacity of the torrent, and if the 
bridges should prove able to stand the 
pressure, it could be replaced without 
much trouble or expense. 

THE new reading room built by the 
Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe-railroad at 
La Junta for the benefit of employes of 
the road, was opened to the public Satur-
day night. The building and grounds are 
very handsome, and cost over two thou-
sand dollars. 

R. H. Cons., of Denver, had a leg cut 
off by a railway train near Pueblo. 

Rio GRANDE county will build a $25,-
000 court house. 

THE Secretary of the Treasury has 
called in $10,000,000 in three per cents. 

HEAVY rains are reported from Arkan-
sas, and the country is deluged. All 
streams ate rising rapidly. 

MR. ASTOR'S new steam yacht. the larg-
est pleasure vessel in America, was launch-
ed at Wilmington, Deleware. 

FROM 1866 to 1883, inclusive, 4,907, 
976 cattle have been driven from Temps 
to the various States and Territories. 

LATE advises from Southern Utah say 
that the heavy snows of the winter have 
made sad havoc among cattle. One herd 
of 700 to 800 totally perished. 

BIG nuggets are still occasionally met 
with in New South Wales, as at Temora, 
where one was recently found weighing 
173 ounces, worth about $3,500.

BLACK WOLF, the Cheyenne chief who 
was on trial at Miles City, Montana, for 
burning the Anderson ranch, was found 
not guilty. Four Indians plead guilty, 
it is thought, to save others. They will 
get five years each. 

SEVERAL of our exchanges state that 
Chipeta, Ouray's widow, has six thousand 
sheep located on Douglas creek, near the 
line of Utah, that have not been shorn in 
three years, and is willing to give half to 
any one who will shear them. 

OURAY, Colorado, May 10.—A heavy 
rock slide occurred yesterday on the 
county road four miles from Ouray, 
above the Uncompahgre bridge, destroy-
ing 100 feet of the road bed. A large 
force of men is now engaged in making 
repairs. 

THE cottonwoods of the upper Gunni-
son valley are of the broad-leaved variety 
almost entirely, while those of the Un-
compahgre are the narrow or willow-
leaved variety. Below the junction of 
the two streams the two varieties are 
aciout equally distributed.

—St. Augustine not excepted.

When I left 
there, three weeks ago, there were hun-
dreds of poor devils begging bread."

Either to-day or tomorrow Jim Burns

The trip -will be a novel one and the first 
of its kind ever attempted on the stream, 
and the undertaking has been regarded 
as one impossible to accomplish. The 
current, always swift, is particularly so at 
this season and the rocky bed and sides 
of the stream form obstacles that will not 
be easy to circumvent and the trip will 
not be monotonous because of the pas-
sengers on the mart having nothing to do. 
Messrs. Burns and Ewing think if they 
pass through the canon below town with-
out wrecking the "Water-Witch,"they will 
be able to go down the remaining dis-
tance all 0.

Colorado Cattle Sales. 
Recent Colorado sales of cattle are re-

ported as follows: 
W. R. Smith, of Kester, Park county, 

Colorado, sold his herd of cattle, number-
ing about 1,000 head, range delivery, to 
the Reynolds Cattle Company, at Canon 
City, Colorado. Price, $80,000. 

Mulock Brothers, of Canon City, pur-
chased of W. Gribbell, of Currant Creek, 
Fremont county, Colorado, for $80,000, 
his herd of cattle, numbering 800 or 900 
head. Bates Brothers, of Beater, also 
sold their herd; numbering about 1,000 
bead, to the same parties for $30,000. 
Both sales range delivery. 

Uncle Tommy Robbins sold to White 
& Bros., of Salida, 85 head hay-fed steers 
at $5.50; weights not given. A. C. Scrib-
ner, of Hartsell, of Park county, also 
sold to the same parties 70 head of hay-
fed steers, averaging 1,185 pounds, at 
$5.75 per hundred. 

Watson & Pierce, of Leudville, pur-
chased of G. F. Cummings, 80 head of 
stock cattle; price not given; also 25 
head of yearling bulls at $45 per head. 
These cattle will be taken to Grand 
river and turned on the range there. 

A Miner's Cabin. 
Noel May, alternate Commissioner for 

the State of Colorado to the New Orleans 
Cotton Centennial and World's Exposition 
to be opened at New Orleans on Decem-
ber 1, 1884, has the following proposition 
to make to the prospectors and miners of 
Colorado: 

DENvER, Colorado, May 9, 1884. 
To the Mining Prospector, in tke Mining 

Districts of Colorado: 
GENTLEMEN—The grand opening of 

the Cotton Centennial and World's Expo-
sition, at New Orleans, will occur on the 
1st day of December next and will con-
tinue open during the winter months. It 
will-beyond doubt be the most extensive 
exposition ever held in the United States. 
as nearly all of the States of the Union 
and about twenty foreign nations have 
applied for space in which to exhibit 
their manufactures and natural products. 

The commissioners have granted space 
on the grounds on which to build a "pros-
pector's cabin," under the management 
of a delegated committee for that special 
purpose, and it is intended that it shall 
be the headquarters on the grounds for 
prospectors and miners who may visit the 
fair. It is proposed to build it in an ele-
gant manner of logs and ores from the 
prospectors' camps of Colorado, and to 
make it one of the chief attractions of the 
mining department, and where parties 
can meet with miners and prospectors 
and obtain practical information in re 
gard to mines and mining, and where the 
ores of very many unknown mines can be 
brought into prominent notice without 
expense to the owners, and, as well, 
where individual owners of mines can 
present to visitors the value of their own 
properties. The general plan for the 
construction of the cabin is to have the 
inside wall show the logs, while the chink-
ing, the tire place and general ornaments 
shall be of rues. The outside, with chim-
neys, etc., will be almost entirely of ores. 

Vie ores of the State are attractive in 
appearance, and by being used in an ar-
tistic manner as proposed, will make a 
beautiful building. 

As I made the suggestion myself, and 
am anxious to see a success made of the 
scheme, I earnestly invite the prospectors 
of the state to assist me in getting togeth-
er a lot of different varieties of ores for 
this purpose, and to make the affair a 
credit to the state. 

Prospectors whose wealth is still in the 
ground, will appreciate this opportunity 
of placing their specimens prominently 
before the public, and being able to see 
them represented without expense to 
themselves. It is not intended to use ores 
of high value in construction, such only 
being used in °momentary work. I hope 
I see a very large number of mines and 
prospect holes represented—each in a lim-
ited manner—as this is au enterprise en-
tirely separate and distinct from the ore 
exhibits which will go from the state, but 
is intended for miners and nrospectors of 
undeveloped property, the ores of which,  
are not usually very high grade. 

During the summer I shall meet the 
miners of many localities, but shall be 
glad to receive communications and ad 
vice either in person or by letter from 
you from time to time at my office in Den- 
ver.
