Insanity at High Altitudes.

It has often been said that sudden
changes from a low to a very hi.gh alti-
tude is almost certain to instantiy devel-
opinsanity when there is any tendency to-
ward mental disarrangement. Rico had
a case a couple of weeks ago which many
attribute to this cause. A gradual as-
cent is not apt to be attended with se-
rious consequences, where a sudden
elevation of several thousand feet will
develop the symptoms, when they might
forever remain undiscovered under other
conditions.

On Friday morning he got a
horse and joined a party of tourists who
were going up en the mountain. All his
actions were perfectly natural until the
party had gotten far ap on the mountain
when it was noticed that he conducted
himself rather strangely. As none of
the party were acquainted with him, but
little attention was paid to his peculiar
actions. Upon arriving at the summit
it was again noticed that his conduct
was a little out of the ordinary. He
wandered about over the peak for some
time, and when he returned to the hotel
in the evening it was ascertained from
him that he had lost his pocketbook con-
taining $20 in money and a draft for
$100, and his gold watch and cbain.
While he acted strangely during the eve-
ning he was nct boisterous or excited
but in the night he becrme so violent
that Marshal Bowers was called in to
take churge of him. The marshal suc-
ceeded in quieting him and has remained
Finding

in charge of him ever since.
that he was not recovering, a telegram
was sent to his family at Pearia telling
them that something would have to be
done with him. An answer was received
asking the marshal to bring hin to this
city where he would be met by friends of
McClure who would take him in charge.
He arrived all right yesterday evening
after a troublesome trip and was met at
the depot by Officer Charles Sloan of
Peoria, who will take the unfortunate
man to Cincinnati. where he will Dbe
placed in an asylum.

The Famine Among the Utes.

A special dispatch from military head-
quarters to the Kansas City Times gives
interesting information concerning the
Southern Ute troutles. It says: *“Ac-
cording to the officials here, the troubles
with the Southern Utes in Colorado are
directly traceable to the Indian depart-
ment at Washington. At the beginning
of the fiscal year the department notified
Agent Stollsteimer at Ignacio, Col., that
the following supplies had been purchas-
ed for the Indians to last until June 30,
1886: 750 pounds baking powder; 175,-
000 pounds beef; 2,000 pounds coffee;
93,750 pounds flour; 21,900 pounds oats;
3,000 pounds salt; 8,600 pounds soap.
The agent was strictly enjoined hy Com-
missioner Adkins in no wise to exceed
that ameunt as a failure to comply would
be considered suflicient cause for recom
mending his removal. T this the agent
replied by telegram that he had received
the instructions to, divide these rations
into fifty two parts, but that with such
a smull amount of feod he could not
keep the Indians on the reservatien,
The rations were entirely insufficient,
amounting to only about three quarters
of a pound per person for one day, and
asked autherity to issue 5,000 of beef net
and 3,000 pounds of flour per week.
There are under his charge 983 Indians
and the division ordered by the depart-
ment would give each less than half a
pound of beef and a guarter of a pound
of flour per day. The commissioner re-
fused to grant the increase and the agent
communicated his views of the condition
of affairs among the Utes. He shows
thatit is absolutely necessary for the
safety of the Indians, and to aveid a gen-
eral war, that they be kept on the reser-
vation, and this can only be done by giv-
ing them more food. The resevvation is
about ten miles long. Agent Stollsteim-
er thinks if he were allowed to give them
half rations it would be sufficient to

re-
strain them. This he claims to bave
done heretofore by permission, and if

speedy relief is not granted this influence
would collapse.”

The sizc of the reservation in the above
is greatly understated. It contains 12,-
647,200 acres, and is about 100 miles
long.

On reaching bed
rock, they will drift and the value of the
bar will then be approximately deter
mined. The pracess employed in working
the placer, if it equals their expectation,
will be ground-sluicing, the water being
taken from Scotch creek.
PASADENA PROGRESS.

As the days roll by, the pile of bullion
dumped from the Pasadena moulds grows
larger and larger aud the bullion output
of Rico for 1885, which this smelter has
made already larger than in any previous
year, is increased by thousands of dollars.
The furnace has responded nobly to cvery
call upon it, and is running through more
ore and turning out more bullion than
ever before.  The ore receipts show up in
the ore bins and sheds in huge piles of
variegated, red, brown, yellow and black,
and the amount on hand has increased.
despite the heavy consumption, to about
six hundred tons. The necessity for ad-
ditional capacity in the shape of another
furnace and stack is becoming urgent.
It is the present intention to keep the
smelter going night and day until about
Jun. 1, when it will be blown out for a
short season of repairs and then resume
the good work.

THE GOLDEN AGE STRIKE.

