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The first cry of every new western town 
or camp, is, “we want a newspaper.” 
When they get that newspaper it is some­
thing in their opinion which requires the 
least support. A poor representative of 
the locality is too often the result of this 
mistaken idea. A newspaper cannot be 
used as food, neither is it a legal tender 
for the payment of a purchase; but, it 
serves, as best it can, the interests of the 
locality in which it is published. If. a 
newspaper is not liberally supported, tlxe 
expenses of its publication will soon ex­
haust the limited funds of the publisher, 
who would not print a paper if he had 
not unfortunately cast his lot in the jour­
nalistic sea. The newspaper is the last 
to desire to injure the community in 
which it is published, though to give news 
is the purpose of the paper, and in giving 
the news of tlie day, many times chronicles 
facts which will injure the community in 
the opinion of one, and aid the commu­
nity in the opinion of another. Were it 
not for the differences of opinion in this 
world, we never would have advanced 
from the ignorance and superstition of 
centuries ago. The possessors of opinion 
may differ but should respect adversaries. 
Too many advisors sometimes spoil good 
causes. A non partisan paper is a thing 
for and of the people, and as such should 
receive the undivided support of the peo­
ple whose interests it serves.

The Denver papers that have been suc­
cessful in the journalistic lottery have 
greatly improved since ’73.. The News 
and Tribune at that time, were indeed, 
ordinary daily papers, but now take rank 
arnotig the best dailies of the Union. The 
Republican, ■ though not as old, is equal 
in rank. How many “budgets” it has 
taken, and how many men have been 
financially and'physically ruined to build 
these giant daily mirrors of the times, we 
would hot venture to guess, though it is 
safe to say that many fond hopes have 
been crushed, and that the limited funds 
of many individuals have been absorbed 
in them efforts to cling to and meet the 
expenses of publishing metropolitan pa­
pers in the capitol city of Colorado. The 
principal dalies of Denver have always 
advanced as rapidly as the city they rep­
resent. If the rapid advancement of the. 
city did not increase the expense of im­
proving the papers, strife always called 
for more funds to keep in rank with com-

A St. Louis correspondent has written 
an interesting letter concerning German 
mining experts.

ALLISON’S GANG.

interesting Story of the Capture of 
a Desperate Gang.

The P a rty  Arrive in Santa Fe.
From  the Santa .Fe New M exican, Tuesday.

Charlie Allison, Lewis Perkins and 
Henry Watts, the men who were arrested 
on Thursday in Albuquerque for various 
offenses committed in Colorado and New 
Mexico, were- brought up to Santa Fe 
yesterday and placed in the jail here. 
They were guarded by Deputy Sheriff - 
Hyatt and his men and Justice of the j 
Peace Sullivan, of Albuquerque, and one j 
other man of that town. AdjuLaut-Gen- I 
era) Max Frost, who had boon sent down | 
by Governor Sheldon to' take, charge of j 
affairs,'also canto tip on tlie same train.-1 
The men who effected the,capture of the 
desperadoes give an interesting account 
of how the difficult task was accomplished. 
The story told by Hyatt, who commanded 
the Colorado party which followed the 
men from Alamosa to Albuquerque, and 
who is well qualified to give a correct 
version of the wqole thing, is in effect as 
follows: Hyatt was in Santa Fe some 
ten days or two ' weeks ago after some 
horse thieves who had come down this 
way from Colorado, and while here re­
ceived a dispatch that’one of Allison’s 
gang had been captured and was in jaii 
at Alamosa. He at once went back to 
Colorado, and prepared to arrange mat­
ters for his present trip to New Mexico. 
The man who had been captured during 
Hyatt’s absence was Thomas Seely, a pe­
tite individual well known in Sauta Fe, 
and tlie deputy conceived that Seely, or 
Little Tommy, as lie was known here, 
could bescared into “giving-Allison away.” 
Acting upon this opinion he went to the 
jail and with little difficulty succeeded in 
carrying his point- Tommy confessed 
that he had been one of the gang and

