EveEry weeck we record accidents in
Colorado mines caused by mén atteipt-
ing to pick out shots that have failed to
explode. Men who are crippled for life
from the same cause may be found on
the streets of every town in the state. Is
it not about time that our mining superin
tendents and foremen should forbid this
dangerous practice among the men who
are employed ?— Tribune- Republican.

That sounds very well, hut what would
our Denver cotemporary do with the un-
explodad shots? If another holeis diilled
and the powder and cap (which may not
be exploded unless the other charge is
very near) are shot down with the rock,
the powder would be considerably scatter-
ed, it is true, but with the aid of a cap a
little giant sometimes goes a long way.
Without the cap, a stick of powder is lit-
tle more to be feared than a tallow candle,
but the cap is treacherous and dangerous
in itself. The accidents above noted cre
the results of carelessness. When a hole
is loaded, it is an easy matter to measure
with the spoon the depth of the hole to
the point where the cap charge rests on
the powder. If the charge then fails to
explode, from a broken fuse or any other
cause, there is comparatively no danger
in picking through the tamping te within
two or three inches of the cap. An inch
or so of powder exploded that distance
or even further away will seldom fail to
explode the obstinate charge by concus-
sion. It is fooling around the business
end of a triple-force cap with the sharp
end of an iron spoon that causes so many
miners to be flattened out against the
roofs of our tunnels with more force than
politeness.

A siMPLE test for gold is: make up a
liquid containing nitric acid, one ounce:
water, two drachms, and muriatic acid, a
half scruple. Mix the ingredients well
and keep the mixture in a a bottle with a
glass stopper. With a glass rod which
has been dipped in the mixture, touch the
metal and watch the action. If no effect
is produced on the metal, it is either gold
or gold plated. If the gold is very low or
less than nine karat, the acid will boil
green and base metal is at once detected
by the mark left by the acid. To test sil-
ver, apply a drop of a solution of nitric
acid three ounces, water one ouunce and
bi-chromate of potash one-half ounce and
wipe off the drop immediately with sponge
and water. If a blood red mark results,
| the metal is silver or silver plated.—Scz-
lentifically Inclined Exchange. To test
| the recipe, we descended into the vault
where we store our accumulated gold and
silver bricks and coin, and applied the
test to a *‘brick of silver from the Santa
Monaco mine of Old Mexico, which I su-
perintended in 1854-5 and 6.” This brick
was recently presented to us by Colonel
John McCasey as a slight tettimonial of
his love, respect and esteem—not neces-
sarily for publication, but as a guarantee
of good faith. The most minute micro-
scopical examination failed to reveal any
blood-red spots. The Colonel must have
made a mistake; instead of a silver brick
from Santa Monaco, he probably meant a
pig-iron bar from Pittsburgh.

TrE Denver Journal of Commerce feels
very badly beeause there ‘‘will be no real
legislation on the subject of railroads at
the present session.” It goes un to say:

“No bill fixing uniform rates will pass.
Neither will a bill empowering a commis
sion to prevent extortions. No measure
prohibiting discriminations will be passed.
Not even a harmless commission to look
into present abuses with a view to posi-
tive legislation two years hence will be
tolerated. Furthermore, the connecting
bill is doomed to defeat. Colorado, of all
the states, is afraid to regulate railroads.
New York has a commission with large
powers. Massachusetts fixes a uniform
rate per ton per mile. Oregon has just
passed a rigid railroad law and Nebraska
has one upon its passage. Kansas has a
model law that is a blessing to the people
and the roads. It would seem that Colo-
rado alone bows before the dictates of
the monopolists. If the railroads would
pursue a policy calculated to develop the
region tributary te them, instead of fig-
uring for the last blood in the turnip, we
would have much hope.”

Rico is willing to take her chances with
a railroad, monopoly, discrimination and
all.

Four convicts in the state peritentiary
tired of the stone quarries last week and
made a break for liberty. The guards
ordered the men to stop, leveling their
guns on them.

His name was Thomas Ward
and he died three hours after being shot.
He was sent up from Las Animas county,
for three years and ten months, and had
just finished the ten months.

TaE “Foreign Contract Labor Bill” is
passed by the United States Senate and is
one which will be appreciated by Ameri-
can laborers.

A Typical Texas Tragedy.

Uxrrep StaTes MarsuaL Har GosLiNG
was killed in a railroad car between Aus-
tin and San Antonio, Texas, by James
Pitts and Charles Yeager, who have won
potoriety in Eampasas and Burnett coun
tivs as highwaymen and postoffice rob-
bers.  The marshal had two deputies with
him and the prisoners were securely hiand-
cuffed together. They were accompanied
by Mrs. E. A. Drown, the grandmother
of Pitts, and Miss Rosa Yeager, sister of
Yeacger. Phe women munaged to slip
weapons to their relatives and the first in-
titnation that anything was wrong was
the sound of rapid shots. The Marshal
fell upon Deputy Manning in such a way
as to pinion him to the seat, and before
he could disengage himself, Manning had
received a ball in the neck and another in
the shoulder.  Finally clearing himself,
Manning jumped to the door to prevent
the escape of the prisoners by that exit.
He fired every shot from. his pistcl and
began removing the exploded shells with
his pencil while the prisoners were pep-
pering away at him. Deputy Loving
backed to the rear door and the despera-
dues pusiied by him and jumped.from the
train, which was in full motion. Piits
was presumed to be wounided, as Yeager

