Immediate Postal Delivery.

The immediate delivery system has
been inaugurated in the United States.
The ten-cent stamp designating the’letter
for immediate delivery is* described as
follows:

A line engraving on steel, oblong in
form, dimensions 13-16 by 17-16 inches;
color, dark blue. Design: On the left
an arched panel bearing the figure of a
mail messenger boy on a run, and sur-
mounted by the words ‘“United States;”
on the right an oblong tablet ornament-
ed with a wreath of oak and laurel sur-
rounding the words, “‘secures immediate
delivery at a special delivery office.”

Across the top of the tablet is the leg-
end, “Special Postal Delivery,” and at
the bottom the words, ‘“Ten Cents” sep-
arated by a small shield bearing the nu-
meral “10.” As soon as a letter hearing
this stamp reaches the posteffice of its
destination it is carried at once to the per-
son to whom it 1s directed by mail mes-
senger boys, something after the fashion
of telegrams.  All offices tributary to a
population of four theusand or over are

now made immediate delivery offices.

Colorado Stock: Brands.

Denver Times.

The 12,000 or more stock brands now
on file in the secretary of state’s office,
afford au interesting field of study. The
display of ingenuity in the matter of form-
ing combinations is remarkable. The
number of combinations upon any ons
letter is surprising. There are, for in-
stance, over 250 on the letter H; 150 or
more on both C and D; no less than 100
each on B and E, and so on through the
alphabet.

In making up the brand index beok
Mr. Edward Hanley, assistant secretary
of state, has displayed excellent judg-
ment. The brands are twice indiced,
once by the names of the owners and
again by brands. The latter index is the
one which is to be printed and filed with
the couuty clerks of the state. It is a
very elaborate affair. ' The brands are
arranged alphabetically or numerically,
us far as practicable. There are,however,
combinatiens upon the letter I, the figure
1 and the bar, which cannot be distin-
guished in the certificates sent in. They
are all thiee, therefore, indiced under the
letter I. The. letter O, the cipher, the
circle, half-circle and quarter circle are
also somewhat confusing. They are all
indiced under the letter O. Teere will be,
of the 12,000 brands filed, more than 500
of each of these cambinations,

Those brands which cannot be classed
either as letters or numerals are indized
as miscellaneons. There will probably be
a thousand of these. A large proportion
of these are figures which have not been
named and are as unnameable as the hie-
roglyphics on the pyramids of Egypt.
But there are others that represent arti-
cles in commen use, animals, birds, ete.
The whole forms an exceedingly novel
selection. The artists who have sent in
these certificates have usually taken the
precaution to label their representations
of the yarious characters—a wise and
thoughtful act on their part, as it would,
in many cases, have proven worse than a
Chinese puzzle to attempt to classify them.

Here are a few of the character brands:
meccasin track, turkey track, crow’s feet,
anchor, trowell, flags crossed, spear, table
forks and pitch forks of all sorts and
shapes, staples, compass, boot, shoe, cup,
canteen, dipper, scissors, spades in end-
less variety, cow’s head, jar, cannen,
anvil, saddle bags, fish, meat saw, hash
knife, stivrup, hand, foot, hat, key, key-
no, nippers, pick, hatchet, boat, wine-
glass, horse, bull-ring, pistol, lamp, lamp
chimney, arrow, swan, geose, etc., ete.

The task of indicing the brands will
prove an exceedingly long and tedious
one. Owing to the nature of the work
only one man can work upon it at a time,
and allowing that he works Sundays, holi-
days and every day, it will require nearly
three months to complete the work.

Brsu is the name of a Georgia black-
smith who is said to be the strongest man
in the State.

The I11-fed Utes.

General Nelson A. Miles, in command
of the Department of the Missouri, was
in Denver this week and was interviewed
by a reperter as-to the prospect for any
trouble with Indian tribes. In the con-
versation he said:

“The only trouble which I anticipate
now is a possible outbreak of the Utes.
They are really in a starving condition.
They are sitnated in' a mountainous coun-
try, and are not allowed off their reserva-
tion, so they can not go hunting. Their
rations have been cut down to a smull
quantity,and,of course,when they do not
get enough to eat, they are likely to get
unruly.”

“What was the reason for cutting down
the amount of rations, or with whom
does the fault lie?” asked the reporter.

“Well, it is claimed that the appropria-

tion was insufficient. It is a bad state of
affairs, and. I have recowmnmended an in-
crease. I think that if the Indians are to
be'kept upon reservations the Government
should see that they are fed. Anyone
who is at all acquainted with Indians,”
continued General Miles, “cannet fail but
have a considerable feeling of sympathy
for them. There are some individuals
whe of course can only be subdued by
killing. There are some of the young
Indians who grow up and hear the old
oucs boasting of their powers and so their
young ones watch their oppertunity and
go and kill semebody so they can get
up a reputation. Then some of the old
ones want to get up a stealihg expedition
and they go out and commit some depre-
dation and then come back and report
that the soldiers are after them, and so
get up a stampede.
“] have also heard of one or twe ether
“cases in which white men have wanted
revenge, ot want to get posscssion of
proberty, and so have disguised them-
selves as Indians to carry out their
schemes.”

