A Denver Man Arrested For Forg­
ing His Own Signature.

From the Denver Tribune.
A singular case of forgery of signature 

to a postal money order has just been 
brought to official notice, and the person 
charged with the act arrested and lodged 
in the county jail to await an examina­
tion.

The facts of the case are as follows: 
Some time in February last a money order 
was presented at the postofflee in this 
city for payment. The order was drawn 
by the Postmaster at Leadville, in favor 
of Thomas Elliott, for the sum of $15, 
and was duly paid to Thomas Elliot, 
March 1. A few- days after the said order 
had been paid a complaint was made to 
the Postoffice Inspector, General Camer­
on, that the money had been paid to the 
wrong man. An investigation followed, 
when it was found that, while Thomas 
Elliot had signed for the money, after be 
ing properly identified, the man receiving 
the money was not the Thomas Elliot for 
whom it was intended. Further - investi­
gation also showed that there were not 
less than three men in Denver who an­
swered to that name, and which one was 
the culprit was the question.

The postal officers finally located the 
right party, and yesterday affected his ar­
rest near the Rio Grande railway shops.

When the money was received by the 
accused, he immediately wrote a letter of 
acknowledgement to the remitter, simply 
signing it ‘ Tom.” He at once opened a 
bank account, and at the time of his ar­
rest, still had five dollars left to his credit 
with his bankers.

Elliot hails from Missouri, and has been 
in Denver for several weeks. His exam­
ination will be held before United States 
Commissioner Brooks April 5. Did the 
man commit forgery when he signed his 
own name to the order? is the rather deli­
cate point in law which this case raises.

So enormous have the military and na­

val expenditures of the German empire 
become, that they cannot now be fully 
covered, notwithstanding that the taxes 
have been enormously increased, amount­
ing to §20,000,000 within the last four 
years only, and the federal states have 
constantly augmented their contributions. 
During the past session of the Reichstag 
alone ordinary expense has outrun income 
by §9,750,000; the extraordinary expen­
diture has exceeded the provision made 
for it by §2,500,000. The very lifeblood 
of the common people is being gradually 
wrung out of them by a system which 
maintains a gigantic standing army com­
posed of able-bodied men who are all 
non-producers, and are as much a burden 
to the community as if they were inmates 
of poor-houses. Is it to be wondered at 
that the condition of the German laborer 
is wretched, and that many of the most 
important industries of the Empire are 
languishing? No great industrial pros­
perity can be realized in Germany, and 
among other so called enlightened but 
bellicose nations of Europe, until they 
cease to be barbarous and hypocritical 
Christians, and become human enough to 
settle their differences by arbitration rath­
er than by bloody wars.

The Solid Muldoon says: “ Samuel H. 
Bates is in the city in the interest of the 
Colorado Telephone company. Mr. Bates 
proposes, in case a sufficient guarantee 
can be obtained from our citizens, to run 
the line from the terminus of the Western 
Union line at Lake City to this point as 
soon as the poles can be erected, wire 
stretched and instruments put in place; 
with connecting lines to Imogene basin, 
Sneffels, Smuggler basin, Tellunde, Pla- 
cerville, Ophir and Rico. For every dol­
lar subscribed stock will be issued at the 
rate of one and one quarter for one. All 
stock will be transferable and receivable 
for all business transacted with the com ­
pany. We hope our citizens will sub­
scribe liberally towords the enterprise, as 
all who are acquainted with the Blake 
transmitter will concede that it is less ex­
pensive and for more satisfactory than 
the telegraph system. Our mining super 
intendents and merchants should be the 
first to exhibit their liberality.

Wholesale Desertion.
The Solid Muldoon says: Some twenty- 

two soldiers have deserted from the milita­
ry post on the Uncompahgre within the last 
week. The flattering prospect of a round 
up with the Utes, together with the high 
prices paid for skilled and ordinary labor 
in this country, seems to be rapidly de­
populating the cantonment. Col. Fletch­
er has no cavalry in his command, and 
the number of men that he can rely upon 
is entirely too small to permit of an ex­
tended search for deserters. The roads 
between the Uncompahgre valley and the 
railroad are open, there is an abundance 
of grass in the valleys, and just why a 
force of cavalry sufficient to protect the 
handful of men at the Cantonment are 
not sent in, is beyond our conjecture.

The City o f Mexico.
Correspondence Denver Bepublican.

