“ All’s Well That Ends
E d it o r  N e w s :—-Alter rather more than 

live months steady work our labor is at 
last completed, and we return to Kico to 
taste those pleasures and recreations 
which unremitting toil makes so thor 
ougfcly enjoyable. Our party was com-, 
posed throughout the trip of the same 
members who left Rico with its peaks 
still patched with last winter’s snow and 
who return to find Mt. Wilson occupied 
by the Uhlans of the approaching enemy. 
The townships which came under -lur 
contract embraced a tract of country 
extending northwest from Chicken creek, 
a tributary of the Maneos, across Lost 
Canon, which canon, by the bye, is very 
well named for everyone of our party 
turned up missing at odd times during 
our stay theie. From Lost Canon to the 
Dolores, thence turning our faces west­
ward we ascended the mesa and made 
close acquaintance with the wild scope 
of country which is watered by Beaver 
Plateau and Disappointment creeks. In­
dian sign was very thick over the whole 
of this part of our work, but that “ Sweet 
little cherub who sits up aloft,” seems to 
have taken us under his protection and 
we failed to see a hostile face; very for­
tunately so for us, for had we been fully 
armed, which we were not, the very na­
ture of our work placed our lives in the 
enemy’s hands. From Plateau creek we 
moved to the Dolores as far down as 
Dry creek and close to the reservation 
line, into which debatable territory three 
of us, Mr. Dana, Harry Requa and my 
self, made a short excursion, camping 
below the charred remains of William’s 
ranche. I think we were all just a little 
nervous that nigLt, but we reached camp 
without any more scare than an old work 
horse gave us, by constantly plunging 
through the brush just ahead of us. 
From Dry creek we returned to the mesa, 
and after making our first and last dry 
camp we reached Naraguinup springs- 
From that oasis we drew our lines into 
the wild, dry, most woeful looking creel-:, 
well termed Disappointment. The place, 
bad as it is to work over, has a certain 
wild grandeur of its own, reminding one 
probably of a rock bound coast from 
which the sea has suddenly and perma­
nently withdrawn. Plateau afforded us 
our next halting place, which we chris­
tened “ Gamp Starvation,” and from 
whence arose murmurings and longings 
for tire flesh pots of Egypt. .The appear­
ance of our old friend, John Eggers, 
with a pack mule, put us in fix once 
more to face the open, and we returned 
to Beaver. It was in this camp that our 
uimrod, Mr. P. Hunter, met and van­
quished an angry she bear and her inter­
esting family.

The West Dolores, and the rainy sea­
son must ever remain indelible in my 
memory at least. I believe it rains nine 
months out. of the year on that stream, 
and snows the remainder. But if the 
rain was heavy the trout were heavy also, 
and if our blankets were wet for weeks 
at a time, our table was well supplied, 
with fish, flesh and fowl, only the “ good 
red herring was wanting.” From West 
Dolores to Stoner, thence to the main 
stream up as far as Bear creek, back to 
Lost canon, Chicken creek, the Mar.cos 
and Cherry creek, where we surveyed 
our last township and from whence we 
turned our faces Ricowards, with light 
hearts, light packs and light pockets; 
our last round up reaching just one dol­
lar. On the whole the trip was a great 
success. The work has been perfotmed 
both with rapidity- and accuracy. The 
health of the party has been very good. 
We have had our fair share of “ moving 
accidents by field and flood” but with the 
one exception of our cook who never 
knew when he was well off and would 
fool with a mule, nothing of a serious 
nature gave cause for anxiety. Harmo­
ny reigned throughout and we tan shake 
hands at the end of a good summer’s 
work remarking, “All’s well that ends 
well.” A. B. B.

up to the time that the money is paid 
and the patent issued. Discoveries of 
value are not infrequently made after 
twice the amount actualiy required to' 
secure a patent for an adjacent claim has 
been expended thereon without impor­
tant disclosures of productive ore bodies, 
and in that way many conflicts arise 
which culminate in expensive litigation 
that might be avoided, if mine owners 
would apply for and secure patents as 
soon as the preliminary work required by 
law is completed. It is not difficult to 
procure patents for mining claims, but 
when their value as mines has been es: 
tablished, and they are known to be. 
worth fighting for, till percentage of 
risk from adverses is greatly increased. 
In other words, the feeling now existing' 
in society will not sustain a man in giv­
ing false testimony unless there is money 
in sight and obtainable. Consequently 
it is not easy to secure a preponderance, 
of testimony to sustain an adverse claim 
against an unproductive property. That 
state of things alone should be sufficient 
incentive to claim owners to proceed 
promptly with the work of obtaining 
patents for claims on which all require­
ments of the law have been fulfilled.
For example: A -------  owns a lode claim
on which he has expended the full sum 
of $500, and has fh addition only $300 
or at most $500, at his command for de­
velopment purposes, which, so far as hu­
man foresight can determine, will be in* 
sufficient to make his property produc­
tive or prove that it can be made so. 
What ought he to . do ? Ought he to' 
expend the remainder of his fund in de 
velopment work for tlie purpose of 
maintaining a possessory right for a brief 
interval only, and of which he may be de­
prived by some more fortunate locator of 
an adjacent claim? Or ought he to pro­
ceed, while he has means, to secure a 
vested right to the land that has cost 
him $50 an acre? True, it may never be' 
worth its cost without a large additional 
outlay of money, but on the other hand 
its value is liable to be increased many 
fold at any time, by the labor of his 
neighbors. With a quiet title he may 
procure assistance, which cannot be ob­
tained otherwise, to develop his property 
and make it productive. Without it, he 
must maintain his shadowy rights as 
best he can at an annual tax of $100 up­
on bis resources. The question does not 
seem to be a debatable one. In the one 
case he risks his all for that which he 
cannot hold except with augmented cost 
yearly,

