The Rich Montezuma Valley.

From a lengthy article in the Denver
News we condense the following from an
interview with James W. Hauna, who had
just returned from Montezuma and Man-
cos valleys and contributed to the Cham-
ber of Commerce exhibition. The cellec-
tion included White Flint (twelve rowed)
corn, Early Rose potatoes, Taos wheat
and black and white oats. The corn and
potatoes were raised on the ranch of Louis
Simon in the Montezuma valley, where at
present there are no facilities for irriga-

water from the hills in the spring, which
enabled him to irrigate once about June
1st. He had 15 acres of corn, which
yielded 60 to 65 bushels to the acre and
some of the ears are 12 inches long and
very handsome. The wheat and oats
came from the Mancos. The Montezuma
valley is about 800 feet lower than Den-
ver and contains about 800,000 acres of
arable land, some of which is covered
with pine and pifion, suitable for lnmber.
A ditch conpany, already formed, will in
the near future bring water for irrigation
into the valley by an extensive canal from
the Big Bend of the Dolores.

ProBABLY no Colorado murder case
has attracted more attention than the trial
of Jim Bush for the shooting of Arbuckle
in Leadville in 1879.  On the 80th of last
June, Bush was convicted in the District
Court of Chaffee county and sentenced to
eight years in the penitentiary. The case
was taken to the Supreme Court on a writ
of error, and a supersedeas was issued,
which prevented his being confined in the
penitentiary,but didu’t admit him to bail,
and he has remained at Buena Vista in
jail.  Last Friday a petition for a release
on bail was filea in the Supreme Court,
urging that continued confinement in jail
was hiaving an injurious effect upon his
health and that there was danger that it
would cause death. The petition  was
signed by several physicians and Wm. H.
Bush, of the Windsor, who is his brother.
Judge Beck placed the bond at §10,000.

! ties, which were not included in the deal,
{ and has probably contitrued on his way to
Mentrose and thence tohis home in New
York. The properfy named in the deed
is one-half of the celebrated C. H. C.
mine, elevenr thirty-seconds of the Eth-
lena, ome-cighth of the Princeton, and
one-half of the Limestene; the consider-
ation named in the deed being $50,000.
Mr. Adams is another brilliant example
of the men who have retired from mining
with fortunes made at Rico. Phe C. H.
C. has indeed been a big bonanza to him
and while there is no means of finding
out just exactly how much the mine has
produced, the amount is popularly esti-
mated at $200,000. The purchase ef the
half interest by the president of the Grand
View Ce. is thouglt to be an excellent
investment, as the ore is particularly de-
sirnble for their use.

Rics's Possibilities.

It is natural that the residents of every
section or town should insist that their
locality is peculiarly favored and that on-
ly a lapse of time is necessary to bring it
to a pusition of wealth and great pros-
perity. This privilege has becn exten-
sively exercised all over this state,
gsometimes with reason. It is not strange,
then, that we of Rico should incline to
the belief that Pioneer Mining District
contains the elements which are destined
to make of Rico an important and thriv-
ing city, and to which result it has already
made great strides.

That Rico is fast becoming a very im-
portant smelting centre is a fact which
only requires slight investigation to sub-
stantiate, and why it is so is equally easy
to show. The secret is that we have to
impcrt  for the consumption of ouar
smelters—nothing.  Within a radius of a
few miles are to be had the best of cok-
inyg coal, limestone, Iron, silica and lead.
The grow(li of timber in such easy access
of the smelters cheapens the cost of pro-
ducing charcoal, and in fact every element
which i3 used in smelting is produced at
our own doors and cheaply. When Rico
smelters began to treat ores at $15 per ton
and less, many outside people at once
they could not de it without loss. But
they did do it, and can continue to do it
with profit to themselves. Silverton ore-
buyers said it was impossible for Rico to
offer prices which would take the ores of
Ophir. And yet all summer long, Rico
has bought ores from Ophir which middle
men could not touch.

The immensc bodies of low grade ores
which are even yet unprofitable are alone
sufficient to make Rico a great mining
centre, with the smelting advantages en-
joyed, simply because tLe ores carry the
requisite qualities for cheap extraction
and treatment. Many of them are self-
fluxing. It may interest mining men of
Rice to know that at this time in Lead-
ville,mines which produce ores averaging
Jour ounces in silver per ton, are declar-
ing dividends. In these cases the per-
centage of lead is high, but not higher
thun the lead ores of Rico and far lower
than the great masses of ore which are
found in the mountains of this district.

At the democratic state convention
last Saturday Judge Wilbur F. Stone was
nominated to succeed himself as Supreme
Judge, which position he has occupied
for six years past. Whereupon a state
paper proceeds to remark that the people
‘‘ask for bread and are offered a Stone.”

The approaching
cold weather will probaly end the cam-
paign.

THE repeated assertions that Geronimo,
the Apache chief, was killed in Guada-
lupe caiion is set at nought by the telegram
from Tombstone: “The board of super-
visors of Cochize county met here to-day
and adopted a resolution which offered
ac award of $500 for the apprehension of
the Apache chief Geronimo, dead or alive,
and $2)0 for the apprehension of any one
of Geronimo’s band, dead or alive. The
award will only be paid to persons not in
the military service of the United States.”

