The following letter was written to the
Deunver Republican by C. O. Ziegenfuss,
city editor of that paper from Durango.
This paper has done more injury to Esk-
ridge and Stockton than all other sources
combined in days gone by. The spirit
of justification which this paper shows
now is to be commended. The correction
appears much more graceful coming from
the source which has done most harm:

While in Durango a few days ago a
]cpl'('wntntl\'o of the Lepublican was con-
fronted in his rooms at the Inter Ocean
hotel by a pleasant faced, mild-mannered
gentleman, who said he had a grievance.
He was asked to be seated, and in'the
meantime his measure taken. The visitor
was but twenty-nine years of age; but
looked five or six years older. He meas-
ured five feet four inches, was compactly
built, and weighed 164 pounds. He wore
a neat goatee and moustache, and had
grayish-blue eyes. The face was a mild
one, and rather attractive. There cer-
tainly was nothing repulsive or brutal
about it. The man was neatly dressed, in
his shirt he wore plain round gold studs
and carried-a silver watch sccured by a
silver chamn. He was an innocent-look-
ing man and totally una uncd

WHO HE W AS.

This man proved to be the famous Tke
Stockton, an alleged murderer and crimi-
nal. His grievance was that the press of
the country had branded him as a mur-
derer, thictf and outlaw, and a desperado
ot the worst type.. Turning his face full
upon the writer, he said: “You have
come down here into my home; you will
mingle with the best people here; all T
ask is an inquiry into my character and
my conduct since here, and publish what
you find without prejudice.” The propo-
sition seemed like a fair one, and during
a ten days’ sojourn in Durango no oppor-
tunity was lost to gain facts in regard to
the life of Stockton.

Stockton is a Texan, a man brought up
on the plains among cattle and cattle-
men, and in early years took part in sev-
eral scrimmages with the Comanches.
Cleburne, Texas, is his home. #He re-
moved thence to Colfax county, New
Mexico, in 1874. Here he was engaged
in various enterprises, but was never
known to have committed a criminal act.
In 1879 he settled on the lower Animas,
in Rio Arriba county, New Mexico, about
forty miles from Durango, following stock
raising and living in peace with his
neighbors.

BEGINNING OF THE FEUD.

In November of last year Stockton re-
turned to Texas for the purpose of buy-
ing stock, and expected to be absent all
winter. Near his old home on the Ani-
mas lived his brother, Port Stockton, with
wife and three (]111(110!1. In January a
])m‘t\' of lynchers stopped at Port Stock
ton’s house, killing him outright by shoot-
ing, and wounded his wife so that she is
a cripple for life. Learning these facts,
Ike at once returned to Durango, for the
purpaese of investigating into the matter.

Stockton declared he was not a thief,
or a murderer. Ile had never killed a
man uniess Ute or Comanche, and then
in warfare. So far as stealing cattle w
concerned he had never done any of it.
e had never sold a pound of Dbeef in
Colorado. Never sold a cow in Durango.
There were lots of thieves in the country
who did steal, and did it under cover of
this feud. But Stockton’s party had no
more to do with these than they had with
the Ute murderers or Allisén’s stage rob-
bers.

Then follows a history of the Farming-
toun troubles, with which all here are fa
miliar, and the correspondent procecds:

Stockton and Iskridge are anxious for
a speedy and fair trial. They have offered
to surrender themselves on these condi-
tions:

First—That they were not
in Rio Arriba county.

Second—That thc\ shall Dbe protected
from any mob.

Third—That the place of surrender is
not to be made known.

The Ute Reservation.

A recent despatch sa Otto Mears,
of the Ute commission, arrived in the city
to-day en-route to the new Ute reserva-
tion on the White und Green rivers in
Utah. At Salt Lake he will be joined by
Commissioner Russell, and the two will
proceed to the reservation under an es-
cort furnished by General Crook. The
object of this trip is mainly to arrange
matters at the reservation for the recep-
tion of its occupants, the first work heing
the ervéction of agency buildings. Under
the present arrangements Major Berry
will remain as agent. It will be the duty
of the agent to furnish the required tools
and agricultural implements.  Mears
says the removal will take place without
doubt in four weeks, and the Indians will
likely go peaceably. They were notified
three weeks ago that 4heir removal woutd
take place within two months. They said
they would go, but had very little to say.
Six” hundred troops under General Mc
Kenzie will escort thiem via the old Ute
tfail to the new reservation. Very little
preparation is required, and the Uncom-
pahgres can move at short notice. For
the present, the southern Utes belonging
tc that portion of the reservation in La
Plata county, cannot be moved, but Mears
thinks that after the others go they will
be anxious to follow. The total number
of Indians to be settled on the new reser-
vation is about twenty-seven hundred,
including the Uncompahgres, Uintahs
and White River Utes. When once out
of the state of Colorado, we will not like-
Iy be ibothered with them, as there is
dry desert fifty miles wide between their
new home and Color: \do, and if this
should not be a sufficient barrier, the
troops stationed on the reservation will
be sufficient to guard them. - Their new
lands, Mears says, are superior to lands
in the Uncompahgre r ration, and
contain plenty of fish and game. Bids
for agency supplies, etc.; will in the fu-
ture be sent to Salt Lake.
