The leaders of Kansas' four major farm organizations 

came away from high-leveled talks early this week dead 
tloiocn.  locked over whether there should be new wheat legisla-

In a peaceful four-hour meeting, the Kansas Farm 
Bureau, Farmers Union, Kansas Grange and Wheat--
Growers Association did agree that: 

--Legislation to keep the secretary of agriculture 
from dumping government wheat on the market should 
be passed. 

--The soil conservation reserve contracts, soon to 
expire on 10-million acres of land, be renewed at the-
landowner's option. 

---The price of government grain sold on the open-
market, now 105 percent of the support plus carry-
ing charges, should be raised at least 115 per cent. 

--Agriculture could do without more land in fee-
duction. 

However wi th the discussion of methods of farm 
land retirement and new wheat legislation for 1964,the 
policies of the separate farm groups intervened and the 
leaders backed away from forming a common opinion. 

Farm Bureau President Walter Pierce asked if they 
thought agreement could be reached on supporting any 
major new wheat legislation, 

Anson Horning, president of the Wheat Growers Assoc-
iation, said his correspondence indicated farmers did not 
want a new program in 1964. 

"In fact they were dubious that I attend thie Meet-
ing." Horning said. 

Martin J. Byrne, president of t he Farmers Union, said 
the policy of his organization was full parity of in-
come for farmers. 

"I do not intend to get in the position of compromis-
ing our goal for full parity," Byrne, said. 

Grfanorge196m4.  master James Ingwerson, said only one of the 
many farmers he had talked to wanted a new wheat pro-
gram 

"Most of those who voted 'no' in the referendum 
say they want to try it like it is," Inkwerson said. He 
urged that they meet again in spring after they 	had 
reviewed th eir policies. 

On land retirement programs, Byrne said Farmers 
Union policies opposed any extension of land retire-

ment. The Farm Bureau has suppo rted a program that 
would allow retirement of entire farms.

We think this will help the problem a lot, but there 
are some other places outside the city that also must 
be controlled before the problem eases.

The statement from the city pointed out that many 
people don't want the town sprayed because they are 
allergic to spray or because they don't want it on their 
gar dens and lawns.

establishments, so Gruver had several businesses when 
it began. 

The High School Building was the only school but 
school did not begin in it until the fall when the Gross's 
moved to Gruver. Before this school was built, they 
recall school being held in five little school houses 
scattered throughout the town, which had been moved to 
Gruver from outlying districts. The new school building 
also served as the Community Church. There were Meth-
odists, Presbyterian, Baptist, Full Gospel and Christian 
denominations represented in the Community Church. 
The denominations took turns furnishing the preacher 
for the Sunday. 

All five of the Gross children graduated from the 
Gruver High School. 

Outstanding and well remembered were the Dust 
storms of the 30 's which would blac ken the area as though, 
it IA ere night. The Gross family recalls a Sunday after-
noon about 4:00 p.m. when the lights were on butfrom 
their store window they could not see the cars at the 
curb in front of their store. The dust storm came rolling 
in from the north on a pretty Sunday afternoon. Mrs. 
Gross recalls that ahead of the black wall were thou-
scmes of birds fighting their way ahead of the storm. 
Many people became frightened and gathered in the Gross 
Drug St ore as a place of shelter. 

Don recalls the first movie aamera he had for it 
was the first many people of Gruver had seen. He had 
taken pictures and had planned to show them one eve-
ning in the store, by the time to show the pictures the 
store was packed with people to view the show. 

On Saturday the people would gather at the drug 
store fountain where they would enjoy visiting for there 
vie= very little ertertainment besides this to do. Mr. and 
Mrs. Gross recall having the drug store open as late as 
one and two o 'clock on Saturday night. 

Recalling incidents of the early days, Mr. Gross re-
members having the opportunity to secure the second 
contract for an oil well to be drilled on the Hitch land 
near Liberal Kansas. 

Mr. Gross's past time was fishing and he recalls 
coming to Hansford County before moving to fish and 
coon hunt. He recalls one time when he in a party of 
five came to the Dave Jones Ranch to hunt coons. They 
were accompanied by two expensive coon dogs. Though 
they hunted till three in the morning they were unable 
to find a coon. 

Mr. and Mrs. Gross retired from the Drug Store in 
1946. A few years later Mr. Gross took up the Insurance 
Business of which he is still a part. 

Mr. and Mrs. Gross are both proud of the fact that 
their children are all close to them. Don married Cleo 
Leverton, and they make their home in Gruver, where, 
Don now has the Gruver Drug. Margaret married Harold 
Ormon and they make their home in Borger where Harold 
is with a Builders Supply Co. Keith mariied Mary Hurter 
of Farnsworth and they make their home in Gruver where 
Keith has the G & G Grocery Store. Josephine married 
Gene Fletcher and they make their home in the country' 
north of Gruver where Gene is interested in farming.

