The Cline Family is the subject of this weeks High-
lights from the Past to the Present as the pages of his-
tory are again turned back to the pioneer days. This
outstanding family moved to the county of Hansford in
1903 where they settled in the northern part of the county

The story begins in 1872 when Lonnie Cline was
bomn. Miss Texie Ann King was born in 1873. ‘The two
were later mamried in Hill County Texas near the town
of Hillshoro. The couple Tived in this ‘qounty after

Four children were born to the couple during their

days near Hillsboro. There were three boys, Floyd,
Fred and Howard and one daughter Dura.

Mr. W.U. Cline the father of Lonnie Cline gought nine
sections of land near ‘Higchland. In April of 1903 the

Lonnie Cline family moved to the county of Hansford on

the land purchased by Mr. W.J. Cline. They shipped their
belongings by boxcar. The articles shipped consisted of

horses, wagon and household goods. The nearest rail-
road was Texhoma but the families shipping their goods

to Texhoma and then bringing them back to Texas were!

were charged afee of $25.s0 the family built a plotform
of crossties and tbok their belongings off the train at a

switch of Stevens just west of Texhoma. By wagon they

moved to their new home where they lived in a dugout.

Their home was located on the west side of Texas Lake,

As soon as possible the family built a house. They
kept busy tending to the large herds of cattle they had
as well as. their farming. Their farm crop was usually
arow crop which was put up for feed for the cattle during
the winter.

One other daughter was bom her name being Jo.
The older children attended school on the north side
of Texas Lake in a dugout. Durd and Floyd were the
two to attend. They would ride horse back two and a
half miles to the school. Floyd was five and his sister
Jura was seven but their parents didn’t think it wise for
the girls to go by herself. :

The family made their home at Hitchland on Texas
Lcke until 190 8 when they moved to Seymour. They re-
mained in Seymour until 1910 when they retumed to
Hansford County. Upon return to the county the family
moved to the O’Bright place on the Palo Duro, Creek
and worked on the ranch of Erve Steel.

Three more children were born to the couple, they
were Daisy Kate, Eldon and Earl bom out of Hansford
county.

The family recalls their entertainment as being an am-
nual picnic which was held each year at the Curtis
ranch. on the creek. The families would put bows and
sheets on their wagon and attend the picnic which was
attended by the families throughout the county. There
would always be a fish fry and a dance for ‘the older
ones. Other entertainment included Literary programs at
Kimbell and Grand Plains schools. The .programs con-
sisted of plays, speeches and debates presented by the
neighborhood. Singings and other get togethers were also
held at the school. The family® attended church and
Sunday School at the Kimbell School house.

In 1911 and 1912 deep snows fell and the winter was
hard. The children would ride to school by horseback
through the deep snow. They would face draws which
were drifted full. It would take them a whole day just to
break .the path for them to make it to school the next day.

Mr. Kelly carried mail from Mulock to Old Hansford.
The ‘’halfway house!’ was the Cline home and they
would keep an extra horse for Mr. Kelly. During the bad
snow, Floyd recalls that the snow had whipped into the
barn' so deep that the mail carier’s horse was found in
the top of the barn standing atop the snow. They had to
remove some boards in the roof and lead the horse through

hcle in the roof and down a drift which ledto tha top of
the barn. Oftentimes Mr. Kelly would spend the night
in the Cline home when the weather was bad and he
would be unable to make his destination before dark.

Mrs. Cline cooked atop a range stove which bumed
wood for fuel. The wood was easy to be found since
they lived on the creek. Their home was adobe with
quite thick walls. They received t heir large quantity of
supplies from Guymon but the smaller needs were pur-
chased at Hansford. Mrs. Cline always had a garden but,
the yard of their home furnished the family with wild
plums, grapes and currants. Mrs. Cline would put up
the fruit and the family was one of the few to'enjoy such
for fruits were hard to purchase in the early days.

The only mode for transportation was horseback and
buggy. The boys helped.their family. Floyd would freight
wheat to Guymon add haul cake home from Guymon.

While working on the Gus B. Coots ranch the Clipe
family recdll a disastrcus prarie fire which burned nine
sections of land. The: fire occurred March 17th of 1925
one of the very dry years. The grass did not retum and
they were forced to drive their herd of some five hundred
and thirty five head of cattle to Nara Visa, New Mexico
to find grsss. The trip took the group twenty two days.

Mr. W.H. Cline, Lonnie Cline’s father, was commiss-
ioner during his stay in the county but he returned to
Seymour in 190 8 where he continued to farm until his
death in 19]5.

Mr. Lonnie Cline passed away in Denver Colorado
in 1952 while his wife Mrs. Cline passed away in Ama-
rillo in the same year.

The family lived at the Curtis place for seven or
eight years and then moved to the Wdllace McKay place
later to moved back to the Curtis place. in 1920 they
they moved to the Coots ranch and then to Amarillo in
192 5.

Floyd makes his home in Gruver where he is engaged
in ranch work. Fred made his home in Tuscon, Arizona
and was engaged in real estate business until his death,
in October of 1960. Howard lived in Gruver where he
famed and later had a drug store, until his death in
1960 dlso. Dura Tomlinson made her home in Amarillo
where she was engaged in work at the Hollywood for
twenty years or until her passing in March of 1963. Daisy
Kate Tomlinson lives in Amarillo where she is employed
at Colberts. Eldon also lives in Amarillo where he is
engaged in carpenter work. Earl passed away when only
a youth in 1928. Jo lives in Amarillo where she is also
employed at Colberts also.

