HIGHLIGHTS FROM THE PAST TO THE PRESENT

As Highlights from the Past to the Present turns
back the pages of time it brings the Ward family to the
minds of the readers. This pioneer family moved to the
county of Hansford in 1917 to settle to the east of what
is now Gruver:

Mr. James Abner Ward was born in Ellis County, Tex-
as. After birth his family and he moved to Hamilton
County Texas. Lela M. Hudson was born in Brazos
County Texas. In 1900 James Abner Ward and Lela M.
Hudson were married. After their marriage the couple
lived in Hamilton County for a short while and later
moved to Mills County near Star, Texas in 190 7.

Four children were born to this union. Two of the
children, Autra and Mildred, were born in Hamilton
County. The remaining two, Anson and Jewel were born
in Mills County.

Following relatives which had preceeded them. Mr.
Ward set out in search of new land. Several relatives had
found their desires in the Texas Panhandle so he decided
to seek the country to see if that was what he wanted.
In 1913 Mr. Ward came to Hansford County and bought
lond from Dr. Cookin.

Returning home for his family, Mr. Ward sold the land
he owned in Mills County and moved the family to their
new home in Hansford County. Mr. Ward returned first on
a box car which he had rented for the trip. The car was
partitioned into two sections. In the back the section
was prepared for their five head of horses while the other
was set aside for the household goods and farm imple-
ments. Mr. Ward rode in the box car to Texhoma where
he bought a wagon inorder to move the belongings to
Old Hansford where he rented a house until a home could
be prepared on the farm. -

Ten days later Mrs. Ward and the children came by
train also to Texhoma. They were met by Mr.Spiveyin an
overland car which had the top down and no heater. It
was the 10th day of March and quite cold and the child-
ren remember having to open the gates enroute to their
aunt ‘s and uncle’s home, Mr. and Mrs. Billie Spivey, for
the first night.

The family was quite excited over the new home and
anxious to start improving their farm. They had no place
for their horse and the first chore was to build a fence.
Bob Thom helped the family get the first lumber for their
farm and fences from the bank at Hansford.

They had to build their farm from nothing, first they
had their water well drilled. E.C. Barnes'’ father drilled
the well for them with a horse drawn well drill. The
tower for the bill was hauled by wagon from Texhoma.
The boys and their father hauled lumber all summer for
their farm. They first built a barn, with the help of Mr.
Dillow, which they floored half of it and used it for their
home until their house was built. The boys helped their
father all they could. Jewel was only a baby when the
family moved to the county. Jewel was keptin a home-
made playpen his first days on the farm.

The children rode to school in a buggy which they
got from Mrs. Ward’s brother in Ochiltree county. They
attended a small country school during their first years.
Other children at the school were the Maupin and Cator
children. They recall their teacher as being Amanie
Moore. Later the Ward children attended school in Hans-
ford. In those days school was only held for about four
months at a time or uhtil funds ran short for the teacher’s
salary.

Yhen the family moved to the county in 1917 there was
not time for a wheat crop to be planted and harvested.
They spent most of the first year preparing the ground
for planting. They plowed their land with a rod sod plow
In 1918 they raised row crop for feed for livestock. A
hard winter in 1918-1919 supplied a need for the feed
they had raised. Snow covered the ground for some three
months. Mr. Ward would sell his harvested feed ot 10¢
a bundle to those who needed feed for their livestock.

The family attended church at the Methodist church
in Old Hansford and sometimes at the Grand Plains
Sunday School. After attending church at Grand Plains
the family would have dinner at the Grover Wilson home.
Some Sundays were spent at the Billie Spivey home to
the west and they would then attend church at the Wood-
row school.

The family rented a house ih Spearman for their
children to attend school. Autra went to school in Beaver,
Anson and Mildred attended school in Spearman and Jewel
finished in Gruver.

Mrs. Ward had anice garden and put up a lot of fresh
vegetables to last through out the winter. The families
would join together and trade about in butchering their
beef in order for no waste. The heat for their home was
supplied by a coal stove which sometimes was dided

by cow chips to help the coal last through the winter.
Mr. Ward also reaied grain. autra recalls going to
Texhoma for barley seed during a rainy week. Buster
Cator was one of the neighbors who joined together to go
for the seed. The rain held them in Texhoma for a week
before they were able to return with the seed. The family
raised wheat which they harvested with headers. They
freighted it to Spearman by wagon where they had to

scoop it by hand into the box cars.

The family recalls visitors in covered wagons passing
by the farm enroute from Oklahoma to Colorado. They al-
so recall those same visitors returning some two or three
years later to go back to Oklahoma after starving out in
Colorada Another quest was Mr. Rufus who passed througt
the country with dry goods. He would sometimes spend
the night with the Ward family.

There was very little entertainment for the family
they visited their relatives and neighbors. The Cator
children and the Ward children would sometimes join to-
gether and chase coyotes over the plains. And it was
quite @ treat to go to Hansford on Saturday evening to
visit.

Mr. and Mrs. Ward celebrated their fiftieth wedding
aniversary in 1950. Mr. Ward passed away February 4th
of 1951 and his wife followed him on January 21 of 1955.

Autra makes his home in Gruver where he is the own-
er of Ward Supply. He began as employee later to
become a partner in the hardware store in Gruver and is
now the owner. He has been in the present building
which was one of the townsite buildings built by A.P.
Borger, since 1929.

Mildred Shuey lives in Amarillo, her husband is a re-
tired railroad man. She also has land to the east of
Gruver.

Anson also makes his home in Gruver. He farms to
the north of town.

Jewel lives on the original home place and dlso
farms for his occupation. He was once a partner in the
Ward Supply.

