HIGHLIGHTS FROM

The Cluck Family is in the focus light as Highlights
from the Past to the Present visits with another of the
Hansford County Pioneers. This weeks story deals with
a family who moved to Hansford County in 1908.

Mr. Homer Cluck was bom in Tennessee and at the
age of three, he'and his family the Sam Clucks moved to
Denton; Texas. Later Mr. Sam Cluck filed on'land  in
Oklahoma near :the town' of Norman. There Mr. Homer
Cluck attended school at a country school. -

Pear]l Davidson was born-in Wise County Texas. In
1900 the Davidson' Family moved to Washita County
Oklahoma where Mr. Davidson had bought a relinquish-
ment in 1898.

In January of 1903 Homer Cluck and Pearl Davidson
were united in madrriage in Hobart, Washita County, Okla-
homa. The couple made their home in: Oklohoma for
several months.

Later in 1903 Mr. Cluck came west to the Panhandle
of Oklahoma where he filed on land three and a half
miles east of Guymon: I n August of that same year ‘the
couple moved by covered wagon to their new home site.
Mr. Cluck drove a few head of yearlings by horse while
Mrs. Cluck drove the wagon. :

Their first home was a one raom dugout with a fence
around the premises. Mr. Cluck had filed on 160 acres
and there he began to build a herd of cattle from buying
heifers one at a time. For extra money during the winter
months Mr. Cluck worked at the Langston ' Hardware in-
Guymon. He would retum home late at night and follow
the light of a lantem which:Mrs. Cluck would hang on
the door of the cellar to guide his way.

The couple moved to an area with no neighbors and
the country was quite new and different -to them. Mrs.
Cluck recalls how scared she and her husbhand would
would become as strange noises would be heard. Each
night at 10:00 a loud noise could be heard and the couple
finally became brave enough to look to see what it was.
Mr. Cluck got his gun and the two crept upthe stairs of
the dugout to find the source from which the noise was
coming. They found it to be an echo from the train,
which passed through Guymon and was reflected by the
stove pipe on the dugout.

The couwple lived there for five years during this time
three children were bom, Voncile, Durward, and Jewel.
Jewel died at infancy. -

They sold this plot of land and moved farther south to
Hansford County in 1908 where they bought a half section
of land. Their home was located to the west of Hitchs
land. Three other children were born while the couple
lived here, they were Eldon, Gene and Pete.

Times grew a little rough and Mr. and Mrs. Cluck and.
their children moved back to. Oklahoma for a season but
retumed in a year. Mrs. Cluck’s parents Mr. 'and Mrs.
Davidson also moved to the county in-1909 where they
bought land near Hitchland. |

Mr. Cluck would break mules and horses for the Hitch’s

and houl cake for the family for $§1 a day. During the

blizzard days :in' the winter,he would haul the cake by
sled. ' The children attended school at the New Hope
School to the North of Hit'chland.

~ In 1917 the Cluck family made their final move farther
to the 'south where they purchased a ‘section ‘of land south-
west of the present town of Gruyer.

They built a tool shed, blacksmith :shop, smoke house
and garage 'which they lived in until they were able to
build their home. After hauling lumber from Guymon, they
erected ‘a two story home consisting of three bedrooms
living room, dining room and kitchen. The home was
heated by a coal stove. The coal was hauled from Tex-
homa by wagon loads and placed /in a huge 'coal bin ‘as 'a
supply . for the long winter months. 'Four more children
were born ‘to  the couple, Mae; Effie Pearl, Pike and Mary
Rae.

While living here the children attended a country
school “called Woodrow located about two and a half
miles east of the Cluck home. Among the teachers were
Avie Clifton, Nellie Hart, and Mae Cluck. VYoncile went
to school at Goodwell, Durward and Sam went to high
school in Spearman and Eldon, Gene, Pike, Pete, Mae
and Effie Pearl finished their schooling in Gruver.

- Mr.. Cluck served as county .commissioner for several
years. He also served on the Gruver School Board. -

The Clucks aways had cattle on: their place, but
were also active in:farming. Row crops and wheat were
raised. ‘The raw crop usually went to the cattle in:the

winter for feed. The wheat was harvested and freighted
to Guymon:'and Texhoma by wagons and horses.” |ne

wheat was harvested with header barges driven by horses
A lot of labor was involved in harvest in that day and
there were usually ‘several men around to help. -

Pete recalls the blizzard of 1918 which killed many
cattle along with: 'several horses, and hogs. The men
would feed the cattle cake and bring home the cattle
which were nearly dead to try to save them. The calves
were brought to the home by sled. Those that died were
skinned and the hides were sold.

The Cluck family received their mail at the Idedl
Post Office in:Shermah County located at the Boney
home. The mail wad delivered three times a week. Their.
neighbors were the Spiveys, Doziers, Chambers, H.H.
Jones, Jaspers and Dixons.

Their entertainment was. little but was usually held
at the Woodrow school house and all the families would
join together. On'Friday night the families would gather
for the Literary Society meeting. Each family would pre-
pare the program for each week, which would ‘sometimes
include singing, recitation and etc. Pie Suppers were
also a part of entertainment. Each Sunday the families
sould gather ‘at the 'school house for Sunday School.
Church ‘was not held for it was hard to find preachers. -

Square dances were held but were called /*play parties’’,
by the parents. There was always a guitar and fiddle
present to start the music for the dance.

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VOTES

STRONG “NO” ON
FARM PROGRAM

Voters in the Gruver area
overwhelmingly voted down
the proposed government
farm referendum Tuesday

224-105.

