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The James M. Reynolds Family

HIGHLIGHTS FROM THE PAST TO THE PRESENT

A turn to the north brings Highlights from the Past
to the present to visit in the James Madison Reynolds
home. This family settled just across the state line in
the Territory of Oklahoma, from their home in Wise Coun
ty Texas.

Born in Benton County Missouri, August 23, 1873, Mr.
James Madison Reynolds was one of a family of two
girls and two boys. When Mr. James M. Reynolds was
only a lad of two, his father brought the family in an
old Ox Wagon to Wise County Texas. The year was 1875.
Here they took up farming. '

Miss Mary Elizabeth Holtzclaw was born near Birm-
ingham, Alabama on March 22nd 1871. To a family which
included five boys and two girls. In 1879 the Holtzclaw
family moved to Wise County also where they settled on
a farm some two miles from the Reynolds family.

James M. Reynolds and Mary Elizabeth Holtzclaw
grew up together as neighbors and friends. I n 1894
the couple married in an impressiive/ wedding ceremony
of that time, but rather different from the customary
ceremonies of this day and time. They rode to the home
of the preacher which was in the country. Atop identical
dapple gray horses just outside the preacher's home
the couple were married.

The couple made their home in Wise county for sev-
eral years and during this time there were six>children
bom, wWho were Maggie, Everett, Paul, Mamie, Earland
Buren. '

Mr. Reynolds had a woodyard in Bowie, Texas for
a short time before their move to this area. In 1903 Mr.
Reynolds came to the area to search for a good home-
stead and found what he wanted just one mile across
the Texas state line in the Territory of Oklahoma. On
March 3, 1904 the family moved by train from their home
in Bowie,

They built a home which was a half dugout. Farming
was their occupation raising the main crop of wheat.
They also had cattle, hogs and etc. for their own use
They added to their land by renting and leasing property
Joining them as their neighbors would move in search
for other land.

Three other children were born to the couple while
theylived here peing Raymond, Edith Marie, whodied in

infancy and 1,evi.

1908 proved to be a trying year for the Crops were
poor and there were not any hopes for the coming year
to be any better. Mr. Reynolds decided the best thing to
do would be to end the older boys and their mother to
the Hollis Oklahoma area where they could pick cotton
to supplement the family income, Another child, Harley,
was born at the time they lived in Hollis.

The first school the Reynolds children attended was
the Cline school located on the lake near the town now
of Hitchland. Their teacher was R.S. Kelly who was also
their neighbor. The families’ children to attend this
school ‘were the Reynolds. Cline and Kelly children.

The Ray School was their next school and this was
located on the old George Westmoreland ranch which is
just one mile north of the Texas line on the Cold water
Creek. The charlie Hitch family, Reynolds family and
George Westmoreland family were the children to attend
this school. The teacher here was Miss Bessie West,
more hnd.

The Vernon School was then built just one mile north
of the Reynolds home. Here the Reynolds, Rhodes,
Bethel, George Davidson, Cline, Oatman and Elkins
families and vada Penson attended. The teachers were
Miss Witt, Adie Bethel, Miss Knight, Mr. R.S. Kelly and
Dr. Elkins,

In order to have school the families would join to-
gether to raise the money to pay for the teacher. The
teachers were hired for only a three month period at a
time.

Dr. Elkins was notonly a teacher but was a minister
of the Church of Christ and would preach at the school
on Sunday. His ability was not limited to teaching and
preaching for he was also a doctor and was the Reynolds
family doctor.

In 1910 Mr. Reynolds traded a team of mules to Mr.
Woodring for the Texas Wagon Yard in Texhoma. On
De cember 11, 1911 the family moved to Texhoma. The
wagon yard was the center of trage for a radius of some
seventy miles. Texhoma was easier to reach than the

other towns and therefore the Texas wagon yard was

The storm concerns not the weather but the medical
situation in Spearman and Gruver---namely the Hansford
County Hospital at Spearman and the Clinic at Gruver.

In a nutshell, the issues seem to be whether or not
to admit Osteopaths to practice in the hospital and the

clinic. At present only M.D.'s are allowed to practice
inthe two buildings.

Not too long ago a petition was reportedly circulated
around the county demandingthat pr. Hackley be admitt-
ed to the hospital in Spearman. The petition failed to
open the hospital toa D.O.

The feeling of most members of the Lions Club and
Gruver in general seemed to be based on the fact that
town hadn’t been able to persuade an M.D. to come here.
They reasoned that Gruver needed a doctor here and
that since an M.D. evidently wasn’ ¢ coming, that a D.O.
should be allowed to practice here.

Then last Monday the County Hospital Board ruled
not to let a D.O. use the clinic in Gruver.

At first glance it looks like the county board and
commissioners don’ t care whether or not Gruver has a
doctor. But, we have f aind that this is not the case and
that more serious problems and solutions enter into
the question.

For one thing the Texas Medical Association is
firmly against letting its members '(M.D.'s) work in
the hospitals that allow D.O.'s to practice there.

There has been only one case in Texas where the
combined practice of the two was tried. At El campo
D.O.’s were allowed to use the hos ptal and according
to the reports we got, all 12 M.D.'s stopped bringing
patience there and the occupancy of the hos pital (which
was operated by the county) dropped off sharpley. Fin-
ally the M.D.’s were returned atter the D.O.'s were
legally st opped from practicing in the hospital.

We're not attempting to build up either the M.D.'s
or the D.O.'s. We are sure there are some good and
bad in both fields. we know for instance that many peo-
ple have faith in Dr. Hackley and that he has a good
practicein gansford County.

We also know, too, that by admitting D.0O.’'s to the
clinic here and the county hos pital could keep many
M.D.'s from coming to this county and that it could
cause the Hansford Ccounty hospital to operate at more
of a deficit than it is now faced with. 1t possibly' could
be closed if the problem got aut of hand. \

On the other hand, Gruver has gone without a doctor
long enough andneeds a doctor. The situation can’ t be
any worse for us regardless of what happens.

From what little information we have been able to
gather, the County hospital board and the county com-
missioners are interested in solving the medical prob-
lem in the county---both at Gruyer and at the hospital
in Spearman where more patients are needed to make the
hospital pay its way. Most of the officials feel that
more doctors are needed in the county but that admitt-
ing D.O.’s might hurt rather than help the situation and
put an extra burden on the taxpayers.

Our opinion is to give the County Hospital Board
and the County Commissioners a little time to work out
the problem. We have heard strong reports that a M.D.
is seriously considering coming to Gruver soon.

If those two groups can't come up with a solution
soon, then we think the County Commissioners and
the Hospital Board should turn the Clinic over to the
citizens of gruyerand let them decide who should prac-
tice there.
