Highlights .from the Past to the Present travels to the
westof whatis now Gruver to visit with the J.A. Dozier
~family. This is another of the ' Hansford County pioneer

families who moved to the county in 1918.
3 Mr. J.A. Dozier was born Movember 12, 1863 in Tenn-

essee. Viola Turner was born in Cooke County Texas an
October 31, 1876. Mr. Dozier moved to Texas and Cooke
County when he was about twenty.

On November 6, 1896 Mr. J.A. Dozier and Miss Viola
Turner were maried. The couple made their home in
Cooke County until their move to the Panhandle.

Mr. Dozier had four children from a former marriage
who were Molly, Ellie Hugh, Charlie and Fannie. These
children spent their youthful years in Cooke County and
never came to Hansford County to make their home.

The family far med for their living. Cotton was one of
the main crops and corn and oats were also raised. Three
children were born to this union, they were Si, Tom and
Era. The babies were born in Cooke County.

The children attended school there in the county.
Tom was quite mischievous and his brother, Si, tells of
the time when Tom caried the ground squirrel into the
class room of the 'school. He had placed it in a chalk
box. While the children were studying. Tom let the
squirrel loose in the room and all the girls climbed on
top of their desks.

In the fall of 1916 Mr. Dozier set out from East Texas
to search for new land and better opportunities. He found
land which he thought appealed to him near Stratford.
There he bought one section just to the east of the town.
of Stratford. '

After purchasing the land Mr. Dozier returned for his
family to bring them to this new country. The family came
by train. They rented a box car in order to bring all their
belongings. Five head of stock, about two hundred chick-
ens, household goods, some corn and oats, butchered
meat and a wagon were among their possessionswhich
came in the box car. The children recall seeing buffalo
around the town of Goodnight as the train passed through.

Upon arriving at their new home in Stratford. the
children were excited to get off the train and to see
their new home town. The town was small and rather
scattered, and Tom first asked his father where the
the town was. He was evidently expection a large place.

The family ljved near stratford for about a year. They
farmed and ranched on their land. A house was already
there for them to live. Si recalls another humorous in-
cident when a baby calf was born in the pasture. Era
and Tom were so excited to see the calf that they scared
the baby up, then being frightened about what they had
done, they ran back to the house to tell their mother and
father that a coyofe had scared the calf.

Mr. Dozier decided the land he had was not quite
what he wanted so set out in search for more. He found
what he was looking for about eight miles to the north-
west of what is now Gruver, * only thirty miles from ther
other land. They sold their land in Sherman County and
moved to their present home in January of 19]8.

They purchased their Hansford County farm and ranch
from the Walkers, buying both land and cattle. Mr. Dozier
made the statement that he was $11,000 in debt and said
that he would never live to see them debt free. But this
was not true for the debt was paid in a years time.

The family moved to a two room house, with one room
upstairs and one room down stairs, to the north of their
home place. The house was heated by the cook stove
which was a bachelor stove with adrum in the top. They
burmned coal and cow chips for fuel, and the house was
lighted by coal oil lamps.

Later they moved south to their present home place
where they lived in a half dugout. Tom and Si were get-

prepared for a party when they heard a noise behind the
trunk.

moving to Hansford County Tom and Si and Era at-
tended the l.akeside School where Ollie Moore Spivey was
teacher. Other children to attend the school were the
McRees, Spiveys, Wells, Willy and gayless children. Era
and Tom later went to the Woodrow school where Marvel
Walker and Mae Cluck were their teachers.

The family recalls a snow storm when they had just
purchased some hogs from the McRees. The snow came
the first night they had the hogs, burying them. The nest

" morning they had to poke sticks into the snow to find the

hogs and then dig them out. Another snow storm recalled
by the Doziers was when the cattle from the Bivins ranch
grew so lame that they would die in a ditch while the
live ones would trod across them.

