Graver, local cattlemen could sig­
nificantly imrove the value of their 
calves by holding them after wean­
ing oa a preconditioning program 
for three to four vwekB before sale,

‘ ‘Cattle buyers will pay morfe for 
preconditioned cattle because they 
know that fewer will get sick or die 
after the stress of shipping." 
Slough said. "And. because 
they've been started an feed, 
calves will go into a growing cycle 
much faster then cattle that were 
weaned right onto a truck.''

Slough recommends a precondi­
tioning program which includes 
special health and nutritional atten­
tion along with preventive treat­
ment by a local veterinarian.

"W eening is the moat stressful 
time in a calf e entire life,'' Slough 
said. "A nd when a calf is stressed 
it goes off feed. loses weight and 
most of its natural immunity. If 
you wean a calf then move it right 
to sale, mingling it with cattle from 
all over, you're just asking for it to 
get sick."

On the other hand, the feed 
supplier explained, thousands of 
tests have proven that precondi­
tioned cattle ore not only healthier, 
but during preconditioning period 
they usually gain at least 50 to 60 
pounds. "And that's during a 
period when they're usually ex­
pected to lose weight," he added.

"O n the day of weening they 
should be vaccinated according to 
the recommendations of a local v et 
They then should be moved into e 

small pen that has some shelter 
from the weather."

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Voter turnout key to 

water amendment
These days, many election are 

decided by a small minority of eligible 
voters. This may be the case on 
November 6 when 14 Constitutional 
Amendments sre voted on by Texans 
statewide, and water isaues extremely 
important to the state are addressed.

Constitutional Amendment No. 1 
would provide for the issuance of $960 
million in bonds for water develop­
ment, transportation, wastewater 
treatment, water qua.ity, flood control 
and water supply projects. Amend­
ment No. 2 authorizes the sale of 1200 
million in state bonds to provide low 
interest loans for farmers in upgrad­
ing their irrigation efficiencey.

In a similar election in 1968, when a 
constitutional amendment concerning 
state water issues appeared on the 
ballot, the measure was defeated 
statewide by a small margin of 
approximately 5,000 votes. During 
that particular election, West Texans 
voted in favor of the issue by a large 
majority, but the voter turnout was 
only about 15 percent of the register­
ed voters.

The 5,000 mojority votes cast 
against the constitutional amendment 
in that 1968 election could have easilly 
been offset if even one additinal voter 
per precinct in West Texas had gone 
to the polls.

Hie provisions of Constitutional 
Amendments 1 and 2 are for all

Texans. However, the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce urges West 
Ttenns to lead the way in supporting 
these two extremely important water 
issues by going to the polls in record 
numbers to vote for Constitutional 
Amendments 1 and 2.
