Mr. and Mrs. Robert A. Fuller

East we travel this week as we reach a bit into
Ochiltree County, though we are still visiting with a
family who has been associated with Hansford County
and calls this county their home. The family in the spot-
light for this week is the Robert A Fuller family who
moved to this area in May of 1911.

Robert A Fuller were born in Gleason, Tennessee,
July 10, 1865. He was the son of J. Agustus Fuller,a
native of North Carolina, and Sallie C. White, a native
of Te nnessee. Robert Fuller’s mother’s father was As-
bury White, who was supposedly named for the famous
circuit preacher, Francis Asbury. At the age of fifteen
Robert A. Fulleraccompanied his parents to Texas where
the family made their home.

On December 30, 1886 Robert A. Fuller and Mary
Almeda Pearson were married in Johnson County Texas.
Miss Almeda Pearson was born in Henderson County
Tennessee on February 11, 1865. She was the daughter of
Elizabeth Verlinda Rhodes and Ira James Lee Pearson.

Following the marriage of Robert A. and Mary Almeda
Fuller the couple lived in or near the towns of Cleburne ,
Caddo, Tascosa, Vernon, Fort Worth, Joshua, Grand-
falls and Barstow before moving to this area. Nine
children were born to the couple prior to their move to
the Panhandle. The children are Alta Elizabeth, Ira:
William Gordon, Lawrence Lee, Lena Mae, Mattie Ethel,
Guy, a child who died at infancy, and Robert Pearson.
The couple also reared a grandson, John Winters Walker,
after the death of his mother.

In 1911 Mr. Fuller traded his land in Ward County
Texas for a farm and ranch twelve miles east of Spear-
man. Not caring for the land of Ward County, Mr. Fuller
followed his brother-in-law who had moved to the Pan-
handle earlier. Mr. Fuller traded the land with Mr. Yates,
Along with the trade of the land was also a trade in the
farm implements owned by each party.

A twenty one day trip from Ward County by covered
wagon was made by the Fuller family in May of 1911.
All but two of the older:children who were grown accom-
panied the couple on the journey.

Their land which was purchased was improved and a
two room house was standing for the family to move into.
They also had a windmill for their water supply.

Farming and r anching was taken up by Mr. Fuller and
farming and ranching was begun from scrat ch. There was
very little of the purchased land broken sod. The boys
helped their father with the chores. They brought their
horses on their journey from Ward County. The horses
were used with the sod plough to break the land. The
grain was planted with a one row lister pulled by a team.
The wheat was harvested and stacked then thrashed and
as the fall of the year rolled around the grain would be
taken to market,

Most of the supplies for the family were purchased
at Texhoma and Glazier. Mrs. Fuller always had a garden
and Mr. Fuller did all the butchering for the family.
When the family first arrived their land was fensed but
there were few roads. Ochiltree was the county seat but
there was no road to the town.

At the very beginning the family received their mail
at the Stump home at Wawaka which was at that time a
ranch house. Wawaka is now called Vaka. But after a
few years the mail was delivered on the route which led
from Old Ochiltree to Old Hansford and was carried by
“Uncle'Jimmy Kelly.

Wagons were the only mode of transportation for
travel. When going to market it would take four days to
the destination and four days to return. Entertainment
for the family centered mostly around the Literary Soc-
ieties and the school. Church was held in the Black
Sehool House. The family were active and faithful mem-

bers of the Church of Christ.

The Fuller children 'attended school at the Black
Country School where Mrs. W.m. Cox was one of the
early school teachers, for the children. When the Black
School was discontinued the children of that school went
to Spearman. The building was also moved to Spearman.

Mr. and Mrs. Fuller were civic minded and always
were interested in the growth of character through build-
ing institutions. They gave the land on which the Black
schoal was built. Mr. Fuller served as Black School
Trustee for many years. For twelve years he served
Ochiltree County Commissioner. Many roads and the
courthouse of Ochiltree County were built during the
time he served as commissioner. A member of the Ma-
sonic Lodge, Mr. Fuller was also a member of the Spear-
man Equity Exchange and served as its president for
eight years.

During the early part of the 1900’s families would
be moving by wagon across the plains to Colorado or
other points west and many times the Fuller family would
have guests such as these spending the night. It was
quite a treat to have visitors at that time. Close neigh-
bors for the family included the Smiths, Gillams, Dr.
Pearson and family, Stumps and Greevers.

The children would tend to the chores come morning
and night. Other forms of passtimes for the past included
debates. Tent meetings were also held and families
from throughout the area would travel by wa gon to attend.
The families had to create their own entertainment and
alongside the previous mentioned was baseball for the
Black Community had an active team. Horse races were
also held among the children.

Mr. Fuller made his home on their farm until his
death in 1934. Mrs. Fuller was always interested in the
webs of geanealogy and loved to search back to reveal
rel atives on the family tree. She lived to be almost eighty-
eight years of age and died in Lubbock in October of
1952.

The living children make their home in Lubbock
or Hansford County. Alta Elizabeth F. Walker died in
1915. Augustus Fulled died in 1956. ' William Gordon Ful-
ler PhD. is professor of math at Texas Tech in Lubbock-
Lawrence Lee Fuller passed away in 1936. Lena Mae F.
Hopper is a school teacher in Lubbock. Mattie Ethel F.
Keim made her home in Ochiltree County and passed away
in 1961. Guy Reagan Fuller is a stock farmer in Spear-
man. Robert Pearson Fuller has oil interests in Lubbock.
Mr. and Mrs. Robert A. Fuller’s grandson who they
reared, John Winters Walker, is associated with an
automobile leasing business in Midland, Texas. '

We we look back over the history of this family we
realize - that without such families as these our county
couldn’t be as strong as it is today. Their civic minds
as well as farming interests have made them one of the
outstanding families in the History of Hansford County.

The Spearman Lynx edged

through education.

In Central Texas a few
days ago a motorist was
fined $25 for throwing a
single beer can along a
highway. Statutes provide
for penalties ranging from
$10 to $200 for throwing
litter on the highway.

The willful litterbug is
usually hard to catch in
the act. However, on many
occasions enforcement offi-
cers have searched through
discarded litter for names.
addresses or other infor-
mation which might link
litter with the litterbug.

The Department produced
an anti-litter motion picture,
‘‘“Motion to Burn,’' which
was released for public
showing for the first time
last November.
