Blue Laws Outdone
Section 2 of ordinance No. 98, 

passed by the town council of A r­
tesia and approved October 13, to 
be in full force and effect five days 
thereafter, reads as follows: " N o  
person, In's agent, employee or ser­
vant, shall place, pile or sell, or 
cause to be placed, piled or sold, 
within any shed, barn or other 
building, within the Town of A r­
tesia, any lumber, timber, wood 
or other combustibile material 
without first obtaining a permit 
therefore as provided in the fore­
going section ."

Each separate violation of the 
above section subjects the offender 
to a fine not exceeding three hun­
dred dollars, or imprisonment in 
the town jail for a term not ex ­
ceeding ninety days.

CITY LOOSES AGAIN.
Second Actiai W u by the Bi{ Jo Li b  

bar Canpaiy — Extract Fraa 
Judge Pope's Decision

A second attempt was made last 
Thursday to prevent the Big Jo 
Lumber Company from erecting 
the necessary building on their 
newly acquired lots for^h e  contin­
uance of their business resuling in 
a complete victory for the com ­
pany.

The case of the Town o f Artesia 
against the Big Jo, or rather 
against Dean Sampson came up in 
Judge Swepston’s court last 
Thursday, the action being taken 
on the enforcement of the ordin­
ance extending the fire limits. 
There was much difficulty in se­
curing a jury, many stating that 
they were unduly prejudiced or 
had expressed an opinion that it 
was hardly probable that they 
would change. Needless to state 
that these opinions were in favor 
o f the defendant.

The jury finally selected was 
composed o f Dave Runyan, Spen 
cer Lee, B. Stephenson, E. S. 
Howell, Tom  Harrington and 
Owen McClav.

Very little time was spent in the 
examination of witnesses. The 
defendant admitted the publica­
tion of the ordinance in question 
and did not attempt to deny that 
he was constructing a lumber yard 
within the limits prescribed by the 
ordinance.

The testimony taken, the real 
tussle began.

Judge J. C. Davis, city attorney 
prosecuted the case and consider­
ing all things, he acquitted him­
self in a creditable manner. No 
matter how great faith he had in 
his cause, he wras well aware that 
the propsecution was a very un­
popular move and that even his 
friends would rejoice in his defeat. 
He made a good talk and forcibly 
presented all the merit there was 
in his case and treated his oppon­
ents with courtesy and fairness. 
He asssumed that the city ordin­
ances had been violated and asked 
for the punishment of the offender.

Judge Osborn was council for 
the defendant and feeling that 
justice was on his side and that he 
had the "G od  speed thee" of 
nearly everyone present, he pro­
ceeded to cover himself all over 
with glory.

He asserted, and it was not de­
nied, that no action had been tak­
en toward extending the fire limit 
until after the defendant had taken 
possession of their present loca­
tion with an expressed intention 
o f moving their lumber yard there­
on. He further stated that the or­
dinance had been passed after pos­
session and did not go into effect 
until nine days after a building 
had been started on the location. 
He condensed the action taken in 
no uncertain terms stating that it 
was the "m ost abortive, low down, 
undermining’ ’ proceeding that he 
had come in contact with. A fter­
wards, he referred to the persecu­
tion as the "rankest thing ever 
heard o f . "

It took the jury but a few m in­
utes to bring in a decision in favor 
o f the defendant.

The hearing of the injunction 
suit of the Town of Artesia against'

construction of the irrigating works, in­
tended to convey water to the said lands, 
he is, without fault on his part, unable 
to make proof of the reclamation and 
cultivation of said land, as required In 
said Acts, shall, upon filing his corro­
borated affidavit with the land office in 
which said land ia located, setting forth 
said Jacts, be allowed an additional per­
iod o f not to exceed three years, within 
the discretion of the Commissioner of 
the General Land Office, within which 
to furnish proof as required by said 
Acta of the completion of said work. ’ ’

up before J udge Pope September i 
26, and judgment was rendered in 
favor of the defendant. In his 
written decision Judge Pope says: 

The proposed lumber yard 
even if fully established would not 
under the facts disclosed by the 
testimony be per se a public nui­
sance. It is a legitimate and, 
when properly conducted, and in­
offensive business, and the place 
chosen is in the business section of 
Artesia, or what must necessarily 
soon be such if the town contin­
ues to grow. Any inconvenience 
or injury to others flowing from 
its existence would seem to be 
simply an incident to living in a 
tow n.”

In the Judgment, the Judge fur­
ther states. “ It is hereby ordered, 
adjudged and decreed that the 
plaintiff’ s complaint filed herein, 
be dismissed; that the defendent, 
the Big Jo Lumber Com pany,h a v e

behalf expended, to be taxed bv 
the clerk.”

A day or two before the injunc­
tion case came to trial, Mr. Sam­
son informed the council that if 
they would call off the injunction j 
suit, that he would suspend work

the yard until after the ordin­
ance went into effect and then try 
the case under the ordinance. 
They refused to accept his offer 
and costs to the extent of several 
hundreds o f dollars were incurred.

An impartial an unprejudiced 
J udge says that the establishment 
of this lumber yard is not a public 
nuisance, that “ it is a legitimate 
and, when properly conducted, an 
inoffensive business,”  and so, we 
believe, think, at least seventy-five 
per cent o f the people of Artesia. 
There is a general feeling that the 
Big Jo Company should not Ik* 
subject to further annoyance and 
that no further burden, of like 
character, be imposed upon the 
tax payers o f the town.

Final Proof Extension
