Alfalfa has 
raised to $10.50 per ton and will 
probably go higher, and for that 
reason the farmers prefer to store 
it at present and sell later in the 
winter."

According to Mr. Friermood 
Pecos Valley hay will sell any­
where at anytime and before the 
winter is over we may be able to 
add at any prices. One of the 
largest barns in New Orleans burn­
ed last week and the fire destroyed 
about 200 cars of hay. This will 

them short for a time and a 
raise in price is expected. The 
Pecos Valley hay is retailing in 
New Orleans at $25.00 per ton, of 
which price, $11.00 goes for rail­
road rates. Beyond carload lots 
there is no reduction in rates, and 
when the train of twenty-nine cars 

shipped from Artesia they 
paid $11 per ton freight on every 
ton.

There are hundreds of cars of 
hay stored in the Middle Valley at 
present, some of which will be 
used at the mill, and some of it 
fed, but the most will undoubted­
ly be shipped to southern points 
before spring. Hay in New Or­
leans and Memphis may go to $35 
per ton before the winter is over, 
and of course the Pecos Valley 
farmer will profit most by such a 
raise.

Observations
NOW THAT W ILL ROBINSON HAS LET THE CAT OUT OF THE BAG. 

I might as well tell the truth, the whole truth and nothing but the 
truth, for once in my life. It is true that I am, or will be, connect­
ed with the great power conserving scheme which is soon to be 
put in force in the Middle Valley, and which consists o f a string 
o f  three thousand windmills from the Pecos at a point near the 
Artcsia bridge to the Penasco near the Marable dam. The wind­
mills are to be run by wind, which is o f course unusual but we hope 
to make it go, and according to the Tenderfoot a small dynamo is 
to be attached to each one and the power sent to a central station 
from whence it will be distributed out over the country as needed. 
In this the Tenderfoot is only partly right, for this method has not 
yet been adopted by the Board o f Directors o f the Pecos Valley 
Wind Pow’er Conservation Company, and several other schemes 
are being talked o f to get the desired results. The great trouble 
with the Robinson idea is that the extra expense for dynamos 
would be more than we could stand, not to mention Rob's rakeoff 
for the use o f his fermentation. We have already planned the out- 
ley o f several thousand dollars for windmills and hiring Elmer 
Feemster to furnish power for them on a still day and our limit is 
nearly reached. Besides, as promoter o f the scheme I have some 
sayso in the matter and I favor using each windmill to wind up 
large springs, which can be locked and hung up on poles until need­
ed. These springs attached to pumps or other machines in the 
manner o f a spring on a watch, would develop nearly as much 
power as the dynamos, and would be much cheaper, which is more 
to the point. Thus a farmer could come to the head office, pay 
down, say two or three dolars, take home a spring and put it on 
his pump and pump enough water to irrigate his land in short 
time. Regular subscribers would be furnished a certain number o f 
springs per monh at a regular rate, all o f the unwound springs, o f 
course, to be returned to the company as soon as used. As soon as 
this system was working smoothly we could rig up a number of 
power doubling cogs arranged so that by attaching a spring to the 
proper place it would wind up three more while it was unwinding, 
while at the same time our windmills would also be working over­
time and the only expense the company would be to would be for 
oil. This plan was satisfactory to all o f the directors and would 
have been put into operation at once, had not Mr. Feemster ap rear­
ed at the meeting and raised his voice in protest because it would 
throw himout of a job when the system was so perfected that the 
windmills would no longer be needed, and o f course his voice set­
tled that plan right away. I might remark here that Elmer is not 
a stockholder, only an asset. With the spring idea gone we must 
either go back to Mr. Robinson’s idea and pay him for his hard 
work in thinking it up, or get up some new plan o f our own, which 
will not interfere with Elmer’s job. About the time it was set­
tled that Feemster should not be deprived o f his above mentioned 
job, Judge Davis interrupted the session o f the Board by suggest­
ing that we ascertain the cost o f the windmills. The Judge was 
taken into the company to give legal advice, and not to make em­
barrassing suggestions, but a report on the cost was allowed and 
when it came the chairman declared that a motion to ad journ was 
in order. At present the members are out rustling coin or inter­
esting capital and while we hope to do somethingin the future, 
at present our grand plan seems to have gone the way o f the world 
and the way o f the Printers A malgamated Gold and Silver Mining 
and Milling Company, o f which Thomas Carrington Carnes was 
the president and general manager.

