Facts Abut Ei-PrasMuts
The Philadelphia Press has dis­

covered that this is the first time 
since the beginning of the admin­
istration of Thomas Jefferson that 
the country has been without an 
ex-president.

Washington died in the third 
year of John Adams’ administra­
tion, but Adams lived through the 
administrations of Jefferson, Mad­
ison and Monroe, and died on the 
same day as Jefferson, July 4,1826, 
in the administration of John 
Quincy Adams. The Presidents 
who succeeded Washington were 
as a rule long-lived, and the presi­
dents between Jackson and Lin­
coln did not serve more than a 
single term, so that for a consider­
able period there were three or 
four ex-presidents living in each 
presidency.

Lincoln began his administra­
tion with five ex-presidents living, 
viz. Buchanan, Pierce, Fillmore, 
Tyler and Van Buren. Grant be­
gan with four ex-presidents, but 
in the last year of Hayes' adminis­
tration there was but one living 
ex-president, Grant,in Cleveland’s 
first year Grant, Hayes and A r­
thur were living.— Roswell Rec­
ord.
