thought the people of the Pecos 
Valley were suffering. It devoted 
considerable thought to the coal 
situation. Nearly all of the Val 
ley’s supply has come from Canyon 
City, Colo., via the Santa Fe to 
Hutchinson, and thence south to 
the Pecos Valley lines, nearly 
1,000 miles. Formerly the Valley 
got much coal from the McAlester 
mines over the Rock Island lines, 
but this was expensive. The Colo­
rado &  Southern extends from the 
Walsenhurg coal district in Colo­
rado to Amarillo, 295 miles. The 
Walsenhurg fuel is said to be bet­
ter than the Canyon City product, 
on which the freight rate was $5.50 
per ton, now reduced to $4 55 with 
a rate on slack of *4.30 a ton. No 
joint rate has been made from 
Walsenhurg to the Valley, so that 
the Santa Fe may have a monopoly 
of the traffic.
