Did you ever hear anyone 
say anything good about living 
in a small town? Usually it's 
not what's good, but what's 
wrong with it or what doesn't 
it have. 

Quitaque Lions are leirning 
something new — What's Good 
About it! The program commit-
tee has worked out a three part 
program under this heading, 
and James Brunson kicked off 
the series last week with "Per-
sonal Values of Living in a 
Small Town." 

One of these mentioned was 
the recent Homecoming, which 
was enjoyed by several hundred 
local citizens and visitors. It 
was a good example of the close 
relationship that a small town 
offers its citizens. Cooperation 
was wonderful, and many peo-
ple will be talking for many 
months about "Who they saw" 
and "Did you hear." The Home-
coming also proved an excel-
lent excuse for many people to 
be of service to their fellow 
man. 

"Taking a personal interest 
in a person is the best way to 
influence a person," Brunson 
said. In a small town there is 
more opportunity to be person-
ally interested in people and 
problems, than there is in a 
larger city. 

People of a small community 
have similar ideas, similar inter-
ests, and people of every voca-
tion meet and enjoy fellowship 
on the same level, it was brou-

ght out in the program. Also, 
every person has a place to fill 
and it is their responsibility to 

I  take care of that particular 
spot. In a small place, such as 

1 Quitaque, there is a job for ev-
eryone and sometimes two. Ev-
ery person is able to take an ac-
tive part in the projects of their 
community. 

Supt. Leroy Scott brought out 
several interesting facts in a 
discussion labeled "Advantages 
of Going to a Small School." 

"School", he said, "is a part-
nership between 'you' and the 
teacher, for the purpose of 
rearing children." He went on 
to explain that of course the 
parent carried the heavy end 
of the load, but at the same 
time, a lasting impression was 
made on a child in the class-
room. 

A closer relationship between 
child and teacher was one of 
the advantages he listed that is 
unique in a small school. Better 
social habits could be attained 
because of a wholesome atmos-
phere prevailing on the campus 
and classrooms. There is no 
place for cliques and closed 
circles among a small student 
body. 

Another advantage named by 
Supt. Scott was that there is a 
better opportunity for students 
to take part in extra - cirricular 
activities. "As far as I know, 
every girl in high school be- 
longs to our Pep Squad." he 
said. Football boys who play in

They have a better chance of 
understanding and lending a 
helping hand to their students 
because of their knowledge of 
the child's background and ho-
me life. Stmt. Scott gave exam-
ples of teachers -in larger sys-
tems who do not even know 
their stthlents by name, much 
less their parents. 

Bro. Curtis Lee spoke briefly 
on the phases of our communi-
ty life which pertains to Moral 
and Spiritual virtues. 

He emphasized the fact that 
in a small place you know the 
good people and the bad by 
their first name. This intimate 
knowledge of an individual 
helps a person attain a better in-
sight to their own characteris-
tics — good and bad. There is 
a better opportunity for a per-
son to live and learn by mis-
takes in a small community be-
cause of the close association 
with their friends and neigh-
hors in all types of situations. 
..This is life at its fullest," Bro. 
Lee stated, to live in such a way 
that your neighbors and associa-
tes will be happy to introduce 
you as a friend.
