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Congressional Battle May Be Looming
Over Farm Crop Export Controls

Representative George Mahon
reports that a battle is looming in
Congress and in the Administra-
tion over the issue of export
controls on farm crops. He
expressed firm opposition to the
imposition of such controls. Mahon
advises that a number of Members
of Congress from non-farm areas
are advocating export controls,
pointing out that last week there
was a vote in the House on an
amendment to the Export
Administration Act which would
have tended to encourage the
imposition of export controls on
farm commodities. The amend-
ment was defeated; but Mahon
predicts that the proposal is just
the beginning of what promises to
be a continuing struggle over this
issue.

Mahon stated that the imposi-
tion of export controls on farm
crops would be a serious blow to
farmers already severely pinched
by the cost-price squeeze. He said,
“The clamor for export controls is
the result of the August 12
estimate by the USDA that the
production of corn for 1974 will be
12 percent less than last year and
that milo production will be 34
percent below last year's figure. I
think that tampering with export
controls is not the answer to the
problem. The emphasis must be on
more and more production to meet
domestic and world needs. If a
drastic situation develops at a later

date, that would be the time to
consider limited action to protect
specific domestic needs.”

Mahon emphasized that the
imposition of export controls on
farm crops would not only be a
serious setback to farmers,
sharply reducing income, but
would tend to reduce the incentive
to produce and make it more
difficult for farmers to finance
farming operations. He agreed
that the feeders of poultry and
livestock would have to take into
account increased feed costs in
pricing their production. “How-
ever, in the long run,” he said, “the
imposition of export controls
would mean less production by
farmers and higher costs to the
consumer.” Mahon believes that
the encouragement of greater
production is the proper policy for
the governmen to follow.

The Congressman made re-
ference to the vital role of
agriculture in supporting stability
of the dollar at home and abroad,
pointing out that last year would
have been a disastrous year for the
United States in international
trade had it not been for the export
of $19 billion worth of farm
commodities.

Shallowater Resident Captures Live

“Hunting Alligators” isn't a
sport everybody would enjoy, but
to Norbert Smith, it's fun, for he is
studying alligators and currently
entering his second year at Texas
Tech working toward a PhD
degree in Zoology.

He has worked mostly at the
Welder Wildlife Refuge at Sonora
where the Welder Wildlife
Foundation has presented him a
full scholarship, which pays living,
school and research expenses.

Two years have been spent
using a radio telemetry system
(designed by Smith) on studying
how alligators in the wild, control
their body temperature. With the
radio transmitter, Smith was able
to measure back, stomack and
deep body temperatures and heart
rate of the animals.

His current study at Texas Tech
is a continuation of the field study
and presently has 13 alligators at
Tech and is studying how they
regulate their body temperature
under laboratory conditions.

In addition to the thermoregula-
tion study, he has marked a five
year growth and movement study
of alligators at the refuge.

Three years of study has been
completed when each summer
Smith is accompanied by his family

Alligators for Sci\ence“ iudy -
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to the refuge where they are
furnished a small air conditioned
house on the premises and they all
enjoy their stay very much.
Smith’s family consists of wife,
Joan, and daughter Weena Ruth, 8
years old, and Jayson Hans, age 3.
They all accompanied him on two
separate trips of hunting alligators
while they were there this
summer, from June 5 through July
20th. They had the pleasure of
capturing eight of the animals, in
one evening. The alligators were

weighed, measured, sexed and
marked, before they were released
the following day.

A memorable event this summer
for Weena Ruth, was when she
accompanied her father to run
trotlines that were set out on the
refuge and as the trotlines were
raised, 20 pounds of catfish were
on them, besides an 8 foot 7 inch
bull alligator was snared on the
line. The brave little miss aided her
father in noosing the animal, which

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Back in the 1870's when the Mennonites began their mi-
gration from Europe to America—Santa Fe was there!
A representative of the railroad traveled abroad in
those early days to influence homeseekers to settle along
the pioneer rail routes being built westward across Kan-
sas.

Okay, call me crazy if you want to, but I swear, when I went out to work
in the yard Saturday morning about 10 a.m., there was the smell of fall in
the air.

I can’t explain the particular aroma that made me feel that way. There
was just something about the feel of it, a sense that, despite heat that will
continue into October, the growing season was on the wane. The days are
growing shorter and football is just around the corner.

