The barbecue is one of several
activities planned for April 25. The
festivities begin that morning with
the arrival of more than a dozen
Japanese officials of the Daiwabo
plant. They are scheduled to fly
into Lubbock at 9:10 a.m. aboard
Branif International’'s Flight 272.
Levelland officials are expected to
be on hand to give them an official
red carpet welcome.

At 3 p.m. that afternoon
Daiwabo officials will host a
reception for 50 to 75 invited
guests. The guest list includes
several banking and cotton
officials selected by the Japanese
and other prominent South Plains
and Levelland citizens.

The ground breaking will be at 6
p.m. at the site of the new spinning
mill just east of Levelland. The
banquet is to begin at 7:30 p.m. on
the campus of South Plains
College. The ground breaking
ceremonies are open to the public
without charge. Tickets to the
barbecue, which is also open to the
public are priced at $2 each.

The deadline for buying tickets
to the banquet is Saturday, April
20. No tickets will be sold after that
date. By setting a cutoff date,
Levelland and SPC officials will be
able to determine in advance the
number of persons planning to
attend the barbecue.

While the ground breaking
marks the formal beginning of the
new open-end spinning mill, actual
construction is not expected to
start until September. And with
construction figured to take a year,
official opening of the plant is
projected for October or Novem-
ber of 1975.

Will those
salaries build football teams, or will they build internal stress and strain
with lower paid players?

There’s no question but that it takes a lot of money to field pro football
teams. It took a lot to get the American Football League operating,
although it didn’t pay the established NFL players what the new WFL is
promising.

If the money really is available, the new league will see the light of day.
If there isn't, the lawsuits are going to pile up as tall as the Empire State
Buiding.

My personal guessis that the owners have that kind of money available.
They couldn’t afford to announce such salaries if they didn’t. But what of
the operation?

The league will have a smattering of established NFL stars. It will have
a fair share of outstanding college players. It will pick up some NFL and
Canadian castoffs. In its first two or three years, it will be better than
college football, but not up to the standard of the NFL.

The league already has a TV contract, which will help. It will have to
build fans, which will be difficult. It will have to fight the NFL, far from
easy. Cities with current NFL teams probably won't flock to the stadia to
see the WFL teams.

Again, my guess is that the league will open if only because it has so
much money at stake. Whether it can exist in the pro football jungle is
anybody's guess.

One personal reason why I hate to see the new league is the saturation
of football, which is in danger of going the same route that baseball took.

We have CFL games in the summer now and the WFL will be added.
We have two to four pro games on Sunday, plus Monday night, and soon
the WFL will be aired on another night. The college game is booming, as is
the high school brand.

In short, there is almost too much football now and complete saturation
will kill football, as it did baseball.