The strike in the Golden Age on Do-
lores mountain has been the most absorb-
ing topic of conversation in mining circles
during the week, and many visitors have
been admitted to the mine. Development
at the mine, which lias progressed un-
ceasingly for several months, has ef late
been very encouraging in its results, until
now there is exposed frcm 18 inches to 2
feet of very excellent and high grade ga-
lena ore, through which green copper is
scattered, and much the same in general
character as the Newman ore. The tun-
nel is in 105 feet, with a drift of about
20 feet on the vein, showing excellent ore.
Five tons were shipped yesterday to the
Grand View smelter, returns on which
have not been made public. The Golden
Age was located July 1st or 2d, 1884, and
is owned by Julius Thompson, A. D. De
masters and A. A. Waggoner. Two
shifts are at work, and grading for an
ore house was commenced to-day and
Jumber for it ordered. The mine is
cluimed to be a true fissure.  Men of large
experience in mining matters who have
ourefully investigated the mine say that
it has a better showing than any mine in
Dolores county ever had when its ore-
body was first opened, and that it would
be difficult to estimate its possibilities. It
is regarded as w very important discovery
und one which will de much for Rico and
more for the owners.

THE GRAND VIEW SMELTER TO BLOW IN.

The Grand View smelter will blow in
some time in the early portion of next
week, and Manager Grierson tells us will
run all winter if people will bring them
sufficient ore to run The roaster,
which has been operating on ores for
some time, will be allowed to finish be-
fore the new furnace, one of the best in
San Juan, will blow in. Two cupelling
furnaces will be put up, so soon as ma
sons can be secured to do the work.

Just four years ago yesterday the Rico

and Darango to!l road was completed,
and the event was one which marked a
grand era in Rice’s prosperity.

The latter part of the trip
was made without the help of a road, and
some idea of the will be
gleaned when we say that contract
price for bringing in the machinery was
twelve and a half cents per pound from Al-
amosa. The teams were so long on road
that, in unloading, it was found that rats
had taken up their abode in the wagouns,
and had npdertaken to raise several fami
lles of rodents in transit, and many
little red, “‘unhairless” rat was brouglit to
light that day. For two years Rico had
talked of a wagon road. When the first
excitement of Rico mines was in its boom,
men with lots of wind in their lungs,
whiskey in their stomachs, enthusiasm in
their souls, but no money in their pock-
ets, soon mounted themselves on conve-
nient dry-goods boxes aud shouted to the
assembled multitude in thunder tones:
“Vox Populi! Vox Dei! We must have
a wagon road!” But we didn’t get it.
Men Initered on the sidewalks and said:
“Our camp never can amount to any-
thing without a good wagon road.” This
was very true, but saying so didn’t build
more than a mile perday. Individuals
got their heads together and talked of the
matter and the unanimous conclusion was
that Rico’s future could not be a bright
one without a wagon road. Talkers and
theorists were plenty, but workers were
scarce. Finally plans were thought of
in a timid kind of way and a map of Rico
began to look like a carl wheel, with the
town for a hub and the spokes all marked:
“Proposed wagon route to " (all parts
of the nompass.) At last a party by the
name of Lamb secured a charter and hir
ed six Mexicans and a white boss and
then quit for fear that the railread would
reach us before the ‘“‘Scotch toll
road” would be completed. Judging from
the rapidity with which his Mexicans
worked his fears were well grounded.
At last it dawned on the minds of this me-
tropolis that there was no use depending

Fort Lewis may be an infant post,

only four years old, but it is already

one of the most important posts of

the frontier, There are now fully
sixty buildings erected there, which,
with the immediate grourds, cover

fully 25 acres, and furnish quarters

for 21 officers, six companies of in-
fantry and two companies of cavalry.
The present post was originally at
Pagosa Springs, just west of the San
Juan river, but was moved in 1880
or 1881 to its present location on the
La Platiw river, 12 miles from Du-
rango. It is said to be the highest
military post in the world, being
8,500 feet above the sea level and
2,500 feet above Duramgo, aisd was
named after Colonel Lewis, of the
Nineteenth Infantry, who was killed
in an Indian fight in 1879. Though
80 high up, the cold is not intense,
the record of thermometric extremes
being from 220 below to 800 above,
The Thirteenth Infantry was the
first to start and occupy the present
site. They were followed succes-
sively by the Fifteenth and Twenty-
second infantry regiments, the latter
with the two companies of the Sixth
Cavalry being the present occupants.
The military reservation is three by
five miles, but the State of Colorado
has not yielded all rights of access
or domain, as is the case in some
government grounds whereall crimes
even by citizens, must be answered
for in the United States courts. The
general public has an erroneous idea
of how a frontier fort is built. A
stockade or earth-work embankment
is popularly supposed to enclose the
buildings, and no doubt a few asso-
ciate bomb-proof casements and big,
smiling Rodman guns with frontier
military posts. Fort Lewis has noth-
ing whatever about it; the buildings
stand on an open plateau thirty feet
above the river level, arranged in a
quadrangle. The officers quarters
are on the west side, the hospital on
the south, the storerooms and amuse-
ment hall on the north and barracks
fov the privates fringe the east, with
the stables, shops, bakeries and other
buildings in the rear of these.

The government has appropriated
$11,400 for a new hospital, to either
Be of brick or stone, and $24,000 for
the other buildings in addition; they
include a magazine, bakery, commis-
sary store houses, and then there is
a school and library building. A
waterworks system is now being put
in operation.

Each company has its own garden
which the members cultivate, raising
all kinds of vegetables and fruits,
thus giving to the post tables as fine
an assortment of vegetables as any
hotel in the country. Flowers also
are extensively cultivated, neat walks
are laid out, the buildings are kept
serupulously clean and the place is

made as inviting as possible,