HAD H E L D  TH E HORSES

while Allison arid the other men robbed 
Sanderson’s coach ucar.Pago.sa Springs a 
few weeks ago. He said that Allison had 
gone south, taking the valley of the Rio 
Grande 'river, and that if the officers would 
take the cars they could overtake the 
party at Albuquerque. Upon the strength 
of this information, Hyatt engaged three 
men, named respectively, Miles Blain, S. 
Alton and H. C. Dorris, and started for 
the south. They stopped at Santa Fe, 
where they received permission of Gover­
nor Sheldon to capture the men without 
waiting for a requisition, after which they 
went on down t,o Albuquerque.' They 
arrived there considerably ahead of Alli­
son, and spent a day waiting liis coming. 
Next morning Hyatt determined to go to 
Bernalillo and ascertain whether he could 
hear anything in regard to the movements 
of the desperadoes. Arriving at Berna­
lillo early in the morning, Hyatt went 
into a public house there and sat down in 
the dining-room where lie began talking 
with some one whom lie happened to 
know. He had been there only a few 
minutes when lie heard some one who 
wore spurs enter the room. Looking up 
Hyatt saw Charlie Allison, followed by- 
two men. Allison walked around the 
room and took a seat just Oppbsite Hyatt, 
after which he pulled his gun and laid it 
in his lap. Hyatt thought that his time 
had come, aud that Allison would get 
away with him thete, but hoping that 
Charlie did not recognize him, went on 
talking, and the men ale breakfast togeth 
er, neither party appearing - to know the 
other. Leaving the table, Hvalt, after 
some difficulty succeeded in hiring two 
horses and a Mexican, promising to pay’ 
the latter $1,00 if he would ride to Albu 
querque with him. In the meantime Al­
lison and his men had ridden out of town 
in the direction of Albuquerque, and had 
gotten quite a start. Hyatt telegraphed 
to the boys to-look: out for him, and then 
mounted, and in company wit-li the Mexi­
can followed his game down the valley of 
the Rio Grande, keeping at a respectable 
distance, but always near enough to be 
on hand if his men should meet Allison 
aud have a brush with him. As they 

.neared Albuquerque Hyatt became uneasy 
his men having failed to show up where 
he e jec ted  them to. He therefore de­
termined to push ahead, and crossing the 
river rode around Allison and beat them 
in by about two miles. On reaching Al­
buquerque he found that his dispatch had 
just been received aud his men were pro- j 
paring to carry out his orders. Hyatt. | 
secured the assistance of a number of j 
men. a man by the name of Jeff Grant ! 
being particularly serviceable. The latter j 
collected men and horses, and allowed 1 
them the use of his barn in which to await 
Allison's arrival. By the aid of afield 
glafls the officers finally saw the party 
riding slowly down the valley, ami a little 
later they observed that the latter stopped 
under some trees and dismounted. Then 
they lost sight of the party and deter­
mined to send a man out to them. Grant 
was selected for this duty, and he rode 
out and came suddenly in sigut of the fu­
gitives. Grant rode up to the party and 
commenced talking with them. In the 
course of the conversation he asked them 
where they were going, and was told that 
they were bound for the south. Grant 
said tiiat he was going down to Lincoln 
himself in a day or two. He had a beef 
contract down there, be said, and was 
going down on horseback. Grant went 
on talking, -at length turning the conver­
sation to horses, and speaking in high 
terms of a race horse which he had and 
which he would ride down tlie couutry 
when he went. This captured the rob­
bers. Visions of cattle robberies and 
sales-of beef to this new- contractor, and 
tfie race horse threw them off the track 
and a proposition -was made that they 
should go down together. Grant con­
sented and proposed that the . party ride 
to town and put up at his barn. This 
was consented to, and four men rode into, 
the barn, led by Grant. The latter dis­
mounted and took Allison’s rifle, in order 
to get it out of the way, as he said- This

The, Governor 
will send the men to OoWwid.o-.for trial on 
erudition that tlie si tile of Colorado de­
fray the expense of the capture. lie 
thinks that Grain and Hyatt be’tfi deserve’ 
great credit, that Sullivad acted efficient­
ly, and that .Adjutant General Mai Frost 
performed his . duty with ■ energy Sira £ 
great deal of tact.

Wc do not request this that Rico or the 
N e w s  may be advertised, hut ask that it 
may be done in justice to Rico and the 
state at large.

LAST VERSION QF IKE GRAND 
VALLEY INDIAN BATTLE.