was almost draggiog bim along. us they

made off up alane.  The train stopped
snd Manning started after them, but his
strength failed him frem loss of blood.
Mues. Drown, before mentioned, was shot
in the stomach and dicd.at 3 last Monday
moruing in the jail'at New Braunfels, the
nearest town.  Miss Rose Yeauer was

shot through her leg and is in jail.  The
Marshal's death was instantaneous, the

bullet entering at the base of his brain.
Deputy Maouning is seriously wounded,but
will probably live.  Dc¢puty. Loving took
2uoa care to keep out of harms way and
is not huvt.

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING MINORS.
D=

Be it-ordained by the Board ef Trustees
of the Town of Rico:

SEcTION 1.—That if any saloon, bar-room.
billiard hall, bowling alley keeper, or the pro-
prietor or manager of any theatre, show, gam-
bling house, house of ill-fame or place where
obscene plays are performed, or any other
place where liquors are sold. within the limits
of said Town of Rico, ghall permit any minor
to frequent or be in or about, or to drink any
intoxicating or malt liquors, or to enguge or
participate in any game of billiards, or in any
game, bet or wager. with any cards or other
gambling device, or any other game whatso-
ever, shull be guilty of a misdemeanor, and
on conviction shall be subject to a fine of not
less than five nor more than fifty dollars for
the first offense; and for the second offense
shall forfeit his license. and suci license shall
not be renewed for sixty days.

SEC. 2.—That if any saloon. gambling house,
billiard saloon, house of prostitution dance
house keeper, or the proprietor of any place
where iatoxieating or malt liquors are sold, or
the agents or clerks of any such proprietors
or keepers shall sell or permitto be sold in
his, her or their place ot business to any minor
any sueh liouors, he shall be punished by a
fine of not less than five nor more than fifty
dollars for each offense.

The Valley of Death.

In an exchange we find the following:

“A valley surpassing in reality of hor-
rors the fabled region of the upas trees,
has been discovered in the island of Java.
This island is volcanic, and in one spot
the emanations from the interior of the
earth-are so deadly that the place is call-
ed the Valley of Death. As the traveler
approaches it he is attacked with nausea
and giddiness. He also notices a suffo-
cating smell.  As he advances these
symptoms disappear, so that, after. pass-
ing through the belt of fetid air which
cuards the valley, the visitor is able te ex-
amine with less risk the spectacle before

him. A recent traveler describes the val-
ley us being an oval, about one mile in

circumference, and about thirty feet be-
low the level of the surrounding land.
The floor of the yalley is flat and dry,
without any vegetation, and scattered all
over it are the skeletens of men, tigers,
wild boars, birds and stags, lying among
blocks of stone. No steam or smoke is
to be seen, nov any crevice apparent in
the earth, which appears to be as hard as
a rock. The hills which hem in this val
ley of desolation are clothed from base to
summit with hiealthy trees and bushes.
The traveler whom we have already
quoted descended the side of one hill,
with the aid of a bamboo stick, to about
eighteen feet from the bottom, and he
compelled a dog to go down to the Dbot-
tom of the plain. In five seconds the
animal fell on its side motionless, al-
though it continued to breathe for eight-
een minutes.  Another dog died in ten
minutes; a fowlonly resisted the deadly
air for a minute and a half, and was dead
before it reached the bottom. It is Dbe-
lieved that the human skeletons are those
cf malefactors who have: sought refuge
here, ignorant of the fatal influence of
the air they came to breathe. The neigh-
boring mountaius are voleanie, but they
neither emit sulphurous odors, nor do
they presmt any indication of recent

eruption.”
The existence of this vulley has been

known for a great many years and the
fumes which suffocate animal life are
nothing more than those of carbonic acid
gas, which is the great sustaining princi-
ple of the vegetabie kingdom. This fact
necounts for the healthiness ot trees and

shrubs in the valley. We consider this
description of the Valley of Death as of
peculiar interest to Rico people, as we

have the same chemical phenomenon in
the Dolores Valley, with the difference
that the gas, instead of filling the entire
valley, is confined in the localities where
it issues from the earth and must be con-
fined by artificia! means before accumu-
lating in sufficient quantities to become
dangerous. When the “poison tunnels”
just across the river ftom Rico were driv-
ey in a few feet the gas had accumulated
to such a degree as to put a stop to work
in them.

THE UTAH GOLD FIELDS.

The
exact locality of the discovery is not ex-
actly known here, but, as far as can be
ascertained, it is about one-fourth farther
from Durango than fromm Green River
crossing, with a well- defined wagon road
nearly all the way, no rivers except those
that are bridged, and while the whole dis-
tance from Green River is through a des-
olate conntry, nearly the whole from Du-
rango-is settled.”