A party
composed of Mulholland, Dempsey Reese,
Tom Blair, Miles T. Johnson and others
reached Arastra Gulch and located the
Little Giant—a gold claim. They laid out
the townsite of Silverton, located various
properties and were quite fortunate. In
the sale of the Little Giant and other prop-
erties Mulholland had $11,000 as his share
and Miles T. Johnson about the same.
Johnson took his and beught a ranch
near Del Norte, where he still lives with
his Mexican wife. The first
Johnson made was to buy a wagon-lead
of liquor, which some party had brought
in to stock a saloon, but was disgusted
with the layout and was as willing to sell
at a discount as Johnson was to buy. He
took the liquor and opened a barrel of
whiskey in his cellar, to which

RICO - - - - - - COLO.
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Trouble at Mitchell’s Ranch.

Mitchell’s ranch on the San Juan
is the centre of Indian troubles just
about so often.  Often the reports
are unfounded and again there is
some cause for alarm. TFhe ranch is
in New Mexico, south of the Colo-
rado line, and is a well-known place
to all old-timers of this country. A
dispatch to the Denver News from
Purango last Saturday said that there
had been a little trouble at Mitchell’s
during the preceding few days with
the MNavajoes, who demanded ten
ponies for a Navajo ten, killed about
a year ago, Mitchell asked for some
troops to be stationed there, but the
head of the department at Santa Fe
says no troops will be sent, He says
* that Mitchell makes the trouble and
then speculates at the government’s
expense, by selling various articles
to the soldiers.

There is a report at Durango that
Mancos Jim and his band of Utes
have made threats recently against
certain cattle men out west. If the
U'tes start trouble too close to winter
they will be reduced in numbers.

The Mormon Inquiry.

The progress of the prosecution of
Utah polygamists is very satisfactory
and some very peculiar evidence is
adduced. A woman on the stand
the other day was questioned as to
the paternity of her three children.
One, she says, was the child of Q. Z.
Manypenny, whom she married six
years ago, but as to the other two
she was not positive, giving as her
reagon “that she couldn’t remember
like some folks.”

John Sharp, a director of the Union
Pacific, and one of the most wealthy
and influential Mormons living, ap-
peared in court and pleaded guilty
to unlawful cohabitation. He said
that his plural marraige was entered
into before there was any statute
against it, in good faith, and accord-
ing to their religion, but he recog-
nized the supremacy of his adopted
eountry’s laws and would abide by
them henceforth, and would not ad-
vise anyone else to break them. He
was fined $300.

Tue following is a dramatic criti-
cism in an Arizona paper: A com-
pany of duffers gave a show down at
Barney Hill’s. They played a dizzy
snap called Hamlet. We never herd
of the drama before, and we never
want to see it again. It1s the snid-
est thing in the way of a show that
we ever bumped up against. There
ain’t no horses, singing, fighting or
dancing in the whole blamed -she-
bang. There was a lively dog fight
in the middle of the play that was a
great success. The actors were not
killed, but the gay duck that played
Hamlet was tarred and feathered.

Tre neighborhood of the junction
of the Grand and Gunnison rivers
has been singularly fatal during the
past two years and nine persons who
have attempted to ford on horseback
near Grand Junction during that
time have been drowned. The last
victim is young Ed Virden, about 20
years old, who was drowned in the
Gunnison near Whitewater. The
horse returned to the shore riderless
and without the saddle. The saddle
was found floating in midstream just
below the ford.

Grorge W. Smrra was arrested
in Denver the other day for placing
dynamite on the track, intending to
blow up the Salt Lake express. - The
capture was effected through the aid
of a volunteer detective, who acted
in accordance with Smith’s plans and
kept the officers posted. Ex-sheriff
Spangler, Lieutenant Belcher and U.
S. Marshal Cantril witnessed the
exeocution of the plot from stations
near the track and immediately ar-
rested the fiends.

Tne owners of the Chrysolite at
Leadville are jubilant over finding a
seven-foot vein of ore, 250 feet from
the Roberts shaft. The ore runs 73
ounces in silver and 15 per cent. in
lead. The Chrysolite was one of the
greatest and most noted of Lead-
ville’s earlier producers, but latterly
has mined none worth mentioning.

GEN. L. P. BRADLEY returned to
Santa Fe lately from the Navajo
reservation. He states that this
tribe of Indians is getting on remark-
ably. They have abundant crops,
having planted this season a larger
area than ever, and it is their boast
that they own 1,000,000 sheep, 500,-
000 goats and 20,000 head of horses.