The City of Mexico lies nearly in the 
center of the valley of Mexico, at an ele­
vation of 7,200 feet above sea-level, con­
tains a population of 250,000 people, is 
entirely surrounded by mountains, and 
has without doubt the finest climate in 
the world. The thermometer has never 
been known to fall below 30 degrees, or 
to rise above 82 degrees, and ranges the 
year round between 40 and 70. Snow 
never falls, ice never forms and rains are 
confined to the rainy season. The total 
annual rainfall is eight inches. Yellow 
fev, r is unknown. The diseases, for we 
caii’t escape that, are chills, pulmonary 
attacks and typhoid and typhus fevers, 
all of which are brought on by injudi­
cious exposure.

Business of all sorts is well represented, 
some establishments employing very large 
capital. The goods sold are largely of 
European manufacture, mainly French. 
The freights from the United States prac­
tically exclude American manufactured 
goods from this market.

Our population consists of Indians and 
Spanish—7,000,000 Indians and 2,000,000 
Spanish. The Indians are as a class the 
working people, or the employed; the 
Spaniards are the employers.

Common, unskilled labor is paid from 
18; cents per day to 37)}. Native carpen­
ters get 75 cents to §1.50 per day; masons 
about 75 cents. It must be understood, 
however, that this labor is very unsatis­
factory. The natural deliberation of the 
native character, the poor tools, the 
hours of work, the numerous feast days, 
and their unskillful manner of working, 
make the labor dear even at this jirice. 
It is impossible to give you, in the small 
compass of a letter, even an outline of 
the many things in this country that are 
or would be interesting to an American. 
I can only summarize.

The country is a paradise; the scenery 
the grandest I have ever seen. Men with 
me who have been to Peru, the Brazils— 
all over the world, in fact— admit with­
out the slightest hesitation, that nothing 
in the whole course of their observation 
at all compares with the scenery along 
the railroad from Vera Cruz to Mexico, 
;:;Ri this, -they tell me, is nothing com­
pared with other parts of the Republic.

The natural resources of the country 
are simply wonderful. It is perhaps too 
early yet to think of developing them, 
but with the establishment of railway 
communication with the United States, 
this country will swarm with Americans. 
Here are coal veins of fabulous thickness, 
of the finest coal, untouched; mines tiiat 
have no market and no process of treat­
ment for less than 300-ounce ore; forests 
of mahogony, rosewood, ebony, India 
rubber and a thousand varieties of superb 
woods, covering thousands of miles, un­
touched; here the cotton plant becomes 
a tree, and bears its product year after 
year; sugar-cane is replanted every six or 
seven years; cinnabar ores carrying 75 
per cent, of mercury, lying untouched, 
because no one can build a furnace to 
save above 15 per cent, of the product. 
Every day, now that I have been here 
long enough to rake off the wire edge off 
first impressions, I say, “ Wonderful, 
wonderful country! What an El Dorado 
you will be in five years for the Yankee.”

Building Railroads on the Ice.
Winter in Holland, Denmark, the Nor­

wegian peninsula and northern Russia 
sets in early and breaks up late. It is no 
novelty in those countries to see the froz­
en rivers made use of for temporary rail­
roads or even boat yards. In St. Peters­
burg, one of the famous sights of the sea­
son is a palace bitilt of ice on one of the 
frozen currents of the Neva. In Holland, 
enormous traffic is carried on over the ice 
in all sorts of heavy motors. A railroad 
on the ice in this country, however, is a 
novelty only to be seen between Quebec 
and Montreal, on the frozen waters of the 
swift St. Lawrence. A railway on the 
most improved principal was laid on the 
ice, the bed having been smoothed and 
the ties laid somewhat more closely to­
gether than on terra firms. This was 
rendered compact by filling in with soft 
snow and broken ice, the freezing pro­
cess, o f course, solidifying both the road­
way and the firmament. Everything 
worked smoothly, and heavy freight cars 
drawn by engines, crossed successfully, 
but a fatal defect in construction, brought 
the enterprise to grief. That was the 
neglect to make the bedway wide enough 
to resist the action of the subcurreut. 
The consequence was that in one trip the 
engine careened slightly, displacing the 
road, and then tumbling, sinking in sixty 
feet of water. The loss was trilling, the 
locomotive being rescued almost intact, 
and the engineers having learned a lesson, 
the river can be utilized in the lumber and 
coal regions, with perfect safety.— Phila­
delphia Times.