In the tithe? he secures a title to leal 
estate, at least, which may become val­
uable without further outlay on his part. 
Looking forward to the Colorado of the 
year 1900, in the light of her giant 
strides of the last three years, who will 
undertake to estimate the value of a well 
located ten acre plat of ground in prox­
imity to thriving centers of trade and of 
the growing industry of gold and silver 
mining, even though it may not yield a 
dollar’s worth of precious metals. Bor­
dering upon an agricultural region like 
that of the Wet Mountain Valley, in the 
midst of productive mines, its value as a 
sheep pasture would be many times its 
cost. Therefore, the Gazette says: Pat­
ent all claims as soon as patents can be 
procured legally, and have something to 
show for the money invested.

Engineer Mountain.
From the Lake City Register.

Among the promising properties on 
Engineer Mt. is the Sailor Boy, discover­
ed last year by J. W. O’Bryan. It was 
sold last spring to the above named com­
pany of Portland; Me., who have com­
menced its development. At a depth of 
11 feet there were 12 ins. of nearly pure 
lead ore, and the owners have already 
found that the Ore is increasing in quan­
tity and quality.

The Mountain Monarch No. 2 is on 
the western slope of Engineer Mt., and 
has been developed this season by a 50 
ft tunnel, from which, some 15 tons of 
ore have been taken. Some remarkable 
and rare specimens of crystaiized carbo­
nate of manganese are fotmd iii this mine,' 
which are very valuable for cabinets. It 
is said that this form of erystalization has 
been found only in one other- mine in the 
country—the Sweet Home, in Park coun­
ty. This property belongs to the same 
company above named, and they propose 
to let a contract for a 200-ft tunnel which 
will cut four veins, and open up a large 
amount of stoping ground.

The Parepa Rosa, adjoining the Moun­
tain Monarch, is a new discovery made 
the 18th of August. It shows a pay- 
streak of about two ins. of gray copper 
and galena.

The Polander is on the extension of 
the Mountain Monarch and was discover 
ed last March. A cross-cut o f ten ft ex­
posed a large body of high-grade ore 
which assays from 1,000 to 1,700 ozs of 
silver. It is owned by the Long Bros., 
Ouray, and will be worked through the 
winter.

Important information.
The Secretary of State has been flood­

ed with inquiries on the matter of voting 
for the capital. The following opinion 
has been given in response to a request 
by the Secretary:
Hon. JV. U. Meldrum, Secretary o f State:

Section-three of the net passed by the 
last General-Assembly, entitled an act to 
provide for submitting the question of the 
permanent location, of the seat of gov­
ernment, &c., provides that ail persons 
voting on said question shall vote by sep­
arate ballot.

The effect of this provision is to pro­
hibit any qualified electors, voting upon 
the question, from attaching his ballot 
upon this question to any ballot which 
he may cast for any officer or officers at 
the same election. The ballot upon this 
question must be separate and cannot be 
counted if made a part of the ballot cast 
for the election of officers.

Imayaddthat.it is not necessary, as 
has been suggested, that a special board 
of judges of election should be appoint­
ed, nor is the appointment of special 
clerks, for the entry of the name of the 
voter, and number qf his vote upon this 
question requisite., A separate ballot 
box should, however, he provided for 
each precinct by the hoard of county 
commissioners of each county, for the 
reception of votes cast upon this ques­
tion, and the judges of election should 
deposit in such separate ballot boxes all 
ballots cast upon the question of a per­
manent location of the seat of govern­
ment, and no others. The ballots cast 
upon this question should be numbered 
in the order in which they are received.

The Capital fluestian.
The following from the Denver Repub­

lican, gives some instructive information 
as to the manner of balloting on the Cap­
itol question:

‘ ‘The last Legislature of Colorado 
passed several acts which seem to be gen­
erally ignored in the discussion of the 
capital question. It may not be amiss to 
resurrect these acts at this time, just as 
they are to become applicable.