Revengeful Femaleé Comps:

Business called us from the office for a
time yesterday and returning found the
following article upon the proof hook:

Of all the occupations in which a
woman can engage for the purpose of
making an honest living, the most thank
less is that of sctting type. The female
compositor leads a weary, dreary life.
She is never permitted to strike a fat
take, she is denied the inestimable boon
of setting up the thoughtful matter which
emanates frem the editorial room, she is
reckoned incapable of handling manu-
script, «nd the very idea of her being
competent to set up a display head is
deemed atrocious. She is expected to
pound away at miscellaneous reprint, the
only bonanza she ever strikes is solid
with an occasional oasis of leaded brevier
when the business manager concludes
that advertising is dull eneugh to admit
of the biggest kind of type. But this is
not all-—no, the worst remains to be told.
When the work is done for the day, it is
not with the female printer as with others
of tue trade. She cannet adjourn to a
convenient and comfortable saloon and
play pedro or old sledge for the beer, or
throw dice for five cent cigars, or jeff for
the drinks. She must pick her way home
through all sorts of weather to a dreary
and a cold bed. Bhe has no wife to
thrash, no children to scold, ne furnilure
to break—none of the sweet luxuries
which are supposd to be part and parcel
of the glorious art preservative.

As a class, female printers are diligent
and worthy They never ‘soger”, they
never bother the editors for chewing to-
bacco; they never prowl around among
the exchanges for the Police Gazette; they
never get themselves full of budge and try.
_to clean out rival print shops; they never
swear about the business manager;they do
notsmoke nasty old clay pipes; they never
strike for more pay, they do not allude to
editorial matter as ‘‘slush” or ““hog wash”
—in short, they are patient, gentle,consci-
entious and reliable. They peg along for
seven dollars a week, dress tidily, keep
solid with the foreman. and, last of all,
when the female compositor gets tired of
her tread mill, unceasing round of toil, she
marries the best looking printer in the
shop, and then she becomes a verierslave
than ever.

Colonizing ‘‘No Man’s Land.”

A company has been organized in Kan-
sus,says a dispatch, to colonize the neutral
strip. This land is a comparatively small
bedy lying between Northern Texas and
Southwestern Kansas. On the official
maps of the government it is designated
as“‘United States Land.” In border geo-
graphy it is designated ‘“No Man’s Land.”
Probably the best definition of its charae-
ter would be ‘‘Unoccupied Reservation.”

The Kansas scheme seems to be to locate
immigrants on the southwestern border
of that state and to be in readiness to
cross over the line,and occupy “No Man’s
Land” as soon as it is brought under the
operation of the general land laws. It is
a mistake to suppose that the strip is not
populated.

*No Man’s Land” —any execution of law.

Every few miles there is a post with a no-
tice like this: Any s—of a b—coming on
this ranch will get his scalp taken.” Oh
| yes, there's plenty of governmemt on the
strip, and you don’t have to travel far to
run against it.”

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When Colorado Was Tropical.

Last week the bones of mastodon

Fémains were uiearthed on the Fox |

ranch, about 20 miles south of Den-
ver on the D. & N. O. road. They
were taken to Prof. Hedden, of the
Denver University for examination.

The Tribune Republican publishes his |

report with comments as follows:

They are from three different ani-
mals.  Two of them are of the Ele-
phos Primogenius class; and the t!)ird
is undetermined, but may be from
such an animal as the modern hippo-
potamus, or river horse, or a young
mastodorr. One tush is quite large,
belonging to elephants which, when
grown, must have been a quarter as
large again as Barnum’s Jumbo. As
the land where the bones were found
tas always been a quagmire, it is the
supposition that the huge beasts got
stuck and died. The bones are the
tushes, common teeth, jaw and head.

The period in which these crea-
tures lived was the post-pliocene pe-
riod, when Colorado’s climate was
cither tropical or sub-tropical, when
the palm and palmetto trees flourish-
ed and the vegetation generally was
luxuriant. This was then a country
much like Brazil, and a great variety
of animals walked abroad on the face
of the earth, The festive Icthiosaur
basked daily by the side of his dino-
saur bride, the plesiosaur “gamboled
o'er the lea” with the weighty, but
pleasant-minded megatherium, while
the lumbering mastodon and Rocky
Mountain flea battled on the slowly-
rising Continental Divide for smiles
of the coy and blushing pterodactyl.
The giant sloth, of hay-stack size,
slept lazily beneath the acre-sized
strawberry leaf, and the mosquito of
New Jersey beat the hippopotamus
in many a conflict in the well-watered
wilds of Arapahoe county. The hot
suns beat down intensely and all na-
tire seemed ignorant of the fact that
there’d be such a thing as a' county
campaign in 1885. Butalas climatic
changes came, upheavals and topo-
graphical reconstructions occurred,
and when subsequently nature was
troubled with a sour stomach and
threw up the Rocky Mountains, that
was too many for the climate. It
got cooler and cooler and colder and
colder, until Nature’s menagerie of
wild leviathans gave up the attempt
to live as a bad, bad job, and so laid
them down and died. THence these
bones at Littleton. Substantiating
the theory of former tropical growth
the Denver University has choice
specimens of petrified palm trunks,
polished across the fransverse section,
showing very clearly the veins of the
wood through which the sap ran.
And just here hangs a tale. It is a
popular error, this supposing a plant
is fossilized by its woody fibre turn
ing to stone, for it does nothing of
the kind. Silicious, cretaceous and
various mineral matters in solution,
are deposited in the place of the de-
caying particles of the fallen tree as
it lies in the water, until the wood
has entirely disappeared and stony,
fossil aceretions have been substitut-
ed by the slow, gradual, sure process
and a tree or plant of actual stone
lies where the one of genuine wood
had lain before in its place.