Highlights from the Past to the Present takes a trip 

up the ladder of time a few years as it draws the Gross 

Family into the spotlight. This week we visit a family 

who mo‘ed to Cruver to estr.E.lish o business when the 

town was only a year old. This business was a Drug 
Store which still remains in the Gross Family. 

Mr. Oscar gross was born in Lebo, Kansas about 
ninty miles west of Kansas City, He was the son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Gross. Oscar was the first baby 
boy born in Lebo Kansas. 

Mr. Joseph Gross had a Drug Store in Lebo at the 
time of Oscar's birth. The family later moved to Waverly 
Kansas where they were also interested in a Drug 
Store. Here Oscar attended school. In 1901 the family 
made another big move to Frederick Oklahoma. They 
made this move by covered wagon and upon arrival 
they took up the farming business. It was not long 
after their move to Oklahoma that Mr. Joseph Gross 
passed away. There were two boys and two girls in the 
family and after the death of their father the family 
moved back to Kansas. 

Oscar rented land in Kansas and farmed there for 
one year. He then took up the trade of barbering in a 
town near Lebo. He barbered several places in Kansas 
and later moved to Liberal Kansas where he also bar-
bered. Oscar also staked a claim on a homestead near 
Liber al, living there only the required length of time. 
His home v, QE in Liberal where his work was. 

Laura Robinson was born in Lebo Kansas also. She 
was the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Samuel Robinson. 

Laura has three brothers. Attending school at Lebo, 
she graduated in 1905. After her schooling she clerked 

in Lebo for ten years. Oscar had a barber shop next 

next door to the store where Laara worked, and this 

is how the couple met. They were married in 1915 in 
her home. 

After marriage Mr. Gross brought his bride to Liberal 
where he had been living. He continued barbering for 
several years and then went into the Ford business. 

Five children were born to the couple while they 
lived in Liberal, they are Don, Margaret, Keith, Jose. 
phine and Gordon. Don and Margaret attended school in 
Liberal for several years. 

Mr. Gross came to Gruver before the family to make 
preparations to open a drug store in the new town of 
Gruver. He rented the building from Mr. Shapley where 
the Gruver Drug presently is located. He opened the Drug 
Store on the first Saturday of June of 1930. Mr. Gross 
sold his Ford Business in Liberal and on August 1 of 
1930 the family moved to their new home of Gruver. 
Gordon was only a baby at the time of their move and 
Don was a teenager. The family moved their belongings 
by truck and the family came in a Model A car. Their--
first home was in the south part of town on Dillow 
How; they later moved into the Cooper home and finally 
into their present home where they have lived for 
twenty years. 

The town of Gruver had started only one year before 

they came and the population of the town had boomed to 

three hundred and fifty during that one year. Th ey re-

call no telephones and no pavement but there was elec-
tricity. Mr. Gross recalls the city well which he hauled 

from for the store when he first came. The well was 

located near the depot. 

There were three grocery stores in the town at the 
time. Fletchers had a grocery located next door to the 
Gross Drug store, and Mickey Westerfield also had a 
grocery down the street, and the Follis general store. 
the bank was also in town along with a hardware; 
there was also a Ford, Chevrolet and John Deere Agency 
in Gruver. The Gruver Roller Bearing was one of the big 
operations in town and it employed near twenty-five 
people. The family recalls the train was already running 
through Gruver when they came. There were several other

The u se of credit by 
farmers and ranchers will 
probably continue to .crea-
se for several years, says 
John McHaney, economist 
with the Texas Agricultur-
al Extension Service. 

His prediction is based 
on trends toward contin-
uous consolidation and 
enlargement of farms, fur-
ther increases in capital 
investments, and higher 
prices for farm real estate 
and many items of produc-
tion. He points out that 
farm mot tgages recorded 
during 196 2 amounted to 
$3.5 billion, or 16 percnet 
more than the preceding 
yea. Also the number of 
farm mortgages recorded 
was two pendent higher and 
loans averaged 13 percent 
larger than in 1961. 

New technology and the 
price-cost squeeze are ma-
jor factors which have 
increased the need for 
more credit, says McHaney 
Funds are generally wanted-
for more land, livestock, 
or equipment; shifts from 
crop to livestock production 
increased use of fertilizer 
and for control of insects 
and weeds; and for the, 
modernization of facilities 
for efficient agricultural 
production. 

Another reason for in-
creased borrowing may be 
the reduced farm income 
and depleted financial re-
serve caused by ineffi 
cient farm operation, says 
McHaney. 

For the nest few years 
the rice-cost squeeze, th e 
trend toward larger farms 
and the need for greater, 
investment per farm wi 11 
probably continue to create 
heavy demands for credit, 
predicts the economist. In 

addition, more and more 
small operators will seek