This is another of the Hansford County Pioneer

‘Families who have been engaged in farming and ranching

and who have been instrumental in corving the farming
and ranching empire of Hansford County as it is today.
What would our county be without pioneer families such
as the Clines?
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This picture was tak en from o post card o f Orville Walk-

er's, and shows the first co

mbine used in the county
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The year was about 1915 and the harvesters are mem-
bers of the Edwards family.

One of the points on
which Christians become
confused is the position of
baptism. In q recent article
Mark 16:16 was quoted by
a Gruver pastor. It reads
?Go into all the world and
preach the gospel to the

“who creation. He that
believes and is baptized
shall be saved-—-/' He con-
tinued "Go, preach the
Gospel”. This eliminates
inf ants and idiots...?’

In Christian love. I beg
to point out there are other
portions of scripture that
support other views. For
example, Matthew 28:19,20
reads, ""Go and Make dis-
ciples of all nations, bap-
tizing them in the name of
the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit, Teach-
ing them to observe... ! Here
we see the way to make
disciples-is to baptize and
Then teach. We cannot take
only one verse of Scripture.
All must be used.

The problem for many is
to see how infants can re-
ceive baptism. Think of it
in terms of adoption---God
inthis holy act adopts them,
makes them new creatures.
They are bom again. Con-
scious faith is not needed.
It is trust that is needed
and an infant cannot fight
back, they trust what is
being done to them—feeding,
clothing, ba;ptizing.

But does a child need
adopting into God'’s King-
dom? Let us look at o few
verses: Romans 5:12 reads
"Therefore as sin came in-

to the world through one
man and death throug% sin,

and so death spread to all
men because all men sin-
ned.”” (Note sinned. In the
original Greek texts this is
a completed act—showing
each of us was put down as
viscariously sinning in
Adam). Romans 5:18 con-
tinues this idea: ''Then as

one man’s trespass led to

condemnation for all men..’’
Adam led the human race
into sin.

[ Cor. 15:50 reads:
""Flech and blood cannot
inherit the Kingdom of God. /*
John 3:5 states, ""Unless
one is born of water oand
the spirit he cannot enter
the Kingdom of God.” And
this cannot refer to physical
birth as some state.

In Christian love, I wish
to point out there is a strong
Biblical support for the need
of infant baptism and that
God can work in their
hearts that which is pleas-
ing to Him. This is not built
on a few verses—but the
entire Bible.

Where does it specifically
state a child is God’s until
the age of understanding?
But many many references
are recorded where we are
born in sin, with darkened
minds, in need of being re-
established again with God
before we can enter heaven.

Is baptism to be only a
believer’s baptism as Mark
16:16 states? This would
be the way an adult would
come to the Lord. But are
children to be denied God's
presence through His Sacra-
ment of Baptism? For bap-
tism does save and offers
the Holy Spirit.

This subject is too broad
to be thoroughly statedin
short columns, but in love
I wish to state there are
many (in fact most of
Ghristendom) who see God'’s
word offering Sacramental
grace to infants in baptism.

Enjoy Gardening
Success Easily

You can make and enjoy a
garden that’s a beautiful frame
for your home with a little pa-
tience, a lot of enthusiasm and
these few pointers,

® Don’t plant too deep. Small
flower or vegetable seeds only
need to be covered. When re-
seeding bare patches in your
lawn, loosen two inches of soil
fertilize and sow.

® Too much fertilizer is
much worse than using too lit-
tle, so follow directions on the
Package of a reliable manu-
facturer.

® Overwatering washes nu-
trients out of the soiland helps
spread fungi. Let your turf dry
almost to the wilting point be-
tween waterings, and then soak
it to a depth of six inches, You
might consider a corrosion re-
sistant galvanized steel sprink-
ler, which will give you many
years of service. Its great ad-
vantage is that it furnishes
water only as fast as the
ground can absorb it.

® Mow your lawn, but don’t
“scalp” it. Set your mower at
one and a half inches high;

If mower
blades get dull, they’ll split the
grass tops, causing them to
turn brown. The blades should
be made of high carbon or al-
loy steel which makes them
rugged — so they won't chip
when they hit a rock — and
hard, so that when the blades
are sharpened, they will stay
sharp for a long time.

Judge not according to the uppearance, but judge
with righteous judgement." (Jno. 7:24)

It has ever been the contention of a great number of
well-meaning individuals that people should never judge.
Usually they point out that the master stated "Judge
not, that ye be not judged for with what judgement ye

judge, ye shall be judged: and with what measureye |

mete, it shall be measured to you again.’’ (Matt. 7:1-2)
This is well received, but did the Master contradict ’
himself? Does he say in one place to judge and yet in
another place to not judge? A look ot both passages
shows the Master did not forbid judging, but rather the
judging by opinionated self. If you condemn another by
your own whims while justifying your own actions by a
self-imposed code of ethics of your own making, your
‘law'’ condemns you. Paul recognized this for he said ;
"We dare not make ourselves of the number, or compare
ourselves with some that commend themselves; but they
measuring themselves by themselves and comparing
themselves among themselves, are not wise.’” (1 Cor.
'10:12) This kind of judging Christ abhores.

Yet, there is a judgement that all can make. It is
proper and just, yea it is imperative that we practice.
This judgement is not of the appearances, but according
to God’s law. Sometimes we find people willing to loose
to give away what does not belong to them.to give. Their
permissions and liberalities with scriptural law would
make the devil blush. When questions arise to this butch-
ery of God’s law, they immediately howl that we are
fiudging’’. They seemingly forget that Christianity is
not a universal smattering of any and every kind of o-
pinion and profession. Our Lord very plainly said /‘The
way is narrow, and few there be that find it” (Mt. 7:14).
Again, “Not everyone who says to me Lord, Lord, shall