Our story of the Ward family draws to an end, but the
memorable lives of this family will never come to an

end in the minds of the citizens of Hansford County.

A week from today Gruver should have a Chamber of
Commerce or Business Men‘s Club. Those interested in
in such a project will meet next Thursday night, June 6
to form the organization. The meeting will be held at
the High School Agriculture Building at 7:30 p.m.

To our knowledge, most business men here are in
favor of such an organization and feel that it will work.

Of Course, the benefits derived from a Chanber of"
Commerce will depend entirely on the amount of work put
into the organization. It must be a team ef fort as they
say in sports with every member contributing a fair share
of his time and ability.

We hope everyone goes into the project with the right
attitude; knowing that it will take time and patience to,
before visible gains are made.

A Chamber of Commerce here will not bring eye-pop-
ing results and its best that everyone realizes that be-
fore they join. Progress isn‘t made overnight but many
projects will arise when everyone submits his ideas.

Here are a few things we think Gruver could use:

1. A doctor. Many good citizens have already been
working on bringing a doctor to occupy the clinic but
more effort is needed. ;

2. A payroll of some kind- possibly for women. Labor
would be a problem here for any industry that employed
only men. :

3. A celebration of its own--possibly in the fall.
Other towns around have spring celebrations, but with
prospects of more fall crops here, . we think the fall could
become appropriate. Gruver has a lot of things to be
proud of. Let’s set aside one week of the year to show
off.

4. Someone to publicize the town’s finer points to
to eliminate some of the weak features. A Chamber of

Commerce can do this.
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Gruver‘s disagreements with Morse are about to take
another turn for worse. Feelings over the recent consol-
idation issue have eased some but are sure to get hot
again after a recent ruling by the Gruver School Board.

The ruling concems those families living in Morse
who send their children to school here. The board ruled
that they would have to pay a tuition of $600 per child
starting next year.

The reason for the new ruling is sound in many re-
spects. Since Gruver school district voters approved the
bond to build a new high school the board felt that
Morse students should have to pay since taxes will be
raised here.

The bad part, from our view point, is that many of
the students now attending here are hooked. Due to
strained relations, many of them probably won’t consider
going back to school at Morse.

That means they would have to go else where if they
couldn % afford to pay the $600 fee. The total would run
up to $2400 for some families.

And for those who participate in sports, they would
lose a year of eligibility. Many are seniors who have
only one year left.

Parents of those studente pay taxes already, but the
money goes into the Morse school district. The Morse
district could pay the tuition here, but that’s not likely.

We can plainly see the school boards view and its
fair in many ways. We do, however, feel that it could
have been made to apply to only new students who enter
here from other school districts and not to those now
attending school here.

Those students now attending school here from Morse
didn% know they would later be asked to pay. It’s going
to be tough on some of the transferring students

It might also be the final whack in severing relations
between Morse and Gruver.
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Only a week has elapsed, but already feelings over
the recent wheat vote have changed. Time is the best
medicine of all.

We ‘ve talked to alot of people here in the past week
and through our conversations have divided the voters in
the election into four categories.

l. Those who are against any kind of government
supervision, regardless of what is best for the majority
of the people.

2. Those who support the current administration, re-
gardless of how wrong it is.

3. Those who wanted the program but voted against
it because it had too many strings attached and because
it gave too much power to Freeman.

4. Those who voted for it for economical reasons
but still didn’tj like some of the controls it would bring.

We think about 75 or 80 percent of the voters fallinto
the last two categories.

Ve noticed thatanew wheat legislation bill is already
being drawn up and hope it will be much better than
the other one. We still firmly believe that a program is
necessary.

The editorial in the Amarillo paper the day after the
election '“The Road Back’" was a well written article
with lots of good points included.

However it didn't say back to where! It talked of
freedom and a lot of other good things but left a lot un-
said--as is always the case with that paper.

There are times in history that many people don't
want to go back to.

We believe that many peorle voted against the pro-

" But it could be disasterous if only the wheat farmers
decides to cut down on all spending and controls. | abor
unions arén‘t about to take a pay cut, at least without a
fight that would last for years. Therefore, prices for
farm machinery, fertilizer, parts etc. are going to stay up.
They can still sell to other types of farmers.

If wheat farmers go down that road by themselves,
many won’t come back. Let’s keep working to insure
freedom and cut out excessive spending and corrupt
officials. But you don’t have to kill the dog just to get
rid of the fleas.

Yhen you have 180 million people in one nation---when
half the world is imprisioned by the enemy--when we've
just enjoyed more than two decades of relatively easy
living-=-how can we expect to get by without some gov-
ernment controls regardless of whether the controls are
administered by democrats, or republicans.

Like all issues, the conservative-Liberal and Demo-
crat-Republican issues each have some good points and
some dangers. If you are willing to listen, there are
plenty of people here who can present good arguments
on each side.

Ve feel like it would be a great credit to this paper
and to this community if we could publish more local
opinions.

Notice to Long Distance
Telephone Users

The following changes in the charges for long
distance calls between points within the State
of Texas will be made effective June 15, 1963:

Basic rates for station-to-station calls
between 9 p.m. and 4:30 a.m. between
points more than 82 miles apart will be
redéced from 5 to 50 cents, with a maxi-
mum charge of 80 cents for a three-
minute call, anywhere within the State

Station-to-station rates remain un-
changed on calls of less than 83 miles,
and on calls made before 9 p.m. In Texas,
the lower “after 9” rates will not apply
on collect calls or on calls charged to a
third telephone.

Person-to-person rates will not be
changed on calls of 56 miles or less.

Basic rates for most person-to-person
calls between points more than 56 miles
apart will be increased five cents for
both day and evening calls.