A two-thirds majority or
about 67 percent, was
needed to approve the pro-
gram. However, the Gruver
area recorded only 32 per
cent for the referendum
while the county stood at
38.6 percent for the 247
voting in favor of the pro-
gram and 392 against.

The Spearman Section of
the county was closer with
142 for the 168 against.

Though very decisive
the Hmsford county vote
was far less against the
referendum than its two
large wheat producing neigh-
bors to the east and west.

Sherman County has 77
percent of its voters
against the program while
about 76 percent went
against the program in
Ochiltree County.

The amount of irrigation
present seemed to have
some effect on the vote.
The two most densley irri-
gated areas on the north
plains are in northern Moore
County ond southeastern
Hansford County. Moore
County was the only County
above the Canadian River
to give the program a simple
majority (55.4 for) and the
Spearman area was the
next most favoroble ‘‘yes!’
ared.

Lipscomb County, gener-
ally made up of ‘smaller
farms, voted 48 percent for
the program.

~ RAIN

The long dry spell ended
here this week with showers
visited fthe area Saturday
and again Tuesday.

IN THE GRUVE-

In a democracy the majority rules. There couldn‘t
be a better system, and, let's not forget it.

The proposed government wheat program has failed—
not by just the required vote of about 34 percent, but by
better than 50 percent.

The big issue right now is whether or not the admin-
istration will come up with a more attractive wheat pro-
gram—and that issue has two schools of thought.

Those against the defeated program claim that the
administration will have to come up with another plan
since it couldn’t afford to have low wheat prices on an
election year (next year).

Others however, look at it entirely from a different
view point--that if prices go down the administration
will use the issue to advantage to swing many of the
smaller famers into the price support fold. After all, the
Democrats can blame the Republicans if wheat prices do
drop to the point that some farmers have to go out of
business.

Ve personally feel that it would bave been better to
approve the program, but certainly endorse going along
with the majority vote and hoping thaxit will work better
with less government controls. And, if no new program is
approved within the next60days we hope everybody tries
to make the new system work.

Our biggest fear is a panic or bad feelings toward our
neighbors. Attitudes like those don’t make for a good
community. We have to adjust our lives to conform to the
majority rule.

Wheat isn’t the only crop that can be grown here. Irri-
gation has opened the door to more feed grain in this
section of the Panhandle and other crops are being ser-
iously considered by some farmers.

The term “little farmer’’ doesn’t apply too strongly to
this part of the country. At least it hasn’t in the past.
However, it may in the future.

If wheat prices to too low, many farmers, previously
referred to as ‘big farmers’' may fall into the “little
farmer!’ category. We hope not :

The pros and cons of this issue could ( and will) b
discussed until the end of time. Let’s try to discuss
them in a reasonable way and leave prejudice out of the
conversation.

Vie feel like our present government is facing its
toughest test in many years. We hope it responds in o
manner complimentary to the majority. The government
will have a big voice in saying whether or not a program
with less controls can work. It might cut its own throat
either way it goes.

If it does--it simply means that the people want a new
form of government.

Looking from another angle, it gets a little disqusting
to see so many people constantly critcizing the govern-
ment--especially on the farm program.

Remember that it took two-.thirds of the farmers to
approve our programs for the last few years. If they were
wrong (which we are about to find out) blame the majority
of the farmers along with the government. They voted
decide the program. They were the majority then.

They raised peanuts,
pumpkins, watermellons, turnips and aantelopes and
many other garden products. The garden supplied the
family throughout the winter and the excess was fed to
the hogs. -

Mrs. Cluck recalls how the family celebrated one of
Mr. Cluck's birthdays. Mr. Cluck was out looking for a
last yearling at Gid Nobles while Mrs. Cluck and the
neighbors prepared a big surprise dinner for him. The
whole neighborhood was invited and alse the school
children came for dinner. The occasion was quite mem
orable,

Mr. Cluck passed away in 1940, After his death Mrs.
Cluck remained at the home place and lived by herself
there until 1948 when she moved to Gruver.

Seven of the Cluck children make their home in‘and
around . Gruver now, they are Durward, Sam,Gene, Pete,
Pike, and Mary Rae Hart. Mae Bretts and Effie Hackley
make their home in Spearman, Voncile Chaney makes her
home in ‘Borger and Eldon lives near Etter.

Mr. and Mrs. Cluck married at a young age and struck
out on their own to the Panhandle of Oklahoma and later
to Honsford County where they faced the raw pioneer life.
Never becomingdiscouraged by the hardships which stood
in their way, they are now well known as one of the
prominent and ovtstanding Hansford County Fa milies.

Beltsville Research:Center,
depends on' the proper tim-
ing of insecticide applica-
tions to break the life cycle
of the lice, plus quarantin-
ing and treating all cattle
added to the herd. :

Before the study began,
the herd was infested with
three species of cattle lice
short-nosed, longnosed and
biting lice. To eradicate
these lice, the herd was
thoraughly . sprayed twice,
14' days apart, ‘with: mala-
thion: Cattle to be added to #
the. herd: were placed in
quarantine ond: given: the #
sane 2-spray treatment. °

Most louse-control chem-
icals : that are safe for use 7
on- livestock will kill the |
crawling lice, but they may %
not be completely effective
against lice eggs, especially
under : pasture conditions.
Some lice usually hatch after
the first malathion “spraying
but the properly timed 'second
spraying kills the newly
hat ched lice before they
can mature: and produce
eqggs.

The Be ltsville herd : was
first treated in October 1957.