Entertainment was usually the Literary Society, and
the *lay parties’* which usually had a victrola or a
fiddler who would start the party into a dance.

The Doziers built a new home, for which they hauled
the lumber from Texhoma. When the house was completed
the neighbors and friends gathered for a housewarming
The rain came so hard that evening that the questshad
to spend the night. Mrs. Dozier prepared the breakfast
vor the guests before they returned to their homes.

- Vtheat was the main crop for the family. They drilled
it with a team driven drill. Most of the land was broken
when they purchased it. Harvest would usually last for
a month and men from Cooke County would usually come
for the harvest to help. The first wheat they cut was har-
vested with headers and treshers. A few years later they
harvested with mule drawn combines. The families would
help or swap out with their harvesting. The women would
take care of the washing and ironing for the hired hands
as well as their meals. They would store their harvested
grain in granaries near the house and when winter would
come or harvest was over the men would freight thei
grain to Texhoma.

Texhoma was also a place for supplies and the mail.
Whenever one family would go to town the others would
usually send for something. They would take a toe sack
and bring home all the mail for theirselves and for their
neighbors. Their groceries were bought in large quanti-
ties. For instance their flour was bought by the 500 pounds
while sugar, potatoes, and beans were bought by the
100 pounds. It was always exciting to receive: fruit from
the store for it was a treat to receive anything fresh.

A post office at Record located at the Spivey home
was the sour ce for getting mail after Texhoma. Jay Jones

WATERING GRAIN SORGHUM
We are going into the
grain sorghum season now
and many of you will be
watering heavily before too
long. You might be interested
in knowing how much water
this crop used per day during
the growing season and
wheat stage of growth in the
critical period. Below is a
chart which explains this.

1. Planting to 7 leaf state
about 30 days uses .1'' per
day:

2. 30 day to 70 days this
includes the boot and bloom
stage. Water used gradually
increases from .1’ to .35"
perday in critical stage which
is the boot and bloom stage.

3. From bloom to matwrity
the water used decreases
from .35/ to .1 per day.

4. After grain is mature
‘and while drying for harvest

the water use is about .075"/
per day.

Use this chart to determine
when you should water and
how much water to apply.

The chart below might be
useful in knowing how much
water you are applying. You
will need to know approxi-
mately how many gallons
your well is pumping, then
divide the No. of acres irri-
gated per set into the acre
inches per hour. This will
give you the depth of water
in inches applied to each
acre in the set one hour.

MAKING MARRIAGE LAST

While attending a college
a girl received this proposal:
""Psalm 34:3, Jerry.'! It reads
’Oh, magnify the Lord with
me, and let us exalt His name
together. '’P.S. She mamied
the fellow.

In marriage, two persons
are brought together in the
closest, most intimate, most
demanding of all human
relationships. Emotions are
a part of every human and
they play a part in the mar-
riage relationship.

Every couple contemplat-
ing mariage should read
books on marriage and seek
at least two counceling sess-
ions with their pastor.

What ae some of the
most common causes of
mutriage breaking up---and

so many are breaking up? The
foremost is immaturity—-two
young people thinking they
know everything and that
marriage will easily adjust
itself. Running home to Mama
at the first sign of discord
1s a common fault. When you
marry, leave your parents. Oh,
ask advice-—-but make your
own decisions. And parents---
let your young ones establish
their own homes.

Another fault is financial
disagreements. Over spend-
ing by one or the other
causes friction. Not trusting
the other brings doubts. And
one party of marriage using
personal money secured be-
fore marriage can bring fights
-—serious ones.

Of course religion plays a
part but it isn’t as often a
cause for divorces as you
might think. Before marriage,
all ' mixed. faith problems
should be discussed. Visit
and understand each others
views. Be in accord.

We need to ‘'vaccinate’’
young people early against
divorce. Teach them not to
rush into marriage. Be con-
nected with the church. Plan
for two or more children.
They need to understand we
must work daily at making
marriage succeed.