SAVE THE SEED.
This is the time o f year when 

attention must be given to the 
saving of good seed for spring 
crops. Seed does not “ run out”  
unless the grower o f the crop 
runs it out. The notion that 
seed must be got from away off 
somew here every few years has 
mighty little basis in fact. How 
in the world does the man who 
° row-s the seed you buy keep it 
from “ running out?”

The facts are that we especial­
ly need seed o f farm crops ac­
climated and adapted to the 
varying conditions o f different 
localities in New Mexico. Seed 
tnat has come to full maturity 
and given good yields under ad­
verse conditions is prepared to 
withstand those adverse condi­
tions when they again occur, 
c-om is doing better farther west 
as seed grown here becomes 
available. Cotton is being grown 
farther north every year; but 
not with seed brought from the 
southern edge o f the cotton 
growing area.

If New Mexico is to be in the 
lead as a corn state, and in the 
material prosperity which comes 
with a large production o f corn, 
the best o f seed must be saved 
right now.

Time spent in saving good 
seed is always paid for by in­
creased yields and greater pro­
fit. And on the average, you 
can’t tor any money buy as' good 
seed o f any farm crop as you 
can build up by selection from 
the product o f your own fields, 
if you have fairly good stuff to 
start with.— Portales Times.

Messrs. Carter and Muncy, of 
the Farmers’ Land League, this 
week sold 970 acres of land, near 
Loving, to Nebraska and Tennes­
see parties. This one sale amount­
ed to about $50,000, and is the 
largest made in one day for a long 
time. The land will be improved, 
application having been made for 
water from the Carlsbad Project, 
and means many new families 
coming he-e to live. The Farm­
ers’ Land League run excursion 
trains into the Valley once every 
two weeks, and operate in Artesia 
as well as Carlsbad. The land 
sold this week nearly all belonged 
to Pecos irrigation Company.-— 
Argus.

Pastaring Alfalfa
The acreage of alfalfa in Okla­

homa now is large enough so that 
it doesn’t matter very much if the 
stand is occasionally damaged by 
too close pasturing. More will be 
sown to take its place and if corn 
is put where the old alfalfa was, 
the increased crops will make the 
owner want to do that again.

But there are many who have j 
sown their first alfalfa this fall, 
and if they make the mistake of 
pasturing it this winter, they are 
likely to become discouraged and 
give it up. It is too much to ex­
pect fall sown alfalfa to furnish 
pasture this winter. The young 
plants need every chance to estab­
lish themselves and to send their 
tap roots down into the soil. If 
pastured by hogs or cattle, many 
of the plants are pulled out and 
others are trampled into the 
ground. And the total yield of 
feed is worth less than the five 
dollars per acre which the alfalfa 
seed and preparation cost.

The fundamental use of alfalfa 
is for hay, not for pasture. The 
certain profits come from having 
plenty of alfalfa hay to feed the 
livestock on the farm. Pasturing 
alfalfa should be incidental always. 
—Okla. Farm Journal.

Speculative Filing Adjudged Illegal
Los Angeles, Calif., Nov. 1 1 .— 

To file upon desert land, with the 
intention of immediately assign­
ing to other parties is held to be 
fraud by Judge Welborn of the 
United States district court.

In an exhaustive opinion the 
court ruled a demurrer in the case 
of the United States against H. 
C. Oakley and others, charged 
with land frauds. It is held that 
the statute is unequivocal, in that 
it must be the intention of the ap­
plicant to reclaim when he files 
his declaration on desert land 
owned by the government. It is 
prescribed that the entrymiin, un­
der oath, must declare that he in­
tends to reclaim the land !>y con­
ducting water over it.