The name on front of the store was “Maloney Pharmacy” and the card I
carried said “Walter Maloney”. That might not mean much to some, but I
thought that it would be unusual to have two Walter Maloneysinthe area.

Sure enough, once inside the pharmacy, there was a smiling figure that
evenage couldn’t make you forget. It was the former Texas Tech halfback
from Roscoe and very much alive.

Walter and I gradually warmed to talk of Dell Morgan, Raider football
teams of the past and players who starred and then scattered. On the wall
of his office was a picture taken about 1949. Players I hadn't thought of in
ages beamed out.

There was Bud Conley, an outstanding fullback; Ike Stuver, the Ysleta
flash; Zombie Johnson, a rambling end; Googie Jackson, a rugged
fullback; Dan Pursel, a smashing guard; and more, many more.

That was the squad that carried Tech to the Sun and Raisin bowls.
Tuffy Nabors, Bill Kelley, Cal Stevenson, Primo McCurry, J.W.
Thompson, Don Williams, a host of players looking so young and so
wholesome. They gained the Raiders a lot of fame and respect.

As we looked, Walt started to reminisce. There was John Andrews, a
rugged tackle, who “kept a case of beer under his bed. He'd pop one first
thing every morning,” Walt laughed. “I didn’t know how he could do it.”

Walt recalled the time John had met some friends Just before a game
against Baylor in Waco. John got a little tight and the players tried to
cover for him, but Dell came by, took one look and knew the score.

“Coach started him that day,” Walt laughed. “I gues he was trying to
make him suffer. But John played one of his greatest games. He was all
over the field. He's married and has settled down, now. Lives in
Brownfield and is doing well.”

Then there was “Duck” Thompson. Duck loafed all week but on
Saturday, when the whistle blew, there were few better fullbacks
anywhere. “He stayed in the Air Force and is a general now,” Walt said.

And “Ears” Earhart, a flashy halfback who had more moves than a
snake. Ears never did quite go along with Dell and, more often than not,
found himself on the bench. In one game he must have run 150 yards on
one play to gain 10. He zigged back and forth, trying to find an opening.
When he came out, Dell asked him where he thought he had been going.

“Coach”, Earsis alleged to have said, “there were 22 players on the field
and not one of them knew where I was going!”

Walter remembered the Raisin Bowl game in Fresno, California. Tech
was getting beaten by San Jose State when Stuver, on a fourth down
punt, suddenly broke up the middle and raced to a touchdown.

Gene Gregston, then of the Star-Telegram, chortled with glee and said:
“I'’knew that Dell would come up with a trick play some time during th
game. *

No so, said Walt. Instead of being tickled by the run, Dell asked Ike
what he thought he was doing? “Well, I saw this big hole and just started
running,” Walt related Ike saying. “But that wasn't Dell’s type of football.
When he told you to do something, he expected you to do it.

“Iremember one time when I was supposed to go over tackle. Here was
this big guy right in the hole, so I went outside. Dell wanted to know why I
hadn’t run at him.

“Well, he weighs about 240 pounds and I weigh about 157,” Walter
replied. “There's no way I'm going to run over him.”

Walter recalled that part of the Raisin Bowl bid was free tickets to the
Rose Bowl game between Ohio State and California. The Raisin Bowl was
played on Dec. 31, a Saturday, and the Rose Bowl was on Monday, Jan. 2.

“They were getting 30, 35 dollars for tickets in Fresno,” Walt recalled.
“We started to sell our tickets, and then we thought, well, we could get
more in Los Angeles. Man, when we got to LA, everybody had tickets for
sale, so we just decided to go to the game.”

Inrecalling Dell Morgan, Walt remarked what everyone who knew Dell
realized. “He wasrough as a cob,” Walt said. “We even used to talk on the
sidelines about how we could kill him. He was a perfectionist and he drove
you hard. But, you know, t! 1t roughness covered a soft heart. He could
make life miserable for you, .,ut let anyone else say anything about one of
his players and you'd better be ready to fight. And I just don’t think I'd
have wanted any part of him.”

Life has been good to Walter Maloney. He's been on the school board
and served as president. He has a successful business. He's well known
and respected in Sweetwaer.

On his walls are loads o! iictures showing him with boats, bass and
buddies. He loves to fish anc says that he spends too much time doing it.
He's one of the many former Raiders who have done well and we were
delighted to have had a ch nce to talk with him after all these years.