The reports of the Indian troubles as 
published by the News are acknowledged 
as reliable by the survivors who have re­
turned and furnisli tiie facts for the fol­
lowing:

Tiie first day’s fight began on a small 
creek, near Mill eVeek, the Indians firing 
and retreating for a distance of seven 
miles, to Little Castle, valley, which is 
about eight hundred yards wide, walled 
in with, steep bluffs on both sides. The 
Indians took shelter or protection in the 
rocks at noon, from where they kept up 
a continual firing for about an hour aud 
a half, when they divided their forces, 
.sending mounted, to the1 valley, sixteen 
Indians, armed with Winchester rifles. 
Capt. W. II. Dawson had with him in this 
engagement, eighteen men, whom he says 
were brave without an exception. The 
party of eight wlio were killed, together 
with the Wilson brothers, were in the 

. rear, and were first seen and met by the 
Indians who were mounted and sent into 
the valley. Dawson, with the remainder 
of the party, was further up the valley 
and nearer to the Indians who were firing 
from the rocks. The killed, it is supposed 
fought for about seven hours where they 
were killed. They had been en­
gaged in the running fight from 10 a. m. 
and fought till sunset; several had been 
wounded before being killed; Jack Gallo­
way had one hand neatly bound and tied 
with a white handkerchief, when found.

On the next day a detachment was sent 
out in search of the killed and wounded, 
coming in conflict with the Indians again. 
Here the Indians would have prevented 
tb nr finding the lost, and the party wise 
■ r treated a distance of four miles, hot 

. aid by the Indians, where the
s..te party having a little advantage, 

killed several Indians. At this time, none 
of the White party received a wound. It 
is estimated from all seen aud known 
that eighteen Indians were killed. The 
White party fought in every conceivable 
manner, the Indians having a great ad­
vantage the first day. The mounted war­
riors would charge and a number of the 
footmen would sneak up nearer the 
Whites and fire. The dead bodies were 
found on the fourth day, (Sunday) and 
were so decomposed that it was almost 
impossible to bury them at all, but were 
buried about where they fell. Five were 
buried in one grave and three in another. 
II. H. Melvin. Jack Galloway, Tom Click 
and the two Wilson brothers, side by side 
were buried in one grave and the Tartar 
brothers aud James A. Heaton were bu­
ried in the other grave.

Dave Willis was buried where he fell, 
about one hundred yards from the remain­
der of the party.

To say that our friends were faultless, 
who have gone from us, would be untrue, 
for they were men. Who has not a fault? 
They were our freinds and comrades. 
Mothers,—sisters, fathers and brothers, 
and" bereaved wives aud children, will 
weep for those who are no more. They 
are gone, and who will measure the time 
of their leave? They loved and were 
loved. These tender chords have been 
severed but cannot be forgotten, and 
when the news breaks the silence of their 
absence at home, reader, do you think 
tenderly, or do you realize that they are 
gone? The dear ones at home hoped 
-that they might sometime return, but, 
alas! they are now gone forever:

We are unable to learn anything defi- 
triie iu relation to the homes and relatives 
of these boys who are buried in the se­
cluded little spot- near Grand Valley, but 
give such information as *"c have been 
abb to obtaiu.

was born i n ---------- , Minnesota, where
he now has relatives residing. He lord 
been in the San Juan country since ’78, 
owning mining property in several min­
ing camps. He was a genial honest 
fellow and had many friends. While his 
relatives and friends at home will mourn 
for him, the citizens of Rico and the San 
Juan country deplore the loss of a beloved 
friend and respected citizen.

jonx GALLOWAY,
or Jack Galloway, as he was familiarly 
known, was born in --------, North Caro­
lina; he came West several years ago and 
had followed mining for a livelihood. 
We doubt if he had an enemy in the Do­
lores mining country.

WILEY AND H. S. TAHTAR,
two brothers, horn in Missouri, but emi­
grated to Texas when quite young, living 
the adventurous life of frontiersmen and 
had been engaged in many dangerous 
encounters but bravely fought their last 
in the Grand Valley.

DAVE WILLIS
was born in Akansas, has a family living 
ou the Mancos river, near the southern line 
of Colorado. Mr.,Willis had resided in the 
West the greater portion of his life, and 
on the frontier for several years.

TOM CLICK,
was a Southerner by birth, had been.-.in 
Colorado for many years and was well- 
known throughout the southern portion 
of the state where he leaves many friends 
to mourn his untimely and sad fate. 

JAMES A. HEATON:
was born in Missouri, was 20 years old, 
an upright, bright and brave young man, 
cut down in the prime of his manhood. 
He leaves a father and brother in Rico to 
mourn his loss, who have the sympathy 
of the entire communiy in this their sad 
bereavement.

THE WILSON BROTHERS 
resided in Utah, and leave an aged moth­
er to mourn the manner of th°ir untimely 
end. She resides in the Grand Valley.

T. Cl TAYLOR,
though not found, has beyond a doubt 
met the sad.fate of Ills brave comrades. 
He leaves a brother (D. G. Taylor,) who 
resides at Rico, and who has the sympa­
thy of the community.