The Republican says; While all the 
San Juan shall unquestionably have a re­
cuperating and healthy mining “ boom” 
this year, there is no camp herein that 
will attract and retain so much attention 
as Rico. About 18 months ago it was 
vociferously announced by a noted San 
Juan prospector that rich carbonate veins 
of great magnitude were discovered on 
the east fork of the Rio Dolores. The 
magic reports spread abroad, people flock 
ed from various parts to the new Lead­
ville, and before January 1st, 1880, hund­
reds of locations were worked and record­
ed. Thus, the now prosperous and per­
manent. town of Rico was established, 
and thus the Dolores for the first time be­
came deservedly famous for its mineral 
resources.

With the town of Rico as a center, a 
circle of twelve miles circumference would 
embrace ail the mines and prospects of 
Dolores and Telescope mountains on the 
east, and Elliot, Expectation and Anchor 
mountains on the west of the east fork of 
the Rio Dolores. Within this circle are 
about 2,000 lode claims, duly recorded, 
10 per cent, of which will be numbered 
with the paying mines of this Stale before 
ihe snows of next winter, if development 
is kept up as in the past.

“ There is, perhaps, no State in this Un­
ion which is attracting the universal at­
tention of the people, as is Colorado. 
There is a fascination about the business 
of mining which is wanting in all other 
human pursuits. The chances for acquir­
ing great wealth in a short time, and by 
a small outlay, naturally attracts the dar­
ing and the enterprising of all lands. 
Here, it is clear, we have a larger deposit 
of the precious metals than exist any­
where else on the earth. We are only 
now upon the threshold of that Colorado 
which we will find here ten years hence. 
A country situated as is Colorado now, 
can afford to tolerate no narrow policy; it 
can indulge in no sectional prejudices. 
Those who exhibit them are not true 
friends of the State, and stand squarely 
on the pathway of her progress.—Lead­
ville Democrat.

A San .luaner in Trsubie.
The New York Truth of the 12tli con­

tains the following:
George N. Propperwas arrested yester­

day by the Sheriff on two charges. Judge 
Donohue granted the order of arrest in 
both cases. One Henry Cummins, who 
complained that Propper qonverted to his 
own use §1,100 which he had given him 
to develop mines in Colorado. On this 
charge Proppcr’s bail was fixed at §1,- 
100. In the other case Olen O. Larson 
alleges that Propper was his agent and he 
directed him to sell mining interests for 
him. lie says that Propper did so, and 
collected §3,485.33 and converted it to 
his own use, and on this charge his bail 
was fixed at §4.000. He gave bail on 
both these charges to await the trial of 
the suit.

Sa l t  L a k e , April 1.—The second larg­
est electric light system in the world in 
actual operation for lighting business 
places from a central station was started 
by C. C. Rutlirauff and others in this city 
last night. The system comprises over 
one hundred Brush lights, and over fifty 
business houses, hotels and saloons are 
supplied with it at a rate of nearly five 
per cent, less than gas. Last night the 
exhibition was an entire success, and 
thousands of people in the streets hailed 
its appearance with prolonged shouts. 
The light was steady and brilliant, making 
the stores and streets of Zion take on a 
fairy-like appearance. The plan is to he 
immediately enlarged.

Animas Forks is to have two newspa­
pers this season, under the management 
respectively of Albert Dyes and John R. 
Curry. It seems to us that the Forks will 
be a good place for one paper to starve 
to death, and we don’t know what will 
become of the two. Rico is to have an­
other, and Silverton is talking of two ad­
ditions, while there murmurings of an­
other in Ouray. San Juan is a grand 
field for newspaper enterprise, but we 
will wager a nickel that if these several 
papers are established some of them will 
not live to be a year old.— Ouray Times.

The Salt Lake Tribune says: “ It was 
currently reported in the city yesterday 
that the Denver & Rio Grande railway 
company purchased sixty acres of land on 
the west end of Tribune avenue. The 
property embraces the old adobe yards 
and other lots of ground which will be 
used for a depot and other purposes. 
This will be the means of building up the 
city clear to the banks of Jordon river, 
and make Tribune avenue the main tbo 
roughfare of Salt Lake.”

Extravagant Management.