On page 41 of the pamphlet laws of 
the State for 1881 is found a bill to pro­
vide for submitting the question of the 
permanent location of the seat of govern 
menl to the qualified electors of the State. 
This act, after providing for the matter 
of notification to the people contains the 
following important provision:

Sec. 3, All persons voting on said ques­
tion shall vote by separate ballot, where­
on shall be placed the words, ‘ ‘For” (in 
serting here the name of the place) “ as 
the seat of government.” No person 
shall vole on this question who is not at 
the time a qualified elector of this State, 
and a majority of all the votes upon said 
question cast at said election shall be 
necessary to determine the location of 
said seat.

“ By separate ballot” seems to be a new 
provision in elections in this State. In 
the older States, as in Pennsylvania and 
Ohio, for instance, all ballots are “ sepa­
rate.” That is, national, State, county, 
judicial, municipal, and even ward (dis 
trict) tickets are voted separately. The 
same board of election receives them, 
they bear the same number, but are cast 
into separate boxes. The existing elec­
tion boards will have to provide an addi­
tional box and see that each ballot “ for 
(or against) the capital” is cast into it sep­
arately. That will fulfill the law. All 
tickets attached to the regular county 
tickets will be illegal and have to be cast 
aside.

The law requires that every person vot­
ing “ shall be a qualified elector.” The 
same Legislature, bv the act approved 
February 18, 1881, changed the status-of 
the “ qualified electors.” The law will be 
found on page 113, and reads as follows:

First—He shall be a citizen of the 
United State's, or, not being a citizen of 
the United States, he shall have declared 
his intention, according to law, to be­
come such citizen, not less than four 
months before he,offers to vote.

Second—He shall have resided in this 
State six months .immediately preceding 
the election at which he offers to vote; in 
the county, ninety days, and in the ward 
or precinct ten days; provided, that no 
person shall be denied the right, to vote 
at any school district election, nor to hold 
any school district office on account of 
sex. That alfacts or parts of acts incon­
sistent with this act be, afld the. same are 
hereby repealed.

The first portion of the second section 
contains the change. It requires a resi­
dence of “ ninety days in "the county and 
ten days in the district.”

These provisions of the law will inter­
est the entire State, and too close a study 
and interpretation of the law cannot be 
urged. No point in the State wants the 
capital so badly that it would capture it 
on a legal technicality. This is Denver’s 
position, at least.

The Railroad.
The railroad survey has been completed 

to Rico and within a year from date it 
will be covered by the D. & R. G. track 
along its entire length. The route leaves 
the Animas valley at and follows up Her- 
mosa creek to a point near the “ Flag 
House,” when it leaves Hermosa Park to 
cross the range; coming down Scotch 
creek it leaves that stream and cuts across 
towards the Dolores at the head of Spruce 
gulch and winds mould the base of .Dolo­
res mountain until it finds the level of the 
town. In speaking of the road the Du­
rango Record says; “ In an article which 
appeared in Tuesday’s issue, it was stated 
that the railroad company were about to 
locate their line to Rico via Lightner 
creek and Wild-Cat canon to the La Plata 
and Dolores and thence to Rico. It now 
seems that we were in error, and we take 
pleasure in making the correction. We 
have just learned that the preliminary 
survey to Rico, via Hermosa, has just 
been completed and that the route Was 
found to be entirely practicable and the 
most practicable of the two. A town 
site has already been laid out at Hermosa, 
and the prospects are that soon there will 
be a flourishing town at that point, not a 
rival of Durango, but tributary to It-. At 
the present writing the new town has not 
been christened, but we think it might be 
very appropriately called Milwaukee, as 
it will bear about the same relation to 
Durango that that town does to Chicago. 
The pieliminary survey spoken of iu our 
previous article, if made at all, will be 
one of many made for the purpose of de­
ciding which is the most feasible route to 
the Pacific coast.”

RULES OP THE COUNTY COURT OF DOLORES 
COUNTY.

R ule 1. Wednesday of each week 
shall be devoted to hearing motions and 
demurrers,at which time either party'may 
call up a motion or demurrer for the pur 
pose of having it disposed of, provided 
written notice of the same shall have been 
given and filed 24 hours previously. 
Causes at issue may be set down for tri­
al by the request of either party, on this 
day, and at none other.
..R ule 2. Upon the sustaining of a de­

murrer or motion, or upon the oyer-rul- 
ing of a motion or demurrer, the oppo­
site party shall plead by 12 o’clock noon 
of the next Saturday, unless for good 
cause the court- shall grant further time.

R ule 3. Causes shall betaken up and 
tried in the order in which they have 
been set down, and any cause not tried 
when reached for trial in its order, shall 
bo placed at the foot of the docket.

R ule 4. Civil causes appealed from 
the justices.of the peace .courts, must be 
docketed by the appellant within ten days 
after filing transcript in this court,, and if 
the appellant shall fail to pay costs and 
docket his cause within said time, the ap­
pellee may pay the costs and have the 
cause docketed and apply to the court 
for a rule on the appellant to refund the 
costs paid by the appellee within such 
time as may be fixed by the court.

Rule 5. Litigants shall pay costs 
made by them at the time the -same ac­
crues, or else advance such sum at the 
time of commencing each suit, or before 
being permitted to defend, as the clerk 
shall think sufficient.