There are very few mines in Colorado 

that will pay dividends under extravagant 
management. There are less than a doz­
en of them that will support- luxuriously 
appointed offices in New York, with a. 
large corps of salaried officers there and 
at the mines. The profitable properties 
in this country are those which are man­
aged under close economy by the owners. 
These are numbered -bv the score. Any 
mine that is a good mine will pay hand­
somely on the money invested if it be 
rightly invested and properly cared for by 
honest and competent men. One good 
manager is better than two or three. The 
superintendent of a large mine should 
have a general underground foreman to 
look after the miners and all things con­
nected with the practical operation, and 
the superintendent should. see that the 
ore is properly assorted, sold at the high­
est marked rates, keep the time rolls and 
hooks, and attend to correspondence, re 
mittances, etc. But we know of mines 
which have from three to half a dozen 
superfluous attaches, all under good sala­
ries; of eastern offices which absorb all 
the profits and leave nothing for the 
stockholders. Our mining exchanges are 
constantly inquiring why certain mines 
don't pay. If they will look into the or­
ganizations they will discover why they 
don’t pay. The mines are, in themselves, 
all right. The leakages rob the stockhol­
ders of the legitimate profits. Colorado 
men who manage their own properties 
enrich themselves by having no leakages. 
That’s the difference between an individ­
ual and corporation. The one permits no 
waste, the oth£r wastesMverything.

Le Roy Escaped.
Marshal Oantril started for Detroit with 

his prisoner, Wm. Le Roy, alias Arthur 
Pond, via the K. P. road. It will be re­
membered, particularly in San Juan, that, 
this gay bird was sentenced to ten years 
imprisonment in the Detroit House of 
Correction, for mail robbery. At about 
half-past three o’clock Monday morning, 
after the start was made and while every­
body in the ear was asleep, the Marshal 
arose from his seat beside Le Roy, going 
to the water-closet, leaving the prisoner 
apparently slumbering. He was absent 
not to exceed three minutes .and when he 
returned he found his man gone. Rush­
ing to the nearest entrance, he was met 
by the brakeman, who told him that Le 
Roy had but just jumped off. The brake- 
man saw him leave his seat to go out on 
the platform, and ran from the opposite 
end of the car to intercept him, but Le 
Roy, observing his movements, slammed 
the duor in his face and jumped before he 
could be arrested. He was so excited 
that he made the leap out from the plat­
form, instead of in the direction of the 
train, and the brakeman thought serious 
and probably injuries must have resulted. 
The train was traveling about twenty- 
eight miles an hour at the time, and was 
passing over what is known as the “ hog­
back,” five miles west of Fort Hayes, in 
Kansas. The country is being scoured, 
hut-so far not even a clue has been ob­
tained. He is a smooth one.

The Chicago Mining Review says of 
the Ilaverly’s Chicago and Silver Cliff 
mine. The stock-books of the Chicago 
and Silver Cliff Mining Company were 
attached some weeks ago for an indebt- 
ednesss of $50 due for advertising. A 
regular suit was instituted against the 
company, which made no defense, and 
judgment was obtained. No effort was 
made to redeem the stockbook until about 
a week ago when, stirred up by the gath­
ering angry sentiment on the street, tiio 
officers of the company settled the ac­
count and took back their book of stock- 
certificates. Since then Messrs. Haver- 
ly and Morse, the principal officers, have 
been throwing their stock on the market 
at one cent to one and a half cents a 
share, and large transfers have been 
made on the streets.

Our usually quiet, town was startled 
Thursday afternoon by the report that 
W. C. Lowe had been shot and killed by 
J. H. Jackson, on the street, in front of 
Burtons & Arthur's blacksmith shop. It 
seems that an altercation had arisen be­
tween the two, and eacli had sworn to 
take the other’s life. Jackson borrowed 
a double-barreled shot gun and watched 
for Lowe until he came riding past the 
shop. He then haded him, and Lowe 
got off his horse on the opposite side 
from Jackson, and then walked in front, 
when Jackson fired, the buckshot taking 
Lowe in the left arm. Lowe then turned 
and started to run, when Jackson fired 
the other barrel, one shot striking Lowe 
in the back of the head.— San Juan Pros­
pector.

A telegram to Denver from I.-ouis Mc- 
Lane, the well known stock grower, 
states that Ihe body of his brother, Joe 
McLane, who was shot by the Indians in 
1878. had been found near Fort, Wallace 
by a party of hunters. Lords left at once 
for tiro scene of the discovery, and is 
probably now at Cheyenne Wells with the 
body. The remains were not recogniza­
ble, but identity was established by a pis­
tol and a pocketbook known to have been 
the property of Joe McLane. Examina­
tion demonstrated that death had resulted 
from a bullet wound in the brain. The 
strange disappearance of the young man 
and the circumstances surrounding it with 
the propability that an Indian atrocity 
had been perpetrated, created deep feel­
ing at the time and was the subject of 
wide observation. There remains no 
doubt now that young McLane was lnur 
dered in cold blood by the savage Utes 
who were encamped near the place.— 
Denver Tribune,
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Rico in Denver.
The Detective furnishes the following

In the fall he took the con­
tract to survey the Montezuma valley, 
lie  has spent the winter in Denver and 
the east, and is now about ready to return 
to Rico, where he is largely interested in 
the mines. Frank is one of the best of 
boys and is immensely liked and patro­
nized where lie is best known.

We understand that R. N. Clark has 
heen appointed agent and will superin­
tend the development of Erhardt’s prop­
erties.

Browney Lee lias for some time past 
been tjiking in the metropolis, but will 
soon return to Rico, where he is interest­
ed in city and mining property. Browney 
dares to say what be thinks, regardless of 
who differs from him and his friends may 
depend upon him.

J. L. Rondcbush has become interested 
in the Suydnm mining company, with his 
cousin, E. C. Patched, and Mr. R, after 
visiting Central, George-town, Leadville 
and some other mining camps will go to 
Rico to look after his interests there. 
Tiie company have plenty of money, and 
will spend it liberally on tile Bertha which 
is already well developed.

W. L. Hull, of Rico, arrived in Denver, 
Wednesday evening looking after his in­
terests in the Johnny Bull. Mr. Hull is a 
warm friend of ours and we are sorry 
that there is anyone to dispute the title 
to the neat little fortune he had in the 
Johnny Bull.

Good luck to you all boys, you are 
lucky in owning property in so good a 
camp as the Dolores.

Durango Attacked By Farmington.
The following we extract from the Du­

rango Record:
Rumors have been afloat for some time 

that the Farmington men were coming up 
here to take the Eskridge, Garret, Stock- 
ton crowdi vi et armis. Last night they 
came, passing through the place at about 
the time of the lynching of Moorman, and 
rode up to Animas City, probably deter 
red from making an attack at that time 
by the numbers of men on the streets. 
They staid at Animas City all night. It 
became known that they were there, how­
ever, and Durango was patrolled by arm­
ed men ail night and up to noon to-day. 
Betweeu twelve and one o'clock, midday, 
a band of armed horsemen, numbering 
from twenty-five to fifty, were seen cross­
ing the high mem to the east of town. 
The Eskridge, Garret, Stockton crowd 
made a break in that direction, and com­
menced firing. Tiie flic was returned and 
from fifty to a hundred shots were ex­
changed, by the two parties, two men in 
town being wounded, one Conrad Pulver- 
miller a looker-on, in the calf of tiie left 
leg seriously, and the other, Harry Wilson 
in the hand. One horse was seen to fail 
on tiie other side. The Farmington men 
then rode down the river, and the other 
party pursued with what result is not yet 
known.

The shots fired into the town, ploughed 
up the eartli in many places, and struck 
several buildings. A shot struck the 
West End Hotel, on Second street, op­
posite T ub R ecord  office, just above the 
head of Mr. Rouse, one of the proprie­
tors. It is now in this office. Another 
went through the sign of the Brunswick 
Billiard Parlors, on I street. Several 
buildings on First street were struck. 
The only wonder is that some of our citi­
zens were not killed, as the whole town 
was out on the streets, regardles of dan 
ger, believing tiie distance too great for 
possibility of injury.

The Farmington people have made a 
grave mistake in attacking this town, fir­
ing in among residences containing wom­
en and children, and endangering the 

(lives of people who have no part in their 
quarrels. There is a legal way of mak­
ing arrests, and the people of Durango 
will not permit men to come into this 
town to take them in any other way, es­
pecially a band of men who have shown 
the reckless disposition manifested by this 
party. There are a thousand armed men 
in Durango, ready to repel any forcible 
invasion of this place. If there are men 
here who have heen guilty of crimes in 
New Mexico, let the authorities move in 
ike manor, and not an irresponsible body

of men who are known to be the sworn 
enemies of the accused parties.

Had they had a warrant issued by the 
governor of tins state to the sheriff of. this 
county, in answer to a requisition from 
the governor of New Mexico, as the law 
provides, it would then have been the du­
ty of the sheriff, in tiie language of the 
statute, to “  convey sucli fugitive to any' 
place within the state which the executive 
in Ids warrant shall direct,” and not to 
deliver him to a lawless mob to take out 
of the state.

Poor Joe McLane.
The following additional particulars of 

the finding of the body of Joe McLane, 
which lias been bleaching in the sun since 
July, 1878, are found in a special tele­
gram to the Denver Neics from Cheyenne 
Wells: '

James Barry, jr., J. F. Teelers, Ed. 
Zimmerman and Louis N. McLane, tiie 
party that went out after the remains of 
Joe McLane, returned to this place at a 
little past noon to-day. They7 found all 
that remained of poor Joe at a point 
some twenty miles north of Cheyenne 
Weils, on the North Smoky hill road. 
The remains w7ere on the side of a small 
hill, about 250 yards south of the road, in 
a knot of high grass and sage brush. 
God only knows whether the poor fellow 
died where he fell, or whether he lived 
and suffered for hours and perhaps days. 
There is one bullet hole in the back of tiie 
skull, below the brain, which came out at 
tiie mouth, knocking out four front teeth. 
It is, of course, impossible to tell whether 
or not he received other wounds.

There is no possible question as to 
identity. The revolver found his brother 
Louis says was carried by Joe for about 
six years. Among other evidences found 
were a gold filled tooth and several scraps 
of clothing. Five chambers of the revol­
ver were empty—one shot remaining. 
This fact is accepted as evidence that lie 
had a running fight with the Indians, as 
it will be remembered that the Utes ac­
cused of the killing stated that two of 
their party never returned. His horse 
was a fleet one, and it is probable that 
after being fatally wounded the poor fel­
low escaped the clutches of his pursuers 
and hid in the clump of bushes where his 
body was found. When his horse re­
turned home the saddle bore evidence of 
the fact that Joe kept his seat for some 
time after having been wounded.

Several times the searching parties sent 
out at the time McLane was missing, 
passed within a hundred yards of the 
spot where the body was found. Neither 
expense nor time was spared then, but ail 
without result. The country7 was searched 
by well organized parties from August 1st 
to November 19tli, 1878. After that his 
brother employed two men in the hunt 
for months, duiingthe summer of 1879, 
and cattle men, hunters and every man 
who had occassion to pass through tiie 
country always made it a point to look 
for poor Joe. The country where the 
body lay these long months is wild and 
desolate.

It is the purpose of the party bringing 
in the remains to return to the spot when 
the snow melts from the ravines in the 
hope of securing still other evidences of 
the manner in which Joe McLane met his 
death.

The Maxwell Land Grant.
The troubles which have so long been 

a curse to northeastern New Mexico and 
southwestern Colorado seems to be in a 
fair way to be revived. A recent estimate 
placed the number of lives lost on the 
Maxwell Land Grant since the time of the 
commencement of the tiouble at 500. 
The grant includes an extremely large 
area of land, principally fit only for graz­
ing purposes, and also includes the Eliza­
bethtown mines. The following extract 
from the Las Vegas Optic shows that 
steps have already been taken by the 
settlers to resist the title of the Holland 
company by legal means. Should the 
law fail to settle the matter in favor of 
actual settlers it is to be feared that they 
will resort to force to obtain recognition 
of their claims:

“ The Maxwell grant seems about ready 
to repeat the history of 1873. The squat­
ters organized last Monday for the pur­
pose of resisting the claims of the grant 
owners. The squatters elected E. S. 
Mead as their President, J. K. Pitts Se­
cretary, and J. II. Hunt, John Lee, Man­
uel Salazar, John Deacy and William 
Newton committee on resolutions. They 
resolved to raise a fund of money to em­
ploy the best legal talent in tiie land to 
contest the title under which the con.pa 
ny claims the land. This is a most prop­
er method of resistance, but we have se­
rious doubts of its efficacy. Tiie owners 
of the Maxwell grant unfortunately have 
too good a title.”

At the recent spring election tiie towns 
of San Juan and vicinity polled the fol­
lowing number of votes. It is with pride 
that we place Rico at tlic bead of the list, 
although the vote was light, here, as 
everywhere:

E. had many friends both 
here and at Silverton and the people gen­
erally sympathize with the bereaved fam­
ily. The sad death occurred on Wednes­
day last.

Strictly temperate, of a 
social disposition, well educated, a fine 
musician, truthful to an extreme, reliable 
iu all his engagements, made him respect­
ed and loved by all who knew him.

The parents in their great bereavement 

have the sympathy of the entire commu­
nity.

FOUND DEAD.
Edward Maloney, Cook at the Tontine 

Restaurant, Dies Suddenly Without 
Warning his Bedfellow.

Tiie citizens of Rico were startled this 
morning by tiie report that a man had 
died at the Tontine Restaurant last night. 
Investigation proved that the rumor was 
true and that the name of the deceased 
was Edward Maloney, who came to Rico 
on the 23d ult, Since the 1st inst. he has 
been employed as cook at the Tontine 
and has been in apparent good Health un­
til last night, when be complained of feel­
ing a trifle unwell, and went to bed early. 
His bedfellow, Walter Downs, noticed 
nothing wrong with him except that he 
breathed hard for a little while before 
going to sleep, hut as his breathing was 
then regular and easy he did not feel 
alarmed and soon dropped off to sleep 
himself. Imagine his horror on waking 
this morning and finding that Maloney 
was a corpse. He at once notified the 
coroner who summoned a jury and held 
an inquest at about 9:30 this morning. 
Nothing was revealed which gave any 
clue to the cause of death, except the 
testimony of Dr. McDonald which we 
give below. This evidence was given 
from an external examination, no post­
mortem being required by the Coroner 
and jury. A letter was found which was 
written yesterday by Jte deceased and ad 
dressed to “ John Maloney, 369 Van 
Brunt St. South Brooklyn, N. Y .” This 
letter was prefixed, “ My dear father” 
and was a plain, matter-of-fact letter, 
such as anyone might write, and gave no 
hint of posible death. In the pockets 
were found $11.25 in money, a knife and 
other trinkets. The man was not a 
drinking man, so far as can be learned, 
and there is no doubt but that some heart 
affection was the cause of his sudden 
death. We append here the testimony of 
the principal witnesses:

Walter Downs, sworn,says. Last night 
Edward Maloney came home from down 
town, and sat down, said he did not feel 
very well, wanted me to bring in blank­
ets as he wanted to go to bed, ho went to 
bed, and I, in a few minutes did the same, 
we both slept in the same lied, tiie de­
ceased breathed hard for a very few 
minutes, and once in awhile would groan, 
then he breathed easy again, and I 
thought nothing more of it until this 
morning when I saw he was dead, had 
not complained of any sickness previous­
ly, seemed to have a pain in chest, dont 
know if he had been drinking. He was 
at the cabin of Joseph Donalme half an 
hour before he was taken to his bed. He 
has no relations that I know of in camp.

W alter  Downs.
Further examined says deceased is not 

in the Habit of taking drugs.
Joseph Donahue, being sworn, says, I 

have been acquainted with deceased since 
about December last, we came into Rico 
together, the last time I saw him alive 
was between 8 and 9 o’clock last evening, 
he seemed then to be in as good Health as 
he has been in since I became acquainted 
with him, he only stopped in my cabin 
about 15 minutes. I dont know that he 
had been drinking, did not complain, 
seemed to be in good sjiirits, his health 
has been good ever since I have known 
him, never heard him say anything of 
any hereditary disease, nor did he com­
plain of any heart affection. Don’t know 
if he had any relatives, I first became ac­
quainted with him in Durango, he was a 
cook in Durango and was cooking here.

Joseph Dcnohue.
Doctor McDonald being sworn says, I 

have examined and from external appear­
ances there is nothing to indicate the 
cause of death, the discoloration ot body 
is called hypostatic congestion, that is 
caused by the blood gravitating towards 
the most dependent portions of the body, 
this peculiar discoloration is almost a 
positive sign of the deceased having been 
in good health before death, which you 
will not see in a perBon dying of con­
sumption or any wasting disease, I may 
add that my suspicions are that deceased 
came to his death from paralysis of the 
heart. A. I. McDonald. M. D.
